Safeguard undermined: sedition
charges on Kanhaiya Kumar

The law on granting sanction for prosecution imposes a
duty on the government concerned to apply its mind to the
facts of each case and render a decision based on its
assessment whether, prime facie, a case has been made
out. The process cannot be based on a uniform policy. The
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) regime’s justification that it
cleared the prosecution of former JNU students’ union
leader Kanhaiya Kumar and others on charges of sedition
and conspiracy because it adopts a policy of non-
interference in judicial matters is completely unacceptable.
Superior courts have repeatedly stressed that giving sanction
is not a mechanical process, but requires application of
mind. The government is required to decide whether there
is enough material to conclude that the speech or slogans
had a tendency to create public disorder or contained
incitement to violence. The prior sanction norm is a vital
procedural safeguard against frivolous prosecution. The
sanction requirement has seen criticism only in corruption
cases, as the power could be used to shield corrupt public
servants. However, the sanction contemplated by Section
196 of the CrPC, for “offences against the state” in the
Indian Penal Code, as well as “‘conspiracy” to commit them,
is different. Such sanction is also needed for Section 153A
(promoting enmity between different groups) and Section
295A (malicious acts intended to outrage religious feelings).
The reason is that a police officer’s understanding of the
offence should be subject to the government’s scrutiny so
that these provisions are not unlawfully used against free
speech.

In reducing its role to a policy that only the judiciary can
decide the case on merits, the Delhi government has done
adisservice to those charged with the serious offence under
Section 124A. Mr. Kumar and nine others were booked
for allegedly supporting “seditious” slogans raised during
an event at JNU on February 9, 2016. The Delhi police
filed a charge sheet in January 2019. There was criticism
from the ruling BJP that the AAP government was delaying
the grant of sanction. There was a court deadline for the
regime to give its decision. However, this did not mean that
it was asked to accord sanction mechanically. After video
footage purportedly showing the students raising “anti-
India” slogans was found to be doctored, one would have
thought the NCT government would be wary of endorsing
the police claim. Moreover, the decision goes against the
emerging body of opinion that the sedition provision needs
to be revisited, if not scrapped altogether. The political
narrative behind the belated grant of sanction may be that
Mr. Kejriwal and his party might not want to concede the
nationalistic space entirely to the BJP. What is of greater
concern is that its action may end up legitimising the
imaginary construct that these students and their supporters
constitute a ‘tukde tukde’ gang bent on breaking up the

RRTS to be linked with electric bus routes in push to the last-mile connectivity

GHAZIABAD: The National
Capital Region Transport
Corporation (NCRTC) has sent
a proposal to the UP urban
development department to
integrate the regional rapid
transit system (RRTS) stations
with the proposed electric bus
service in a way that offers last-
mile connectivity to residents.
The state urban development
department, in turn, has assured
NCRTC that its proposal will be
looked into. This gains
importance in view of 50 electric
buses that will be introduced in
Ghaziabad. “There have been
instances wherein major
projects like metro corridors lack
of last-mile connectivity issue

has not been addressed
properly. So it is with this intent
we have offered suggestions to
the wurban development
department to rationalise the
routes for the proposed electric
bus service to cater to last-mile
connectivity in Ghaziabad,” said
an official of NCRTC. NCRTC
has already designed its stations
to accommodate city buses.
“We felt that the city bus service
should actually compliment the
rapid rail project in offering last-
mile connectivity and during our
internal survey we found that the
existing city buses ply on routes
falling on RRTS alignment,” said
the official. The 82km Delhi-
Ghaziabad-Meerut RRTS

One dies, seven of his family injured
as car hit by another on NH-58

GHAZIABAD: A 30-year-
old man died and seven of his
family, including four minors,
sustained injuries when his car
turned turtle after being hit by
another car on NH-58 near
Kadrabad in Modinagar.
Narendra Singh, a
construction contractor from
Meerut, and his family had
been to Ghaziabad on Friday
evening to attend a wedding.
They met with the accident on
their way back around
11.30pm, a Ghaziabad police
officer said. His brother,
Gajendra, was at the wheel
then. “Just 10 minutes after
we started, a car from behind
hit our Alto. I lost control of
the car, we ran into a divider
and the car turned turtle. Even

the brakes didn’t seem to be
working,” he told TBC,
adding that the street lights
were not working. “My
younger brother Satyaprakash
called the police and the
ambulance, which took about
10 minutes to get to the spot.
At the hospital, the doctors
said our elder brother Naresh
was no more,” Gajendra said.
Devpal Singh, station house
officer of Modinagar said the
work to expand NH-58 is
underway because rapid rail
has been proposed in the area
and the divider the car collided
into had been installed by the
agency. The family has not
filed any complaint yet. “The
autopsy has been done and
reports are awaited.

corridor from Sarai Kale Khan
in Delhi to Modipuram in Meerut
will have eight RRTS stations in
Ghaziabad, including Sahibabad,
New Bus Adda, Guldhar, Duhai,
Muradnagar, Modinagar (South)
and Modinagar (North). “In
Muradnagar RRTS station for
instance, the bus depot is way
inside the main road. So, have
made slight modifications at our
station here like providing bay
area for buses so that
commuters could interchange
easily,” said the NCRTC official.
“As far as other rapid stations
are concerned, we are in the
process of ascertaining to what
extent we could change
specifications to accommodate

city buses.” On August 13 last
year, the Yogi Adityanath
government introduced the e-
vehicle manufacturing policy,
whose objective was to ensure
70% of public transport
vehicles are run on electricity.
And in December, the UP
cabinet approved the proposal
for operation of electric buses
in 14 cities, including
Ghaziabad. In Ghaziabad, there
is a plan to introduce 50
electric buses in the city, which
would ply on six routes,
however if NCRTC’s
suggestion is considered by the
UP wurban development
department, the routes may
well be altered.

PMAY papers fudged, 200 may be booked

GHAZIABAD: The district
urban development agency
(DUDA) has issued notices to
about 200 beneficiaries of
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana
(PMAY) for allegedly fudging
documents to avail the grant.
The ageny has given them a
fortnight’s time to refund the
grant, else it will register FIRs
against them, the officials said.
While the beneficiaries who
have been served notices are
those who allegedly fudged
income documents to avail the
grant, officials said there are
many others who have not yet
started construction of units
under the housing scheme
despite getting the first
instalment of Rs 50,000 of the
grant. “So far, we have managed
to identify about 200

beneficiaries, but documents of
many others are also under the
scanner,” said an official of
DUDA, which is the nodal
agency for giving grants under
PMAY. “According to the rule,
the grant under PMAY is also
given to those people whose
annual household income is up
to Rs 3 lakh but they have to be
in possession of land measuring
at least 30 sq m. We are also
checking if the land belongs to
them,” he said. A grant of Rs
2.5 lakh is given to such
beneficiaries in three instalments
and as per DUDA, it has so far
given Rs 50,000 each to 21,000
beneficiaries under the first
mstalment, Rs 1.5 lakh each to
14,500 beneficiaries and
remaining Rs 50,000 as third
instalment to others.

Malls, homes among 100 buildings sealed in Ghaziabad for not paying property tax

GHAZIABAD: More than
100 establishments, including
factories, malls and houses,
were sealed over the past
week for failing to clear
property tax dues. Barring 10
establishments, others cleared
their dues and the sealing was
removed. Notably, the
Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation (GMC) recovered
Rs 4.65 crore from the
defaulters. Officials said there
were many that had not paid
their dues for around four to
five years. Earlier, the civic
body had given an ultimatum
to defaulters for clearing the
dues. Chief tax assessment

officer Sanjeev Kumar Sinha
said, “The special sealing drive
has the desired effect on
defaulters. As soon as the lock
is put on an establishment, its
owner agrees to clear the dues
fearing monetary losses. The
drive will be intensified in the
coming days.” “The 10
defaulters from whose
establishments sealing have
not been removed owe around
Rs 3 crore. We are hopeful
that they would clear the dues
soon. The special drive will
continue till March 31, and
afterwards, a 12% interest will
be imposed,” Sinha added.
Officials informed that out of

the five zones of the civic body,
the maximum number of the
sealings has been done in
Vasundhara followed by Kavi
Nagar. A total amount of Rs
120.11 crore has been
received this fiscal against the
target of Rs 188 crore. The
biggest recovery was made
from Angel Mall in Kaushambi,
which owed Rs 1.36 crore to
the GMC, Sinha added. Earlier,
as many as 1,627 big
defaulters, who owe the civic
body Rs 50,000 or more in the
property taxes, were issued
demand notices to make
payments within 15 days or
face attachment of their

properties. Altogether, they
owe Rs 35 crore in property
taxes. Besides, several central
and state government bodies
including the Railways, Delhi
Metro Rail Corporation,
telecom department,
Ghaziabad Development
Authority, ESI hospital, post
office, police, commercial tax
department, additional labour
commissioner department owe
Rs 15 crore to the civic body.
Sinha said correspondence
with the government bodies is
on and they have assured to
clear the dues in March after
receiving the funds from the
government.

GHAZIABAD: An unknown
man was booked on Saturday
for his alleged involvement in
the death of a 14-year-old boy
who fell from Charms Castle
society in Raj Nagar Extension
on February 14. The CCTV
footage from the society shows
the Class IX student, Vaibhav
Jain, entering through the main
gate of the society around
2.30pm and walking up to the
A block tower where he lived
with his parents on the eighth
floor.

Ghaziabad's Loni set to get ‘city
forest’ with cycling tracks, lake

GHAZIABAD: The district
administration plans to develop
a ‘city forest’ on a 43.69-
hectare plot in Loni’s Ahmed
Nagar Nawada village under
the state government’s tourism
promotion scheme. Officials
said on the lines of the city
forest near Raj Nagar
Extension, walking and cycling
tracks, a lake, an open gym, a
children’s area, and a boating
facility will be developed on the
plot that belongs to the forest
department.

“Loni is adjacent to Delhi. But
there is no tourist attraction
here for the local people and
those coming from outside.
Keeping this in mind, a plan is
being chalked out to develop
the forest department land in
Ahmed Nagar Nawada village,
which is currently lying vacant.
Apart from a massive
plantation drive, several
attractions for children and
visitors will also be planned,”
Pandey said.

ADM attacked with bat in Ghaziabad

GHAZIABAD: A senior
administrative Provincial Civil
Service (PCS) official was
attacked by a man, who was
allegedly in an inebriated
condition, inside a park in Raj
Nagar, Sector 14, on Sunday
evening. The additional district
magistrate (land acquisition),
Madan Singh Garbyal, is under
treatment at Yashoda Hospital.
He had gone to a park near his
house for a walk when the
incident took place. Around 7
pm, one Jasveer Singh attacked
Garbyal with a cricket bat.
Senior officials, including
district magistrate Ajay Shankar
Pandey and SSP Kalanidhi
Naithani, later visited Garbyal
at the hospital. Naithani said the

accused has been arrested.
Pandey said the accused was
reportedly dismissed from the
army in 1995, but the fact is
being verified. Till recently, he
used to work as a bouncer at a
mall. But he was expelled from
there.
