DM issues new set of guidelines
for processing arms licence

GHAZIABAD: The district
administration has come with
a new set of instructions to
streamline the process of
issuing gun licenses. A deadline
has been set for the police and
the administrative officials who
will go through the arms
application forms. For police,
the prescribed limit is 30 days,
while the tehsil office will have
to complete the scrutiny in 15
days and submit its report.
Moreover, the applicant will not
be called to the police station
or the government office in
relation to the arms license.
Instead, the police and the
administration official will

conduct the verification by
going to the spot. District
magistrate Ajay Shankar
Pandey said strict action will
be taken against officials if any
delay or malpractice come to
the light. He added if any
complaint regarding bribe is
received, an inquiry will be
conducted and action will be
taken against the erring official
accordingly. Simultaneously,
officials have been directed to
approve or reject the
application on a merit basis.
The DM has also formed a
high-level committee at the
headquarters level to monitor
the entire process.

A health emergency: On risk of
international spread of poliovirus

Based on the risk of international spread of poliovirus, the
World Health Organization announced on January 7 that
polio will continue to remain a Public Health Emergency of
International Concern (PHEIC) for three months. The
decision was taken based on the recommendation of the
emergency committee under the international health
regulations that assessed the situation last month. The
committee arrived at the unanimous decision based on the
“rising risk” of international spread of wild poliovirus type-
1. Polio was declared as PHEIC in 2014 and has continued
to remain one since then. There were 156 cases of wild
polio type-1 cases in 2019 compared with 28 in 2018. With
128 cases, Pakistan accounted for the most number of
cases, while Afghanistan reported 28 cases. Besides the
four-fold increase in cases, there were instances of the
wild type-1 virus getting exported from Pakistan to Iran
and Afghanistan, as also on the spread from Afghanistan
to Pakistan. In addition to the virus causing polio in children,
it was found in the environment in Pakistan and, to a lesser
extent, in Afghanistan. This is particularly a concern as the
number of children not vaccinated in Afghanistan has been
increasing. In 2018, a total of 8,60,000 children in
Afghanistan did not receive polio vaccine due to security
threats. The situation did not improve in 2019 and, as a
result, a large cohort of children in the southern region of
the country remains unprotected. Therefore, even other
parts of the country that have been free of the virus in the
past are at risk of outbreaks.

An equally disturbing development is on the outbreak of
vaccine-derived poliovirus cases in 16 countries; in all, there
were 249 vaccine-derived poliovirus cases in 2019.
Surprisingly, of them, only 30 were in countries where
vaccine-derived poliovirus is endemic. “The rapid
emergence of multiple circulating vaccine-derived poliovirus
type-2 strains in several countries is unprecedented and
very concerning, and not yet fully understood,” the
committee noted. But, not a single case of vaccine-derived
poliovirus was reported from Afghanistan, while Pakistan
had just 12 cases. In comparison, the number of cases in
Angola was 86 and the Democratic Republic of the Congo
was 63. While Nigeria reported 18 cases of vaccine-derived
poliovirus, not a single case of wild poliovirus type-1 has
been reported from the country for over three years; the
last reported case was in August 2016. A country is said to
have eradicated polio when no new case of wild poliovirus
is reported for three successive years. Nigeria is all set to
be declared as having eradicated polio this year, and in
turn, the entire African region will become free of wild

poliovirus.

GHAZIABAD: Active
policing and friendly relations
with residents will be two of
the top priorities of Kalanidhi
Naithani, a 2010-batch IPS
officer, who took charge as the
new SSP of Ghaziabad on
Friday.

Greater Noida: Legs amputated after
cylinder explosion, man slips into coma

GREATER NOIDA: A 40-
year-old driver with an
engineering firm slipped into
coma on Saturday after losing
both his legs in a cylinder
explosion at an under-
construction factory in Greater
Noida’s Ecotech 1 (extension)
area on Friday night. A worker
at the site who was helping
himunload the cylinder also lost
a leg in the accident, police
said. The accident took place
around 8pm on Friday when
Shreepat, who works for
Vaishnavi Engineering
Services, had gone to deliver
two oxygen cylinders at the
under-construction factory,
owned by Creative Fashion, on

Delhi Metro to go slow
over 2 Noida stations due
to maintenance work
NOIDA: Delhi Metro trains will
run slow between Noida Sector
61 and 52 stations due to
maintenance work on the track
along the route, the DMRC said
on Friday.

approves commissionerate system
of policing for Lucknow, Noida

LUCKNOW: UP
government on Monday
approved the police

commissionerate system,
which will be implemented in
Lucknow and Noida. Both
cities will now get police
commissioners. Announcing
the decision, chief minister
Yogi Adityanath said, "Police
reforms were long-needed in
the state but lack of political
will on part of previous
governments did not allow
the system to Dbe
implemented." "Both cities
will get a police commis
sioner of ADG rank. Two IG

A case has also been filed
by them in the Delhi high court
against the banks that illegally
granted loans for unauthorised
properties without verification.

Ghaziabad Municipal Corporation
to get fresh ratings for bonds

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad  Municipal
Corporation, on the directions
of' markets regulator SEBI, is
getting a fresh rating done by
credit rating agency CRISIL,
which is a pre-requisite for
floating municipal bonds. The
process is expected to be
over in 15 days, in which
GMC will require A++ for
being eligible to float bonds.
The UP government, in July
last year, gave permission to
civic bodies in Lucknow and
Ghaziabad to float municipal
bonds. GMC hopes to raise Rs
150 crore through the sale of
bonds, which will be used to

fund its infrastructure projects.
“We had initially got GMC’s
credit rating done. But as per
SEBI guidelines, ratings done
only by agencies like CRISIL
and India Care are accepted,
so we have initiated the
process of getting a fresh
rating done by CRISIL,” said
AK Mishra, a GMC official.
“The process is expected to
be complete in a fortnight.”
“Credit rating is based on the
current revenue collection
and we are confident that
GMC will get A++ rating,
which will pave the way for
us to float bonds,” said
Mishra.
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Four reach Ghaziabad home to rob, strangle woman for resisting

GHAZIABAD: A 34-year-old
woman was allegedly strangled
to death by four masked
assailants when she resisted a
robbery at her house in Loni
early on Sunday. The woman's
husband Aasif Siddiqui - a
businessman who deals in
mobile phone chargers - said
the robbers knew there was
cash and jewellery in the house
as there was a wedding
planned next month. He said
the accused decamped with Rs
1.4 lakh cash and jewellery
worth "lakhs of rupees". After
the police were informed, senior
officers, including SSP
Kalanidhi Naithani and SP
(rural) Neeraj Kumar Jadaun,

inspected the crime scene and
initiated an inquiry.

Daily commuters 'tired' as key Noida-
Delhi road closed since December 15

NOIDA: As anti-citizenship
law protesters continue to
occupy a key road between
Noida and South Delhi, several
commuters said they were
'tired' of taking longer routes
to work, shelling out more
money and spending up to four
times the usual time in
commuting between home and
work. Route number 13A,
through Kalindi Kunj road,
between Noida and South East
Delhi and further to Faridabad
has been shut since December
15, the day when the protest
began at Shaheen Bagh,
leading to massive traffic
congestions during peak hours.
Noida traffic police have

advised commuters to opt for
Delhi-Noida Direct (DND)
flyway or the Chilla Regulator
route for travel between Delhi
and Noida.

Opposition attacks Uttar Pradesh
government over Noida loot-murder case

LUCKNOW: The Opposition
on Sunday targeted the Uttar
Pradesh government over the
murder of a private firm
employee in Noida last week,
with the Congress and the BSP
accusing chief minister Yogi
Adityanath's dispensation of
laxity and indifference. Gaurav
Chandel, a resident of Greater
Noida's 5th Avenue Gaur City,
was returning from work in
Gurgaon on the night of January
7 when he was shot dead after
being robbed of his SUV, wallet,
laptop and other belongings,
police had said. Around 10.30
pm, he had called up his wife to
inform her that he was at
Parthala Chowk and would

reach home in five minutes, they
had said. Congress general
secretary Priyanka Gandhi
Vadra said Chandel's family
should get justice at the earliest.

Hundreds of south Delhi residents on road to demand opening of Kalindi Kunj stretch

NEW DELHI: Sunday was
witness to a protest against a
protest: agitated with the
closure of the road connecting
Kalindi Kunj to Noida,
hundreds of residents of
Shaheen Bagh and Sarita
Vihar staged a demonstration,
demanding that the barricades
be removed and the stretch
opened. The residents, seeking
immediate police action, said
office-goers and
schoolchildren were facing the
brunt of the closure. The
agitators had decided to block
Mathura Road, but after an
assurance from senior police
officers, they agreed to a
meeting with the Shaheen
Bagh protesters on Monday to

find a solution. The average
travel time between Noida and
south Delhi has more than
doubled after the closure of
Road No. 13A due to anti-
Citizenship Amendment Act
protesters occupying it.
According to an estimate,
Mathura Road and Ring Road
are currently bearing vehicular
volume almost four times their
capacity. Traffic police said
that vehicles from south Delhi
destined for Noida were being
diverted to Mathura Road to
reach Ashram and, then, to
DND Flyway. Police are
forced to manually control the
traffic signals to prevent chaos.
Even those taking the
Barapullah elevated road are

finding that there is no easy
way out. The stretch gets
choked at peak hours, and
insiders say that a 50%
increase in the number of
vehicles plying between Delhi
and Noida is creating big jams
there. Sunday’s march was
carried out from Madanpur
Khadar to Sarita Vihar.
Residents of Noida, whose
children study in schools in and
around Sarita Vihar, also joined
in. The protesters also raised
slogans against chief minister
Arvind Kejriwal and local MLA
Amanatullah Khan. The
residents started gathering in
large numbers around 11am to
block Mathura Road. Aware of
their plans, police had erected

barricades to ensure that traffic
movement wasn’t blocked. It’s
been 28 days since residents of
Shaheen Bagh have occupied
both carriageways of Road No.
13 in protest against CAA and
NRC. Ravi Yadav, a resident of
Noida Sector 18, who had
joined Sunday’s protest, said:
“My son studies in a school in
Sarita Vihar. He hasn’t been
able to attend classes for two
weeks now. My wife and [ are
both working, but as our son is
at home, one of us has to take
leave.” Yadav said the school
was not plying a bus on the
route because of the protests.
The residents finally squatted at
Maharaja Agrasen Marg near
Sarita Vihar A Block.
