Malls, cinemas, clubs
shut in NCR as UP and
Haryana tighten curbs

NEW DELHI: The war
against coronavirus
intensified in India on Sunday
with more states ordering
closure of educational
institutions, and others
imposing a virtual lockdown
by extending restrictions to
other public places like
cinema halls, malls, gyms and
swimming pools. The most
populous state in the country,
Uttar Pradesh, directed
indefinite closure of all
multiplexes, cinemas, clubs
and gymnasiums in 10
districts, including state capital
Lucknow, and Noida and
Ghaziabad in NCR.

Needless appeal: On U.P.
move against removal of
‘name and shame’ posters

It is regrettable that the Uttar Pradesh government has
appealed against the Allahabad High Court order directing
the removal of hoardings in Lucknow that displayed details
of those who participated in the protests against the
Citizenship Amendment Act. Further, it has approved an
ordinance that provides for recovery of compensation from
those suspected of involvement in rioting for any damage
to property. In a quick and well-reasoned response, the
court curbed the administration’s gross misuse of power.
Even though the Supreme Court’s vacation judges were
sceptical about the legal basis of the government’s action,
they referred it to a larger Bench, observing that crucial
questions of law were involved. It is difficult to see what
arcane legal question has arisen, considering that the High
Court’s order was on the grounds that the erection of the
hoardings lacked statutory backing and that it was a gross
violation of citizens’ privacy. The Lucknow administration
had displayed the photographs, names and addresses of
those who, it claimed, owed compensation for the alleged
destruction of public property during the protests. There
has been no judicial finding that those named were involved
in such violence; and there is no law that authorises such
public “naming and shaming”. It was quite apparent that
the government was humiliating the protesters and exposing
them to danger from the CAA’s supporters and the

Former SSP faces probes for
graft, breach of trust

NOIDA: Former Gautam
Budh Nagar SSP Ajay Pal
Sharma, known as an
‘encounter specialist’, finds
himself at the centre of two
investigations into charges of
corruption and of criminal
breach of trust. Ajay Pal had
in January had been
transferred from Rampur,
where he was SP, to the
Police Training Centre in
Unnao after a report by
former Gautam Budh Nagar
SSP Vaibhav Krishna named
him and five other IPS
officers —Himanshu Kumar,
Rampal Sharma, Ganesh
Prasad Saha, Sudhir Singh

and Rajiv Narain Singh — as
accused in a cash-for-
postings investigation. The
government had then set up
an SIT, which this week
recommended a vigilance
probe against Ajay Pal, a
departmental inquiry against
Himanshu and disciplinary
action against the others. The
report had surfaced after
Krishna was suspended when
a video clip of a sex chat
found its way online. Krishna
had contended the video was
a fake one. The marriage
was registered in Ghaziabad,
she said, when Ajay Pal was
the SP (city).

Mithlesh, now 47, had not been
in Nilauni Shahpur for 20 years
at the time. She lived in Devta
village 15km away with
husband Rajesh Sharma.
"When the compensation of
came, my father Durgapal was
alive. He divided the money
among us," said Mithlesh.
Durgapal received Rs 96 lakh
for his land. In 2016, Durgapal
died and ownership of his land
was transferred to his family.
This was around the time that
YEIDA started identifying
beneficiaries for enhanced
compensation following an
Allahabad high court directive.
At stake was an additional
64.7% of the original amount,
or Rs 55 lakh, for Durgapal's
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children - three sons and three
daughters. However, the
succession certificate
Mithlesh's brothers Devendra,
Sunil and Anil submitted didn't
mention any of their three
sisters. This came under
scrutiny. "We follow a thumb
rule. If more than two brothers
claim compensation after their
father's death, we verify the
information with the local block
development office. A ledger
is maintained to keep a record
of all family members, the
Parivar (family) Register. If
we see there are women who
have not been named by their
brothers, we put the process
on hold," said a tehsildar posted
in YEIDA's land department.

now Noida Metro in addition to
mode of travel, will also
become an accessible,
attractive and affordable
destination for entertainment
and celebrations that too at a
very reasonable cost," the rail
service said in a statement.
Interested applicants can
request for one or more
coaches to the maximum of
four coaches in a train. And to
initiate the booking, they have
to submit an application at least
15 days in advance which
would be considered on a first
come first serve basis, the
NMRC said.

Why did Greater Noida firm director
shoot colleague in office cabin

GREATER NOIDA: A
director of UP Telelinks, a
Greater Noida company
manufacturing wires and
cables, allegedly shot a
colleague dead during a
meeting in his cabin on
Thursday afternoon before
killing himself with the same
gun. Pradeep Aggarwal (55)
killed co-director Naresh
Gupta (60) while Rakesh Jain
(59), another director who was
at the meeting, is admitted in a
private hospital with a head
injury. Police said preliminary
investigation had revealed that
the three directors were not on
the same page over a recent
Rs 17-crore transaction and

the meeting had been called to
apparently settle the issue. Jain
said from his hospital bed that
the company was incurring
losses and Aggarwal got into
a heated argument with Gupta
over this.

Noida tops Uttar Pradesh GDP & per capita income again, Lucknow is second

LUCKNOW: The state’s
latest district gross domestic
product figures released by
UP government reveal
massive economic disparities
among various districts in the
state, calling for swift
corrective action at a time
when the aim is to make UP a
one trillion dollar economy.
Noida retains first position
among all districts, accounting
for 10.12% of'the state’s GDP,
despite registering a slight drop
of 0.17% since 2017-18.
Lucknow, which is second
behind Noida, contributes
3.85% of state GDP, even
though it lags at less than 40%
of Noida’s figures. Shravasti
with a GDP of Rs 2,793.87

crore translating to 0.25% of
the state trails at the bottom of
the list. Noida is first in terms
of per capita income too, with
an average of Rs 6.71 lakh per
annum, while Balrampur is at
the end of list with average per
capita income of just Rs 32,305
per annum. Chief minister Yogi
Adityanath blamed previous
governments for the wide
economic disparity while
adding that UP’s per capita
income was highest in the
country after independence,
but had fallen much below the
national average when he
became CM. “When we came
to power, UP’s per capita
income was less than half of
the national average. We have

been working vigorously to
generate employment in the
state and per capital income
has risen above the national
average,” he said. Two
districts — Chitrakoot and
Mahoba — cry for attention
while registering a fall both in
GDP and per capita income.
Chitrakoot’s share of state
GDP went down from 0.50%
in2017-18 to 0.32%, while its
