GHAZIABAD: The UP
government’s decision to
hike property registry fees
has left both homebuyers and
developers disappointed.
They feel the new rate will
lead to higher property prices,
thus further dampening the
investor sentiment at a time
when the real estate sector
is going through a slump.
Earlier, the registry fee was
Rs 10,000 for properties up
to Rs 10 lakh and Rs 20,000
for properties over Rs 10
lakh. The new rates a flat 1%
of property cost came into
effect on February 14. This
means that if the cost of a

flat is Rs 50 lakh, the owner
will have to shell out Rs
50,000 against Rs 20,000
earlier. And if the stamp duty
at 7% which would be Rs 3.5
lakh is added, then the owner
will have to shell out about
Rs 4 lakh extra for that Rs
50 lakh flat. Animesh
Choudhary, a potential
homebuyer, said, “For the
time being, | may have to
abandon my plan to invest in
a ready-to-move-in flat
worth Rs 75 lakh. The
change in registry fee will
definitely put the burden on
the middle-class looking to
buy a flat.”
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Delhi at the centre :

On Kejriwal 3.0

Enthusing his admirers and infuriating detractors, Arvind
Kejriwal took oath as Chief Minister of Delhi for a third
time in six years. From stomping out of office after nearly
50 days of dystopian conflict with the Centre, he reoriented
his approach during his five-year tenure and focused on
areas within his control to improve. Consequent
administrative innovations by his government improved many
lives and paid him rich electoral dividends in Delhi, where
he won 62 seats in the 70-member Assembly. Inaugurating
the new term, he bears the burden of ballooning expectations
in Delhi and beyond. Delhi’s unique status as the national
capital has necessitated a diarchy in the city, where the
State is forced to share authority with the Centre. Policing
and most matters related to urban development are with
the Centre. The Centre’s obstructionism and the Delhi
government’s combativeness had slowed down critical
development projects in the past. There cannot be a stronger,
clearer message to the BJP and AAP from the people who
chose, over two elections, the former for the Centre and
the latter for Delhi they must work together in the interest
of the city. While the Centre must be magnanimous, the
State must be conciliatory. Mr. Kejriwal made the right
move by inviting Prime Minister Modi to his swearing-in
ceremony.

With local sources of pollution remaining largely
unaddressed, apart from court-ordered steps such as the
permanent closure of the Badarpur thermal power plant in
2018 and the Graded Response Action Plan, the shortage
of public buses remains one of the biggest concerns for
reducing pollution as well as improving urban mobility.
Having made bus rides free for women, the AAP
government has to now make sure there are enough buses.
In its 10-point “Kejriwal Ka Guarantee Card”, the party
promised Delhiites over 11,000 public buses and 500 km of
Delhi Metro network. The scheme of 20,000 litres of free
water to every household every month will be continued,
but the quality of that supply needs to be consistent.
Governments, State and Central, have spent several crores
over the past decades to clean the Yamuna, but the problem
remains. The Delhi government will not be able to address
this problem on its own and will have to work with the
Centre. Delhi has a huge housing shortage, and both
governments must get their act together in implementing
the long overdue land pooling policy that will provide a roof
over the head for lakhs and to kick-start the sluggish sector.
The Chief Minister will also need to focus on working with
his counterparts in neighbouring Haryana and Uttar Pradesh
to deal with the city’s problems. Mr. Kejriwal has shown
remarkable ability to evolve, as a politician and as an
administrator. He must stay the course.

NEW DELHI: A 40-year-old
woman was arrested along
with her male friend for
allegedly killing her husband in
northeast Delhi's Sonia Vihar
area, police said on Friday.

On February 6, police
recovered a man's body from
a garbage heap in Khadar area
around the Yamuna river near
Chauhan Patti, Sonia Vihar, in
a decomposed and partially
burnt condition, a senior police
officer said. "The face of the
body was disfigured with force
of heavy blunt object. The
deceased was later identified
as Bachcha Lal (47), a

resident of Ghaziabad," deputy
commissioner of police
(northeast) Ved Prakash Surya
said. During investigation, it
was revealed that Lal did not
have good relations with his
wife. They were living
separately for the past two
months. Sheela along with
her children had shifted to
Loni, Ghaziabad, and Wakil
also started living nearby, the
DCP said. Lal had stopped
any kind of financial help and
support to his family. Sheela
was interrogated and she
accepted her crime. She
disclosed that she hatched a
plan with her friend Wakil
around 20 days back to kill
Lal, Surya said.

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Teen daughter, her boytriend kill Delhi cop

GHAZIABAD: A 15-year-
old girl allegedly strangled her
mother to death, a head
constable with Delhi Police’s
PCR cell, in their house in
Ghaziabad’s Brij Vihar colony
last Friday. The teenager was
detained for questioning on
Saturday after her father, who
was away in Bihar, lodged a
complaint against her. Police
believe the teenager and her
boyfriend, 20-year-old
Jitendra, attacked the woman
(44) together, throttling her
with a rope till she choked to
death. Jitendra has been
arrested. The duo had tried to
make it look like suicide; both

left the house after the murder
and the girl returned after a
while, feigning shock at the
discovery of her mother’s
body and raising an alarm for
help. Neighbours helped take
her mother to GTB Hospital in
Delhi, where doctors declared
her brought dead. The chain of
events that led to the alleged
murder began in the morning
on Friday when the head
constable found her daughter
talking stealthily to someone
over the phone, police said. On
being questioned, the teenager
told her mother she was talking
to her boyfriend and he had
gifted the phone to her a few

Flats handed over, Shivalik
buyers still wait for registry

GREATER NOIDA:
Around 400 residents of
Greater Noida’s Shivalik
Homes are clueless about
when they may finally be able
to register their flats as despite
offering possession, the builder
has still not procured
occupation certificate (OCs)
and completion certificate
(CC) for the project from the
Noida Authority. The builder
has dues to the Authority as
well as financial debts to the
banks. The residents have
recently filed police complaints
alleging that their repeated
appeals with the builder have
gone unheard. The project is

The builder is charging hefty
amount for maintenance at the
rate of Rs 2.50 per sq ft, but
there is not even a club or
swimming pool in the society.
The upkeep of the society is
also inadequate," Shekhar said.

There were
discrepancies in her
statements and this raised our
suspicion. We detained her for
questioning,” Bisht added.

Not paid for three months,
hospital staff call for strike

NOIDA: More than 100
contractual workers from the
Super Speciality Paediatric
Hospital and Post Graduate
Teaching Institute (SSPHPGTT)
in Noida’s Sector 30 have
threatened to go on strike from
Monday over alleged non-
payment of salaries for three
months. The protesters include
ward boys, nurses, technicians,
computer operators and even
security guards. They have
written to the chief medical
superintendent (CMS), who has
sought time to address the issue.
“We are not getting salaries
since the past three-four months.
Many among us have dependent

families,” said a contractual
worker. However, contrary to
this, official in-charge of the
hospital Dr. DK Singh said the
agency concerned —M/s
Sudarshan Facility —regarding
the distribution of salaries to
workers have done their work.
“This agency has cleared the
salaries of workers for January
on Friday. The delay was
because they were new to the
system and were updating
records online,” he added. He
also said the previous agency
had not updated the records of
PF deductions for about 35
workers but cleared their
salaries till December.

Civic body for Noida? Officials hold meeting

GREATER NOIDA: A
meeting took place in the
office of the Greater Noida
Industrial Development
Authority (GNIDA) on Friday
to deliberate on whether a
dedicated civic agency was
required for the district. The
meeting was held against the
backdrop of repeated
demands from people as well
as local representatives on the
need for a municipal
corporation to deal with daily
needs of people. The meeting
was convened by the Meerut
divisional commissioner,
Anceta Meshram, and was
attended by senior officials of
the Noida and Greater Noida
authorities. The Yamuna

Expressway authority was not
a part of the meeting as its
civic operations are handled
by GNIDA and the area lacks
a substantial population.
Though the Noida and Greater
Noida authorities handle key
municipal functions such as
waste management, water
supply and health services,
among others, confusion
prevails among residents
when it comes to securing life
and birth certificates, marriage
certificates, licence for

establishments and
permissions for community
events. Sources said

Meshram had sought a
detailed report from the
authorities on steps they

would take to strengthen
existing municipal functions.
The final recommendations
would be forwarded to the
government. The population
of Gautam Budh Nagar has
increased over the years, and
the government had last month

notified a police
commissionerate for better
policing. Jewar MLA

Dhirendra Singh has raised
the demand for a civic body.
“I had met the chief minister
in January and told him about
the problems. In the absence
of a nagar nigam or a nagar
panchayat, people have to run
around before multiple offices
to get these basic services,”
Singh said. The problem of

getting documents worsens in
urban villages that fall within
the jurisdiction of the authority.
If a death or birth takes place
in a hospital, the certificates
are issued from the chief
medical officer’s office in
Sector 39.

Back from school, Ghaziabad boy falls off highrise, dies

Man held for killing friend
during drinking session

GREATER NOIDA: A 35-
year-old man was arrested on
Friday for allegedly killing his
friend following an argument
during a drinking session at the
latter’s guava farm in
Mohammad Gurjarpur last
month. Police said Satveer had
killed Vipin Nagar in a fit of rage
when he shouted at the accused
for not sprinkling salt on guava
slices served with alcohol. The
body of Vipin with his face
crushed was discovered by
police from a locked room at his
guava farm on January 27, three
days after he was murdered.
Cops said they zeroed in on
Satveer after preliminary probe

revealed that Vipin was last seen
with him on a bike. Both were
partners in petty crimes and had
been to jail together, cops said.
DCP (zone 3) Rajesh Kumar
Singh said it was the caretaker
of the guava farm who had
alerted them about a foul smell
emanating from the room last
month. “A police team had
reached the spot and broke open
theroom’s door. But Vipin’s body
had started deteriorating by then.
Later when an autopsy
confirmed murder, an FIR was
lodged. We started looking for
Satveer after locals said they
had last seen Vipin with him on
abike,” he said.

Man jumps from hospital’s
third-floor washroom, injured

NOIDA: A 46-year-old man
suffering from a kidney disease
and Hepatitis C jumped from
the third floor washroom of a
hospital in Noida on Friday.
Bhimsain Singh’s family has
alleged that he took the
extreme step after a hospital
staffer told him that “one who
comes to the ICU does not
survive”. Singh is currently
battling for his life in the ICU.
Singh was admitted to Sumitra
hospital some 11 days ago after
he was referred there from a
private hospital in Ghaziabad.
His nephew Rohtash Chauhan
alleged that one of the doctors
had told his uncle that “nobody

survives after coming to the
ICU” when an argument broke
out between the duo during
processing of documents for
Singh’s discharge from the
hospital on Friday afternoon.
“As soon as the doctor said that,
my uncle locked himselfinside
the washroom on the third floor
of the hospital and then broke
the window panes and jumped.
The doctor’s words hurt him,”
Chauhan told TBC. As the
news spread, other family
members of the patient, along
with residents of their village in
Ghaziabad, arrived at the spot
and staged a protest against the
hospital management.
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
