Dial a doctor: IMA’s Noida wing plans
app, GZB scales up tele-consultation

NOIDA/GHAZIABAD: Ina
move likely to help people
unable to visit doctors during
the lockdown, Noida and
Ghaziabad are set to ramp up
their telemedicine helpline
facilities, which were started
last week. While doctors
associated with the Noida
chapter of the Indian Medical
Association (IMA) plan to
launch an app on May 3 to
offer advice via video chat, the
Ghaziabad administration has
roped in more than 70 doctors,
including physicians,
gynaecologists and
paediatricians, for free
telephonic consultation for
non-Covid patients for six

hours a day. On April 24, the
Noida Authority launched a
helpline, 0120-2422317,
through which people unable to
g0 to outpatient departments
(OPDs) could seek advice
between 10am and 6pm. On
an average, the helpline gets
150 calls daily. Dr NK Sharma,
IMA president (Noida), said,
“Majority of the complaints
pertain to stomach ache and
headache. At present, 21
doctors have volunteered to
take the calls.” A psychiatrist
has also been roped in to
counsel people suffering from
anxiety disorders, or are feeling
overwhelmed and helpless in
the current situation.

Strategic shift: On home isolation

of mild coronavirus cases

On March 28, only 130 districts of India’s 736 had reported
COVID-19 cases. The Health Ministry’s strategy then,
after the national lockdown, was to ensure State supervision
of those who manifested symptoms — as well as their
high-risk contacts — and who had a travel history.
Suspected high-risk contacts or those likely to have been
exposed to the infection were subjected to varying degrees
of State quarantine. Those not showing signs of the disease
or ‘mild’ manifestations, were put in care centres and those
noticeably sicker, in hospitals. The idea always was that if
the sick and their contacts were segregated from the
community long enough, the transmission chain would be
broken and the disease extinguished. As April ends, the
number of affected districts stands at 401 and confirmed
cases have risen by a 1,000 a day; the daily death count
hovers between 50 and 60. In a containment strategy tweak,
those with a mild form of the disease, or are
presymptomatic, would have the option of home
quarantining. But their homes ought to have self-isolation
facilities, a full-time caregiver, and daily health-status reports
given to the district surveillance officer.

The Health Ministry has not explained what prompted this
relative relaxation. However, anecdotal evidence suggests
doctors and health-care workers have been
disproportionately vulnerable to the infection and a single
case leads to entire hospitals being shut down. Unlike in
the U.S. and western Europe, India’s hospitals are not yet
clogged with seriously ill patients. It could be due to India’s
relatively low case-count and also people not turning up
fearing infection. Allowing home quarantine could be seen
as health authorities inferring that quarantining in public
facilities posed more risks. The presymptomatics (mild
illness) and asymptomatics (no signs) did not benefit from
treatment and were potent virus spreaders, and therefore
endangered the staff and health workers. They also
stretched State resources in maintenance. The Ministry
also found that among those who tested positive, there were
two presymptomatics or asymptomatics for every
symptomatic. The disease spread, it appears, is now beyond
the ability of the state to contain, by quarantine, and it was
far more prudent to fortify health workers and hospitals
with the best facilities available to handle patients. Officially,
there is no community transmission in India but at this
magnitude of cases, it does not practically matter. Gujarat,
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and Delhi are powering
the spread of cases and only consistent declines here can
broach discussion on the end of the pandemic. From a month
ago, India, on paper, is equipped with better supply channels
of personal protective equipment, infusion pumps (for
oxygen), hospital beds, laboratories for testing and PCR
kits. If the lockdown is lifted on May 3, the rationale behind
the government’s containment strategy will be put to a

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Five new Covid-19 cases in
Noida; total count 134

NOIDA: Five more people,
including two teenagers, tested
positive for coronavirus in Uttar
Pradesh's Gautam Buddh Nagar
on Tuesday, taking the district's
tally to 134, officials said. On the
brighter side, eight patients were
discharged from hospitals
following their treatment for
Covid-19, leaving 55 active
cases, the officials said. "Total 190
reports have been received in the
past 24 hours. Five of them have
tested positive for Covid-19. The
cumulative positive cases of
coronavirus in Gautam Buddh
Nagar are now 134," district
surveillance officer Sunil Dohare
said. Among the new patients are

a45-year-old man from Sector
34, an 18-year-old girl from Sector
50, an 18-year-old boy from
Sector 15 and a 71-year-old
woman from Sector 93A —all
four in Noida, besides a 50-
year-old woman from
Begumpur village in Greater
Noida, he said. "So far, 79 of
the 134 patients have been
cured and discharged, leaving
55 active cases in the district,"
he said. Four of the patients
discharged on Tuesday were
admitted to Sharda Hospital, one
each at the GIMS and the Child
PGI while two of them were
admitted to Delhi hospitals, he
said in a statement.
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Job losses, pay cuts shatter private sector staff

PATNA: The nationwide
lockdown to prevent spread of
coronavirus has impacted
individuals as well as businesses.
‘While many in the informal sector
have got the axe, several
employees in the formal sector
are also facing pay cuts with the
companies citing revenue losses
for the move. Md Shamshad, a
native of Araria working in a
construction company, losthis job
a week after the beginning of
lockdown. “Thave been jobless
foramonth now. My son, who is
stuck in Aligarh, has no money
with him and I am unable able to
help him,” Shamshad said.
Employees in the corporate
sector are also affected by the
lockdown. Shashank Saurabh,
human resource manager in an

automobile company, said 26 of
his colleagues have already lost
job. “I apprehend that the
company might show the door to
more employees in the coming
days due to lack of revenue,”
he said. Amit Sinha, employee
of a private firm and a Bailey
Road resident, said, “I am
getting 70% of my salary and
my boss has told me that it
might be reduced further if the
lockdown continues.” Young
professionals from Bihar
working in other big cities or IT
hubs are also staring at job
losses. Indraneel Biswas, a
resident of S K Nagar, who
works in an ITes firm in Noida,
said his firm has asked several
employees to go on leave
without pay for two months.

Deploy bigger fire tenders

Labs told to speed up as 800 results from Noida & Ghaziabad pending

Noida/Ghaziabad: The reports
of more than 800 samples 500
from Noida and 300 Ghaziabad
that had been sent for Covid-19
testing are pending, some of
them for nearly two weeks,
officials said. With several
people complaining they are
being forced to stay in
quarantine or isolation longer
than required, officials have
asked the two testing centres —
Government Institute of Medical
Sciences (GIMS) in Greater
Noida and National Institute of
Biologicals (NIB) in Sector 62
— to expedite the process.
Moreover, the centres have been
told to prioritise and first release
the reports of those who have
been in isolation or quarantine
the longest.

Coronavirus: Samples pending for
tests in Delhi up 7 times in 1 month

NEW DELHI: The numbers of
swab samples pending for tests
in Delhi has gone up seven times
over the last one month—from
4700nApril 1t03,295 asonApril
29. Officials say this delay is
causing serious problems in
identifying positive cases, tracing
their contacts and even in deciding
whether a patient has recovered
and he or she can be allowed to
go home ornot. Delhi has 20 labs
— 8 government-run and 12
private labs—that are approved
for Covid-19 testing, which is
among the highest for any city in
the country. Some of the swab
samples from the state are also
sent to National Institute of
Biologicals in Noida, which has

an automated machine that
undertakes 1,000 tests a day and
has a faster turnaround time. But,
according to an order issued by
the Delhi health secretary
Wednesday, NIB, where
majority of the city sam ples
were being sent over the past
15 days, wasn’t releasing reports
expeditiously. All deputy
commissions shall ensure no
sample is sent to NIB till May
3. The sample shall be
distributed among the other
government and private labs, so
as to ensure that the results are
received within one day of
submission of sample to the
respective lab,” the health
secretary ordered.

was sending samples to Aligarh.
GIMS and NIB started testing
around that time. Initially, GIMS
had problems with some
batches, including one that had
86 samples that showed
‘indeterminate’  results.
However, the retesting was
successful. The centre can
process 60 samples in one shift
and 160 in two shifts in a day.
Officials say pendency has
reduced and the process has
been streamlined. It is at NIB,
though, that most of the
samples have been stuck. The
lab can handle about 1,000
samples in a day. However, it
receives samples from other
parts of UP, and states like
Delhi, Madhya Pradesh and
Rajasthan. Sources told TBC

that in all, there are nearly
10,000 samples pending at the
centre. Officials at NIB said
that the delays were because
of the high number of samples
being received. “Once the
sample is received, we can test
it the same or next day and give
the report the day after. But we
have been receiving many more
samples than the daily
capacity,” said Dr Anup
Anvikar, senior scientist with
the Indian Council of Medical
Research (ICMR), deputed for
the testing centre at NIB.
Officials told TBC that the
delays in the reports were either
due to technical issues with the
machines as both testing centres
were relatively new, or because
of samples turning unviable.

irregular distribution of food at
the facility, due to which at
least 10 people go hungry daily.

72 arrested for defying lockdown; over 4,000 held so far: Noida police

NOIDA: Seventy-two people
were arrested and challans
issued to 167 vehicle owners
across Noida and Greater Noida
on Wednesday for allegedly
defying curbs imposed due to the
coronavirus-induced lockdown,
police said. With the 72 arrests
on Wednesday, over 4,000
offenders have been arrested in
Gautam Buddh Nagar so far
over lockdown violations,
according to police data. Till
now, 50 coronavirus hotspots
(areas that have recorded
multiple Covid-19positive cases)
have been completely sealed off
in Gautam Buddh Nagar near
Delhi, while restrictions under
CrPC section 144 are also in
place due to the pandemic.

"Seventeen FIRs
registered on Wednesday for
lockdown violations and 65
people arrested. A total of 579
vehicles were checked across
200 barrier points in the district
and challans issued to 167 of
them, while another two were
impounded," police said in a
statement. The FIRs were
registered under Indian Penal
Code section 188 (disobedience
to order duly promulgated by
public servant) and violation of
prohibitory orders put in place
under CrPC Section 144, which
bars assembly of four or more
people, they said.

Gautam Buddh Nagar over
lockdown violations since
March 23, while challans issued
to 16,007 vehicles and another
891 vehicles have been
impounded, according to an
official data updated till
Wednesday 7 pm. The district
administration has also banned
movement between Noida and
Delhi except for ambulances,
doctors, media, and those
directly involved in Covid-19
services. The Gautam Buddh
