Scoring low: on lack
of power in schools

It should rank as an irony that as a founder-leader of the

International Solar Alliance, India has not yet electrified a

significant number of government schools, while extolling

the elegance and virtue of photovoltaic electricity to the

rest of the world. The lack of power in schools is taken

note of by the Parliamentary Standing Committee on

Human Resource Development in its latest report on

budgetary grants for school education and literacy for 2020-

21. Under the framework of concurrent powers, the Centre

operates its own schemes and sponsors several school

education programmes covering the States, notably

Samagra Shiksha and the Mid Day Meal scheme. Yet, as

the panel found from data for 2017-18, only 56.45% of

government schools had electricity and 56.98% a

playground, while almost 40% lacked a boundary wall.

There are some high-performing States, but even in

politically well-represented Uttar Pradesh, almost 70% of

schools lacked electricity. Other depressing insights from

the district information database as of end-2019, are: neglect

of toilet construction for children with special needs, failure

to build toilets for girls in a third of secondary schools and

laboratories for higher secondary science students. The

tardy progress on such important facilities, in spite of the

projects having been sanctioned, shows the low priority

that school education is being accorded.

One of the first things the NDA government did at the

launch of its second term was a ‘100-day programme’ for

education, focused in part on training of schoolteachers

and opening of central schools. It should be possible to

bring the same mission-mode approach to infrastructure

now, ensuring that no school is left behind. Solar power

can be installed in schools and toilets built for all students in

100 days. Community participation can make sure that the

objectives are satisfactorily met. It may be more challenging

to find attached playgrounds, but that problem can also be

overcome by identifying suitable commons that can be

upgraded to accommodate students, while permanent

arrangements are made. More fundamentally, the Centre

and States must realise that their talk of a demographic

dividend has little meaning, when they do not provide enough

funding for proposals on the one hand and the administrative

machinery fails to utilise even the amount allocated in some

cases. As the parliamentary committee notes, the allocation

to the School Education and Literacy department has

suffered a cut of 27.52%, amounting to 22,725 crore in the

Budget Estimate for 2020-21, although public expenditure

on education has been rising. The government-run school

sector needs a fund infusion. A public school system that

guarantees universal access, good learning and all facilities

has to be among the highest national priorities.

GURUGRAM: After nearly

two months of chase, a

Gurugram-based jeweller

accused of amassing around

Rs 10 crore through Ponzi

schemes was arrested from

his hideout in Noida Sector 38.

The jeweller was on the run

since January and kept moving

from hotels to rented houses

in different parts of Noida to

dodge the police. His family

members, who had also

disappeared, are still

untraceable. Ajay Raghav, 45,

hails from Bulandshahr and

came to Gurugram around 15

years back with his brother

Jeweller accused of duping people of Rs 10 cr through a ‘lottery’
scheme arrested from Noida

Ram Avtar. They rented a

house and started their

jewellery shop in the same

property. In 2010, they started

a lottery committee where

people deposited a fixed

amount every month and the

entire money goes to one

person whose name is

selected through a draw of lots.

The scheme was designed in

such a way that every member

got the money once in a year.

With the success of the scheme

more and more people get

associated with it over the

years, and he gained the trust

of the locals. Gradually, he

started another scheme under

which people were

encouraged to deposit small

sums of money every month

with the jeweler, and after a

year or two, they were given

jewellery of equivalent

amount. He also started taking

money from people promising

high interest. The brothers

eventually built a three-storey

house (of market value around

Rs 2 crores) adjoining the

shop. “Initially people got good

returns just like in any Ponzi

scheme but gradually, defaults

in the promised payments

became common. Even then,

people kept investing due to the

trust the jeweller had cultivated

over the years. On January 20

this year, the entire family

disappeared unannounced,”

said ACP (crime) Preet Pal.

Along with Raghav’s family,

two-three more families had

disappeared from Gurugram at

the same time, and they are still

missing. This has led the cops

to believe that more people are

involved in the scam. “During

the interrogation, we will try to

find out if others were involved

and what they have with the

money,” said ACP (crime)

Preet Pal. In January, days

before he disappeared,

Raghav had taken several

lakhs of rupees from some of

the people as loan.

GHAZIABAD: Three youths

were arrested on Wednesday

night for allegedly thrashing cops

in Raj Nagar Extension. During

a routine checking, cops said

they stopped an Activa scooter

at a check post around 8pm on

which the three youths were

travelling.

“All

the 20 who lodged complaints

against the company were

cheated. They had paid the

gang Rs 20 lakh in total to get

jobs,,” a senior police officer

said. Nikhil Singh, one of the

youths, said that in October last

year, he had come across a

Facebook post that promised

such jobs. It asked aspirants to

leave their contact number so

that company representatives

could call them.

NOIDA: Noida: A 30-year-old

TikToker, with a “passion for

guns and other deadly

weapons”, has been arrested

for allegedly firing at the 17th-

floor of a Delhi Police ACP in

Jaypee Kosmos society on

Friday night. Punit Sisodia, who

works as a marketing manager

with a private hospital in Noida

and lives in the same society,

has told police he had fired six

shots in the air from inside his

black Scorpio “just for fun” and

had no intention to attack

anyone. On Saturday morning,

police stopped Punit’s SUV at

a checkpost near Panchsheel

underpass and arrested him

after sustained questioning. The

Jaypee flat, at which two of the

TikToker ‘having fun’ held for firing shots into Delhi ACP’s flat in Noida

shots were fired around

12.40am on Friday, is owned by

Mayank Bansal, Delhi Police’s

Vivek Vihar ACP. Although the

police officer stays in Delhi, his

elderly parents live in the Noida

flat. They had just exited the

room when the bullets riddled

the window panes and got stuck

in the ceiling. Guards at

Kosmos had seen a black

Scorpio parked near the main

gate, which leads to tower 18,

where the elderly couple stay.

Akhilesh Kumar, additional

commissioner of police (law

and order), said they had

received a call from Bansal’s

wife, informing them about the

firing. “A police team had

reached the spot immediately

after getting the call and a

primary investigation was

conducted. Guards at the

society and a few eyewitnesses

had told us about a black

Scorpio that was parked

outside the society during the

firing,” Kumar said. Based on

a complaint by the ACP’s

family, an FIR was registered

against unknown persons under

sections 307 (attempt to

murder) and 427 (mischief) of

the Indian Penal Code. On

Friday morning, police scanned

CCTV footage of the housing

society, but did not get any

substantial evidence.

“However, we had some inputs

on the black Scorpio. We

followed the car and traced the

accused. On Saturday morning,

we stopped the car near

Panchsheel underpass. The

accused was in the car and he

was carrying a licenced

revolver,” Kumar said. Police

claimed Punit had repeatedly

told his interrogators that he had

fired in the air to test his

revolver and did not intend to

shoot at anyone. “The youth

told us he was returning from a

friend’s house and fired from

inside his car to test his gun. He

said it was just for fun and the

bullets shattered the window of

the police officer’s flat by

mistake,” the ACP added.

Police have recovered the

licenced revolver from Punit

along with 106 live bullets.
