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This violence serves
no dalit cause

The Bharat Bandh has claimed the lives of nine people,

burned buses and produced clashes, leading to arrests of

thousands. Dalits were protesting the deemed dilution of

the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes Prevention of

Atrocities Act by a Supreme Court order seeking to build

safeguards against abuse of the law. Violence is not the

way to register protest in a democracy. It is condemnable

for the damage it does directly and counterproductive for

the dalits’ cause as well. And a more robust law against

atrocity and tighter procedure for its implementation to

eliminate scope for misuse are likely to improve the

conviction rate under the law, which is only 28% (2014 data),

against the national conviction rate for crimes in general of

about 46% (2015 data). That said, it is imperative to

appreciate dalit rage in its social context and address their

social progress going beyond one bandh and one law.

     Nationwide protest by dalits signal a degree of collective

assertion by one of the most oppressed groups. That, in turn,

marks the progress the country has made in democratising

society. From being ostracised as polluting and therefore

untouchable, as per the ritual hierarchy of traditional

Hinduism, dalits have come a long way. On all socioeconomic

indicators, dalits are converging with the mainstream,

according to the Human Development Report of 2011,

brought out by the Planning Commission, and one of the

most comprehensive reports of its kind. Rapid growth has

allowed dalits to move into new occupations outside

traditional jobs reinforcing caste identity and associated

prejudice. Of course, their progress upsets the traditional

hierarchy and there has been a backlash from those who

lose degrees of social and economic superiority. This

continues to manifest itself as violent acts against dalits —

some extreme, such as killing, for the ‘crime’ of growing a

moustache or watching the ritual dance of upper-caste folk,

and others, less extreme, but still vicious. The remedy lies

beyond mere legal changes, in greater empowerment —

political, economic and social.

Apart from

SHO Ram Kishore Shukla,

eight others in the ranks of

head constable or constable

were involved in the crime.

On Saturday, the

court held Hemraj Singh,

Rajender Singh, Raja Ram,

Girish Kumar and Sundar Lal,

apart from Shukla, as guilty and

sentenced them to five years

of rigorous imprisonment,”

said Pushkar.

NOIDA: A four-year-old girl

was pulled back from certain

death by her mother on

Tuesday morning after the

child fell into an open manhole

while waiting for her school

bus and got briefly swallowed

by the cesspool. Not even a

minute before that, Sukriti

Mehra had felt Sirisha’s little

fingers slide out of her palm

and turned towards her

daughter to see her absorbed

in conversation with a

kindergarten classmate. It

was 7.30am and they were

all waiting for the school bus,

just outside the gates of

Capetown, a residential

society in Sector 74. Then a

Noida :Girl falls into open manhole, mom saves her
car speeding past suddenly

honked near Sirisha and the

startled child took a few steps

back. The open manhole was

right behind her and she fell.

Sukriti lunged instinctively to

grab her daughter but the girl

had been sucked entirely into

the murky water because of

the fall. When she rose back

near the surface, her mother

caught hold of her hand and

pulled with all the strength

she could muster. “She was

deep into the water and only

one hand was visible,”

Sukriti, whose daughter

studies in The Manthan

School, told TBC later at the

district child hospital, Sirisha

by her side, clutching at her

mother’s dupatta and tying

and untying knots with it. The

experience had obviously

affected her young mind but

physically, at least, there

were only minor bruises on

her back and legs. “I tried to

pull her up but wasn’t able to

rescue her by myself and

cried out for help. Pankaj, a

Capetown resident who was

at the spot, came to my

rescue and he almost went

inside the manhole and pulled

Sirisha by her hands,” Sukriti

said. The sewage level in the

manhole was about two feet

from the surface. Like

Sukriti, Pankaj Kukreti was

also waiting for the school

bus. “I heard a scream and

saw a woman leaning into the

manhole. I ran and found her

holding a child’s hand. I

grabbed hold of the child’s

other hand and we managed

to pull her out,” Kukreti said.

He said the manhole, which

was sealed after this incident,

was open for the last 3-4

months. Later in the day, a

case was filed under Section

336 of IPC (endangering life

or personal safety of others)

at the Sector 49 police station

against Noida Authority, the

security agency of Capetown

and Supertech, the developer

of Capetown.

GHAZIABAD: A major fire

triggered by an LPG cylinder

blast erupted in Kanawani

village in Indiapuram on

Tuesday morning which gutted

more than 100 shanties.

Fortunately, barring minor burn

injuries to few, no casualties

were reported. However, the

fire had displaced about 250

people many of them being

migrants labourers from West

Bengal. “At around 10.30am,

I heard a loud explosion and

rushed out to see a shanty on

fire and due to explosion

caused by the cylinder blast,

the fire rapidly started

spreading,” said Aslam who

works in a paint factory.

Another inhabitant

Chaya who works as a maid

in neighbouring societies had

gone to work while her two

children, aged 8 and 12 years,

were in the shanty along with

their father when the fire

broke out. “I was busy

working in a society when in

was informed that fire has

broken out in my locality and I

rushed,” said Chaya. “A thick

smoke was billowing which

could be seen from quite a

distance. I heard back-to-back

explosions and my heart sank

as I became worried about the

safety of my family,” added

Chaya. When she reached the

spot, people were running

helter-skelter, but there was no

sign of her children. “I kept on

asking about the whereabouts

of my family, but none had any

idea. I tried to reach my house

which was on fire but

couldn’t,” said Chaya. It was

after frantically searching for

her family that she located

them. “All my belongings have

been gutted, I also lost my

saving of Rs 25,000 in the

fire,” added Chaya. An elderly

man Shiv Charan suffered burn

injuries in his back and hand

while trying to escape the

inferno. “My father who is old

and infirm was asleep in his

shanty when fire broke out.

He suffered burn injuries in his

back and hand and had to be

rushed to hospital,” said

Mithun, Shiv Charan’s son.

There were half dozen cases

of people suffering burn

injuries. Aslam, who also lost

everything in fire, says “fire

tenders reached at least 45

minutes late and by that time

everything was gutted.” Sunil

Kumar, chief fire officer, has

refuted the charge that fire

tenders reached late.
