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Waste, water treatment get big
share in Ghaziabad budget

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation’s (GMO)

executive committee held a
meeting on Friday to discuss
the budget for the financial year
2019-20. In the meeting, Rs
908 crore was proposed for
various developmental and
infrastructure projects. Also,
Rs 1,004 crore is expected to
be raised by the corporation in
the year 2019-20. Notably, this
is a provisional budget proposal
that will be placed before the
GMC’s board for final vetting.
“In2018-19, Rs 349.17 crore
was the leftover balance and
Rs 655 crore was raised under
the various income heads
within the same time period.

The disposable income left
with the GMC for the financial
year 2019-20 is about Rs 1,004
crore, which has been
proposed to be used for various
works 7 said the GMC
accounts officer K Mishra.
According to the actual budget
of 2018-19, the corporation
had earned Rs 758 crore under
different income heads while
it spent Rs 409 crore. “A sum
of Rs 163 crore has been
proposed to carry out the
public works while Rs 90 crore
has been earmarked for the
water work. “Solid waste
management has emerged as
amajor challenge and various
means to tackle the issue were
discussed,” said Mishra.

Let government set example
for corporate conduct

The Monetary Policy Committee has confined itself to
the routine tinkering of rates, guided as it is by its mandate
to contain inflation as measured by the consumer price
index. A reduction of the policy rate by 25 basis points is
neither here nor there, when it comes to addressing the
funds crunch faced by builders and other players in the
infrastructure sector, who depend on short-term financing
from non-banking finance companies (NBFCs) to
complete their projects. NBFCs raise short-term money
for their operations. The collapse of IL&FS has shaken
investor confidence in NBFCs as a class. Disruption in
their funding cycle is manifesting as a solvency problem
for their clients. In the absence of meaningful intervention,
perfectly viable projects would go belly up for no fault of
theirs. And an RBI rate cut of even 50 basis points or 100
basis points would not address this.

The government has to tackle the problem by thinking out
ofthe box. It has to channel funds to viable projects. This
calls for two separate kinds of actions. One, to assess the
viability of the projects at risk from disruption of their
funding. Two, an agency that will inject long-term funds
into these projects. The US government’s Troubled Asset
Relief Programme (TARP), in the wake of the global
financial crisis, offers one model of carrying out this
activity. TARP funds rescued a company like General
Motors, besides banks. Once things stabilised and the
companies were able to function in a healthy fashion, the
government got out, at aprofit in most cases. The new
government has the mandate to take decisive action. If
the government does not have the stomach for such bold,
out-of-the-box action, it could simply ask banks to give
extra funds to viable projects without bankers running the
risk of going to jail for their rescue efforts. While several
of the regulatory measures announced by the Reserve
Bank on Thursday are welcome, they do not help address
the urgent problem that the real estate and construction
industry face, along with NBFCs. Only state action can

Two arrested for attacking their
sister with acid in Greater Noida

NOIDA: Two men have been
arrested in Greater Noida's
Dadri for allegedly trying to
kill their 22-year-old sister by
throwing acid on her, officials
said on Monday. Police have
also arrested a third man who
was involved in the attack on
the woman on May 9 when
she was found abandoned on
the roadside near Kot village
with her disfigured face, they
said. "Irfan and Hafeez were
absconding since the attack
on their sister Salma last
month and had a reward of Rs
25,000 each on their arrest.
They were arrested yesterday
(Sunday) near the Railway

Road crossing in Dadri, while
the third accused, Imran, was
held from Dadri bus stand,"
a police spokesperson said.
Irfan and Hafeez had taken
their sister Salma for a drive
in a car on May 9 but midway
splashed acid on her face and
pushed her out of the vehicle,
the officials said, adding that
she was later found lying
unconscious and badly
injured by a passerby who
alerted police. The woman, a
native of Gulavati village in
adjoining Bulandshahr
district, was then referred to
Delhi's Safdarjung Hospital,
the officials said.
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Abducted infant rescued from
Ghaziabad, two women held

AGRA: The Aligarh police on
Wednesday arrested two
women and rescued a six-
month-old infant who was
kidnapped outside the district
jail on May 17. According to
police, the infant was
recovered from Ghaziabad
and was handed over to his
parents. The arrested
women, Hemlata and Anita
were remanded to judicial
custody. Police said that
Hemlata, who hails from
Bulandshahr’s village
Daulatpur and works as a
labourer at a brick-kiln in
Ghaziabad, had kidnapped
the infant. She sold the baby
for Rs 50K to one Anita who

worked with her. While Anita
had wanted the baby,
Hemlata needed the money
to pay for her husband’s bail,
police said. On May 17, when
Hemlata had gone to Aligarh
district jail to meet her husband,
she saw the infant in his sister’s
lap. Sensing an opportunity, she
took the child from his sister
on pretext of playing with him
and abducted the infant. “After
taking the infant, Anita paid
Hemlata only Rs 40K and
refused to pay the balance
amount. The two got into a
fight over payment at the
brick kiln on Tuesday which
led to the entire deal being
exposed,” police said.
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Delivery boy shot
at in Vijay Nagar

GHAZIABAD: A21-year-old
delivery boy, working with an
online food delivery company,
suffered bullet injuries in his
neck when a stray bullet hit him
in Vijay Nagar’s Kailash Nagar
area on Tuesday night. The
youth Naveen Sharma was
accompanied by his cousin and
his friend when he was injured
but none of them could tell who
and from where the bullet was
fired. Naveen belongs to Hapur
and has been staying at his
maternal uncle Ajay Sharma’s
house in Kailash Nagar for the
past few days. He had joined
the food delivery company
recently after completing his
graduation.
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Gone to hang clothes on rooftop, cousins electrocuted

GHAZIABAD: Anine-year-
old boy and his 10-year-old
cousin died after coming in
contact with a 132kV high-
tension wire in a three-storey
building at Vijay Nagar’s
Siddharth Vihar on Thursday
morning. Awoman in her early
20s and her one-and-a-half-
year-old daughter, who live in
the same building, also suffered
severe burn injuries owing to
short circuit. An iron rod was
found on the roof where the
two children had gone. Police
suspect they might have been
playing with it and somehow
came in contact with the wire.
The deceased were identified
as Deepesh (9) and his cousin

Kunal (10), and those injured
are Sunita (24) and her infant
daughter Roshni. Vishnu, a
security guard, and his wife
Sushila, who works with an
export company, stayed with
their two children — 14-year-
old Vandana and Kunal — in
aone-room accommodation on
the first floor. On Wednesday
evening, Sushila’s brother Ravi,
along with his son Deepesh and
mother, came from Narnaul in
Haryana to stay with them.
Around 8.15 am on Thursday,
Kunal and Deepesh were
asked by their family
members to hang some wet
clothes on the roof. After 15
minutes, there was a short

13-year-old raped near home
found to be 7 months pregnant

GHAZIABAD: A 13-year-old
girl raped several months ago
has been found to be seven-
months pregnant. The girl’s
family, residents of Khoda
Colony in Ghaziabad, had not
approached police after the
rape for fear of social stigma
attached to it. “The girl was
raped by an unidentified person
around eight months ago but
her parents remained quiet
about it, fearing nobody would
want to marry their daughter.
A few days ago, she
complained of severe
abdominal ache. Her parents
took her to Lal Bahadur Shastri

hospital in Delhi, where medical
reports confirmed seven
months’ pregnancy,” a police
officer said. “The hospital had
informed Delhi Police about the
minor girl’s pregnancy. A report
was sent to Ghaziabad police
to lodged an FIR into the matter
and take necessary action on
it,” the officer added. Police are
also probing why the parents
failed to realise anything when
their daughter was seven
months pregnant. He then
abducted her and took her to
an isolated plot in Khoda,
where he allegedly raped her
at least twice.

fire. Vandana raised an alarm,
following which some people
rushed to the roof and found
Deepesh and Kunal lying on
the floor in a badly burnt
condition. An iron rod was
also lying near them. Dinesh
Chandra Sharma, a neighbour
and one of the rescuers, said
while  Deepesh  was
completely charred, Kunal’s
pulse was quite feeble. Both
the boys were rushed to GTB
Hospital where Deepesh was
declared brought dead. Kunal
succumbed around 6.30 pm.

When the incident took place,
both Vishnu and Sushila were
not present at home. While
Vishnu was on his way back
after completing night duty,
Sushila had left the house
around 8 am for her office.
Sunita and her daughter
Roshni, who live on the
second floor, were severely
burnt. Ranveer, who lives in
the adjacent room, said Sunita
was sweeping the verandah
while her daughter was inside
the room. Following the short
circuit, the ceiling fan fell on
the girl while the room caught
fire. Sunita ran in to save her
daughter and suffered serious
burns, he added.

Man goes out with friends
to pool, found dead

NOIDA: A 25-year-old man
was found dead under
mysterious circumstances
after he was called to a
swimming pool by some of his
friends on Sunday. Krishna
Gaur, a resident of Chhalera
who drove a car for a Sector
45 resident, had received a
call around 12.30pm on
Sunday and left his house
saying he was going out with
friends and would return in
some time. His father
Rajendra Gaur, who works as
a supervisor at the office of
The Handicrafts and
Handlooms Export

Corporation of India Ltd in
Sector 2, said they got a call
around 7.30pm from one
Monty, the elder brother of
Krishna’s friend Bharat Singh.
Rajendra was told that
Krishna was feeling unwell
and needed to be taken to
hospital. “When I reached
Som Bazaar, I saw Bharat
sitting in his car and Krishna’s
body kept in the back seat.
They told me he had drowned
in their swimming pool. We
immediately took him to the
district hospital, where doctors
said he was no more,”
Rajendra said.

Greater Noida builder told to give refunds

NEW DELHI: The National
Consumer Disputes Redressal
Commission (NCDRC) has
directed a real estate company
to refund money to all
homebuyers who had invested
in its Greater Noida West
project as no substantial
construction took place at the
site in the last four years since
its launch. The real estate
company —Shubhkamna
Buildwell & Estates Pvt.
Ltd— had launched the
housing project exclusively for
retired and  serving
government employees in 2014
and promised to deliver more
than 820 flats within three
years. The company had

signed a memorandum of
understanding in 2013 with
Government and Public Sector
Employees’ Welfare Housing
Organisation for construction
of residential flats of different
sizes in a housing complex in
Sector- 12, Greater Noida
West. The project was
launched in 2014 and many
homebuyers booked the flats
and signed agreement with the
company under which
possession was to be delivered
within three years of start of
construction in 2014. A grace
period of six months was also
available to the builder for
completing the construction.
As the company failed to

undertake any worthwhile
construction at the site in the
last four years, the buyers
approached NCDRC to get
refund of their investment,
alleging that it had abandoned
the project. Though the
company’s lawyer had made
an appearance in the case at
the beginning of the
proceedings, no one appeared
later and the Commission had
even given a public notice.
Holding that there is no
prospect of the project being
completed, the Commission
directed the company to refund
money to all homebuyers
alongwith compensation in the
form of simple interest at 12%

per annum from the date of
each payment till the date of
refund. “Since the opposite
parties have not completed the
construction even within
three and a half years of
commencing the same and
about two years have since
expired, the allottees cannot
be compelled to wait any
more particularly when the
construction has not made
any substantial progress and
there is no prospect of its
being completed in near
future. This is also evident
from the fact that they have
chosen not to contest this
complaint by not filing a
written version.

Nagar Police have arrested a
gang of five robbers from the
bypass road in Surana village
here, police said Sunday.

According to her relative,
Sitara married Akbar around
16 years ago. However, for the
past few years, Akbar was
involved in an extramarital
affair and would often beat up
Sitara when she objected to it,
he said.

Woman crushed by truck on expressway

GHAZIABAD: A 32-year-old
woman was crushed to death
by a truck on Friday night when
she was returning home from
Modinagar police station after
filing a complaint against her
neighbour over a tiff. The
woman, identified as Rani, was
a resident of Krishna Nagar
Colony in Modinagar. Rani’s
husband Raju said, “We were
heading towards home from the
police station when I stopped
my car at a food plaza to have
tea. Around 10pm, my wife
was standing outside the car
when a truck coming from
Meerut side hit her suddenly
and she was crushed under its
wheels.” The accident took
place just 100 metres away

from the police station. “On
Friday evening, the deceased
had an altercation with her
neighbour, who also lives in the
same building on a rented
accommodation. The woman
had then gone to Modinagar
police station to file a complaint
against her neighbour. But the
matter was settled between the
two parties in the police station
itself,” said K P Mishra, the
circle officer of Modinagar
area. After the accident, Rani’s
family members and friends
blocked a part of the Delhi-
Meerut road for over two hours
to protest against alleged police
inaction, following which the
truck driver, Jainarayan (55),
was arrested early on Saturday.

GZB: The National Green
Tribunal (NGT) has imposed a
fine of Rs 25 lakh on the
Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation for failing to comply
with Solid Waste Management
Rules, 2016. The matter dates
back to October 2017, when a
huge fire was reported in the
dumping ground in Shakti
Khand. The Confederation of
Trans Hindon RWAs had filed a
case in the NGT saying air
quality in the vicinity of the
dumping yard was adversely
affected. It was also found that
GMC was not collecting
garbage from Indirapuram,
Vasundhara and Vaishali.

Hospital CMS alleges Rs
2 lakh extortion call

GHAZIABAD: The chief
medical superintendent of a
government hospital here has
allegedly received an extortion
call of Rs 2 lakh from a person
who identified himself as a
senior official in the Kendriya
Lok Shikayat in Delhi. Police
said the caller had identified
himself as Sanjay Singh Rana.
Ravinder Singh, the CMS of
Ghaziabad district hospital, said
he received the call on May 28.
“The caller told me he had
received a complaint against me
through a letter from VK Singh,
the Ghaziabad MP. He told me
that the allegations of corruption

against me are so serious that
will not get bail from any court.
The caller told me that if Tneeded
the case to be settled, I would
have to pay Rs 25,000 each to
eight government officials,”
Ravinder Singh said. The CMS
claimed that the caller
threatened him with dire
consequences if he did not pay
up. “Initially, I thought it was a
prank call. But then, the caller
spoke about my family members.
I was really concerned at this,”
he added. The doctor then
approached the VK Singh’s
office to check if there was any
complaint against him.
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
