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Class XI student among five
held for murder in Ghaziabad

GHAZIABAD: Five persons,
including a quack and a Class
XI student, have been arrested
for allegedly kidnapping and
murdering an 11-year-old boy
in Modinagar area on April 27.
Police said 48-year-old
Krishan Pal, who posed as a
medical practitioner, planned
the murder as revenge for a
petty fight he had with his
neighbour the boy’s family
over encroachment on a drain
in Manavtapuri Colony a
couple of months back, and
roped in his wife Asha (40),
brother Sohanveer (59) and
20-year-old nephew Akash, a
Class XI student, to carry it

out. Akash had, in turn, hired
his two friends 22-year-old
Sudhanshu, a BA first-year
student, and Ajay to execute
the kidnapping, but he hid the
fact about the plot to kill the
minor, police said. Ajay is
currently on the run, but
others have been arrested. In
fact, on April 27 night,
Sudhanshu and Ajay
approached the child while he
was playing outside his house
with other kids and asked the
location of his father’s
grocery shop. Though he gave
the directions, the duo
persuaded him to go with them
on their bike to identify it.

Surviving Fani: on Odisha
government's preparedness

Cyclone Fani has left a trail of destruction across a large
part of coastal Odisha, but its management has emerged
as a global example of how timely weather alerts,
preparedness and informed public participation can
dramatically reduce loss of life. The toll from the extremely
severe cyclonic storm on May 3 stood, at last count, at 34
deaths. In terms of material losses, several districts were
battered, houses flattened and electricity and
telecommunications infrastructure destroyed, but the
relatively low mortality shows a dramatic transformation
from the loss of over 10,000 lives in 1999 when super
cyclone 05B struck. Odisha then worked to upgrade its
preparedness, which was tested when very severe cyclonic
storm Phailin struck in 2013. It was able to bring down the
number of deaths to 44 then, in spite of a wide arc of
destruction: 13 million people were hit and half'a million
houses destroyed. The Odisha government and the Centre
now have the task of rebuilding infrastructure. They should
use the opportunity to upgrade technology, achieve cost
efficiencies and build resilience to extreme weather, all of
which can minimise future losses. Given the vulnerability
of Odisha and Andhra Pradesh to cyclones, the frequency
and intensity of which may be influenced by a changing
climate, the Centre should press for global environmental
funding under the UN framework to help in the rebuilding.
Both States have received funding from the World Bank
in cyclone risk mitigation efforts since 2011.

The priority in Odisha is to restore electricity and
telecommunications, which will require massive manpower.
This should be treated as a national mission. Public health
interventions are paramount to avoid disease outbreaks.
The State government has been able to restore some
physical movement by opening up highways and district
roads; the Centre has relieved tension among students by
postponing the National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test in
Odisha. Overall, there is a sense of relief that in the midst
of a national election the toll was effectively contained.
Looking ahead, India must prepare for many more intense
and frequent cyclones along the coastal States.
Preparedness has to focus on building resilience and
strengthening adaptation. This can be achieved through
better-designed houses and cyclone shelters, good early
warning systems, periodic drills and financial risk reduction
through insurance. Early weather warnings hold the key
to better management, and during the Fani episode the
India Meteorological Department played a crucial role.
Its commendable performance has been recognised by
the UN as well. Odisha’s experience, which coincides with
similar devastation along east Africa this year, will be
keenly followed at the UN Disaster Risk Reduction
conference convening on May 13 in Geneva.

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Chemical factory in Ghazmbad gutted in fire

GHAZIABAD: A major fire
broke out in a chemical factory
in the Meerut Road industrial
area on Friday morning. About
a dozen fire tenders were
rushed to the spot, including a
foam-based fire tender that
was especially called from
Hindon IAF station, and after
four hours of fire fighting, the
blaze was brought under
control. No casaulties have
been reported but goods worth
lakhs were gutted in the fire.
“At around 9.30am, we
received a fire call from Blue
Paints and Chemical Factory,
situated in the Meerut Road
industrial area and we
immediately rushed three fire
tenders to the spot,” said Sunil
Kumar, chief fire officer. “But

the fire spread quickly to other
parts of the factory and since
huge quantity of inflammable
objects like thinner were stored
in the factory, it became difficult
to control the blaze so within 15
minutes, eight more fire tenders
were called from other fire
stations,” added CFO. Buteven
then the fire came close to tanks
which was stored with about
1000 liters of inflammable
liquid. “It was then that the
foam-based tender was called
from IAF station and after four

who have children to raise

NOIDA: Among the eight
employees of Motherson Sumi
Systems who were seriously
injured in the accident are two
widows who started working
after their husbands died and
they needed to support the
education of their children.
Seema (35) and Premlata (28)
are admitted to the ICU of
Kailash Hospital in Sector 27.
While Premlata’s brother came
to see her sister in the evening,
Seema lay in her bed without
anyone from her family.
Premlata’s brother Yashpal
Singh told TBC thather only son,
Hrithik Chauhan, studies in
Class IV. “Her husband
Dharmendra Chauhan died three
years ago. Since then, she has

been working day in and day out
to support Hrithik’s education,”
he said. Seema Pal, amother of
two daughters, is a resident of
Dadri. Ruma Devi, whose
daughter Yogesh Kumari was
injured in the accident, said
Seema’s husband died about
five years ago and she stayed
with her children in the same
neighbourhood as her. “She
supports her children, but her
family does not stay with her,”
Ruma said. Ruma, who was
waiting outside the ICU of
Kailash Hospital for her
daughter Yogesh, is a widow too.
She said that after her husband,
Shivram, died in an accident four
years ago, her daughter was left
with little choice but to work.

Supervisor held for Mahagun robbery

Cabbie beaten to death

GHAZIABAD: A 32-year-
old cab driver was allegedly
beaten to death after an
altercation broke out between
him and another man over
parking in Ghaziabad's Khora,
police said on Thursday. The
incident happened when
Lakhan Singh had parked his
cab at a parking spot, just 100
metre away from his house on
Wednesday night, they said.
SHO of Khora police station

centre in Bhangel.

Ghaziabad primary school teacher
found dead in Muzaffarnagar

MUZAFFARNAGAR: Body
of a 27-year-old primary
school teacher from Loni in
Ghaziabad was recovered from
Ganga Canal Road in
Muzaffarnagar’s Khatauli
area on Wednesday morning.
Prima facie, it appears that the
deceased Aslam was
murdered and his body was left
on the road. Police is, however,
refusing to comment till the
postmortem report ascertains
the cause of death. According
to the deceased’s family,
Aslam Ahmed, 26, resident of
Ashok Vihar in Loni, was
posted as an English teacher
in a primary school in

Sahibabad. He left home in the
morning with Rs two lakh to
book a tractor for a family
member but did not return.
Late on Tuesday, Khatauli
police in Muzaffarnagar called
the family to inform that
Aslam’s body was recovered
from Ganga canal road in
Khatauli area. Aslam’s uncle,
Khushnaseeb said, “It is only
a murder case. He has got
nothing to do with Khatauli. He
left in the morning to buy a
tractor. His mother spoke to
him on his mobile phone at
2pm. However, when she tried
to contact him again, his phone
was switch-off.

Minister extortion row: Channel owner held in Kolkata

NOIDA: The stamp and
registration department of
Gautam Budh Nagar has failed
to meet its revenue target for
three years in a row. Officials
in the department attributed the
shortfall to lack of investment
in the real estate sector for the
past few years. They also said
that many homebuyers, tired of
their struggle to get possession
of flats, have opted out,
allowing the developer to allot
the property to a second buyer
without the knowledge of the
registry department. The
department, the officials said,
has incurred massive losses
because of this evasion of tax.
According to records sourced
from the department, it had

collected Rs 1,879 crore in
2018-19 against a target of Rs
2,532 crore. In 2017-18, the
department had collected Rs
1,685 crore, falling short of its
target of Rs 2,252 crore.
Similarly, in 2016-17, the
revenue collected was Rs
1,761 crore against a target of
Rs 2,222 crore. The revenue
target for the current financial
year is Rs 2,597 crore. SK
Singh, assistant commissioner
in the stamp department,
pointed out that the collection
in 2015-16 had overshot the
target, achieving 107%. “That
year, we had a revenue target
of Rs 1,875 crore and we
ended up collecting Rs 2,006
crore. But in the subsequent

years, there was a decrease in
revenue collection. We are
taking all possible measures to
check that,” he said. Singh said
since the real estate sector had
been facing a slowdown, many
homebuyers or investors had
opted of projects. “Taking
advantage of this, some
developers have transferred
their properties to other people
without a second registration.
We could not get stamp duty
on these properties and this
caused revenue loss.” The
stamp and revenue department
does not have information on
the total number of flats that
have been allotted to second
buyers. The department will
soon write to developers

seeking information on such
transfer of flats and initiate
action against those found
guilty. Echoing Singh, PPS
Nagar, president of the Noida
Bar Association, said the
department had indeed
suffered losses because of the
second transfer of flats.
“Normally, the developers need
to inform the registration
department and the Noida
Authority once an allotment is
made. The department charges
a fee if a property is
transferred. Plus, in the case of
first allotment, the property rate
is relatively low. But once a
buyer opts out, the developer
re-allots the same property to
asecond party at arevised rate.

GHAZIABAD: Police on
Thursday arrested nine people
in Masuri for allegedly
slaughtering cows and selling
meat. The arrested have been
identified as Noor Alam, Nabi
Hussain, Sajid, Ayyub, Shakeel,
Zahid, Bilal, Aneces and
Mohammad Fariyad, all
residents of the same area.
