'kekZ vkfn us lg;ksx fd;kA
¼lacaf/kr QksVks ist 3 ij½

GHAZIABAD: Two women

gave birth in ambulances after

getting stuck in traffic jams in

the city on Friday morning.

Both women were headed to

the District Women Hospital,

where they were later taken

to for medical attention after

the deliveries. The hospital’s

chief medical superintendent,

Deepa Tyagi, said: “Both the

women and their infants

(boys) are fine and are under

observation at the hospital.”

Tyagi added that around

10am, Neema (32), a resident

of Sahibabad, got stuck in a

snarl near Thakurdwara

Stuck in traffic, two give
birth in ambulances

trisection due to an accident

in the area. “There was a

medical assistant in the

vehicle and the woman did not

face any difficulty in the

delivery,” Tyagi said.

Neema’s husband Bhalram is

a daily wage labourer and this

was their third child. In the

second case, 22-year-old

Jyoti, a resident of

Sudamapuri in Vijay Nagar,

gave birth inside an

ambulance just a few hundred

metres from the women’s

hospital. She had got stuck for

over half an hour on Gaushala

road due to heavy traffic.

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St. Petersburg
consensus : On Russia-

China bonhomie
The bonhomie between China’s and Russia’s leaders

at the St. Petersburg International Economic Forum

last week was demonstrable. In a sign of the

heightened tensions between the U.S. and the two

countries, Russia’s annual investment gathering was

boycotted by the U.S. Ambassador to Russia, Jon

Huntsman. His absence was ascribed to the prevailing

environment in Russia for foreign entrepreneurs,

typified by the detention of U.S. private equity investor

Michael Calvey on allegations of fraud. Conversely,

the Chinese telecommunications equipment

manufacturer Huawei signed an agreement with

Russia’s principal mobile operator to start 5G networks,

in a rebuff to Washington’s attempts to isolate the firm

internationally. Russian President Vladimir Putin and

his Chinese counterpart Xi Jinping made it clear in St.

Petersburg that the tensions with the West had only

drawn them closer. The rift with Russia began with

Moscow’s annexation of Crimea in 2014 and the

stand-off in eastern Ukraine that continues. Russia’s

tensions with the U.S. and some EU countries stem

also from their opposition to the 1,200-km-long Nord

Stream 2 gas pipeline from Russia to Germany. U.S.

objections draw in part from its eagerness to export

liquefied natural gas to Europe, besides thwarting

Moscow’s ambition to dominate the region’s energy

market. Far more sensitive has been U.S. Special

Counsel Robert Mueller’s inquiry into possible Russian

meddling in the 2016 U.S. presidential election.

Washington’s blacklisting of Huawei, prohibiting it from

selling technology to the U.S. and barring domestic

firms from supplying semiconductors to Beijing, falls

into a class of its own among international trade

disputes.

Amid these tensions, in St. Petersburg Mr. Xi and Mr.

Putin emphasised that bilateral relations were at a

historic high, marked by increased diplomatic and

strategic cooperation. China participated in Russian

military exercises on its eastern border last September,

marking a watershed. Moscow and Beijing, hostile

rivals of the Cold War era, have for a while been

adopting common positions at the UN Security Council

on critical international issues. Bilateral relations are

also guided by pragmatism. Russia appears realistic

about the growing Chinese economic clout in Central

Asia, once firmly in its sphere of influence, thanks to

China’s massive infrastructure investments under the

Belt and Road Initiative. Chinese cooperation would

moreover prove critical for Russia’s elaborate plans

to exploit the Northern Sea Route along the Arctic as

an alternative transportation hub. International

sanctions have not been very effective in isolating

Russia. European states, notably Germany, recognise

the importance of engaging with Russia to contain Mr.

Putin’s expansionist aims. Equally, President Donald

Trump’s “America first” policy is compelling potential

rivals to make common cause.

NOIDA: The Noida Metro

Rail Corporation (NMRC) will

soon develop a vendor zone

and a food court near Botanical

Garden metro station and

convert the area into a public

space for commuters.

Currently, the approximately

1,000 sqm triangular area near

Botanical Garden metro

station is used by NMRC buses

as a temporary parking spot.

It is a vacant plot allotted by

the Noida Authority to NMRC

for bus operations. The area

has a public toilet and

unauthorised vendors use it.

Officials said that the area will

be developed as a public space

Food court to come up near Botanical Garden metro station

where commuters using buses

or the metro trains could

comfortably stop. The area

will have around 25 food and

drink vendors in a 200 sqm

area. Additionally, the spot will

have benches, plantation, cycle

and motorbike stands and a

public toilet. “We want to make

it into a comfortable, safe,

well-lit but shaded area where

people can even wait for

longer periods if required. To

make the space greener, it will

have plantations. We will allot

spots to around 25 vendors for

selling street food, lemonade

and other such consumables,”

said P D Upadhyay, the

executive director, NMRC. He

added that dust bins will be

placed in the area and waste

collection will be done from the

spot regularly. The capacity of

the cycle and two-wheeler

stands would be decided soon.

“Once people have mass

transit options, like the Metro

and bus, non-motorised options,

like cycles, can easily be used

for last-mile connectivity,

especially for shorter

distances. It is economical,

healthy and environment-

friendly. However, people

often avoid using these since

there is no safe parking option,”

added Upadhyay.

NOIDA: Two cab drivers

were robbed of their cars by

unidentified persons in

different areas of the city.

While one driver was

associated with a cab

aggregator, the other worked

as a private cab driver. Around

2.40am on Saturday, Leeladhar

Sharma received a booking

through the app of the cab-

aggregator he worked for.

We

are being forced to buy

packaged water,” said RWA

general secretary, Sector 19,

RC Gupta. He blamed the

authority for insufficient efforts

at tackling the basic needs of

residents. "It is the duty of our

MLA or MP to take note of

the problem," he added. Rajiv

Garg from Sector 27 and

Puneet Shukla from Sector 12

said they have faced low

pressure and yellow water

supply for only a few hours.

Sector 11 RWA president

Suresh Krishnan called for the

suspension of officials

concerned. "The officials said

groundwater is yellow and

when mixed with adequate

quantity of Ganga water the

colour improves," said Garg.

NOIDA: Having not received

their salaries for the past five

months, the district’s PCR van

drivers on Sunday protested in

front of the residence of the

Gautam Budh Nagar SSP in

Sector 27 demanding that they

be paid. SSP Vaibhav Krishna

assured them that the issue

would be resolved within a

week. On the other hand, the

Noida Authority, which is in

charge of disbursing their

salaries, has said it won’t do so

and has referred the matter to

the state government. While a

few drivers parked their vehicles

Unpaid PCR van drivers protest near top cop’s house

at police chowkis, around 40 of

them gathered at the SSP’s

home.

“I have

written to the DM and the SSP

at least five times, to no avail,

added Jaideep Singh, contractor

of the drivers.
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GHAZIABAD: The

Allahabad high court on

Thursday directed the Institute

of Management Technology

(IMT) to deposit Rs 5 crore

with Ghaziabad Development

Authority (GDA) before it

applies for land, whose

allotment was cancelled by the

development agency last

month, to be reinstated. The

court also directed the housing

and urban planning

department’s principal

secretary to settle the matter

by August 20. GDA had on

May 29 cancelled the allotment

of 11,503 square yards to IMT

after the institute was found to

be encroaching on it. The

Deposit Rs 5 crore with
Ghaziabad authority: HC to IMT

development agency had

asked IMT to return the land

within 15 days of the order.

The institute had challenged the

order in the high court, saying

it had come to know about the

notice through the media. Prior

to cancelling the land allotment,

GDA had issued a notice to the

institute. The action followed

governor Ram Naik forwarding

to the chief minister a letter by

councillor Rajender Tyagi

accusing IMT of encroaching

on the plot. The governor had

sought “appropriate action” on

the complaint. Tyagi had in

March written to the governor,

demanding a CBI inquiry into

alleged irregularities at IMT.

The

money, investors were told,

would come from revenue

generated by bike taxis affiliated

to Bike Bot in various cities. The

scam came to light when the

Bike Bot began defaulting on

returns in 2018. Bhati, who is in

his mid-40s, and other officials

of Bike Bot had been on the run

for the past six months. BSP too

distanced itself from him after

allegations of cheating cropped

up. Police said the Bike Bot

scheme promised to double the

returns to investors within a

year. “The accused (Bhati) had

launched the scheme as a

company that is owned and run

by its investors,” Gautam Budh

Nagar SSP Vaibhav Krishna

said.
