We cannot confirm it

as it was found in wet soil and

may have become bigger due

to the pressure,” G S

Khusharia, a wildlife expert

based in Meerut and former

forest department official, told

TBC. Following the initial

complaint, there was another

call later in the day that alerted

officials. “After a search

operation, we realised that the

animal may not be present any

more. However, a girl claimed

that she had seen a leopard

cross from one tower to

another in a neighbouring

building,” said Sital Panwar,

forest ranger, Dadri. Officials

then placed nets to secure the

basement and conducted

another round of combing

along with wildlife experts.

“We will get the entire area

cleaned and place white

cement around stairs of the

empty buildings to get evidence

of pugmarks. We will also tie

some threads near the stairs so

that we know if the animal

breaks it while moving. We are

also carrying sticks with cloth

tied around them to smell and

identify pugmarks as leopards

have a distinctive secretion

between their toes that smells

like mint,” said Khusharia.

Winning the peace: on Gotabaya
Rajapaksa's India visit

The visit last week of Sri Lanka’s new President Gotabaya

Rajapaksa to India and his extended talks with Prime

Minister Narendra Modi was an affirmation by the two

nations to make good bilateral ties a priority for each. Mr.

Rajapaksa is aware of the problems the relationship has

faced, due to both the proximity between India and Sri

Lanka, and the interlinked and complicated peoples’

histories. In comments to The Hindu, he made it clear that

he wants consistency and constant communication to avoid

the problems of the past. In the last decade, these have

included India’s concerns about the pace of reconciliation

in the Tamil-majority North and East, the welcoming of

Chinese investment for major projects including the

Hambantota port and Colombo harbour and military

engagement, unhappiness over the slow pace of clearance

for Indian projects, and other bilateral issues. In Colombo

there has been the overhanging suspicion that Indian

intelligence agencies play a role in domestic politics, including

the 2015 defeat of Mahinda Rajapaksa. In the hour-long

conversation the two leaders had, it seemed apparent that

there was some clarity on all issues and a will to build a

new future. There was also a recognition that after working

together closely against the LTTE, there were new threats,

especially in the wake of the Easter Day bombings by an

Islamic State-affiliated group that has Indian links. India’s

announcement of $50-million in aid along with an additional

$400-million in development aid is proof of that. India’s

and Sri Lanka’s security is “indivisible” Mr. Modi said,

indicating the need for more high-level contacts. Mr.

Rajapaksa accepted Mr. Modi’s invitation to make his first

presidential visit abroad to New Delhi, and has invited the

Indian leader to be the first State guest he welcomes to

Colombo.

However, the next few months will reveal how much the

new regime will actually work to engage New Delhi’s

concerns. Apart from clearances for infrastructure projects

in the north, port projects in Trincomalee, and the airport in

Mattala, Mr. Rajapaksa will be judged on how far he

regulates investment and manage debts to China. Above

all, his attitude towards the less developed areas of the

North and East, where most minorities did not vote for

him, will be keenly watched. His stated desire to place

development over devolution commitments will be a cause

for worry for New Delhi as well as Chennai, that have

consistently urged the Sri Lankan government to ensure

what the MEA called “dignity, peace, equality and justice”

for Tamils; they suffered devastating losses during the three

decades of war and remain less prosperous than the rest

of the Island country. While a war can be won in a defined

and short span, winning the peace and healing people is an

extended process that takes decades, a process that India

will follow closely in Sri Lanka.

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GHAZIABAD: Cases of

child rape have seen over 20%

rise in Ghaziabad district over

the past five years. According

to data sourced from the

police, as many as 116 cases

of rape were reported in 2015

and the figure rose to 152 in

2018. Between January and

September this year, 141 cases

of rape against minors have

already been registered in

Ghaziabad district. Police

pointed out that the increase in

numbers also suggested that

more and more people were

coming out in open to report

rape cases, battling the social

stigma attached to it and

reposing faith in the cops.

Child rape cases rose 20% in 5 years, most in rural areas
What’s more interesting is that

60-65% of Pocso cases have

been filed by the residents of

rural areas and those from

urban areas account for the

remaining part. Around 30% of

the cases have been registered

against neighbours while 27%

against friends and relatives.

According to the officials, the

only Pocso court in Ghaziabad

has as many as 1,477 such

cases pending. Police said that

cases under the Pocso Act —

which defines a child as any

person below 18 years of age

and is gender-neutral — are

regularly monitored by a

special cell and investigation is

given precedence.In 487

Pocso cases that were

reported between 2015 and

2018, arrests have been made

in around 80% of them. In

total, 632 cases have reached

the court between 2017 and

2018, and 58 of them have

resulted in acquittals. Between

January and July this year, 226

cases were brought before the

Pocso court and eight of nine

cases decided so far have ended

in acquittals. Asked about the

rise in numbers, SP (rural)

Neeraj Kumar Jadaun said that

people are becoming more

aware and coming out to file

complaints, instead of reaching

a compromise. “The number of

Pocso cases is higher in rural

areas because the village

population is more than that in

urban areas,” he said. “Police

are also helping people become

more aware. They are holding

various programmes with help

from NGOs in the district.

Nukkad natak and door-to-door

campaigns are being organised

across the district. The police

have even asked the schools to

educate students about the

crime,” added the SP (rural).

According to the police officer,

in most cases, the accused are

either relatives or someone

known to the survivor.

NOIDA: The recent

unearthing of a fake call centre

that targeted Flipkart and

Myntra customers has once

again brought to fore the

damages data breaches can

cause. From offering fake jobs,

insurance policies, holiday

packages and huge discounts

on online shopping to siphoning

money from bank accounts,

mushrooming fake call centres

in Noida are increasingly

becoming hi-tech to dupe

gullible people. And such

scams thrive mainly on data

leak from “official and non-

official sources”, say experts.

In fact, in the past two years,

over 30 call centres have been

busted in Gautam Budh Nagar,

How data outsourced by firms lands with fraudsters
most of which were based on

data leak. Cyber crime experts

suggest that data leak can

happen via multiple sources

and dark markets where data

of online shoppers, life

insurance companies, portals

etc are easily available. They

stress that the primary reason

for data theft is outsourcing of

data by online shopping

websites to third party

customer care entities, from

where it could be used for

illegal purposes. Experts also

say that online shopping

websites need to own the

liability as Section 76 of the IT

Act makes the custodian of the

customer data liable for action

in case of any breach.

According to Gautam

Kumawat, a cyber security

expert who works with

different police departments

and criminal investigative

agencies, individual data has

become the “new oil”. “Data

is the new oil. Data in bulk and

of all types is available

everywhere. In case, someone

wants to get data of credit card/

debit card users, online

shoppers, those with salary less

than Rs 50,000, voters in a

particular area. Ask for it and

you can get all sorts of data in

the data market,” he says.

“While there are many agencies

which make use of individual

data for multiple purposes, there

are many players who simply sell

it off at cheaper rates,” he adds.

How does data get leaked?

“When you check into a hotel/

restaurant/grocery store etc,

they ask you for your phone

number. This data goes to the

retail chain or the company

concerned. But this data gets

leaked by mainly two sources

from the parent company.

Either the parent company

hands over the data of their

customers to a third-party

vendor for different purposes or

someone from the internal

team of the company tends to

sell it off,” Kumawat explains.

Cyber crime expert Rakshit

Tandon, who works with the UP

Police in cyber crime cases,

agrees.
