GREATER NOIDA: A man allegedly shot dead his uncleand
aunt in the middle of a panchayat session that had been organised
in a Dadri village on Tuesday to settle a years-old dispute over a
piece of land. The plot in Chitera village has been the bone of
contention between the families of four brothers for years. In
2015, too, a quarrel over the plot had led to the killing of one of the
family members by a relative. The land is owned by the second of
four brothers Kishanlal, Raje, Vedram and Hetram who is
unmarried. The dispute started when Raje decided to hand over
the plot to Hetram’s family a few years ago. Vedram’s sons
objected to the decision and this led to the 2015 murder. In 2015,
Vedram’s son and his cousin had shot dead Hetram’s younger
son over land dispute. On Tuesday, Hetram’s elder son Vikram
shot dead Vedram and his wife after the panchayat session failed
to end the stalemate. The meeting on Tuesday was attended by
Vikram, who fired the shots, Raje, the original owner of the plot,
and his brother Vedram. The session was held around the plot
and other villagers were present, too. Sources said none of the
villagers dared to interfere as Vikram Bhati sprayed Vedram (60)
and his wife Nattho (58) with bullets with two country-made guns.

The core of the current battle is
the rules under which the discussion on the irregularities in
the banking sector should happen (government wants just a
discussion; opposition wants a discussion and a vote) and
whether it should be incident specific or more comprehensive
(government wants it to be larger spanning years; opposition
wants it to be specific to the PNB fraud). The onus lies on
both the BJP and, as the primary opposition, the Congress
to reach an understanding and resolve the impasse. The
opposition must realise that it cannot use the issue to
destabilise the government; the government must realise that
an honest discussion on the banking fraud is essential. The
first week is wasted. But from next week, Parliament must
live to its mandate.

Noida firm bosses face

Noida: The Noida Authority on
Tuesday conducted a draw of
lots for allotting 501 plots in the
area, eight years after the
concept of Transport Nagar
was announced and nearly four
years after it became ready for
use. The scheme was re-
launched on January 1 this year
with a lower land allotment rate
of Rs 24,060. The multi-crore
project has been developed on
26 acres of land in Sector 69.
It has been envisaged to not
only benefit thousands of
transporters and bus operators,
but also help decongest main
roads where the drivers park
their vehicles. According to the
officials, the scheme had been
launched twice earlier, once in

Noida lottery for transport hub plots
2011 with land rate of Rs
77,000 per square meter and
later in September 2015 with
land rate of Rs 18,180 per
square meter. In 2011, when
the Authority had initiated a
scheme, there were no takers
due to the exorbitant allotment
rate. In September 2015, the
applicants had alleged
irregularities and approached
the judiciary for reprieve, which
hampered the success of the
scheme. The Authority officials
said that 412 plots were allotted
through lottery system after lots
were drawn manually. “We had
received applications from local
transporters and bus operators
from Noida’s notified area, in
January,” said a Noida

Authority official. “We also
received applications in
February this year. The scheme
is open-ended and draw of lots
will be held every month for the
balance plots on offer,” he
added. The size of the plots
allotted were in the range of 120
to 150 square metres. The
maximum ground coverage
allowed in the area will be 60%,
while the floor area ratio will
be 1.50 along with permission
to build a basement. The
transport hub will accommodate
nearly 2,500 vehicles at
a time. The transporters can
also have a godown in the
basement, offices on the
ground floor and resting rooms
on the first floor.

GHAZIABAD: A budget of
Rs 773 crore was cleared for
the Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation (GMC) by its 12-
member executive committee,
in a meeting on Wednesday. In
this financial year, GMC also
expects to raise Rs 893 crore
as revenue under various
heads. It was the first full-
fledged executive committee
meeting since the new
dispensation took charge of
GMC three months ago. Given
the nature of the budgetary
allocation for 2018-19, it’s clear
that GMC will focus on roads,
sewerage and other civic
amenities.
