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“Tejas’ cops on bikes to check
Ghaziabad street crime

GHAZIABAD: Tejas, a
patrolling unit comprised of 16
policemen in plainclothes, has
been formed to curb street
crimes and make the city safer.
The team, which will have two
officers each — a constable
and a sub-inspector — on eight
bikes, was flagged off on
Monday. “We have decided
not to put any sticker or
identification mark on the
bikes, so that the miscreants
are able to identify the cops,”
said Ghaziabad SSP Sudhir
Kumar Singh. The team will
keep a watch outside schools,
colleges, markets and parks.
Shlok Kumar, superintendent
of police (city), said, “The main
objective of this Tejas unit is
to prevent crimes like
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i

snatching and robbery. Itis a
first-of-its-kind initiative in the
state and is based on PPP
model.” Kumar told TBC that
the units will be in constant
touch with the control room at
the office of the SSP via
wireless sets. “Beside this, in
every police station, a team with
extra personnel has also been
deployed as backup in case of
emergency,” he added. The
officer said that the cops are
being trained to identify and
check ‘suspicious elements’.

Ending malice: On FIR
against celebrities

The police in Muzaffarpur district in Bihar have done well
to order the closure of a sedition case against 49 eminent
personalities for addressing an open letter to the Prime
Minister on the need to stop hate crimes and lynching. The
decision could have come much earlier rather than weeks
after the Chief Judicial Magistrate ordered the registration
of an FIR based on a lawyer’s complaint. The complaint
has now been closed as false, an opinion that both the
magistrate and the station-house officer could have arrived
at on a mere glance at the complaint. Sudhir Kumar Ojha,
the lawyer who approached the magistrate, had produced
no supporting documents, not even a copy of the letter
signed by the writers, filmmakers and artists. Further, it
would have been quite obvious that there was nothing in
the appeal that promoted disaffection against the
government or brought it into hatred and contempt. The
complaint had further absurdities. It included penal
provisions related to making imputations against national
integration, public nuisance, affray and even trespassing
into a burial ground! Mr. Ojha has the habit of arraying
celebrities and prominent leaders as accused in private
complaints and obtaining orders under Section 156(3) of
the Cr.P.C. for a police investigation. It is quite certain that
both the magistracy and the police are aware of his
predilection for serial litigation. A simple search of his name
in the website of the CJM’s court reveals that he has filed
complaints against Arvind Kejriwal, Imran Khan, Digvijaya
Singh, Priyanka Vadra and Chandrababu Naidu in 2019
alone.

The decision to prosecute the advocate for filing false
complaints is an encouraging sign that his run may not last.
Section 182 of the IPC makes giving false information to a
public servant with a view to causing injury or annoyance
to another an offence punishable with a six-month jail term
or a fine 0of ?71,000. And under Section 211, making a false
charge of an offence, knowing that there is no lawful ground
for doing so, attracts a two-year prison term; and, if a more
serious offence is alleged, the accuser may be jailed for
even seven years. It is quite obvious that these provisions
have not deterred malicious complaints. In cases involving
celebrities, it is to be expected that a public outcry would
stymie a malicious prosecution, but not everyone can be as
lucky. In times when outrage, feigned or real, is used to
accuse people of defamation, obscenity, cyber-insults and
injuring religious sentiments, it would be wise to recall the
Supreme Court’s caution in Khushboo vs. Kanniammal
(2010) in which the court quashed multiple private
complaints against actor Khushboo for remarks on pre-
marital sex with the observations, “It is not the task of the
criminal law to punish individuals merely for expressing
unpopular views’ and that courts should not allow a criminal
trial “triggered by false and frivolous complaints, amounting
to harassment and humiliation to the accused.”

Window panes broken, rats bite off parts
of body kept in mortuary for autopsy

NOIDA: Parts of a body kept
in a mortuary for autopsy was
found nibbled off by rats,
exposing the lack of maintenance
in the only post-mortem facility
in the city. The body was of
Srishti Sharma, an Axis Bank
assistant manager who had
allegedly committed suicide at
her flat in Pan Oasis society on
Wednesday afternoon. A note
recovered from the woman’s
room had said she could not
become a good daughter but did
notblame anyone for the alleged
suicide. Rajiv Bhardwaj, a friend
of the woman’s father, said
when they reached the Sector
94 mortuary with the body on
Wednesday night, they found

there were two more bodies in
the room. “We requested that the
body be kept in a deep freezer.
But the guard and other workers
at the mortuary told me the
freezer wasn’t functioning
properly and suggested we keep
the body in a private ambulance.
We refused to do that, so they
adjusted the body with two
others in the room,” he said.
Bhardwaj rued there was not
even a stretcher to carry the
body inside the room. The next
day, when Srishti’s family
arrived for the autopsy, they
found that rats had apparently
bitten off the sheet covering the
body along with parts of the nose
and chin.
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'Plastic-eating' bacteria discovered in Greater Noida wetlands

NEW DELHI: Researchers
have discovered two strains of
'plastic-eating' bacteria from
the wetlands of Greater Noida,
an advance that may lead to
eco-friendly alternative clean-
up methods for plastic waste
worldwide. The bacterial
strains discovered by
researchers at Shiv Nadar
University in Greater Noida
have the potential to
decompose polystyrene -- a
key component in single-use
plastic (SUP) items such as
disposable cups, cutlery, toys,
packaging materials etc. The
bacterial species namely
Exiguobacterium sibiricum
strain DR11 and Exiguobacte

rium undae strain DR14 were
isolated from the wetlands
adjoining the university.
Polystyrene is quite resistant to
degradation due to its high
molecular weight and long
chain polymer structure. This
is the reason for their
persistence in the environment,
according to the study
published in the journal Royal
Society of Chemistry (RSC)
Advances. The exponential
production and consumption of
polystyrene in various sectors
has presented a great
environment risk and raised
the problem of waste
management, the researchers
noted. "Our data support the

DCW submits report to Bajal,
gives recommendation to stop
prostitution rackets in spa

NEW DELHI: Changing
licensing norms and a high-level
inquiry to examine the role of
police, MCD and politicians in
alleged prostitution rackets
running in spas were some of the
recommendations by the Delhi
Commission For Women in its
report submitted to Lieutenant
Governor Anil Baijal, the panel
said. The DCW submitted
detailed recommendations to
Baijal to stop prostitution rackets
in spa and massage parlours in
Delhi. The Commission saidithas
observed through its field
inspections that full scale

prostitution rackets are running
in several spa centres in various
locations in Delhi. The report said
while police in Ghaziabad,
Gurgaon, Noida, Mumbai and
Bengaluru have been actively
acting against prostitution rackets
operating in spa centres, Delhi
Police is completely silent on the
matter.

Exiguobacterium are capable
of degrading polystyrene and
can be further used to mitigate
the environmental pollution
caused by plastics," Richa
Priyadarshini, associate
professor at Shiv Nadar
University told . ""Wetlands are
one of the richest habitats of
microbial diversity but are
relatively unexplored. Hence,
these ecosystems are ideal
grounds for isolating bacteria
with novel biotechnological
applications," said Priyada
rshini who discovered the
bacteria strains along with her
team at the Department of

Life Sciences, School of
Natural Sciences. According
to industry estimates, India
consumes about 16.5 million
metric tonnes of plastic
annually. The All India Plastic
Manufacturers Association
(AIPMA) estimates that the
plastic industry produces about
14 million metric tonnes of
polystyrene, which is non-
biodegradable. This effects
both terrestrial and marine life,
e.g. a plastic fork can take up
to 450 years or more to
decompose, the researchers
noted. In the universe of plastic
items used daily, SUP
constitutes about a fifth in
volume, they said.

Shopkeeper, 20 others booked
for beating GMC team

GHAZIABAD: A shopkeeper
and 20 others have been booked
on Monday for beating up ateam
of Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation (GMC) officials
which had reportedly seized a
large quantity of polythene bags
from his shop in Gandhi Nagar
last week. Shopkeeper Pradeep
Bansal and 20 other persons
were booked on the basis of a
complaint by GMC sanitation
and food inspector Ashok Kumar.
He said a team reached Hind
Departmental store on Saturday
during a GMC drive against
plastic use and found that
polythene bags were being used
openly there. "When we tried to

seize the polythene bags, Pradeep
and around 20 persons present
in the store attacked us and
snatched the seized products
from us. They shoved the team
members around and hurled
abuses and casteist remarks at us.
A police team soon reached the
spotand rescued our staff," he told
police. After the GMC team left,
Gandhi Nagar traders staged a
protestalleging harassment during
the festive season. The next day;,
Pradeep's brother Dinesh, along
with other traders, submitted a
complaint against GMC officials
accusing them of misbehaving
with women staff present at the
shop and seeking bribe.

Noida solved 91% cases, but also saw most number of rapes, loots

NOIDA: Gautam Budh Nagar
has witnessed the most number
of loot, dacoity and rape cases
so far this year among the top
10 districts that have been
adjudged for maintaining law
and order. The district has
bagged the fifth spot in the state
for prevention of crime,
according to the report of a
survey released on Saturday. All
75 districts of Uttar Pradesh
have been examined on the
basis of cases lodged with
police, prevention of crime, rate
of solving cases, response time
to attend distress calls, overall
image, perception, etc. The
rankings were released on
Saturday. While Moradabad
bagged the top spot on all these

parameters, it was followed by
Gorakhpur, Etawa, Auraiya,
GB Nagar, Lalitpur, Kanpur
Dehat, Gonda, Chandauli and
Muzaffarnagar, respectively.
The survey showed GB Nagar
had solved 91% of the cases
registered up to September this
year, but the data also revealed
that it’s vulnerable to different
types of street crime. The
number of dacoities, robberies,
murders and rapes in the
district so far in 2019 stands at
3,121, 69 and 72, respectively.
These numbers indicate that
GB Nagar witnessed the
highest number of dacoities,
robberies and rapes among the
top 10 districts. In heinous cases
such as murder, the district is

second only to Gorakhpur,
which has seen 73 killings. A
comparative study of crime
data of 2019 and 2018 itself
shows that GB Nagar has seen
a rise in cases of robbery,
murder and rape, while
dacoities have shown a
decrease. While there have
been 121 robberies in 2019, the
number stood at 81 last year.
This year, 69 murders have
taken place in the district,
compared to 50 in 2018. Rape
cases, too, have registered an
increase —up from 40in 2018
to 72 this year. Further, at 512
so far, GB Nagar has the
highest number of cases lodged
under the Goonda Act among
the top 10 districts. The number

of cases lodged under the
Gangster Act is the third-
highest on the list, and the
number of times the National
Security Act was invoked
stands at 4, the second-highest
among the top 10 districts. The
economic offences wing of GB
Nagar has also recovered a total
of Rs 2.5 crore from several
offences committed in the
district, which makes it bag the
top spot. Police officers admitted
there was a rise in street crime
in the district and attributed it to
more number of organised
gangs at work, more people
coming forward to report crime
and the district sharing its
borders with Delhi and
important towns of western UP.

“The
government has recently
authorised only banks and
government offices to have
Aadhaar card centres where
agents have been deployed
for carrying out corrections
and issuing new cards. But
this unauthorised centre was
running after the office
hours. We conducted a raid
to find out who was behind

it,” said Jeetendra Deekhit,
SHO, Surajpur. The raid was
conducted on Friday and six
men were detained. The
accused have been identified
as Brijesh Kumar, from
Jewar, Kanchilal, from
Aligarh, Sagar and Raees,
both from west Delhi, Jabbar
and Munendra, from
Bulandshahr, and
government agent Rahul,
from Jhajjhar in Haryana.
While Rahul has confessed to
earning Rs 7,000 a day for
giving up his credentials,
others said they were making
Rs 80,000 per month each
from the centre. Police said
the accused also made fake
PAN cards.
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
