The

administration had sought this

information from the civic body

ahead of a drive to dismantle

unauthorised hoardings,

banners and unipoles to make

the city skyline clean. The drive

was undertaken following a

unipole collapse on Meerut

Road on January 3 in which

three persons in an SUV had a

close shave even as the vehicle

was damaged apart from an

autorickshaw. The drive was

also important in the city

because the administration has

been cleaning and sanitising the

city as part of Swachh

Survekshan, 2019. “We have

submitted the complete list of

nearly 800 legal unipoles

installed in the city to the

administration. The list also

mentions the locations at which

the unipoles have been

erected,” municipal

commissioner Chandra

Prakash Singh told TBC.

What’s the hold-up? UP government’s high-profile launch
plan may be delaying Noida metro

because the Aqua Line is

entirely Noida’s (and the UP

government’s) own, run by

Noida Metro Rail Corporation

(NMRC), unlike Magenta that

is operated by DMRC. The

Aqua Line received the final

clearance from the

commissioner of railway safety

in time for the supposed

Christmas launch that, senior

officials had said, would happen

at the hands of the PM. It didn't.

And the wait to see the first

passenger train run between

Noida and Greater Noida

continues. The corridor missed

two deadlines last year — April

and October. That was because

work itself had overshot the

deadline. Now, there is no

operational reason for the delay.

There is, however, also a

concern. Should the launch not

happen by January 31, another

CMRS inspection will be needed.

“The CMRS go-ahead has been

received and Aqua Line needs

to start any time by January 31.

NOIDA: The district

administration will start

acquiring 1,334 hectares for

Jewar airport by January-end,

divisional commissioner Anita

Meshram said on Friday.

According to her, the

administration had sent its

report on the land to the state

government under Section 19

of Land Acquisition Act. The

acquisition will start once the

notification is issued. The

administration had done

rigorous exercises for the

project and got clearance at

different levels, she said. “We

are in a position to start land

acquisition. Hopefully, the

process will start by January-

end. The airport will change the

economy of this area and bring

more development,” she said.

Land acquisition for Jewar
airport to start by January-end

Meshram said that Jewar is

suitable for airport project due

to its strategic location and

proximity to Delhi, Noida and

other states like Rajasthan and

Haryana. “This is also an ideal

location as there are no major

development projects, wetland

or heritage site in neighbourhood

which would be affected,” she

said. The commissioner said

that a good airport must have

excellent network through

roadways for last mile

connectivity. A multi-modal

transport hub and logistic hub are

also developed in Greater

Noida. “This will provide

excellent road connectivity to

Jewar airport. The site will be

connected to all the neighbouring

cities and states through road,

railway and metro.

NOIDA: With over one-third

of its staff on security duty

at Kumbh Mela and the

Noida Authority withdrawing

70 marshals, the traffic

police is now left with only

11 constables to cater to over

100 major intersections in

Gautam Budh Nagar.

Worker dies as crane

carrying pipe overturns

NOIDA: Homebuyers of

Lotus Panache on Friday

lodged a complaint with the

economic offences wing

(EOW) of Delhi Police

against the promoters of The

3C Company for allegedly

cheating them and committing

financial fraud, a day after the

National Company Law

Tribunal (NCLT) ordered

insolvency proceedings

against the developer. A

subsidiary of 3C, Granite Gate

Company is actually building

the ‘Lotus’ brand projects,

including Lotus Panache in

Sector 110. The project that

has 30 towers with 4,000

Lotus Panache buyers file police complaint against 3C

apartments, was sold between

2009 and 2010, and the

delivery was supposed to be

completed by 2012. But six

years on, only 900 flats have

been handed over to buyers.

Lotus Panache Welfare

Association said it lodged the

complaint against the three

promoters of The 3C

Company — Nirmal Singh,

Vidur Bhardwaj, Supreet

Singh Suri — and their

associates. “This is because

we strongly suspect siphoning

off funds from the Panache

project to other businesses of

the promoters,” Amit Chauhan

of LPWA, told TBC. The

same three promoters were

arrested by the EOW of Delhi

Police in December last year

also, on a complaint of

cheating lodged by

homebuyers of Lotus 300,

another project in Noida. The

accused, all residents of

Delhi, are currently out on

bail. “The complaint has been

filed by the 850-strong buyers’

association under sections

409 (criminal breach of trust),

420 (cheating), 34 (common

intention) and 120B (criminal

conspiracy) of Indian Penal

Code. However, no FIR has

been lodged by EOW yet,”

sources said.

Challenge for BJP in
state with most seats
The formal tie-up between the Samajwadi Party and the

Bahujan Samaj Party is a significant political development

in the context of the forthcoming Lok Sabha polls. This

combination had shown its clout in three crucial by-elections

in Uttar Pradesh in 2018. The BJP was trounced in

Gorakhpur, Phulpur and Kairana. In Kairana, the candidate

who won came from the Rashtriya Lok Dal, but it was the

combined backing of the SP and the BSP that allowed the

RLD candidate to win. Together, these parties can muster

more than two-fifths of the vote in Uttar Pradesh. The

combination has the potential to make a serious dent in the

BJP’s national tally, which had been boosted in 2014 by the

73 seats it got, along with allies, in UP, out of the state’s total

of 80 seats.

Where does this leave the Congress? Does the exclusion of

the party from the major anti-BJP alliance of UP between

the SP and the BSP means the end of the socalled

Mahagathbandhan (grand alliance) of the Opposition to

defeat the BJP? Actually, the development is to the

Congress’ advantage. Being outside the alliance leaves it

free to field candidates that would, in seats where its own

chances of an outright victory are dim, cut into the BJP’s

votes and enable the SP-BSP combine to win. It would also

hope for reciprocal support from the alliance in seats where

its position vis-à-vis the BJP is relatively better than that of

the alliance. The result would be to both deny BJP a large

haul in UP and to get a fair number of seats for itself. The

Mahagathbandhan was never to be understood as a prepoll

alliance. Mamata Banerjee tying up the Telugu Desam makes

little difference to the voters of either Bengal or Andhra

Pradesh. Every party will try to maximise its tally in the

Parliament elections and then combine.
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GHAZIABAD: An FIR was

“One can gauge their

insensitivity from the fact that no

official from the electricity

department came to enquire

about the death of Radha. They

have always assured that such

accidents would not happen in

the future and the cables would

be moved away from the

houses. But nothing has

happened on the ground,” he

added. Lawyer Mukesh Rajput,

a resident of SLF Ved Vihar,

said: “Despite FIRs against the

electricity department and

numerous representations to the

authorities, no change has taken

place in the colonies. The power

department, in collusion with

private builders, is busy minting

money by installing individual

transformers in front of each

building. The flat buyers are

made to pay a hefty amount for

these transformers, which are

nothing but ticking bombs. We

will soon file a PIL in the

Allahabad high court.” Most of

the 11kV wires that are within

sniffing distance of the buildings

are worn out and pose grave

dangers. “Separate transformers

have been installed in front of

every block in the two colonies

and from them, electrical wires

with 11,000 Volts pass through

the colony. The wires are quite

old and have several joints. The

department should have

replaced them long back. We

have written to the district

administration and the power

department to install one big

transformer in a corner and

provide electricity to colonies.

Sanjay has been involved in

illegal sand mining near

Yamuna for over a decade. He

was arrested in mid-July, but

he got bail from a court within

two hours of his arrest, even

before the police could think of

invoking NSA against him.

With Bhupendra’s name now

coming to the fore in the

sensational murder case, the

district police is of the view that

it had missed a chance as he

again indulged in criminal

activities after getting the bail

in July. “It was a lost chance.

He could have been booked

under NSA then and there. He

has already built an empire of

sorts in his Greater Noida

village,” an officer said. It has

come to the fore that Vivek is

related to Bhupendra who in

turn works for dreaded

gangster Randeep Bhati and

who apparently threatened

Dharmi over phone through his

men. Rajkumar Mishra, DSP,

STF Noida, told TBC that

Vivek is a relative of

Bhupendra Momnathal whom

he called after a bitter spat

with Dharmi that followed a

road rage that triggered the

deceased’s abduction on

Friday evening. Bhupendra in

turn informed Randeep, who

apparently called up Dharmi

and asked him to mend his

ways. Dharmi allegedly

rebuffed Randeep

which the latter considered as

an “offence” to his influence.

According to an officer, at the

time of his death, Dharmi had

apparently invoked his long-

time association with

Randeep Bhati’s father

Brahmpal.
