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NGT directs Ghaziabad Municipal

NEW DELHI /GZB: An
NGT bench headed by Justice
Raghuvendra S Rathore on
Wednesday asked the
Ghaziabad  Municipal
Corporation (GMC) to
remove all illegal encroach
ments from its green belts
within a period of 30 days
from Wednesday. The order
has been issued as per the
recommendations of the
inspection team of NGT and
observations made by the
court commissioner. "It is
made clear that GMC shall
comply with recommen
dations and observations in

letter and spirit and
henceforth no part of
recommendations and
observations should remain,
failing which the officer
concerned shall be made
accountable for non-
complying the order of the
tribunal and also be saddled
with cost," the bench also
comprising expert member
Satyawan Singh Garbyal, said.
In response to the NGT order,
GMC additional commissioner,
Pramod Kumar said, “It is the
order of the honourable
tribunal and we will comply
with it fully.”

Many mutinies: On protests
against amended citizenship law

After erupting in revolt against the Citizenship Amendment
Act (CAA), Assam and other Northeastern States have
substantially calmed. People will withdraw to their daily
lives soon, but mistaking it for normalcy as the Centre
characteristically does in such situations would be
dangerous. The Northeast is inhabited by diverse
populations, sharing borders with several neighbours.
Assertive ethnic politics, including secessionism and
resistance to migration into the region, has been a defining
character of the area. Grievances of indigenous populations
are genuine, but it is difficult, even counterproductive, to
try to resolve them by privileging one group over another.
Applying a religious test to such an exercise, as the CAA
seeks to do, is mindless and dangerous. The Northeast’s
ethnic divergences have been delicately — and barely —
managed with the collaboration of local power-brokers and
grant of special property and cultural rights to communities.
The BJP’s inability in appreciating diversity has long ceased
to surprise anyone, but its insistence on aggravating dormant
faultlines and inflaming new passions is baffling. The CAA
has wrecked the Assam Accord of 1985 and exhumed
sleeping hostilities.

Prime Minister Modi’s declaration of his government’s
commitment to cultural and linguistic rights of Northeast
communities, once the region went up in flames, was
welcome, though late. It takes meaningful gestures, not
copious words, to hold together diverse populations in the
pursuit of common goals. It is a pity that the BJP, despite
its ambitions to make India a superpower, cannot
comprehend the elementary truth that triggering numerous
mutinies across the nation is an impossible route to that.
After the subterfuge on Kashmir, which involved responsible
government functionaries lying to the public, the trust deficit
of this government among vulnerable communities has
multiplied. The BJP has made inroads in the Northeast and
is in power in all seven States. In the 2019 Lok Sabha
election, it won a majority of the region’s 25 seats. The
party mistook its victories for an approval of its Hindutva
politics, it now appears. Hindutva seeks to subordinate all
identities to an overarching Hindu identity, but societies
cannot be shoehorned into such narrow politics. The CAA
seeks to provide a legal imprimatur to the BJP’s blatant
politics of turning the Northeast’s ethnic faultlines into a
religious one, by excluding Muslims alone. By pitting
Bengali-speaking Hindus who have moved around in the
region against their Muslim counterparts, the party hopes
to reinforce itself in West Bengal also. The current tempest
will soon pass, but this turmoil will not cease. To undo the
misadventure of CAA, the Centre must show courage and
hold back, and the leadership must demonstrate
statesmanship. That will serve the nation well.

Five held for cutting and stealing
overhead Delhi metro power cable

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad police has arrested
five persons for allegedly
cutting and stealing Delhi
Metro power cables from near
the Electronic City metro
station. Assistant Superinten
dent of Police Keshav Kumar
on Friday said the five arrested
persons are Dharma Veer,
Shivam, Faizal, Rashid and
Riyazuddin alias Piyaru of
Ghaziabad's Khoda village
neighbouring Niuda. He said
the police also recovered four

bundles of power cable,
measuring over 200 meter,
besides the wire cutters from
the five accused. The ASP said
the five used to cut off the Delhi
Metro overhead cable on
metro tracks stretches
between two stations by
climbing up on the track. The
five confessed that before
cutting the power cable, they
sued to interrupt power supply
by throwing a naked iron wire
across the transmission lines of
the metro rail network, he said.

GMC inspects roads, lights

GHAZIABAD: The Ghaziabad
Municipal Corporation (GMC),
before taking over maintenance
responsibilities of Indirapuram
township, has started a joint
inspection of the area with the
Ghaizabad Development
Authorty. In the first phase, the
municipal corporation will take on
the responsibilities for the roads,
streetlights and sanitation system
of Indirapuram. On Tuesday,
senior officials of GMC, GDA
and local councillors took stock
of the condition of roads and
streetlights. GMC additional
commissioner Pramod Kumar
said, “We conducted a survey of
the area and sought details of

work being done by the GDA.
Once the joint inspection gets
over, GMC will submit a report
stating its terms and conditions
under which it will take over the
services.” GDA executive
engineer AK Chuadhary said, “A
similar exercise will be carried
out on Thursday. We hope to
complete this process in one or
two more visits. A final decision
will be taken after GMC submits
its report.” The Indirapuram
housing scheme was established
by the GDA in 1990 and since
2009, the Authority has been
trying to hand over the township
spread over 1,200 acres of land
to the GMC.
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Centre has mandated that
75% of the lanes in any toll
plaza should be reserved for
FASTag users and the
remaining for cash.

GHAZIABAD : During an
executive committee meeting
of the Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation held on Friday,
councillors alleged that out of
the 17 promises made by the
civic body at the start of the
fiscal year just three have
been fulfilled. The councillors
alleged that the biometric
system for sanitation workers
and staff deployed at parks to
mark their attendance has not
been implemented yet and they
are being given salaries without
verification.

Bulandshahr rape case: Main
accused dies of kidney failure

MEERUT: Salim Bawaria,
the main accused in the
horrific gang rape of a mother-
daughter duo from Noida on
a highway in Bulandshahr,
succumbed to prolonged
kidney ailment at a
government hospital here on
Sunday morning. The CBI
which is probing the case, had
filed a charge-sheet three
years ago against him and two
others for the crime. Bawaria
was lodged at the district
prison in Bulandshahr.
According to police, he was
suffering from kidney ailment
and was under observation.
“He (Bawaria) recently
returned following dialysis at

Rajiv Gandhi Super Specialty
hospital in Delhi. His condition
deteriorated early Sunday
morning after which he was
rushed to the district hospital
in Bulandshahr. But, he was
declared brought dead. We
have sent the body for
postmortem examination,”
said SP (city) Atul Kumar
Srivastava. A dozen-odd
robbers gang-raped a 35-
year-old Noida woman and
her teenage daughter near
Bulandshahr after waylaying
a vehicle in which the family
of six was travelling on the
Delhi-Kanpur highway on the
intervening night of July 29
and July 30, 2016.

10 per cent hike in sterilisation drive in Gautam Budh Nagar

NOIDA: In the past year, the
number of men opting for a
vasectomy had gone from 9
to 52 in Bisrakh, a small part
of the Gautam Budh Nagar
district. The increase in
number may not seem much
at first glance but when you
compare it with other
divisions of the district, where
it ranges between 2-5, the 52
men of Bisrakh who have
opted for sterilisation seem like
a revolution. The reason for
the dramatic show is
accessibility to more health
centres in the region, along
with an outreach programme
that the health officials said
have worked wonders.
Women, too, have responded

to the two-pronged approach
in Bisrakh, whereas 201
women went in for a
tubectomy in 2018, the
number is 277 this year in
Bisrakh, which is much more
than other divisions like
Jewar(84), Dankaur(186) or
Dadri(208). In total, the GB
Nagar district saw an increase
of 10% in sterilisation, from
1,264 (of last year 2018-19)
to 1,385 this year (2019-20).
“Bisrakh has three health
centres in close proximity to
each other as compared to
one health centre in other
blocks of Jewar, Dadri and
Dankuar. The accessibility of
more health centres that too
within close quarters of each

other, along with extensive
awareness and sensitisation
programme carried out by Dr
Shabeeh Mazhar, a female
surgeon posted at the
Community Health Center
(CHC) in Bhangel, helped a
great deal in getting these
astounding results from
Bisrakh,” said Deepti Singh
family planning expert from
district health department. Dr
Mazhar has done about 52
sterilization of men in the last
six months from Bisrakh
alone as compared to 5 each
from Dadri and Dankaur and
2 each from Jewar and
district health quarters
(DHQ) taking the total
number of vasectomies to 66

this year (2019-20) compared
to 16 from last year (2018-
19). “In case of sterilization,
the participation of men is
very less as can be seen from
the figures of past one year.
The main reason being
misconceptions that despite
all the awareness programs
conducted by the
government. While educated
men feel that after undergoing
sterilization, they will become
physically weak and will have
difficulty in forming a
relationship, the working
class labourer fears loss of
job and livelihood fearing
health issues post
sterilisation,” said Dr Mazhar
who discounts both myths.

Woman hangs daughter, self after
husband jumps before Delhi metro train

woman allegedly killed herself
and her daughter in their Noida
flat on Friday, a few hours
after her husband, a general
manager with a tea company,
jumped in front of a metro train
in Delhi. Bharat J, 33, his wife
Shivranjani, their daughter Jay
Shrita, 5, and Bharat's younger
brother Karthik, 31, had moved
into the seventh-floor
apartment at Pavilion Heights
Society. Bharat worked with
Golden Tea Company in Delhi,
Shivranjani was a homemaker
and their daughter a
kindergarten student. Karthik
is preparing to train as a

commercial pilot. On Friday,
Bharat headed for the metro
station. Around 11.30am, he
called up his wife. He got off
the phone and, minutes later,
Jumped in front of a train. When
apolice team reached, Bharat's
phone was ringing. "It was a call
from 'Big Boss', which we
figured later was his wife. We
told her he had fallen off the
metro station stairs and asked
her to reach Ram Manohar
Lohia Hospital... She did come
by at the hospital but did not
meetus. Maybe, she had already
come to know about the
suicide," Delhi Police sub
inspector Raghuveer Singh said.
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
