Later,
an inspection of the park found
eight unauthorised shops within
the premises. Meanwhile,
Rajendra Kumar Sharma, a
Jjunior engineer, lodged an FIR
against Rajiv Gupta. GDA had
sealed a property on April 24
after serving Gupta a notice.

A special fund to finish
NPA projects

It is welcome that the government keeps up the momentum
of its efforts to shore up flagging growth, in a situation
where sentiments matter at least as much as actual
economic data. Finance minister Nirmala Sitharaman’s third
booster shot for the economy comprised a housing package
worth Rs 20,000 crore and an export package worth Rs
50,000 crore. These are welcome, even if neither is likely
to quite set the Yamuna on fire in the near future. The
export package, imaginatively called the Remission of Duties
or Taxes on Export Products (RoDTEP), and claimed to
be World Trade Organisation-compliant, will reimburse
taxes, duties and cess on petroleum products and electricity
and other embedded non-GST levies that add on to the
value of the export. It would be advisable to not seek to
compensate the exporter for pending input tax credit for
GST under the scheme: the exporter could claim a separate
round of GST refunds, and make the system vulnerable to
charges of subsidy at the WTO and charges of causing
loss to the exchequer at the hands of the Comptroller and
Auditor General. In any case, this will not boost exports in
the short run and does not offer immediate stimulus. The
housing package also turns out to be less attractive on closer
examination of the conditions attached. Funds from a special
facility of Rs 20,000 crore would be available to housing
projects, provided: one, the projects have not defaulted on
payments and, thus, have not become non-performing assets
or been referred for bankruptcy resolution, two, these are
at least 60% complete, and, three, each home in the project
costs less than Rs 45 lakh. A loan that is satisfactorily
serviced for a project that is 60% complete should qualify
for regular financing; why does it need a special facility?

In fact, a significantly larger special facility is needed to
take over and complete projects that have defaulted on
loans and are stuck. This is where bold government action
is called for. Chuck out defaulting promoters, but get the
projects completed and bring them to the market. That would

Noida's sector 39 district hospital
to be ready by early November

NOIDA: The Noida
Authority will deliver the 240-
bed capacity Noida District
Hospital building in sector 39
by October-end early
November. But the hospital
will be fully operational by end
of this year as the current
district hospital in sector 30
which is called Super
Specialty District Hospital
along with its residential
quarters will be shifting to this
new building in sector 39
which will take time. The
project which was earlier
slated to be ready by June, got
delayed due to pending
tenders for completion of
work related to civil and

electrical departments. The
tender delays occurred due to
election model code of
conduct which ended on May
23. The cost of the project is
also revised from earlier Rs
280 crore to now Rs 306 crore
(Rs 305.5 crore) following
additional works. “The hospital
is likely to be ready by October
31, early November. All civil
and majority electrical work is
ready. The delay was mostly
due to remaining works’ tender
delays which were pending
due to model code of conduct
during elections earlier this
year and which ended on May
23.” said a senior officer of
Noida Authority.
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Work on Ghaziabad-Aligarh section of NH-91 may start in October

GHAZIABAD: The
National Highways Authority
of India (NHAI) will start
work on NH-91 (GT Road)
which involves converting
existing 4-lane to 6-lane by
next month. The 126km
stretch extends right up to
Aligarh from Lal Kuan in
Ghaziabad via Sikandarabad,
Bulandshahr and Khurja
districts and upon completion
of work it will ensure smooth
vehicular movement from
Delhi to Aligarh. “We have
asked the firm Ghaziabad-
Aligarh Expressway pvt Itd
which have been assigned the
job of converting existing 4-

lane to 6-lane to submit work
schedule by next week after
which we hope that the work
will start by next month” said
PP Singh, deputy general
manager, Aligarh zone,
NHAI “There were issues
involving land acquisition on
the stretch which have been
sorted out and to start work
we were awaiting monsoon
to get over and we plan to
wrap up the work by January
2023 added Singh. The firm
will be developing the
highway on built-operate-
transfer(BOT) basis and the
estimated cost of developing
the highway is Rs 500 crore.

IIT Kanpur professor accused of plagiarism

can retain PhD, board shuts case

KANPUR: The board of
governors (BoG) of IIT-Kanpur
has decided not to revoke the
doctorate degree of Assistant
Professor Subrahmanyam
Saderla, who was accused of
plagiarism while writing his
thesis. The decision to shut the
case followed a report by the
external expert committee,
which was set by the BoG in
April to make recommendations
and finalise a report. The Board
of Governors, which held a
brainstorming session in Noida
on Saturday, was chaired by Dr
S Radhakrishnan, former ISRO
chairman and current chairman
of BoG. IITKanpur director
Prof Abhay Karandikar was
also present. While shutting the
case, the BoG decided that a
corrigendum will be appended
to the thesis by Prof Saderla,
identifying text that’s common

knowledge and identical to
earlier theses used by him.
Earlier, Saderla, who joined
the department of aerospace
engineering at [IT-Kanpur in
January 2018, had accused
four senior colleagues of
harassing him for being a
Dalit. IIT-Kanpur through a
press statement said, “The
Board in its 231st meeting
held on Saturday
(September 14, 2019) at
Noida accepted the report of
the external expert committee
constituted to examine the
plagiarism case of
Subrahmanyam Saderla.

The current 4-lane was
developed in 2009 but even
then NHAI had planned 6-
lane highway but had failed
to acquire requisite land in
villages falling under
Sikandarabad, Bulandshahr
and Khurja districts.

After taking the plastic
off, they would either consume
the drugs, or sell them to other
inmates at much higher rates.

Unused gamma knife at closed hospital ‘safe’, but to be destroyed

Noida: Days after residents
complained to the district
magistrate and chief medical
officer about the presence of
an unmonitored gamma knife
at a closed private hospital in
Sector 40, health department
officials said that the premises
have been checked and there
is no threat of radiation
leakage. Residents from
sectors 40 and 41 had urged
officials to remove the
radiosurgery equipment lying
idle for the past five years in
the basement of Ojjus Goodwill
Hospital. They had expressed
concerns that the gamma rays

used in the machine may leak
without proper maintenance
and cause harm to people living
in the vicinity. “We don’t know
if the machine has been
removed or even checked. We
need to know if there is any
radiation or health concern for
those living nearby,” said
Sanjay Rai, a resident of Sector
40. Officials said that the since
the property has been sealed by
the bank after some financial
problems, the official liquidator
will get the machine destroyed
by the manufacturing firm ata
costofalmost Rs 5 crore. “Our
team has checked the device

and sought help from the
manufacturing company. It is
safe and does not have any
radiation. The gamma rays are
active only when the device is
in use. Meanwhile, we have
also asked the bank to speed
up the process, but it may take
some time as the matter is with
the official liquidator who is
assessing the assets,” Dr
Anurag Bhargava, CMO, said.
Officials added that the
machine costs around Rs 5-6
crore and a similar amount
would be spent by the
manufacturing company to
destroy it.

Own a dog in Ghaziabad?
You may have to pay Rs 5,000

GHAZIABAD: Dog owners
in Ghaziabad may soon have to
register their pets, for a fee as
high as Rs 5,000, and pay fines
ifthey don’t clean up after their
canine. The Ghaziabad
Municipal Corporation board
met on Friday and passed
proposals to regulate pet
ownership. GMC asked its
councillors for suggestions on
how to go about this. “A lot of
things were covered — from
rules governing registration to
how much fines should be
charged.

The executive had
refused to pay a former
partner, the main accused, and
his three friends for sex. These
three friends then beat himup,
took his money and dumped
him before escaping. Noida
police said that the executive
and the main accused, Vishal
Rawat (33), a taxi driver from
Bulandshahr, had met on
Grindr, a hookup app, five
months ago. “The person who
was attacked has a profile on
Grindr where he had

mentioned he could pay for
time spent together. Vishal said
he joined Grindr about a year
ago when he got in touch with
the executive. On his profile,
Vishal had mentioned he was
bisexual and was open to
playing either role,” SP (city)
Vineet Jaiswal said. Vishal
said the two met, had
consensual sex and the
executive paid him money for
dinner and sex. Then, a few
days before the incident, three
of Vishal’s friends spoke to him
about “making easy money”’.
Shahzad, Rahul and Ankur
tagged along with Vishal the
next time he met the executive,
on September 4. “Vishal had
got in touch with the victim and

asked him to meet. When the
executive got there, he saw
Vishal was there with three
others. He got uncomfortable
when he saw so many had
turned up,” Jaiswal said. Police
said Vishal and his friends
wanted what they had come for
and demanded that he pay up.
He refused. Eventually, Vishal
leftand asked the others to ‘carry
on’ and left his phone inside their
car. The three others snatched
the executive’s phone, some
cash he had and asked for the
PINSs to his debit and credit cards.
“When the executive resisted,
they allegedly gave him electric
shocks using a torch and asked
for the PINs. Later, they claimed
they had withdrawn only Rs

4,500,” an officer said. They beat
up the executive and dumped
him near Ek Murti roundabout
in Noida Extension after driving
around for a few hours. Vishal,
Rahul and Shahzad were
arrested near Dadri road on
Sunday moming.

Adityanath over power tariff hike

NOIDA: The UP Electricity
Regulatory Commission’s
(UPERC) move to hike power
tariff by 12.5% across
different categories has left
many residents miffed. Even
as software upgrade is still
underway for its implemention,
which came into effect last
Thursday, residents of Noida
under the Confederation of
NCR Residents’ Welfare
Association (CONRWA) have
written to the chief minister,
power minister, UPERC
chairman and PVVNL MD,
opposing the hike. They have
demanded its rollback citing
that the rates have been raised
four times in the past 10 years.

They have also opposed the
security deposit, which
amounts to 45 days’
consumption charge. Notices
of the deposit have already
been sent to some consumers.
In the letter, the CONRWA
said the current tariff hike is
an unjustified increase and the
security deposit is an added
burden. “We are already
suffering from outages daily.
Now, we have been burdened
with a hike. Noida pays
maximum revenue Wwith
minimum line losses. Delhi has
24x7 power with negligible
fluctuations and lesser tariff,
while Noida reels from
frequent power shutdowns.

Amrapali Sapphire buyers
have Rs 46 crore dues: Report

NOIDA: A section of buyers
of Amrapali Sapphire 1 and 2
owes the builder Rs 46.5 crore,
a forensic report states, at a
time when a tripartite
agreement is to be signed
among the Noida Authority,
buyers and the court receiver.
According to the report, over
Rs 3 crore is due from buyers
who have already moved into
flats. A copy of the forensic
report, accessed by TBC, also
points out several
discrepancies in the financial
transactions of Sapphire 1 and
2, which is among the few
Amrapali projects that have
seen completion to a certain

extent. The total number of
Amrapali flats in which buyers
have moved in is 14,000. Of
this, Sapphire phase I is the
first project that is awaiting a
tripartite agreement. “‘A sum of
Rs 46.44 crore is recoverable
from the homebuyers of
Amrapali Sapphire Developers
Private Limited from Sapphire
I and II schemes. Out of Rs
46.44 crore, a sum of Rs 3.64
crore is recoverable from
homebuyers of Sapphire phase
I who have already taken
possession but not paid the full
amount,” says page 207 of the
forensic report, secured by a
group of buyers.
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
