Kumar's new term

Nitish Kumar began another term as Chief Minister of Bihar on
shaky footing but retaining considerable influence among his
core support base. His party, the JD(U), has 31 seats fewer than
the BJP in the National Democratic Alliance (NDA). Even with
74 MLAs among the total NDA tally of 125 in the 243-member
Assembly, the BJP had to concede the post of the CM to Mr.
Kumar — proof of his indispensability. His command over social
groups critical to the alliance remains unimpaired for now, but
the inversion of the BJP-JD(U) hierarchy has triggered a new
churn that is set to reframe politics in Bihar. The near-death
experience of the NDA in the recent election might temper the
BJP’s ambitions momentarily, but its plan to claim the pole
position in Bihar will inevitably lead to tensions with its partner.
By appointing two Deputy Chief Ministers, and displacing former
DCM Sushil Modi who was seen as close to Mr. Kumar, the
party has set the ball rolling for a more expansive role. The BJP
has also kept a lion’s share of ministerial berths and significant
portfolios. Two other allies, the Vikassheel Insaan Party (VIP)
and Hindustani Awam Morcha (Secular), have four members
each, and either party could threaten the survival of the
government. Both got a berth each.

Health staff hired for Covid duty 3 months after funds given

GHAZIABAD: The health
department has finally put the Rs
5 crore fund granted by the
state’s panchayati raj department
to use by hiring several medical
staff for Covid duty on a
temporary basis. Officials said
five MBBS doctors and eight
nurses have been hired. They
added that three doctors and two
nurses have been engaged in
Covid duty at the District
Combined Hospital, a 100-bed L2
facility. The remaining staff will
be deployed at the Covid control
room and various health centres,
the officials added. The monthly
remuneration for the doctors will
be Rs 55,000 and the nurses will
be paid about Rs 28,000 a month.
These appointments, notably, are
only till December 31. With the

move, the health department has
been able to partly deal with the
shortage of doctors at the DCH.
Sources informed that along with
newly appointed MBBS doctors,
the department has provided a
total of 12 doctors to the Covid
facility. Apart from them, 11
doctors in the hospital are
already treating Covid patients.
“The doctors and other medical
staff are working in four shifts.
Now, we will be able to engage
more doctors, shift wise. We have
around 34 nurses, which is
sufficient for the Covid facility,”
said Dr Sanjay Teotia, DCH chief
medical superintendent. Sources
said the health department had
advertised about the medical
staff posts last month and
subsequently interviews were

Foresters, greens lock horns
over banyan tree shifting

GHAZIABAD: The forest
department’s plan to chop off
branches of an old banyan tree
and replant it in a different location
has angered local
environmentalists. While foresters
say the tree poses a danger to
residents, as it has become weak
and tilted on one side,
environmentalists claim the tree is
about 100 years old and shifting it
would damage it. “The banyan
tree in Jagdish Nagar area is very
old and could easily come under
the category of heritage trees as it
is about 100 years old. But the
forest department is planning to
‘translocate’ it,” said Ruchin
Mehra, a city-based
environmentalist. “As per our
assessment, the tree is in good
shape. But recently, the forest
department chopped off its

branches in an attempt to shift the
tree. We suspect this is being done
for the benefit of local traders who
want the tree to go because that
would create more space for
them,” added Mehra. District
forest officer Deeksha Bhandari,
however, said the tree is not that
old. “We got an assessment done
and this particular tree is not 100
years old, as it is being claimed.
The reason why we have decided
to relocate it is because it has tilted
on one side and poses danger to
the residents. Water is seeping
into the root and the trunk is
becoming hollow.

If
the tree falls and the wire snaps,
we fear that it will result in loss of
lives and property,” Bhandari
said.

All the arrangements
are being made through the fund
granted in August this year.
Districts across the state were
allocated the fund for purchasing
necessary equipment,
consumables and medicines and
hiring staff. Officials said they are
also planning to procure 500
doses of Remdesivir injections as
well as 1,000 doses of low
molecular weight heparin
(anticoagulants) for serious
Covid patients. The health
department has so far procured
500 doses of Remdesivir
injections and distributed them to
DCH and Santosh Hospital, an L3
facility. Meanwhile, Ghaziabad
reported 145 fresh cases on
Thursday. The district’s Covid
tally now stands at 20,215. While

a total of 18,861 patients have
been discharged from various
hospitals, 85 deaths have been
confirmed. Currently, there are
1,269 active cases in the district.
On Thursday, 98 patients were
discharged. The recovery rate of
Ghaziabad stands at 93.3% while
the case fatality rate is 0.42%. In
Noida, 214 people tested positive
for Covid-19 on Thursday while
one person succumbed to the
infection. The district’s death toll
now stands at 72. As many as 103
patients were discharged in the
past 24 hours. The total number
of confirmed Covid cases was
19,828 on Thursday. According
to the state report, there are 1,225
active cases in the district and
18,531 patients have been treated
of the infection so far.

SI suspended after video of him
abusing wife goes viral in Greater Noida

GREATER NOIDA: A Greater
Noida policeman has been
suspended by the Gautam Budh
Nagar police commissioner after
avideo of him assaulting his wife
at home went viral. Noida Police
Commissioner Alok Singh took
notice of the matter and
suspended the sub-inspector
with immediate effect. Police have
also launched a departmental
enquiry into the matter. Vikas
Chauhan, SI of Parthala Chowki
of Sector-122 of Noida was
caught on video beating his wife
at the society premises of
Panchsheel Hynish and when
security guards came to rescue
her, the SI pointed his service
pistol at them. The ST used to live
with his family in the same
society. Residents of the society
said that the SI was inebriated at

the time of incident, and he was
abusing his wife and other people
of the society. Diwaker Kumar, a
resident of the society said that
he and his family were sleeping
at the time and “suddenly, we
heard lots of noise and when we
checked from our balcony, we
found that the SI was using bad
language with his wife and
society guards as well. Even
some of the residents tried to
approach him but when he
pointed his revolver at the
security, people got frightened
and went back into their flats.
Some captured the episode on
video," he said. Harish Chander,
DCP of Noida central told TBC
that around midnight, the SI had
entered into the society along
with his wife after attending an
event somewhere in Noida.

Noida : RWAs federation raise water supply issue

NOIDA: In a meeting with Noida
Authority officials, the RWA
federation raised issues of poor
water supply faced due to
shutdown of Ganga canal in
Haridwar, dust pollution and
untended trees in parks and green
belts of residential sectors. “We
had a meeting with Neha Sharma
additional chief executive officer
(ACEO), Indu Prakash officer on
special duty (OSD) and other
senior officers of water and sewer
departments of Noida Authority
where we requested them to
ensure avoiding cleaning the
Ganga canal during Diwali and
other festivals around this time
ofthe year by communicating our
demand to the Haridwar
administration. We apprised
ACEO Sharma that residents of
Noida have to face the problem

of water supply every year
around Diwali festival as no
alternative arrangements are
made by Noida Authority to
provide adequate quantity and
quality water during the
shutdown of the canal,” said
Yogendra Sharma president
Federation of Noida Residents
Welfare Associations
(FONRWA). FONRWA secretary
general, KK Jain said that during
the cleaning of the Ganga water
canal, Noida Authority should
make alternative arrangements so
that residents can continue to
have adequate water supply. He
also demanded repair and
maintenance of old exiting tube
wells and rain wells for the
purpose. “In order to reduce the
dependency on Ganga water, it is
necessary that we repair old, non-

working rain wells and tube wells,
and construct new tube wells.
There should be a system of water
harvesting system at community
centers, big parks and other
suitable places, which can
recharge maximum water in the
ground. This will also improve the
ground water level and during the
rains, water will not flood the
roads and go directly into the
sewer. We have been demanding
for the past many years that
filters be installed in water tanks
of Noida Authority for supplying
good quality drinking water to the
residents of Noida. But no
satisfactory progress has been
made in this regard,” he added.
On water scarcity issue, ACEO
Sharma informed the residents’
body that at present the demand
of water in Noida is 406 MLD

where 340 MLD of ground water
is sourced from tube wells and
rain wells while 240 MLD of Ganga
water is available with Noida
Authority. During the non-
availability of 240 MLD Ganga
water, it is impossible to meet the
requirements for 406 MLD.
“Noida authority has 11 rain
wells and 431 tube wells. Out of
these, ground water level is
constantly falling in 5 rain wells
and 125 tube wells. There is a
need to raise the ground water
level to restart these wells. For
this, the Authority is in
collaboration with the Central
Ground Water Commission and
VEPCAS Team which will survey
the stalled rain wells and tube
wells, after which Authority will
fix the problem of low levels of
ground water,” he added.
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DME traffic to be regulated for
load test on Hindon bridge

GHAZIABAD: Traffic on Delhi-
Meerut Expressway is likely to be
be regulated for about a week as
the National Highways Authority
of India (NHAI) plans to conduct
a load test for the Hindon river
bridge. Officials said the test
would be carried out towards the
end of this month or in early
December. The first such test on
the stretch was conducted last
month for the Hindon canal bridge
and part of the road near the site
had been shut, resulting in snarls,
as most people were not aware of
the development. Speaking about
the nature of work, NHAI project
manager Mudit Garg said: “Load
testing is a mandatory process and
is part of our safety audit. We
install sensors on the bridge,

10 Ghaziabad ponds to
be restored in 6 months

GHAZIABAD: The Ghaziabad
Municipal Corporation has
shortlisted 10 ponds to start a
restoration and revival drive. A
natural pond in Bambeta will be
taken up first by the end of
November, followed by others in
Sadarpur, Dohai, Morta, Raeespur
and Sadigpur. The entire process
will be completed in six months.
According to administration
records, Ghaziabad originally had
over 1,121 water bodies but lost
most of them to encroachment and
speedy urbanisation. At present,
the district has around 149 ponds
that can be revived and of these
around 46 are under the nagar
nigam’s jurisdiction. Ghaziabad
municipal commissioner
Mahendra Tanwar said, “There are
46 ponds in our jurisdiction and
we will start restoring 10 first.”

Now, microbes to
clean Arthala drain

GZB: Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation (GMC) has embarked
on a method it has not tried before
to clean the city’s drains that empty
into the Hindon river — by letting
loose sewage-eating microbes
through a technology known as
bio-remediation. To start with, it
has engaged a firm to clean the
city’s polluted Arthala drain,
officials said. “There are at least 10
major drains in Ghaziabad, many of
which empty into the Hindon river.
In August this year, the National
Green Tribunal (NGT) directed the
civic body to get a survey of these
drains done for cleaning,” said
Mahendra Singh Tawar, the
municipal commissioner. “In
accordance with the order, we have
decided to take up the cleaning of
the Arthala drain first.

As mercury drops, Ghaziabad
readies its night shelters

GHAZIABAD: A directive has
been issued to departments to
make proper arrangements in night
shelters in the wake of the winter
season. For each shelter home, a
nodal officer as well as a caretaker
will be appointed. Officials have
been asked to make separate
sleeping arrangements and prepare
toilets for men and women. The
departments have also been asked
to ensure that Covid-19 protocols
like social distancing, sanitisation
and personal hygiene are properly
followed. Officials have been asked
to distribute free masks and ensure
daily sanitisation of night shelters.
At present, 30 such night shelters
are functional across the district.
District magistrate Ajay Shankar
Pandey said, “Instructions have

Noida, Ghaziabad to scale up antigen tests

NOIDA/GHAZIABAD: The
surge in Covid cases in Delhi has
prompted the Noida and
Ghaziabad administrations to
increase testing in areas
bordering the capital. While both
districts have decided to increase
the daily target of antigen tests
to 3,500 from 2,000, the number
of RT-PCR tests — considered
the gold standard — will remain
the same. Noida currently has
been conducting 1,000 RT-PCR
tests daily while in Ghaziabad, the
number is 1,100. The increase in
the number of tests will also
require the administrations to
increase the number of health
workers by 20-25%. The UP
government has already
instructed districts to scale up
testing during the festive season.
“Currently, we have 16 teams of

two members each engaged for
testing in Noida. With the
November 12 order to intensify
testing, we will now have to scale
up our team by about 20-25%. We
will make an assessment of the
testing done on Tuesday and
based on that, we will deploy
more people on the ground. Our
RT-PCR target of 1,200 tests per
day will continue as before,” said
Dr Deepak Ohri, the chief medical
officer of Noida. The district
magistrate said that Noida had
adequate antigen kits but he
would write to the government
for more. “I have asked the CMO
to send a letter for more antigen
kits today (Monday) itself. We will
aim for 3,500 antigen tests by
Tuesday,” said Suhas LY, the
Noida district magistrate.
Officials said that apart from

Cheques stolen from bank, probe on

GHAZIABAD: When JP
Agarwal, a businessman and
retired superintendent engineer,
sent his staff to deposit a cheque
worth Rs 3.9 lakh into a bank’s
drop box in Raj Nagar on October
12, little did he know that within
three days he would lose all the
money to one Jai Ram. Agarwal,
who is a lubricant distributor, had
asked his staffers to drop the
cheque into a box at the Bank of
Baroda’s (BOB) Rajnagar District
Centre branch. “By October 28, 1
didn’t receive money. I then
contacted the bank officials who
informed me that they didn’t
receive any such cheque,” he
said. “When I contacted the
company that gave me the
cheque, I found out that it was
encashed by someone else,”
Agarwal added. The cheque,

which Agarwal had received from
a Noida-based firm, allegedly got
cleared in the name of ‘Jai Ram’
on October 15. Agarwal then
approached Kavi Nagar police
station to lodge a complaint.
Similar to this, three more similar
incidents have been recently
reported in Ghaziabad in the past
few weeks. A few days ago, an
FIR was registered against the
manager and other officials of the
bank’s Gandhinagar branch for
allegedly stealing cheques from
the drop box and illegally
encashing them. Vinod Shukla, a
local businessman, had
deposited a cheque of Rs 1.75
lakh in Gandhinagar branch of
BOB on October 27. When he did
not receive money by November
3, he contacted the bank when
he was told that someone stole

his cheque from the drop box.
“When I contacted my client, I
came to know that the cheque was
cleared on November 2 in the
name of Karma Devi, whose
account is in SBI’s Lalganj branch
in Mirzapur,” Shukla said. “When
I went to the police station to
lodge a complaint against the
fraud, I came to know that
another person, Neemesh Goel,
is also a victim of a similar fraud,”
he said. Sihani Gate police station
lodged FIRs in both cases under
IPC sections 379 (theft), 420
(cheating), 467 (forgery of valuable
security, will), 468 (forgery for
purpose of cheating) and 471 (using
as genuine a forged document or
electronic record). Siddharth
Yadav, another customer of BOB,
also lost his cheque worth Rs 1 lakh
from RDC branch.

increasing the rate of antigen
tests, Noida would also start a
100-bed private Covid hospital,
which will increase the bed
capacity to 1,000.

For all RTO work, you’ll need to book slot online

GHAZIABAD: A token system
has been launched at the regional
transport office for residents who
want to update their vehicle-
related records. Now, those who
want to get duplicate copy of
registration books and no
objection certificates and those
who want to change or update
their addresses will have to apply
on the state’s transport
department website. They can fill
up online forms from their homes
or the nearest public service
centre and once the required fee
is submitted, an applicant would
be given a slot. The state transport
officer will address the matter on
the specified slot and complete
the work in the presence of the
applicant. For the convenience of
applicants, three slots have been
fixed— 10 am to noon, 12.30 pm
to 2.30 pm and 3.30 pm to 5 pm.

Officials said that during a video
conference held on November 6,
the district magistrates were asked
to conduct inspections of
transport offices. Subsequently,
on Saturday, Ghaziabad district
magistrate Ajay Shankar Pandey
conducted an inspection and
reviewed all online services that
are being provided to applicants.
Pandey asked officials to set up a
separate room for those who
violate traffic rules. In that room,
a short film on road safety would
be shown to the offenders. “It will
be mandatory for people to see the
video. For this, instructions have
been given to the assistant
regional transport officer
(administration),” he added. Due
to lack of information about the
online system, the transport office
sees a crowd almost everyday
from the time it opens at 10 am.
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
