Sub-inspectors’ appraisal
report to be made public

GHAZIABAD: Police have
launched an initiative to evaluate
the performance of 75 police post
in-charges (sub-inspectors)
deputed across Ghaziabad city
area and make the report public.
Their work would be rated on a
scale of 1 to 10 with regards to
solving major law and order
problems in their respective
areas, maintaining infrastructure
inside police posts and disposing
of cases assigned to them. SP
(city) Shlok Kumar, who
launched the initiative this month,
and circle officers will hold
meetings with prominent
residents under each police post

to identify the “five top issues”,
and assign amonth’s time to the
sub-inspectors to resolve those.
The police have also decided to
conduct the exercise of
evaluating performances of
police post in-charges quarterly
and felicitate the top performers.
Those who lag behind in terms
of their performance would be
counselled. “The aim of the
initiative is to increase efficacy
of the police posts. The
outcome of the exercise would
be made public so that
policemen take the initiative
seriously and strive to give their
best performance.
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A different tent: on
SCO summit

Terrorism, regional cooperation and the future of Afghanistan
were major themes at the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation’s
Heads of State summit in Bishkek. The grouping, led by Russia
and China, which includes Afghanistan and the Central Asian
states of Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan,
inducted India and Pakistan in 2017, and has become an
important forum for India’s Eurasian neighbourhood. Ina world
riven by geopolitical contestations, SCO membership provides
India a vital counter to some of the other groupings it is a part
of, balancing out its stated policy of pursuing “multi-alignments”.
It is a platform also for alignments on issues such as energy
security, connectivity and trade. With India indicating that it
sees little use for SAARC, the SCO provides the only
multilateral platform for it to deal in close proximity with
Pakistan and Afghanistan. While the failure of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and his Pakistani counterpart Imran Khan to
hold substantive talks at the summit was marked, the occasion
provided a setting for them to exchange what India called the
“usual pleasantries” at the least. Beyond the summit, the two
countries are committed to engaging at several other levels,
including the SCO Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure. Pakistan
leads the effort to coordinate between the SCO and the UN
Office on Drugs and Crime. In a paragraph on Afghanistan
and the SCO-Afghanistan contact group, the Bishkek
declaration stressed on an inclusive peace process led by
“Afghans themselves”. SCO countries committed to
strengthening economic cooperation and supporting the World
Trade Organisation structure, while building more people-to-
people ties, tourism and cultural bonds within the grouping.

It is significant to see that where the group has failed to find
consensus, such as on India’s opposition to China’s Belt and
Road Initiative, the declaration has mentioned only the other
countries in a paragraph praising the project. On the sidelines,
Mr. Modi held bilateral meetings with Chinese President Xi
Jinping and Russian President Vladimir Putin. This month,
Mr. Modi will meet U.S. President Donald Trump on the sidelines
of the G-20 summit in Osaka. While the current India-U.S.
trade impasse and plans for Indo-Pacific military cooperation
will take centrestage there, it is likely that the U.S.’s specific
demands on curbing defence deals with Russia, including on
the S-400 anti-missile system, and denying access to Chinese
telecom major Huawei for India’s 5G network bids will also
come up. India’s strategy of balancing and straddling the
competing interests of these emerging blocs will be tested.
But the SCO collective and the bilateral meetings in Bishkek
are an important indicator early in the Modi government’s
second tenure of the foreign policy arc it is attempting.

NOIDA: A 31-year-old techie
was abducted in his car, assaulted
and robbed of his vehicle—all
in a span of four hours— before
being abandoned by a four-
member gang in Noida on Friday
night, police said. Around 9.30pm
on Friday, the victim Mobhit
Gupta, aresident of Vivek Vihar
in Sector 82, was returning home
from Sector 36 via the Noida-
Greater Noida Expressway
when his Ritz was overtaken by
three youths and a middle-aged
man. Gupta apparently told
police that the assailants arrived
in a car and opened the
passenger-side door of his Ritz.
Gupta, who works as a senior
analyst with a private tech firm
in Noida, said the accused
seemed to be locals.

Criminal with 25k bounty killed
in encounter in Saharanpur

Meerut: A criminal, Adnan
alias Moosa, wanted in several
cases of loot and robbery was
shot and killed by Saharanpur
police in an encounter that
took place between local police
and motorcycle-borne men in
an area under Rampur
Maniharan police station.
Moosa’s brother was injured.
Saharanpur said Moosa was
shot at and later succumbed to
injuries. His brother, Nauman,
sustained bullet injuries and
was taken to a local hospital
for medical aid. According to
police the duo was on a
motorcycle when they were
hailed to stop during a surprise
inspection. Instead they
opened fire at the police who
retaliated. In the shootout,

Moosa and his brother were
hit. Moosa carried a reward of
Rs 25,000 on his head.
Countrymade pistol was seized
from the spot. The encounter
took place days after a
Muzaffarmagar-based criminal,
Shahzad, was gunned down by
Saharanpur in an encounter of
May 26. Encounters remain
unabated in the state despite
criticism from human right
bodies.

Fee panel imposes fine on 17 Noida schools

NOIDA: A total of Rs
8,30,000 as fine has been
imposed on 17 schools by the
district fee regulation
committee (DFRC) for
violating various provisions of
the Uttar Pradesh Fee
Regulation Act (2018).

Gate to Vijay Nagar. The
NHALI official in a meeting
convened by divisional
commissioner Anita Meshram
in April this year had claimed
that in June, UP Gate to Vijay
Nagar portion of DME will be
thrown open, but now the
NHALI is saying that the
deadline have been further
extended to July. “The delay

has been attributed to shifting
of transmission lines on at
least three points on the
stretch. The electric poles
which has to be transported
from Kolkata has not
reached,” said RP Singh,
project director, NHAI. “We
most likely will be in a position
to open the said portion by
July which is delay of one
month,” added Singh.

Botanical parking among big
projects nearing completion

NOIDA: The Noida
Authority is all set to complete
12 large infrastructure
projects worth Rs 1,502 crore
in the current financial year,
officials said. The district
hospital, five multilevel
parking lots, a biodiversity
park in Sector 91, a multi-
purpose indoor stadium, a
shooting range and a bus depot
are some of the projects that
are likely to be opened soon.
The bridge across Shahdara
drain, between Sectors 14 and
14A, would be ready this
month — the first of the 12
projects to be completed.
“The bridge, costing about Rs

6 crore, is almost ready and
can be opened by June. We
are conducting regular
inspections of the district
hospital and the parking lots
to ensure they are ready on
time,” said Rajeev Tyagi,
general manager, Noida
Authority. The district hospital
in Sector 39 is being built at a
cost of Rs 346 crore and is
expected to be inaugurated by
October 1. Multilevel parking
lots at sectors 5 and 38A,
near Botanical Garden, are
expected to be ready by
August. The parking lot in
Sector 38A is the costliest of
the 12 projects.

Smart cameras to detect errant drivers

NOIDA: The city may soon
undertake a pilot project for
four months in which an
artificial intelligence based
Integrated Traffic
Management System (ITMS)
will be launched by installing
cameras that will
automatically capture images
and issue challans in case of
traffic violation. The project
was discussed at the district
road safety committee
meeting that took place on
Saturday evening. A Pune-
based private company spoke
about the new system at the
meeting. During a meeting on
Friday, chief minister Yogi

Adityanath had asked the
authorities of all three cities,
Noida, Greater Noida and
Yeida City, to be developed as
smart cities with ITMS to
manage traffic. “We will be
writing to the state
government seeking an
increase in road safety funds
for Gautam Budh Nagar,
considering a huge increase in
population, vehicles and
traffic in the past few years.
We have taken many steps
recently that also require
support,” said B N Singh, the
district magistrate. Officials
said road safety week will be
observed between June 17

and 22 and awareness drives,
workshops and a bike rally
would be held. Noida
Authority official Rajeev
Tyagi has been made the
nodal officer with regards to
increasing awareness about
road safety by integrating the
campaign with Raahgiri and
other events.

From July, GBU will offer an MTech course on metro operations

GHAZIABAD: Praised for
civic initiatives that have seen
the city shoot up the Swachh
Bharat rankings to finish 13th this
year, the Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation (GMC) will seek to
carry that work forward by
allocating Rs 1 crore as
development funds to all its 100
wards. The proposal was
cleared on Thursday at the
GMC board’s meeting, which
passed the budget for 2019-20,
pegging expenditure for the
year at Rs 908 crore. The civic
body said it expects to raise Rs
1,038 crore during the financial
year. The GMC has also set its
sights on carrying out
development work in the city’s

industrial area, which is in tune
with state government’s goal to
make Ghaziabad a fully
developed industrial district.
“The GMC hopes to raise Rs
1,038 crore from various
sources in financial year 2019-

Ghaziabad businessman arrested
for Rs 3.76 crore GST fraud

GHAZIABAD: A
Muradnagar-based
businessman was arrested on
Thursday for allegedly
committing GST fraud by
using fake bills to claim input
tax credit (ITC) worth Rs
3.76 crore. The accused,
Mukesh Tomar, had registered
a company, TM Enterprises,
that he said was specialised
in iron, scrap, wood and
electronic goods. He said it
operated from Crossings
Republik. During a survey by
the GST’s special
investigation branch (SIB), it
was found to be a bogus firm.
Officials said it had shown a

transaction of Rs 25.69 crore
in one-and-a-half years. In
September 2018, surveys
were conducted at 45 firms
by the GST department and
FIRs were registered against
16 companies registered with
the state authority. An FIR
was registered at Kavi Nagar
police station under sections
420, 467, 468 and 471 on
October 16, 2018, officials
said. SIB deputy
commissioner Ramesh
Kumar Singh Bains said: “The
survey was conducted on the
basis of the registration of the
company done through the
department website.
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
