GHAZIABAD: More than

95% of the hotels and

hospitals in Ghaziabad don’t

have the mandatory fire ‘no-

objection certificate’ (NOC).

This inference can be drawn

from a report of the district

fire department that comes

two days after 17 people died

in a hotel fire in Delhi’s Karol

Bagh area and a week after

the Noida hospital blaze.

According to the report, only

11 out of 300 hotels and 18 out

of 500 hospitals have fire

NOCs. Also, 94 residential

societies across the district

don’t possess the certificate.

95% of hotels and hospitals
in Ghaziabad don’t have fire
no-objection certificate

The report, prepared by the

fire department following an

inspection, has been sent to

Ghaziabad Development

Authority (GDA) for action,

officials said on Thursday.

Sunil Kumar Singh, chief fire

officer of Ghaziabad, said the

department has been carrying

out inspection in hospitals,

hotels and housing societies

for the past one month. “We

are surprised to find that only

a few hospitals and hotels

have the NOC. The remaining

are running their

establishments without the

certificate.”

After Pulwama
After the Pulwama attack in Jammu and Kashmir, Delhi once

again confronts a problem that has persisted ever since

Pakistan acquired nuclear weapons in the late 1980s. Put

simply, it is about Delhi’s inability to deter the Pakistan army

from using proxies like the Jaish-e-Mohammad and Lashkar-

e-Taiba to wage a war against India. For the Pakistan Army,

nuclear weapons have provided the impunity to pursue a sub-

conventional war against India. Over the last two decades,

successive governments in Delhi have tried different things

to enhance deterrence against Pakistan-sponsored attacks.

They included political measures comprehensive dialogue on

all issues including Kashmir, economic cooperation and people-

to-people contact. Efforts at peaceful persuasion were

thwarted, as Pakistan pulled back repeatedly from significant

political agreements. Among the coercive steps that India

sought to pursue are the mobilisation of international diplomatic

pressure against Pakistan, massing of troops on the land border

and naval ships in the Arabian Sea, and the so-called surgical

military strikes across the Line of Control in Kashmir. None

of these worked because of the political constraint imposed

by nuclear weapons.

The danger of escalation to the nuclear level and the fear of

international intervention in the Kashmir dispute with Pakistan

have had a self-deterrent effect on Delhi. If Pakistan revelled

in this dynamic, India has struggled to overcome the nuclear

constraint. Any current effort to break out of this nuclear box

would demand the political will to explore its brink. It would

also demand a careful calibration of strategies. There is little

point in speculating on the nature and type of Indian military

response. For now, though, there is much diplomatic work to

be done.

The withdrawal of the MFN status is unlikely to make much

of an impact on a Pakistan that has never been interested in

trading with India. Such steps, including the snapping of

diplomatic relations, signal India’s displeasure with Pakistan

but achieve little. India should focus, instead, on targeting

Pakistan’s greatest current vulnerability a troubled financial

condition. Even as Islamabad desperately seeks international

support to shore up its economy, the global Financial Action

Task Force is considering the case for putting Pakistan on a

black list that will trigger major sanctions. In nudging the FATF,

at its meeting this week, towards this goal and in the broader

effort to mount international political pressure on Pakistan,

Delhi faces two problems  one external and the other internal.

On the external front, China has emerged not only as

Pakistan’s most important economic partner but also its

international political shield. Delhi can no longer remain silent

and must signal its willingness to limit bilateral political and

commercial ties with China, if Beijing continues to protect

Pakistan on terror-related issues. But no external strategy

can succeed if Delhi lets the internal cracks widen. For nothing

will suit Pakistan more than a surge of communal violence in

this country.

The accident

happened around 7am. Family

members of the girl and local

residents blocked the

Bhopura-Loni road for three

hours, demanding immediate

arrest of the driver and helper.

When police tried to control the

situation, the protesters turned

violent and pelted the cops

with stones.

The

girl’s family started a protest

around 7.30am and continued

for around three hours. The

protest was lifted after the Loni

tehsildar assured the girl’s

family that the truck driver

would be arrested soon. Police

said Rakhi, a student of Class

IX, was going to her school in

Delhi when the accident

happened. “She was walking

along with two of her friends

to an auto-rickshaw stand

when a truck, overloaded with

sand and coming from Loni,

crushed her under the

wheels. The driver and helper

fled the spot, leaving behind

the vehicle,” a police officer

said. Rakhi’s father Girish

Prasad, who works as a

daily-wage labourer in a

private factory, said: “I

wanted to give a better life and

education to my children. So,

I shifted here and had been

working hard for it. Rakhi

wanted to become a lawyer,

but all her dreams have now

been shattered.” The family,

originally from Bihar, has

been living in Ghaziabad for

the past 20 years. Devender

Kumar, a resident of

Panchsheel Colony, said that

a month ago, the district

administration had removed a

divider separating the main

road from their colony.

The city forest area,

which is spread in an area of

150 acres along the Hindon

river, is considered

Ghaziabad’s green lungs and

is visited by thousands of

residents every day. The GDA

has been trying for long to

introduce new themes, which

include sound and light show

and musical water fountain.

Apart from the riverfront, the

GDA has also planned to

introduce toy trains in the city

forest area.

GHAZIABAD: The

Ghaziabad Development

Authority (GDA) is all set to

give precedence to land pooling

over land acquisition, after the

UP cabinet recently gave its

approval for the same. The

land pooling policy has already

been employed by states like

Maharashtra and Gujarat to

give fillip to urban

infrastructure without land

acquisition hurdles. Under the

policy, officials said, GDA will

exhort farmers to contribute

land to create a pool which the

development agency would use

for infrastructure development.

And subsequently, it would

return some 40% of the

redeveloped land to the original

GDA taps farmers with land-bank formula
owners after appropriating

costs of infrastructure and

public/shared spaces. “After

going through the nuances of

the land pooling policy, the UP

cabinet has given its approval

to adopt it across the state. We

will also start implementing the

policy in Ghaziabad to develop

urban infrastructure, including

housing, to cater to the needs

of growing urbanisation,”

Kanchan Verma, vice-

chairperson, GDA, told TBC

on Wednesday. The policy has

been introduced as land

acquisition is proving to be a

costly proposition and a time-

consuming process, she said.

“The policy will spare

development authorities and

the government from investing

huge amount of money for land

acquisition,” Verma added. As

per this policy, GDA will utilise

40% of land from the pool in

developing basic amenities like

roads, drainage, parks,

hospitals, schools etc, officials

said. “The other 40% of the

developed land will be returned

to the farmers or owners in the

ratio contributed in the pool after

appropriating costs of

infrastructure and public/shared

spaces. The remaining 20% of

the developed land will be sold

off,” said Verma. The adoption

of the policy was also

necessitated after land acquisition

hurdles has stalled over 350

infrastructure projects in the state.

Singh, municipal commissioner,

GMC. The committee’s

general secretary Rajendera

Singh confirmed that they have

a received a letter from GMC

in this regard. “We had clearly

instructed GMC to shift Pratap

Vihar landfill site to designated

spot by 15 February but that

has obviously not been done”

said Rajendera Singh, general

secretary, NGT committee on

SWM. “In regards to letter

sent by GMC suggesting on-

the-spot-bio-remediation the

matter will be taken up in

committee’s on 22nd or 23rd

February” added Singh.

Municipal commissioner CP

Singh meanwhile said that the

Pratap Vihar land fill site is

spread in an area of 13 acres

where city’s civic waste is

being dumped for the last ten

years. “Even before the

committee’s order we had

contemplated going for on-the-

spot-bio-remediation to dispose

of tons of accumulated waste

and so we got DPR made by

All India Institute of Local Self-

Government which estimated

the cost to Rs 60 crore” said

Singh. “We had to shelve the

plan as it was too expensive”

added Singh. So now it is left

to UP Housing Board to set up

on-the-spot-bio-remediation

plant. “The NGT committee

had earlier through divisional

commissioner had directed UP

Housing Board to take up the

work and now it is for them to

set up on-the-spot-bio-

remediation plant at Ptarap

Vihar landfill site” added

Singh. The NGT committee in

December last year had

ordered GMC to stop

dumping waste at Pratap

Vihar landfill site by 31

December but GMC had

sought extension from the

committee. The committee

which met in January

extended the deadline to 15

January and also directed

GMC to relocate Pratap Vihar

dumping site by 15 February.

“During peak hours,

trains will be available at every

6 minutes and 12 seconds on the

Dilshad Garden-New Bus Adda

route. It will take commuters

about 16 minutes to go from

Dilshad Garden to New Bus

Adda and 57 minutes on the

entire line,” Dayal said.

Normally, commuting from

Dilshad Garden to New Bus

Adda takes roughly an hour by

road due to traffic congestion.
