Housing Board sends govt
estimate for cave-in repair
Ghaziabad: The UP housing

board has sent an estimate to

the state government to carry

out the repair work on the

Vasundhara road cave-in site.

The 4,000 sqm trench in the

area led to a massive cave-in

due to incessant rain on the

morning of July 26, forcing

families to evacuate their flats.

The work on road which was

damaged extensively will be

taken up by the Ghaziabad

Municipal Corporation (GMC)

after the trench is filled up. “We

have sent an estimate to our

department for filling the 4,000

sqm of trench which led to

cave-in incident in Vasundhra

Sector 4 C. We will begin the

work as soon as the approval

comes,” said KA Singhal,

superintendent engineer,

housing board. “As of now,

apart from filling the affected

parts of the road with sand

bags, we have also secured the

edges of the trench by erecting

the pillars to arrest any further

cave-in,” added Singhal. “We

are also in talks with the GMC

to assist us in constructing the

road afresh,” said Singhal.

Meanwhile, GMC chief

engineer Mohammad

Mouinuddin said that they have

not received any proposal from

the housing board so far.

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The Kiki ‘challenge’ isn’t
just strange, it’s dangerous
There is something very strange going on with young

people. In the past two months, millennials have been

displaying an inexplicable proclivity to jump out of moving

vehicles on the road and dance to a particular song, with

scant regard for such things as traffic rules, road etiquette,

or even their own lives. Police in as many as many as five

countries including India and the USA have had to issue

warnings against performing this “Kiki Challenge”, given

the risks it poses. The so-called challenge involves the playing

of the new song, In My Feelings, by Canadian pop star,

Drake, jumping out of a moving car, and dancing on the

street moving next to the car. The driver films the whole

enterprise, while continuing to drive. In many of these videos,

people have been seen falling over potholes, running into

poles, and even being hit by other vehicles. In one such

video watched over two million times, a boy in a Mumbai

local train jumps on to the platform as the train begins to

move and dances while his friends film him, while hanging

half out of the train. Railway police found them all three are

in their 20s and produced them in front of a magistrate who

has sentenced them to clean a railway station for three days

as punishment. This doesn’t appear to have deterred others

who continue to upload videos of such stunts online.

  According to a report published by the ministry of road

transport and highways, there were an average of 1317

accidents and 413 deaths on Indian roads every single day

in 2016. This idiotic stunt is only going to make things worse.

People performing this challenge are not only putting their

own lives at risk, but also endangering others on the road.

There are easier ways of gaining 15 minutes of fame than

putting your life and the lives of others at risk. The

unfortunate 2016 internet trend called the underboob pen

challenge that originated in Japan and China is proof. It’s all

very well to indulge in, record for posterity, and then publicise

one’s most foolish moments on social media. But perhaps a

way can be found to continue this pointlessness that does

not involve putting innocent lives at risk. It’s time to grow

up.

Elders in the house

were talking among

themselves in a room inside

when the two sisters sneaked

11-month-old falls 10 floors
through gap in railing grille, dies

out of the house to go to the

roof. While her elder sister

climbed up the stairs fast,

Aashwi tried to crawl and

slipped. She fell into

basement, through the gap

between iron grilles in the

railing. The girl was rushed to

Kailash Hospital in Kasna,

where she was declared dead

on arrival. According to

police, the girl’s parents

refused to lodge a complaint.

An autopsy was done and the

body returned to the family.

Aashwi’s parents have left

with the body for Indore,

where she will be cremated.

Aashwi’s uncle Nidhi Niket

said he was in office when the

accident took place. “I was in

office when I got the news.

My wife and sister-in-law

were in the room when both

the children were playing

around. The accident

happened in a matter of

minutes. None in the family

knew that the children had

sneaked out of the house and

climbed up the stairs.” Nidhi

added. The uncle said Aashwi

had come to Noida only two

days ago.

But most are small

farmers having less than half

an acre. This is why they have

not reached a unanimous

conclusion about the price.”

But

anxiety about the price is

stopping them from making a

commitment. A social impact

assessment report, submitted in

June, had cited the same

concern about land acquisition.

Around 87% of the 1,263

hectares to be acquired is under

cultivation, another reason why

villagers insist the price must be

“fair”. “It’s a loss of livelihood,

homes and land,” says a farmer.

“We will be displaced from our

ancestral homes and land. We

will have only the compensation

amount to rebuild our homes

and lives afresh, at some new

place. Don’t we deserve to be

suitably compensated?” asks

Vijay Pal, a resident of

Kishorpur. The social impact

assessment report submitted in

June 2018 states farmers in

Jewar are mainly involved in

cultivation of wheat (54.4%),

paddy  (12.2%), bajra and

jowar (14.7%) and maize

(9.4%). Around 34% farmers

own less than 2.5 hectares.

On August 13, locals

Tiff ends with youth’s murder, friends held

found a body floating in the

Hindon near Bisrakh police

station. The body was fished

out following which the victim’s

family members identified it.

The body had several stab

wounds in the abdomen. The

family alleged that the cops

thought he had eloped with a

girl and did not investigate the

matter seriously. The police

team launched a fresh

investigation and questioned

residents of the Hindon

floodplains. A woman who had

witnessed the fight between

Akash and Arun informed

police, leading to their arrest.

Singh said the victim and

accused lived on the floodplains

divided by the Hindon river.

11, Akash was on one side of

the river while Arun was on the

other. They were playing with

each other by throwing stones

which passed through the

water before landing on the

other side. “In the process, Arun

was injured after being hit by a

stone thrown by Akash. This

led to a heated argument and

the two boys got into a scuffle.

Later they returned to their

homes,” said Singh. However,

Arun then roped in three

accomplices  Lucka , Lalla, and

Gaurav – and orchestrated a

plot to take revenge. Amit

Kumar Singh, SHO, of Phase

III police station, said they found

Akash walking along the river

bank that evening. “Arun with

his friends stabbed and punched

Akash several times in his

abdomen and dumped the body

in the river. They also stripped

him and fled with his trousers,”

he said, adding that the accused

chose to remain in the area and

behave normally so as not to

arouse suspicion.
