The adaptive traffic

lights are sensor-based that

interact with satellites and other

adaptive traffic signals as well

as vehicles to determine red and

green light timings to ease

congestion.

Usha was

arrested around 10am on

Friday. “A posse of policemen

arrived at the house and

arrested madam,” a worker at

the house said.

“She knew that his (Alok’s)

financial condition had

deteriorated (after the

channel closed down) and had

even helped him,” he added.

‘Splinternet’, the outcome
of US-China cold war
US President Donald Trump recently escalated his country’s

trade war with China. His administration has imposed export

restrictions on US companies dealing with China. A

consequence has been that Google announced that it would

stop providing its Android software to Huawei, the Chinese

telecom company. This development can be put into

perspective by looking at the relevant data. Huawei has

about one-fifth of the global smartphone market while

Android operating system runs about 75% of the world’s

phones. Consequently, the export restriction makes it difficult

for Huawei to grow in some of the most lucrative markets.

For Huawei, the consequence is not limited to Android. Other

US companies such as Intel are also covered by the ban.

This move may not put Huawei out of business as it has

been working on accessing alternative operating systems.

But the loss of access to Android will take a toll on its global

prospects. From a political standpoint, this is an important

milestone in the evolving cold war between US and China.

Like the earlier cold war, it will have consequences for all

countries. One way it seems to be showing up is in a

phenomenon dubbed ‘splinternet’ by former Google head

Eric Schmidt. It means an open access system will

eventually give way to one that is fenced off by national

boundaries. This is a discouraging trend. China fired the

opening shot in this war by walling off its internet from the

world, and now the US is retaliating.

17,000 commuters use Aqua

Line daily. “We have prepared

the documents and will follow

the due procedure to auction

the property very soon. A

couple of large groups, including

a developer and a multinational

furniture retailer, have

expressed their interest in the

property,” said R K Singh, the

officer on special duty, Noida

Authority. The 48,000 sqm plot

will be auctioned at a reserve

price of Rs 1.59 lakh per sqm,

taking the total reserve cost of

the property to more than Rs

760 crore. While the price of

commercial property is high, the

Noida Authority cannot reduce

the reserve price, according to

officials. Sources said the Noida

Authority has not been able to

sell over 80 commercial

properties across the city

because of high reserve cost.

The Authority’s contract with

a group that bids for the 48,000

sqm plot will include

construction of the FOB as a

compulsory clause. “We know

that the FOB is required for

connecting both the stations and

it is in the interest of the

commuters of Noida.

Therefore, it will be mentioned

in the tender document

beforehand that the bridge

needs to pass through the

property,” Singh said. Officials

from the NMRC said many

commuters have complained

that the absence of a connector

between NMRC and DMRC

lines is their biggest concern

and is the reason that many are

not using Aqua Line at present.

“We have been interacting with

commuters and Resident

Welfare Associations (RWAs)

to get feedback on metro usage

and how we can improve the

network. The most common

grievance is that Sector 51 and

52 metro stations are not linked.

We are hoping that the FOB is

built soon so that the issue can

be resolved,” said Rajneesh

Pandey, the additional general

manager, NMRC. Constructed

at a cost of Rs 5,503 crore, the

29.7km Aqua Line corridor has

15 stations in Noida and six in

Greater Noida.

“Omveer was the mastermind

of the gang. They mostly

snatched jewellery and vehicles

from their targets. The accused

had first snatched a red Santro

in 2015 from near Jaypee

hospital. They used this car to

commit 20 robberies. In 2016,

Omveer and Sonu had been

arrested for keeping arms and

robbing people,” said Vaibhav

Krishna, the Gautam Budh

Nagar SSP. The two were

released in 2018 and they

included Monu in the gang. “In

September that year, the three

snatched a grey i20 car and

committed as many as 12

robberies with it. They looted

the blue Baleno in January this

year and used it for seven

robberies. The gang has at least

30 robbery cases against them.
