Ghaziabad metro starts
full signalling trials

GHAZIABAD: Two days
after conducting a preliminary
trial on the 9.41 km Dilshad
Garden-New Bus Stand metro
corridor, the DMRC on Monday
started full signalling trials on the
route. District magistrate and
vice-chairperson of GDA, Ritu
Maheshwari, attended the first
trial run, which will continue in
the next fifteen days. “All eight
stations are connected to auto
signal and during trials we
ensure whether it’s working
fine,” said a DMRC official.
The eight stations on the
corridor are Shaheed Nagar,
Raj Bagh, Rajendra Nagar,

Shyam Park, Mohan Nagar,
Arthala, River Hindon and New
Bus Stand. After conducting
the trial runs for nearly two
months, DMRC will require
clearance from commissioner
of metro safety and only after
that the project will be
commissioned. It is expected
that the corridor will be
commissioned by December.

Medal meter: on India
at Asian Games 2018

India’s best-ever Asian Games medal haul at Jakarta has
brought much cheer. The Indian contingent raked in 69
medals, including 15 gold. It may have lagged at eighth place
on the medals table, way behind China with its 289 medals
but compared to recent Asiads, India registered significant
progress in many events, with heroic performances among
both women and men. These will go a long way in inspiring
others, and also hopefully making the sports administration
more responsive to the needs of athletes. Track and field
was a happy hunting ground, with India picking up 19 medals,
including seven of'its total 15 golds. Javelin thrower Neeraj
Chopra, whose gold-winning 88.06m makes him among the
world’s best, particularly shone. As did Swapna Barman,
who kept ahead of the pack to win gold in heptathlon even
as she coped with a painful tooth infection and shoes far
from ideal for her six-toed feet. Boxer Amit Panghal shocked
Uzbekistan’s Olympic champion Hasanboy Dusmatov with
a split verdict in the men’s 49 kg category. Shooting and
wrestling seized two gold medals each while table tennis
broke its Asian Games drought with two bronze medals.
P.V. Sindhu claimed the country’s maiden Asiad silver in
badminton and Saina Nehwal got a bronze. There were
disappointments too, especially in kabaddi, in which for the
first time both the men’s and women’s teams finished without
a gold medal. In men’s hockey, India, the defending champion
and favourite, slumped with a bronze, missing automatic
qualification for the Olympics in Tokyo.

While India improved on its previous best of 65 at the 2010
Guangzhou Asian Games, it remains miles behind Asian
powerhouses like China and Japan, the top two in Jakarta.
The fact that one woman swimmer from Japan, Rikako Ikee,
who was adjudged as the Asiad’s Most Valuable Player,
could win six golds gives a fair idea of where India stands.
While the competition in track and field had audiences riveted,
itis a sobering reality check that independent India has not
won a single medal in athletics at the Olympics; China already
has 32, including eight golds, and Japan has 25, with seven
of them gold. Hope of this equation changing rests on Chopra,
who could excel in global events in the years to come, and
perhaps on under-20 world champion Hima Das, whose time
0f'50.79s got her the 400m silver. India should now build on
its Asiad success to do better at the 2020 Tokyo Olympic
Games than it did in Rio de Janeiro in 2016, when the
contingent returned with just two medals. It also needs to
ensure that the sport is clean.

Population rising, Ghaziabad
told to collect water data

GHAZIABAD: The Union
water resource ministry has
sought details from the
Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation on the city’s water
consumption and infrastructure.
Apart from Ghaziabad, the
ministry has also sought details
of 23 more districts to collate
data for formulating a water
policy in keeping with the rising
population. According to figures
sourced from the GMC, the city
produces 220 MLD of water for
a population of over 18 lakh
against a requirement of 337
MLD. While 56 MLD is
generated by treating Ganga
water, the remaining is extracted
from underground sources.
Officials said it is expected that
by 2021, the population will
increase to around 20 lakh,
which will raise the water
requirement to 383 MLD. By

2023, the city’s population is
expected to increase to 23 lakh,
raising the daily water
requirement to 600 MLD. Again,
by 2041, the population of
Ghaziabad will rise to 28 lakh
and the need for potable water
will go up to 895 MLD. “As of
now, of the 34 lakh households,
we are supplying water to 26 of
them, which is about 78%. We
are already short by about 100
MLD of water supply,” said a
GMC official. “Given the existing
water infrastructure, which
includes pipelines spread over an
area of 2,232km, it needs a
major revamp and the data is
being shared as demanded by
the ministry,” the official added.
Apart from Ghaziabad, the other
districts administration from
whom similar data has been
sought include Delhi and
Gurgaon in NCR.

Data operator in Ghaziabad gave ration dealers key to PDS
scam by showing them how to replace Aadhaar numbers

GHAZIABAD: Sachin, a
data entry operator with the
food and supply department in
Ghaziabad, isn’t a person even
too many people in his office
knew. But Sachin, of whom
little else is known, appears to
have become the key figure in
investigations into large-scale
pilferage of rations
orchestrated by dealers in UP
by rigging the public
distribution system (PDS) to
replace data of real
beneficiaries with fake ones.
The scam, which was detected
in Ghaziabad, has led to FIRs

being against 195 people,
including 102 ration dealers, in
Ghaziabad. A probe has
revealed the maximum number
of fraudulent transactions took
place in Allahabad, where
37,500 such cases were
detected, followed by Meerut
with 27,000 cases,
Muzaffarnagar (19,000) and
Ghaziabad (16,500). According
to Sunil Kumar Singh, the
district supply officer, the fraud
surfaced through complaints
against several dealers who
weren’t providing ration. “Our
suspicions grew after we

received complaints that some
of the ration dealers were
conducting multiple
transactions in a month
through Aadhaar cards, which
is not permissible,” said Singh.
Singh’s office thereafter
started questioning ration
dealers. “We summoned one
such ration dealer and he gave
information that helped us
understand how the scam was
being run,” said Singh. The
ration dealer revealed Sachin’s
role and said it was he who had
helped perpetrate the fraud.
Sachin allegedly informed the

dealers about a device that
could be used to manipulate
data and entries fed into the
PDS system. This it did by
replacing the Aadhaar card
number in the system of a real
beneficiary with another
person’s. The new Aadhaar
number being fed into the
system would be that of a
person known to the dealer
who would help perpetrate the
fraud. This is how the dealers
siphoned off ration. “The
dealers would then carry out
multiple transactions from the
card.

for treatment at station

GREATER NOIDA: A 58-
year-old passenger on a Delhi-
Ranchi train passed away
before he could be put in an
ambulance which, according to
a group of volunteers who tried
to revive the man, arrived
almost 45 minutes after the
train pulled into Dadri.
