GHAZIABAD: The city has seen a

dip of 35% in the number of

containment zones in the past two

months. While Ghaziabad had 220

containment zones on October 12,

the number fell to 143 on December

7. Indirapuram has been leading the

list of areas where the maximum

containment zones have been

reported during this period. The data,

prepared on the basis of sealing

recommendations sent by the chief

medical officer and sealing orders

issued by incident commanders,

revealed that of the total 220

containment zones on October 12,

as many as 58 alone from Indirapuram,

which had with 247 active Covid-19

cases at that time. This number rose

to 75 within a week’s time, with 369

active cases in Indirapuram. But,

since then, the area has witnessed a

gradual decrease in containment

Sealed zones in Ghaziabad down by

35% in 2 months, says health dept

zones.

Learning to let go:
On retro taxes

The Permanent Court of Arbitration at The Hague on Wednesday

ruled in favour of energy firm Cairn Plc over a retrospective tax

demand worth ?24,500 crore pursued by India’s taxmen since

2014. It has ruled that the tax levy, pertaining to a corporate

reorganisation exercise undertaken in 2006-07, falls foul of the

India-U.K. bilateral investment pact. The timing could not have

been worse for the government — expiry of a three-month

deadline to contest a similar retrospective taxation case lost

against Vodafone this September. But unlike the telecom case,

where the government would only need to fork out around ?80

crore if it were to concede defeat, this verdict includes a sharp

$1.4 billion payable as damages to Cairn. The damages arise

from tax authorities’ decision to take by force and subsequently

sell the company’s shares, and freeze dividend payments as well

as tax refunds, to recover the disputed tax dues even as the

arbitration process was under way. This outcome has

repercussions, not in the least for an arbitration plea filed over

the same tax demand by Cairn’s parent firm, Vedanta, whose

verdict is awaited. Second, perhaps, the fiscal implications of

such a large payout to Cairn when the exchequer is cash strapped,

may have galvanised the government’s mind about challenging

the Vodafone verdict after much dithering. Ostensibly, because

it cannot take a different stance on two similar cases, the Centre

has now filed an appeal in the Vodafone matter in Singapore. A

similar appeal too can be expected on Cairn.

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has repeatedly asserted

that India retains the sovereign right to levy taxes. The arbitrators

do not seem to be disputing that. The fact is that this government

has asserted from the outset it is not in favour of retrospective

legislative changes. PM Narendra Modi had promised to resolve

concerns on retrospective taxation, introduced to global

consternation in 2012 by then Finance Minister Pranab

Mukherjee after losing a tax battle with Vodafone in the Supreme

Court. The Cairn order even refers to statements by BJP leaders

like the late Arun Jaitley terming the retrospective amendments

as ‘tax terrorism’ while in the Opposition. The guilty clauses

could have been scuppered in the first NDA Budget itself, but

barbs about it being a ‘suit, boot Sarkar’ then, that compelled

the government to retract land acquisition reforms, may have

dampened the enthusiasm for ‘investor-friendly’ changes.

Losing the arbitrations in the most-watched cases under a

troublesome law that has hurt India’s investment credibility,

provided a cathartic opportunity to let go, while resting the

blame for the mess on the UPA. In doubling down instead, the

government has scored a self-goal. Its aspirations to rope in

global investments must be matched by ensuring policy stability

and creating a robust regulatory framework.

NOIDA: A 28-year-old

construction materials dealer who

was in the Chilla area on Friday

morning to pay a traffic fine

created a flutter by walking up to

the farmer agitation site and

shouting at the gathering. Farmers

alleged he called them “terrorists”

while questioning their protest

against the Centre’s new farming

laws. The man, who police said is

based in Greater Noida, was taken

into police custody soon after

when he got into a scuffle with

the protesters. He was taken to

Sector 20 police station, where he

remained detained at the time of

filing the report on Friday evening.

Farmers at Chilla – where the

protest began on December 1 –

said they had never seen him

before. They also claimed he was

accompanied by one or two

others. “He was here for the first

time along with one or two more

persons, who possibly managed

to flee,” said Yogesh Pratap Singh,

state president of Bharatiya Kisan

Union-Bhanu, one of the outfits

leading the protests here. “He was

asking protesters what was wrong

with the farm laws. We feel he is

one of the agents who have been

deployed among farmers, trying to

destablilise and break our

protest,” he added. During his

tirade, the intruder also allegedly

told the farmers minimum support

price (MSP) would remain intact

and they had no reason to protest.

One of the protesters, Praveen

Sharma, told TBC the farmers were

speaking to news reporters when

he walked up and started shouting

at them. “He was trying to induce

violence. Before the media, he

called us terrorists. Are we

terrorists? We are sharing our pain

here,” he said. Amarpal, another

protester, added, “We told him if

we had no problems, why would

we be sitting here? We asked him

if he was a farmer and told him to

show us proof that he was. He did

not show us any identity card.”

As tension rose, and some farmers

pushed him away, police

intervened. He was taken away in

a van. Farmers said he wasn’t the

first – a few had this week popped

up at the protest site and got into

arguments with them. Farmer

outfits had earlier this week

criticised attempts by those in the

government to defame their

protests through references like

‘terrorists’ and ‘Khalistanis’. “In

the morning, a woman had come

to the protest site. She started

arguing with farmers over the laws

but when we asked her her name,

she left the spot,” Amarpal said.

“What can we say? Such elements

have been caught at the Singhu

and Ghazipur borders too. They

are being planted by the BJP

government to destabilise and

demean our protests,” the BKU-

Bhanu’s Singh. Asked about the

intruder and the Chilla incident,

BJP’s Noida unit head Manoj

Gupta said, “Farmers are our

brothers and we respect our

farmers.

GREATER NOIDA: As many as

17 people were injured, five of

them seriously, after a truck

travelling towards Agra on the

Yamuna Expressway jumped the

divider and crashed into a UP

Roadways bus travelling on the

opposite carriageway, police

said on Saturday. The accident

happened a little after midnight

on Friday when the truck was

12.7km from the Zero Point.

Police suspect the truck driver

dozed off behind the wheel and

lost control of the vehicle on the

high-speed corridor, leading to

the crash.

branch of the Enforcement

Directorate (ED) arrested chief

financial officer of Amarpali

Group Chandra Wadhwa from

Delhi late on Friday night. The

ED is probing multi-crore

financial fraud committed by the

Amarpali Group. The charges

include diversion of 42,000

homebuyer’s money in UP and

National Capital Region (NCR).

NOIDA: The Uttar Pradesh Real

Estate Regulatory Authority (UP-

Rera) has been able to clear major

backlogs through virtual hearings

this year, despite the Covid-19

lockdown. Of the 30,956 complaints

registered so far, the regulator has

already heard 24,026 cases till

December 15. And of these, some

5,115 complaints were filed by

buyers in Gautam Budh Nagar in

2020 and 1,454 have been disposed

of this year itself. The new year is

supposed to start with 6,930

pending cases to be heard from

previous applications, officials said.

In fact, UP-Rera started hearing cases

from September 4, 2018. At the end

of that year, the regulator had

registered 9,601 cases and disposed

of 7,089 in 2019. In 2019, the numbers

increased exponentially.

24,000 hearings
online: How UP-Rera
cleared major backlog

GHAZIABAD: More than a

fortnight after he went missing

from his home, a 38-year-old debt-

ridden Ghaziabad trader was on

Thursday night rescued by police

from a crowd that gathered at UP

Cops said

Praveen Kumar, who deals in

wholesale supply of home decor

items, allegedly went missing on

December 1 to escape money

lenders but ended up at the

protest site after failing to garner

up courage to end his own life. He

owes the lenders Rs 5 lakh.

Muradnagar SHO Amit Kumar said

that Praveen’s wife Jyoti had filed

a missing person’s complaint at

the police station on December 12.

“Praveen told his wife that he was

going out for some work in

Trader went missing to escape
lender, rescued from UP Gate

Ghaziabad city and would be back

in 3-4 hours. But when he didn't

return that night, his wife informed

other family members.” The family

members did not inform police as

they thought that Praveen would

return because in June too, when

he was unable to repay loans to

his friends, he had disappeared

but came back after a week, he

said. During interrogation,

Praveen told police that his

business was badly affected

during the pandemic and the

consequent lockdown. “Even, he

was unable to pay his rent (Rs

10,000) for the past eight months

and he spent all his savings as

well during this period,” the SHO

said. On December 1, Praveen had

gone towards Delhi and even

contemplated suicide.
