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GDA set to change 2003
order on house registry

Ghaziabad: The Ghaziabad
Development Authority is
planning to allow fresh registry
of properties whose ownership
has changed through power of
attorney. Currently, a 2003
order recognises ownership
only if the name is mentioned
in the original deed. A meeting
in this regard is scheduled for
January 24. It will be
convened by the principal
secretary (housing), who will
take final call on the matter.
Officials said since the 2003
order does not allow new
registry of properties whose
ownership has changed
through power of attorney, the

GDA was losing revenue in
terms of stamp duty.
“Ownership gets transferred
through power of attorney.
Since the order does not
accept this, it results in loss of
stamp duty. To do away with
this anomaly, the government
may now decide to allow such
registries,” a GDA official
said. “The first round of
meeting with officials
concerned had already taken
place with GDA vice-
chairperson Kanchan Verma.
Not being able to charge stamp
duty every time the ownership
changes has caused massive
loss to the GDA.
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Mere bidding will

not salvage power

The government is expected to soon launch auctions of
power purchase contracts that would allow several
stranded, stressed and underutilised generation units to
gainfully evacuate power to state utilities. The way
forward is to specifically mandate that tariffs bids involve
only capacity charge for the plants, with fuel costs treated
as pass-through in the tariffs. It is normal and efficient to
designate fuel costs as pass-through expenses in tariff
bids and it is unfortunate that several tariff-based
competitively bid projects using imported fuel have been,
by default, interpreted as having no scope for tariff
revision in the face of dearer fuel charges.

It is another matter that the Supreme Court has given the
goahead for reasonable revision in fuel charges for at
least two such large power projects using imported fuel,
but the case has been far too long-drawn and quite
needless in any case. We do need clear-cut norms so
that tariff bids duly mean a fixed capacity charge, with
reasonable actual variable charges for fuel and operations
and maintenance. And, concurrently, we need to
proactively reform fuel market design and widely diffuse
revamped technology for thermal usage of coal, our main
source of commercial energy for years. Reportedly, Coal
India Ltd will soon sell its coal in the shortterm market so
as to smoothen demand spikes. But this is hardly enough.
The way ahead is to purposefully follow-through with
commercial mining of coal, so that efficient producers
can gainfully seek custom and rev up supply of beneficiated
fuel. In tandem, we need to diffuse such technology as
advanced ultra super-critical boilers nationwide to
systematically boost thermal efficiency and double power
generation with little or no effective increase in coal

In-laws booked for man’s murder

NOIDA: Seven persons,
including five members of the
family of a woman whose
husband was murdered, have
been booked on a complaint by
the wife. Manju, or Mamta as
she has been named after her
marriage, had said in her
complaint to police that her
father Ram Singh, mother
Santosh, and brothers Jasvir,
Sukhbir and Shiv Kumar were
not happy with their marriage
and had tried to kill them.
“About a month back, my
family members came to my
home and said that they wanted
to forget everything. They
asked me to leave our rented
accommodation and return to
the flat,” she said in her
complaint. They family had
returned to the flat in Bhangel

on January 7. In her complaint,
Manju has alleged that she
suspects her parents and
brothers to have killed her
husband. She said she feared
for her life and that of her four-
year-old daughter. On
Saturday, when Manju had
reached the flat around
8.30pm, she found Santosh’s
body hanging with loosely-tied
noose around his neck. “I
started screaming and
neighbours took him to Jaypee
hospital, where he was
declared dead on arrival. My
daughter was very scared and
the next morning, when we
reached home, she revealed
that two youths had got her
father drunk, beat him up and
strangled him using an electric
wire,” she said.
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Homebuyers to move high court against sub-lease rule

NOIDA: Homebuyers of
Noida, under the umbrella
body of Noida Extension Flat
Owners Welfare Association
(Nefowa), are all set to
contest a proposal by the
district administration to
convert homeowners to sub-
lessees of their own property.
The buyers said they would
present a memorandum of
protest to the district
magistrate this week and
follow it up with a writ petition
at the Allahabad high court.
The administration had on
January 2 issued a guideline,
under which about 50,000
homeowners in Noida and
Greater Noida were asked to

sign an agreement of lease
with the builder and get it
registered with full stamp
duty. The administration has
tentatively identified 30
builders who may have
allowed residents to live in
their flats even when the
building has not been awarded
completion certificates. The
agreement format demands
that builder declares the buyer
as a sub-lessee of the
property, the builder himself
being the lessee of the land
himself. The sub-lessee or the
buyer following the
agreement would have to take
full responsibility of the
maintenance and safety,

Four take away three dozen
clothes at gunpoint, nabbed

NOIDA: Four youths,
including one holding a BCA
degree, have been arrested for
allegedly robbing a garment
showroom last week. The
youths had allegedly stolen
over three dozen clothes after
taking the owner at gunpoint
and tried to sell them off. Amit,
Premveer, Bheem Singh and
Kuldeep — all aged between
25 and 30 years — were
nabbed on Saturday night.
While Amit is from Madanpu
Khadar in Delhi, Kuldeep is a
resident of Bulandshahr.
Premveer and Bheem Singh
are residents of Nangla Khurd.
The accused had also tried to
snatch a Toyota Fortuner from
a transporter on January 4.
Police said Amit Sharma, the
alleged mastermind, has a

BCA degree from a private
college in Meerut. Shavez
Khan, in-charge of the special
operations group, said Amit
had been in touch with a
gangster, Praveen, who is
lodged in Tihar jail in cases of
robberies. “It was through
Praveen that Amit came into
contact with the others. We
tried to seek information from
Tihar jail but it was closed on
Sunday,” he said. However, no
other criminal history of the
gang is available with the
police as of now. Police said
the accused would use a
Brezza car, which they had
looted last year from Bisrakh,
to move around. “On January
4, they tried to rob a
transporter at gunpoint in
Phase 2.

NOIDA: For the first time in
four decades, Noida Authority
will finally start door-to-door
collection of garbage in the
city from later this week. To
begin with, segregated waste
will be collected by an
appointed firm from three to
four sectors, which will then
be compressed and dumped
at the Mubarkapur temporary
site to produce refuse-derived
fuel (RDF), officials said . The
Authority has also sought
suggestions from residents to
identify these sectors to roll
out the project. Currently,
Noida — spread over 20,316
hectares with 168 sectors and
80 villages — generates a
whopping 600 tonnes of waste
every day.

Boyfriend, his brother booked for woman’s murder in flat

GREATER NOIDA: The
boyfriend of a 25-year-old
woman found murdered at her
sister’s flat in Ajnara Homes
in Noida Extension and his
brother have been booked
after they were seen on
CCTV entering the housing
society on Sunday. The
accused were identified as
Sonu Chauhan and his brother
Rajan, residents of Sarfabad
village in Noida. Sonu is
married and has two kids.
Police said he was involved in
a relationship with Susheela,
who was found stabbed to
death in the flat when her

sister and her husband had
gone out for some work.
Susheela was from Tappal
city of Aligarh district. Both
Sonu and Susheela had been
working in the same company
in New Delhi, where they are
believed to have met each
other. Susheela had left the
job around 20 days ago after
her parents objected to her
relationship with a married
man. Differences cropped up
between the two and since
then, Susheela had been living
with her sister on the 9th-
floor flat of Ajnara Homes.
Pushpa Talan, Susheela’s

sister, filed an FIR on
Monday, accusing the
boyfriend and his brother of
murder. “The man had an
extramarital affair with my
sister, but she wanted to
marry him. On Sunday, when
my sister was alone in the
house, he had come to meet
her along with his brother.
That is when they murdered
my sister. We demand strict
action against them,” the
woman wrote in the FIR. Anil
Kumar Shai, the station house
officer of Bisrakh police
station, said Sonu had fled
home on Sunday night.

Ghaziabad trader thrashed by

GHAZIABAD: A 35-year-
old trader died in Delhi’s GTB
Hospital on Thursday, almost
a week after being allegedly
beaten up by his elder sister
and her family over business
rivalry. The sister and her
family have been booked on a
complaint by the trader’s wife.
Police have identified the
trader as Ashok Kumar, a
resident of Bur Bharat Nagar
in Ghaziabad, who ran a food
stall near his house. “The
accused are Pushpa (Ashok’s
sister), Mamta and Puja
(Pushpa’s daughters), Dinesh
(Pushpa’s son) and Amit (her
husband),” an officer said.

Ashok’s wife Madhu said her
husband was attacked with
rods and sticks on January 11.
He was admitted to GTB
Hospital and succumbed to his
injuries around llam on
Thursday. Sanjeev Kumar,
SHO of Vijay Nagar police
station, said Ashok and his
sister lived in adjacent houses.
He said Pushpa and her
husband had recently set up a
food stall in the same locality
and wanted Ashok to shift his
kiosk. Things turned ugly when
Ashok refused to move his
cart. Madhu has lodged a
police complaint against
Pushpa and her family.
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Traders shut shops to protest sealing

GHAZIABAD: Traders in
Indirapuram downed shutters
and took out a protest march
on Thursday against GDA’s
sealing drive targeting
commercial establishments in
residential areas. They
wanted the GDA to find a
way to regularise such
commercial units, something
opposed by the development
agency, mainly because of a
petition filed by FedAOA in
Allahabad high court against
commercial units operating in
residential areas. The protest
forced Union minister and
local MP General V K Singh
(retd) to intervene and find a

way out. Addressing the
protesters, Singh said: “The
sealing could end the moment
you give an undertaking that
all commercial units in the
township will be converted for
residential use within a
stipulated time.”

Six buffaloes stolen, 85-
year-old dies of ‘shock’

NOIDA: An 85-year-old
woman allegedly died of shock
soon after a few thieves stole
her six buffaloes and three
calves from her house in
Bakhtawarpur village in Noida
on Sunday morning. The
woman, identified as Shanti
Devi (85), lived with her
nephew Jaipal Singh’s family
in the village. According to
police, the family is completely
dependent on farming. Nearly
100 metres from their house,
they had constructed a shed
where they had kept their
domestic animals. The family
of Jaipal woke up around 4 am,
only to find that the animals

were missing from the shed.
Though the entire family was
shocked, 85-year-old Shanti
Devi could not bear the loss of
the animals. “She was sitting
inside the room when the
children told her about the
burglary around 5 am. A few
minutes later, we found her
lying on the bed which was
unusual as she was an active
woman. When my wife went
to check her, she was dead,”
said Jaipal. The thieves had
entered the shed from the
backside to steal the animals.
There are five or six rooms
constructed near the shed
where a few tenants live.

drives,” said Verma. “We are
ready to de-seal such units if
we get an undertaking from
traders that they would
convert all commercial units
into residential space,” he
added.

According to the GDA,
there are 1,494 commercial
units that have been identified
for sealing. A petition filed by
FedAOA last year had
claimed that such units trigger
frequent traffic jams resulting
in vehicular pollution.

Robbers of Alwar factory
arrested with 20kg silver

GHAZIABAD: Six men, who
robbed a chemical-
manufacturing factory in
Alwar on November 25, were
nabbed in Ghaziabad on
Wednesday. Around 20kg of
silver ingots were recovered
from the gang upon arrest. The
seventh member of the gang
is still absconding. The factory,
Rajdoot Organics, located in
Khuskheda industrial area of
Alwar belongs to one Naresh
Agarwal. His complaint stated
that the robbers escaped with
around 70kg of silver from the
factory. According to police
sources, the robbery was
planned by the gang’s kingpin,

Leopard strays into Greater Noida village, rescued after 6 hours

Greater Noida: An adult
leopard strayed into a Greater
Noida village on Sunday
morning, attacked at least one
resident and was finally
rescued after around six hours
by a team of forest department
officers and experts from the
Delhi zoo. Forest officials said
the leopard could be the same
that had been sighted in Bisrakh
two days ago and near the
Grand Venice Mall in
November last year. Around
10am on Sunday, the former
pradhan of Sadullapur village
called up the SHO of Ecotech
3 police station and informed
him that an animal resembling
a leopard had been sighted by

a group of farmers. The police,
in turn, informed the forest
department and requested that
a team be sent to the village
immediately. Pappu Pradhan,
the former village chief, said a
group of youngsters had flocked
to his house early on Sunday
claiming to have seen a leopard.
“They wanted me to inform the
police immediately. I dialled
100, but the call did not get
through. So, I called up the
SHO of Ecotech 3 police
station,” Pappu said. When a
police team reached the village
around 11.30am, hundreds of
residents had come out of
houses armed with sticks and
rods. “Atleast 200 of them had

surrounded the field where the
leopard had been sighted first.
Some of them said they had
seen the leopard run towards a
farmhouse 500 metres away,”
said Anita Chauhan, the SHO
of Ecotech 3 police station.
After a few minutes, the
leopard came out of its hiding
and started running around. On
the way, it attacked a villager and
left him bleeding in left leg.
“When we were confirmed it is
a leopard, I called up the chief
conservator of forests, who
came along with ateam,” district
forest officer P. K Shrivastava
said. The rescue team took
almost four hours to arrange for
the equipment— a cage, safety

net, tranquilizer gun etc. The
rescue eventually began around
4.15pm with five trained officers
from the Delhi zoo and Meerut.
The animal was tranquilised
around 5.30pm and caged.
Officials said the animal would
be released into the Shivalik
forest near Saharanpur early on
Monday. “The leopard is
presumably 7-8 years old and is
amale. Leopards are found in
the Ganga Khadar region of
Baghpat-Hastinapur and
Bulandshahr,” Shrivastava said.
The officer said the animal could
have either lost its way while
chasing a prey orlay hiddenina
heavy vehicle that passed a
forested area.
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DMRC fined for flushing waste water

GHAZIABAD: The UP
Pollution Control Board

year-old man allegedly cut the
earlobes of his wife after she
refused to give him more
money to buy liquor in a Dadri
village on Tuesday. The
accused, Mohammad Shageel,
have been booked for voluntarily
causing hurt. Shaqgeel is
unemployed and lives in Nai
Abadi village of Dadri area
along with his wife Pappi (40)
and three children after being
married for the past 25 years.

On Tuesday,
however, I refused to give any
more money because he was
already drunk. He became
angry and attacked me with a
knife.

Roadways bus stolen, later
found with parts missing

MEERUT: In a bizarre
incident, an Uttar Pradesh
Roadways bus was stolen
from the Bhainsali bus depot
on Tuesday morning.
Following a frantic search
which involved a three-
member team along with two
assistant regional managers
looking for the bus at all depots
in the district, the bus was
found later in the day 20
kilometres away on the
Meerut-Shamli highway. Two
batteries, a fire extinguisher
and a first-aid box were
missing from the bus. This is
the second instance of a
roadways bus going missing in

Meerut in a week. Neeraj
Saxena, regional manager,
Uttar Pradesh State Road
Transport Corporation
(UPSRTC), said, "On Tuesday
morning, we got to know that
abus belonging to Noida depot
- which was parked at the
Meerut bus depot - had gone
missing. A three-member team
along with two assistant
regional managers were
tasked with the inquiry. The
bus was later found in
Sardhana on Meerut-Shamli
highway." During inspection of
the bus, the fire extinguisher,
two batteries and one first-aid
box were found missing.
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
