GHAZIABAD: Dugup fora
year, the half a kilometre
stretch of NH9 at Kala
Patthar is likely to be
completed by the end of the
year, the National Highways
Authority of India has said.
The excavated stretch that has
cut off the road into
Indirapuram from Kala Patthar
has led to problems galore for
commuters. The highway,
which has been widened
before and after this stretch
has a sharp diversions here
that suddenly slows down fast-
moving traffic coming from the
UP Gate side, leading to snarls
in peak hours.

Shuvam, a daily commuter,
said the stretch becomes
dangerous after dark as the
fluorescent signage pasted on
barriers is hardly visible. “Ttis the
ultimate test of your driving skills
because if you miss the signage
at the curves, you will straight
away crash into one of it,” he
said. NHAI project director RP
Singh said that work on the
stretch was being taken up in a
phased manner. ““We have almost

Undoing harms: about criticism
on Citizenship Amendment Act

As the Centre tries to fend off criticism that its Citizenship
(Amendment) Act excludes Muslims from its beneficial
provisions and quell strident protests, it must look for ways
to undo the incalculable harm caused by fears set off by
the law. Indications that it is open to suggestions on the
rules to implement the CAA are welcome. However, these
should not be confined to the proposed rules. The
government must heed the call for meaningful changes that
would dispel fears gripping the country, especially minorities.
The stated objective is the fast-tracking of applications from
minorities from three Muslim-majority neighbourhood
countries for citizenship by naturalisation. Can’t this be
achieved without violating the Constitution or its secular
ideals? A first step would be to further amend the Act,
even by an ordinance, to drop its religion-specific wording,
and make it explicit that the benefit would be open to all
undocumented migrants who can prove persecution in their
home countries. For allowing a Hindu, Sikh, Christian, Jain,
Buddhist or Parsi to apply for citizenship after staying in
the country for six years, there is no need to bar Muslims
from making a similar claim. It is only an enabling law and
does not oblige the government to grant citizenship to
anyone. And Muslims and atheists have been persecuted
in these and other countries by authorities and dominant
sections.

Regarding others such as Sri Lankan refugees, the legal
bar on their applying for citizenship stands out. A 2004
amendment to the citizenship law introduced a clause that
‘illegal migrants’ will not be eligible to apply for citizenship.
The definition of ‘illegal migrants’ as those who arrived
without valid travel documents includes refugees. A
provision of the present CAA is to remove this ‘illegal” tag
from non-Muslim minorities from Bangladesh, Afghanistan
and Pakistan. Dropping the reference to ‘illegal migrants’
will automatically enable any refugee to apply for citizenship,
subject to the residential requirement. Therefore, a general
enabling provision to allow a relaxation of the minimum
residency requirement will serve the purpose of considering
citizenship to any persecuted people. This would be non-
discriminatory, without obligation to grant citizenship. Finally,
India should enact a refugee law wherein the right to live a
life without fear or confinement can be protected. If the
fear is that people may seek permanent asylum, the
UNHCR can work with them officially for their voluntary
repatriation, and without rendering long-term refugees
ineligible for applying for citizenship. Finally, the government
must end the process once the National Population Register
is updated. It must give up the notion of a citizenship register.
No good will come out of setting off'a clamour for inclusion
and panic over possible exclusion. That is a pain Indians of
all persuasions can do without.

While carpooling,
public transport and cycling are
the most doable solutions, using
electric vehicles is one of the
most eco-friendly modes of
travelling. While not many
people have switched to
electric cars, e-bikes are
gaining popularity in NCR. In

August last year, the Municipal
Corporation of Gurgaon
launched an electric bike
renting service from Huda City
Centre Metro Station. For the
initiative, the MCG had tied up
with Mobycy, which has been
offering bicycle sharing facilities
in Gurgaon since 2017. While
the first e-bike launch didn’t find
many takers in the city, in
August this year, the Gurgaon

Hit by cab, interim resolution professional
claims bid on his life by builder’s men

GREATER NOIDA: A
representative of the National
Company Law Tribunal
(NCLT), appointed to carry
out insolvency proceedings
against a developer, claimed a
murder attempt on him after a
cab hit his car from behind in
Bisrakh on November 25.
Ghaziabad resident Ranjeet
Verma, who was appointed
interim resolution professional
(IRP) for M/s Homes Connect
Developers Pvt Ltd by the
NCLT on October 25, alleged
that the accident happened five
minutes after an executive of
the builder firm had threatened
him over phone. He said police
did not register an FIR initially

and also released the driver of
the cab that hit his car after an
overnight detention. An FIR
was eventually lodged on
Monday. Verma has named
the official who had allegedly
threatened him as Ramveer
Nagar and the cab driver as
Hariom. He said that on
November 25, he was
returning from the builder’s
site in Knowledge Park V
after pasting a notice of
insolvency when the cab hit
his Chevrolet Beat. “The
official told me I have no right
to put up the notice at the site.
I told him I had been
appointed by the NCLT. He
got angry,” he said.

How Noida’s odd U-turns have raised accident risk

NOIDA: In the past two years,
traffic police have shut more
than 20 intersections in Noida,
forcing commuters to take the
oddly designed U-turns
characteristic of the city’s
traffic instead. But poorly
designed and broken, these 200
U-turns across Noida have
turned into death traps. On one
such stretch, from Barola to
Kesar Garden Society in
Sector 48, a biker was injured
when he ran into another
vehicle coming in from the
wrong side at the Uturn.
Commuters said accidents like
these have been common
around U-turns. The concrete
outward flangs separating
those that will take a U-turn

from those who will head
straight ahead have only made
things more difficult. TBC
does a reality check at some
of the city’s most dangerous
stretches. Near Pan Oasis,
Sector 70: The U-turn on the
Sector 70-71 road opposite
Pan Oasis Society has a slight
curve and narrow radius. It
does not have blinkers or
reflectors. “It is essentially a
triangular U-turn with a green
belt and tree. It is difficult to
spot. Recently, a Bolero
jumped over the concrete
divider,” said Ravi Yadav, a
resident of the society. The U-
turns were built in this way to
ensure there are no violations
with fewer personnel on the

ground. The plan, it appears,
did not take into account that
there was room for one
violation most commuters
were seen driving on the
wrong side. Barola T-point:
The U-turn at one of the most
dangerous points of the city, the
Barola T-point, is broken on the
Botanical Garden side. A
traffic cone at the turn is
supposed to do the job of
redirecting commuters. There
are no reflectors and only a
few blinkers at the spot.
“There is no signage on the
stretch leading up to the U-
turn. Those not familiar with
the road end up suddenly
running into the Uturn. About
two weeks ago, a WagonR

jumped over the Uturn
because the driver could not
see it from afar. Such
accidents keep happening
here,” said Harish Yadav,
secretary of the Kesar
Garden Society RWA.Kesar
Garden, Sector 48: This point
also does not have blinkers,
reflectors or proper markings
before the U-turn. About a
fortnight ago, a resident said,
an auto had toppled over the
U-turn a little ahead of
Agahpur. “We have
complained to the Noida
Authority and the traffic police
several times, but no attempt
has been made to correct this,”
said Brajesh Sharma, a
resident. What experts say:

97% of Jaypee buyers want National Buildings
Construction Corporation to complete projects

NOIDA: Both homebuyers and
banks overwhelmingly voted for
state-run National Buildings
Construction Corporation
(NBCC) to take over the
insolvency-ridden Jaypee
Infratech Limited, capping along
and complex resolution process
that began in 2017. The results
of the voting by the committee
of creditors (CoC) showed that
11,699 of the 12,000-odd buyer-
members had said ‘yes’ to
NBCC’s proposal to complete
the pending projects, as against
3,514, who responded to
Suraksha Realty, the other
company in the race. In terms
of percentage, NBCC was
favoured by 97% of the CoC

buyer-members, while around
30% wanted Suraksha. One of
the most vexed insolvency
cases to come before the
courts, where the interests of
more than 35,000 homebuyers
had to be protected, the JIL
insolvency resolution swung
between three forums National
Company Law Tribunal
(NCLT), committee of
creditors and the Supreme
Court before this decisive vote
in favour of NBCC. This would
provide a clear direction to
lenders and buyers who can
now focus on other important
aspects of the resolution, like
the specifications of their flats,
adherence to original plans, etc.
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
