GHAZIABAD: A report by an

IIT Roorkee team has found the

pollution levels in Ghaziabad to

be consistently high in the past

five years. The team was hired

by the Ghaziabad development

Agency (GDA) to suggest

measures to deal with the

pollution issue in the city.

According to the report, the

average PM10 concentration in

residential areas between 2013

and 2017 was found to be 4 to

4.3 times higher than National

Ambient Air Quality Standards

(NAAQS) 2009. The NAAQS

for PM10 is 60 µg/m3. And the

annual mean concentration of

PM10 in 2017 in residential

areas was 8.6 times higher than

NAAQS. “This clearly shows

that PM10 level rose in 2017,

which could be attributed to

Ghaziabad pollution levels
constantly high: IIT report

higher dust pollution due to

various infrastructure projects

going on in Ghaziabad,” said a

GDA official. The preliminary

report, which has been

prepared after collating data

procured from various

departments, has also found the

annual mean five-year

concentration of SO2 and NO2

levels to be high in both

residential and industrial areas.

As far as SO2 and NO2 area

concerned, the annual mean

concentration for the last five

years were found to be 1.4 and

2 times higher respectively than

NAAQS 2009 standard.

The rising risk of
global debt addiction
The global economy is likely to expand at its fastest pace since

2011, according to new estimates from the International

Monetary Fund (IMF). The ongoing synchronized cyclical

upswing is good news, but underneath this impressive growth

is a risk that is perhaps not being adequately recognized. The

global economy’s continued addiction to debt could pose financial

stability and growth risks going forward. The latest Fiscal

Monitor of the IMF, released last week, noted that global debt

at the end of 2016 was at 225% of the gross domestic product

(GDP), which is 12 percentage points higher than the previous

peak of 2009, when governments were on a deficit spending

spree to prevent economic collapse.Countries in all income

groups have added to their debt pile, with emerging markets

taking the lead. Private sector debt has doubled in the last decade

in emerging markets. China alone has added about three-fourths

of the total increase in global private debt. There are at least

four broad reasons why policymakers across the world should

be worried about rising global debt and its consequences.

First, interest rates in the US will continue to rise. The Federal

Reserve expects to raise interest rates gradually, with two more

hikes this year. However, it might end up raising interest rates

faster than anticipated, as inflation is now expected to top the

2% target. The yields on two-year US government bonds have

risen to their highest level since the financial crisis. Further, the

increase in the US budget deficit at this stage of the business

cycle could also compel the Fed to raise rates at a faster pace.

Higher interest rates in the US will inevitably tighten financial

conditions in global markets and affect the ability of both

governments and the private sector to service debt. A

commensurate rise in risk premium will further complicate

matters for borrowers, especially in emerging market

economies. A sharp reversal of capital could also pose a risk to

financial stability.

Second, the US economy is witnessing one of the longest

expansion cycles on record. While it is possible that economic

expansion will continue in the foreseeable future, it is unlikely

to last forever. A recession or a slowdown in the US in coming

years will affect global growth. The IMF has projected medium-

term global growth at 3.7%, compared to 3.9% in the current

year. Consequently, slower revenue growth for both

governments and the private sector will again make debt

servicing more difficult. It is also possible that growth will

moderate, with relatively tighter financial conditions compared

to the last decade.

Third, as also noted by the IMF, higher government debt also

means less policy space to fight possible stress in the financial

system or an economic downturn. Economists Christina D.

Romer and David H. Romer have shown in their 2017 paper

Why Some Times Are Different: Macroeconomic Policy And

The Aftermath of Financial Crises, which looked at 24 advanced

economies in the post-war period, the available fiscal and

monetary policy space significantly affects the aftermath of a

crisis. It shows that the decline in output is less than 1% after a

crisis if a country has both monetary and fiscal policy space.

But the output declines by about 10% when it doesn’t have the

policy space to respond. Given the state of fiscal and monetary

policy, especially in advanced economies, an unknown shock

to the financial system could be difficult to handle and lead to

severe output loss.

Kanhaiya Lal, his son got a call

from Happy on April 19 and

he was asked to come to the

latter’s office in Patel Nagar.

Later, my son was asked to

accompany Happy to Meerut

to attend a wedding. “My son

was reluctant to go, but still he

went with Happy around 4pm.

Later in the night around

12.30am, I got a call from my

neighbour, who asked me to

call my son on his mobile

phone. However, when I

called on the phone, it was

picked by someone from

Kharkhoda police station, and

he asked me to immediately

come there. When I reached,

I was told my son had died

after being shot in the head,”

said Lal. Police had said

Deepanshu might have died in

celebratory firing. “But when

I was showed the two and a

half hour video footage of the

marriage function that my son

had attended with Happy, I

could not see any of them

there. My son has been killed

in a planned manner over

some dispute which I am not

aware of.

GHAZIABAD: City police

have arrested the father of a 22-

year-old man who was found

dead with his head smashed with

an iron rod in Tronica city on

Friday morning.

According to police,

Ayush had been asked by Virat

to meet him outside Vaishali

metro station on April 16. The

two, along with the Class X

student, then rode a bike to

Ecotech area. Sharma said

police had not told the family

anything about Ayush’s slippers

or his spectacles.
