95,000 tonnes of waste has

54. We are almost through with

the work there and the shifting

of equipment has begun,” said

Alok Tandon, chief executive

officer at Noida Authority.

Most of the refuse derived fuel

produced after remediation in

Sector 54 has been sent to

cement factories to be used as

raw material. The leftover inert

waste is being used to cover the

area where waste was dumped

earlier. “We also got a small

portion of compost after the

remediation. However, it

wasn’t found to be very useful

for plants. Therefore, we are

just using it to fill the empty

space now,” said SC Mishra,

deputy general manager

(public health). The Authority

had employed a contractor to

set up the plant for 1.5 lakh

tonnes of garbage in Sector

54 and Mubarakpur. The

contractor still has to

remediate about 55,000

tonnes of waste.

According to the police, loan

seekers from across Delhi-

NCR, looking at the

advertisements, would make

calls to them. The accused

would receive them and

promise to process their loans,

ranging between Rs 1 lakh to

Rs 1 crore. Those arrested

include Faisal, Arshad, Sameer,

Bilal, Mohammed Junail, Arif,

Azeem, Aman and Mohammed

Akil. Most of them are from

Raja’s native place Meerut.

Many are graduates. They

would also charge Rs 12,430 as

“processing fee” for each loan,

though not a single loan was

ever processed by them.

Noida : CAG questions Noida
over 20 builder projects
NOIDA: The Comptroller

and Auditor General’s (CAG)

team seems to have finally

started tightening its noose

around Noida Authority, as it

has sought an explanation

regarding allotment of plots

for 20 builder projects within

a month. The Authority CEO

met all concerned

departments on Wednesday

and ordered that the replies

must be sent on time. In fact,

the CAG team has submitted

about five pages of queries

for every project, indicating

that rules were bent for

allocation of all these projects

between 2005 and 2015.

Most of these projects are of

group housing societies. The

CAG team has been

conducting an audit of Noida

Authority’s projects for the

past one and a half years and

was seeking documents till

now. “The queries mention

that in some cases the

Authority took 10% instead of

the requisite 30% from the

developers for allotment of

plots. Some other builders

have still not fulfilled all terms

of their contract, over 10 years

since the allotment was made

to them,” said a Noida

Authority official.

Drone on, but with caution
Last December, the UK’s second-largest airport Gatwick

lay shut for several days as drones, or unmanned aerial

vehicles, were found hovering around the airfield, raising a

security alarm. The disruption was so severe that the

authorities had to call in the army. It is situations like this

that India needs to prepare for, as private drones take to

the skies. The country’s aviation regulator, the Directorate

General of Civil Aviation has permitted two Bengaluru-

based companies to make and sell these remote-controlled

flying devices.

While drones have typically been deployed in military

operations, it is only in recent years that governments have

warmed to the idea of allowing their commercial and civilian

use. With costs falling and technology improving, it’s a

market poised for explosive growth in the decade ahead. A

report by industry body FICCI and Ernst & Young projects

India’s drone market at $885 million by 2021, by when the

global market would swell to $21 billion. Drones have myriad

applications. Recently, Zomato successfully tested a payload

delivery using a hybrid drone. It transported a 5-kg payload

over 5 km in 10 minutes, hitting a top speed of 80 kilometres

per hour. Similarly, a drone was used to carry a unit of

blood from a remote primary health centre to a district

hospital in Uttarakhand. Suitably equipped flying devices

are being used in filmmaking, wildlife operations and

agriculture, among other endeavours.

However, India needs a robust mechanism to police rogue

drones before they get the slightest chance to wreak havoc.

Once India’s drone count enlarges, some of them could

possibly slip off the radar, so to speak, and turn into public

threats. They must not be allowed to fall into wrong hands,

and even if they do, the authorities must have the capacity

to neutralize them. A drone terror attack is no longer just

the stuff of imaginary horror.

However, the

survey has failed to record any

sighting of predators like wolves.

In 2016, there were three

wolves, and officials suggest

they might have migrated to

forests of nearby districts. “This

was a random survey which we

carry out every two years to

Monkeys and wild boars thriving in
Ghaziabad, but nilgai numbers fall sharply

ascertain wildlife numbers in

Ghaziabad forests and other

areas. This year, the survey was

carried out for three days in

May. We relied on actual

sightings, pug marks and also

reports of animal sightings from

local people while preparing the

wildlife census report,” Deeksha

Bhandari, district forest officer

(DFO), told TBC on Saturday.

Bhandari attributes the nearly

300% rise in monkey population

to change in the behavioural

pattern of the animals.

NEW DELHI: Chennai,

India’s sixth largest city, has

run out of water and its

underground aquifers have

been depleted. Delhi could be

on its way to ‘Day Zero’ too,

according to Niti Aayog,

which has predicted that the

capital will exhaust its

groundwater by next year.

Experts, however, say the

situation in Delhi isn’t as dire

as in Chennai, but certain

pockets could well face a

similar crisis owing to high

groundwater extraction

through illegal borewells. At

present, Delhi has a water

demand of 1,140 million

gallons per day (MGD). It is

able to supply only 936 MGD.

And though the latest Central

Groundwater Board (CGWB)

data said 15% of the city could

access groundwater only at

depths 40 metres below

ground, ‘Day Zero’, or the

moment when severe

restrictions would be evident

in water supply, is unlikely to

come anytime soon. “The

situation in Delhi isn’t as bad

as Chennai,” reiterated Jyoti

Sharma, founder of FORCE,

an NGO focused on water

and sanitation. “The Yamuna

is a major source of water for

Delhi. There also are around

1,000 waterbodies. It is

important to utilise the water

available and recycle it

effectively. Delhi also has two

excellent policies in place

making it mandatory for

houses ranging between 100

to 500 square metres and over

500 square metres to ensure

rainwater harvesting.”

Experts feel the Yamuna and

waterbodies are crucial to

ensuring Delhi does not

approach ‘Day Zero’ like

Chennai. FORCE, for

instance, has estimated that

Delhi can provide 165 litres

per day per person if it exploits

the annual rainfall. “An

average family needs 700

litres of water per day,

meaning the daily demand per

person is 100-135 litres. This

can be easily met if rainwater

is effectively tapped,” said

Sharma. “Any additional

requirement can be met by

recycling water. This is

already being done, with

watering of parks using such

water.” Shashank Shekhar of

Delhi University’s geology

department leveraged the

capital’s geographical

advantage in avoiding a

Chennai-like situation.

“Chennai is located close to

the sea, so saline water is a

problem. It also doesn’t have

a river. Delhi can tap the

water through the Yamuna

floodplain,” he said.
