On the wrong side: On PCI
backing Kashmir restrictions

The Press Council of India (PCI)’s support of government

restrictions on communication last week was brazenly

contrary to its mandate and purpose. It has sought to intervene

in a petition by Kashmir Times executive editor Anuradha

Bhasin, pending before the apex court, seeking an end to the

restrictions on communication in Jammu and Kashmir that

were imposed before the Government’s decision on August

5 to revoke the special constitutional status of the erstwhile

State. The petitioner has cited Articles 14 (equality before

the law) and 19 (freedom of speech and expression) of the

Constitution of India, and the PCI’s intervention, if any, should

have been on the side of the petitioner. Instead, it has justified

restrictions on communication “in the interest of the integrity

and sovereignty of the nation”. The notion that an open

society, and an independent media, are somehow a threat to

the nation’s integrity and sovereignty is nothing less than a

rationale for despotism. That it is coming from a statutory,

quasi-judicial, autonomous body whose mandate it is to protect

and reinforce a professional and objective media is shocking.

The PCI explains its raison d’tetre as “rooted in the concept

that in a democratic society the press needs at once to be

free and responsible”. Of course, freedom of expression

like any other freedom is subject to reasonable restrictions.

But the operative word is ‘reasonable’. “Where the norms

are breached and the freedom is defiled by unprofessional

conduct, a way must exist to check and control it. But, control

by Government or official authorities may prove destructive

of this freedom... Hence, the Press Council,” it says. The

PCI’s stance in the instant case goes against the letter and

spirit of this claim. Its track record may not have been stellar;

nevertheless, its interventions occasionally held the mirror to

deviant journalists and publications and, at the same time,

sought to shield the profession and professionals from the

highhandedness of the state and non-state actors. It

supported the Punjab Press in its “efforts to inform the people

truthfully and impartially” during the years of militancy in the

early 1990s; around the same period, it pulled up several

publications that showed communal bias in coverage of the

Ayodhya agitation. In fact, the PCI considers “defaming a

community a serious matter” and believes “ascribing to it a

vile, anti-national activity is reprehensible and amounts to

journalistic impropriety”. India is currently witnessing a

disturbing debasement of standards in journalism, and the

PCI’s legal and ethical obligation has never been so critical.

Media is often called upon by the state to privilege a narrowly

defined national interest over truthful reporting; professional

media in a democracy must view truthful reporting in itself

as in national interest. The PCI must play its mandated role

and not kowtow to the government of the day.

The

facility allows complainants to

lodge a complaint on the

‘Jansunwai’ portal, track the

status of their complaint and

receive feedback from the

concerned department via the

portal. During the latest review

meeting to assess the situation

and a subsequent meeting with

senior police officers held a few

days back, it was noted that the

grievance redressal was not

fast in some of the districts.

NOIDA: The power

department has started

installing dual meters for

residents of housing societies,

a move that could drastically

bring down electricity bills.

The move follows a

longpending demand from

residents and an order last

year by the Uttar Pradesh

Regulatory Commission

(UPERC) to install dual

meters and provide direct

connections to each flat. As

part of the plan, the newly

installed meters will have two

sections, officials said. The

first part of the meter will

display the units consumed by

a flat owner directly from

Noida installs dual meters to cut down your power bill
Pachimanchal Vidyut Vitaran

Nigam Ltd (PVVNL), while

the second one will calculate

the charges for power backup

provided by the builder. A

consumer can pay the

electricity bill to the power

department and fee for

backup to the builder. As of

now, residents of highrises

often end up paying more for

power as the builders include

maintenance and other

charges into it. The meters

can also be installed in existing

societies, provided 50% of the

residents agree to it. As a pilot

project, the power department

is installing the dual meters in

about 790 apartments of

Sunworld Developers in

Sector 107. The cost of the

meters is being borne by the

consumer. “We have issued

notices to all apartment

complexes,” said VN Singh,

chief engineer of the Noida

power department. Power

bills are often dearer for

residents of high-rises as they

do not have individual

connections. Electricity is

supplied to them through the

builder, who takes connection

in the name of the society as a

whole. The builder then

distributes the power through

sub-meters and according to a

resident’s demand. In most

cases, a flat owner ends up

paying the society’s

maintenance fee common

area electricity and charges for

using the club, lobby, lifts along

with the power bill. “This is

done to ensure that a resident

does not delay the payment of

maintenance charge. If the

resident fails to pay the power

bill to the builder, which already

has the maintenance charge

included in it, he stands to lose

connection. This is purely

unethical, nowhere is this

allowed,” said Akhil Kumar, a

resident of Sector 76. Sahay

said this was the reason why

residents had raised the

demand for individual

connections last year.

GHAZIABAD: The city’s

first electric crematorium has

not become operational even

though it has been ready for the

last four months. The

Ghaziabad Municipal

Corporation (GMC) has so far

refused to take over the

crematorium because of its

differences with the Ghaziabad

Development Authority (GDA)

over taking responsibility for its

maintenance. “We constructed

Ghaziabad’s first electric

crematorium from our own

fund. The GMC has shown no

interest. As a result, it is yet to

become operational,” said Ajay

Singh, executive engineer,

Fight over upkeep: Electric
crematorium not in use yet

GDA. “We have spent Rs 1.20

crore on its construction,

including Rs 70 lakh on

infrastructure and Rs 49 lakh

on machines. Yet, the GMC

wants the GDA to take care of

the maintenance as well,”

added Singh, also pointing out

that the municipal corporations

across the state take care of the

upkeep of the electric

crematoriums.

GHAZIABAD: A Noida-

based agency that provides

housekeeping staff to a hospital

in Ghaziabad has been accused

of hacking into its computer

system and conducting a fraud

to the tune of Rs 5 lakh. Police

said the agency falsely marked

attendance of the staff at

Narendra Mohan Hospital and

Heart Centre and got payments

against them in January,

February and March. Vijay

Kumar Aggarwal, the

complainant, is an assistant

manager in the hospital located

in Mohan Nagar. The accused

have been identified as

Ashwani Singh, director of

Reliant Facility Management

and two employees of the

Agency dupes hospital of Rs 5 lakh
hospital – Neeraj Rajput, an

assistant manager and

Satyajeet Singh, an HR

employee, and other staffers.

The complainant said the

hospital hired the firm on

September, 28, 2018. The

contract signed was valid for

one year. The agency duped the

hospital with the help of some

hospital staff, he said. “In

August, the hospital checked its

records and found that the

agency had tampered with the

attendance. The accused had

hacked the computer system to

get more money,” the

complainant said. “In January,

the agency marked attendance

for 840 employees instead of

437 and took Rs 1.68 lakh.

NOIDA: Nearly 14,000

residents of Amrapali who

have possession of their

apartments and are awaiting

tripartite registrations might

have to wait for some more

time before the documents get

processed. The Supreme

With the

existing lease deeds between

Noida Authority and Amrapali

cancelled, the third party

between the buyer and the

Authority is now the court

receiver. The deals would be

signed by a signatory assigned

by him. “Each project has a

slew of problems that needs to

be addressed before new deals

are signed. The process will

take time and the 30-day limit

set by the Supreme Court may

not be possible to adhere to. I

have informed the court,”

Venkatramani told TBC. He

added that he would soon

release a sequential list of

projects as they are due for

registrations. “Once the

ownership is authenticated by

the Authorities, the deal-signing

would be done,” Venkatramani

said. Among the projects

where buyers are waiting for

registration, 1,033 buyers of

Amrapali Sapphire I are at the

top. They are in the process

of submitting documents for

ownership authentication.

“The buyers need clarity and

detail information about each

document they are supposed to

put together. This will help us

speed up the process. Many

buyers still do not have clarity

about things they need to deposit

and this is going to create delay

in the documentation process,”

Ravi Kant, a resident of

Amrapali Sapphire said.

Meanwhile, the residents were

jubilant, as have been given

Ganga water connection.
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NEW DELHI: Two people

In the next few years, the

volume of traffic at this

intersection is expected to rise

by 60-70%, the traffic

department said. To reduce

regular congestion, the traffic

police have tried at least four

different diversion plans and

several combinations of U-

turns in the past six months.

Noida to take expert help on
Parthala Chowk snarls

However, none seem to have

worked so far. The Authority

had earlier earmarked Rs 90

crore to develop either an

underpass or a flyover across

the chowk to ease traffic at the

roundabout. As per the survey,

a presentation was made to the

new CEO Ritu Maheshwari,

finalising a flyover that would

connect Gaur Chowk in Noida

Extension to Balaknath

crossing near Sector 71.

Maheshwari, however, put the

project on hold seeking more

clarity on the design and

budget requirements. “We

needed expert advice on the

matter.

NOIDA: The Noida Authority is

planning three infrastructure

projects with an aim to develop

those as signature spots in the city.

The projects include a convention

area on the lines of India Habitat

Centre and a hangout zone like

Gurgaon’s CyberHub and a

startup hub. Officials said all

three projects are in the planning

stage and might be discussed at

the next board meeting in

September. While the project

similar to the habitat centre has

been discussed and some

suggestions have been made,

reports are not ready for the other

two. For these projects, officials

are analysing space requirement,

demand and land availability.

Three ‘signature spots’

in the pipeline for Noida
Noida: Cycling tracks, one of

the flagship projects of the

previous government under

Akhilesh Yadav, are lying in a

shambles in Raj Nagar

Extension. They have either

been broken down at places,

encroached upon by vendors or

being used for parking of

vehicles. The situation is worse

in front of markets in the

township. Residents said the

tracks are being used for all sorts

of purposes except for cycling.

A survey of the area revealed

that the space meant for cyclists

in front of a market near Aura

Chimera society has completely

been encroached upon by shops

and vehicles. As an extension of

their shops located in the market,

In Ghaziabad, these cycling tracks have space for everything but cyclists

eateries have put up stalls inside

the barricaded area. The

situation is no different on the

road where societies such as

KW Shristi, Fortune Residency

and VVIP Addresses are

located. Here, several makeshift

furniture, vehicle repair shops

and food joints have come up on

vacant plots. A section of

residents demands that these

cycle tracks should be removed

for their failure to serve the

purpose. Gajendra Arya,

president of the Federation of

Apartment Owners’

Association of Raj Nagar

Extension, said, “They are

useless. We have raised the

issue with the authorities and

demanded that they be

demolished and the road be

widened. As a large chunk of

the road is barricaded on both

sides for the tracks, they serve

as safe haven for encroachers.”

Residents said that in the

absence of proper monitoring,

encroachers do not pay much

heed and start setting up shops

on roadsides within a few days

of being removed. GDA

secretary Santosh Kumar Rai

said there was no plan to

remove tracks from the area.

NOIDA: A 27-year old

electrician suffered serious

injuries after a wine cooler

installed at a wine shop in

Sector 110 allegedly blew up

while he was trying to repair

it.
