Two fake Rs 4 lakh
robbery, arrested
GHAZIABAD: Two persons,

including a collection agent

with a telecom service

provider, have been arrested

for faking a robbery of Rs 4.75

lakh by three armed assailants

in Tronica City on Monday.

Investigation revealed that the

salesman had plotted the entire

plan to steal the money

collected by him from various

shops in Loni and Tronica City.

The collection agent, Sachin

Kumar, called the control room

on Monday around 4pm and

reported that armed assailants

came on a bike near a petrol

pump in Tronica City and

robbed him of his cash bag he

was carrying. An FIR was

lodged against unknown

persons, but within five hours,

police found the robbery was

fake and arrested Sachin along

with his one accomplice for

misleading the police.

Ghaziabad SSP Vaibhav

Krishna said, “Sachin was not

able to give proper

descriptions of the miscreants

and looked very nervous.

Later, he confessed to his

crime and said his friend Nitish

Kumar helped him in executing

this plan.” Sachin told police

Nitish came to the designated

spot in Tronica City and after

taking the cash bag, he hid it in

his house in New Vikas Nagar.

The two hav been booked

under sections 420, 406 and

411 of the IPC.

The Art of Political
One-Downmanship

If there is something called political one-upmanship, how

can there not be its inverse, political one-downmanship? If

there is one Indian politician who is determined to plumb

this question to the depths, it is Rahul Gandhi. On his recent

European tour, he said many things that made perfect sense,

but managed to obscure them with some statements that

have laid himself open to criticism and ridicule. One

statement was that the Congress was not involved in the

anti-Sikh riots of 1984 in Delhi. Another gave a simplistic

explanation for the rise of terror in the name of Islam. Neither

advanced his party’s political fight against the BJP or his

own stature as a leader. Did the Congress party take a

decision to carry out the anti-Sikh pogrom in Delhi, after

two Sikh bodyguards shot dead Prime Minister Indira Gandhi

in cold blood? It did not. But the Congress was in power

and in a position to have galvanised the state machinery to

stop the riots, killing and looting that broke out.

Many Congress leaders have been implicated in the riots

and face charges. Rajiv Gandhi’s statement that it is but

natural that the earth should tremble a when a big tree falls,

seemed to justify the violence and cannot be edited out of

history. Congress leaders have since apologised for the riots.

And Sikhs have voted for the Congress in Delhi and in Punjab,

time and again, and no one thinks that the Congress nurses

a programme of violence against the Sikhs or that the Sikhs

are insecure under Congress rule. By absolving the Congress,

instead of pointing this out, Gandhi did himself and his party

no service. That discrimination and deprivation can lead to

alienation in which extremist ideologies breed easily is a

truism. But from that, to strip the origin of the Islamic State

of its historical and ideological specificity is to sound banal

while warning against policies that breed alienation in India.

Ideologies can ferment in some fertile brains at any point of

time in any condition, but the point is about their striking a

popular chord. Gandhi needs more nuance, to come up tops

rather than beleaguered.

NOIDA: The Noida Authority

has decided to plant 5,000 trees

of various varieties like mango ,

jamun, tamarind and pilkhan

which grow fruits and offer

shade in place of the 3,000

eucalyptus trees in the 75-acre

land earmarked for a biodiversity

park in Sector 91.

NOIDA: On the occasion of

Raksha Bandhan, sales in city-

based sweet shops doubled on

Sunday as compared to other

days.

That evening Garg

and his friend Umang had

followed the 32-year-old

woman, who was on an

Activa, in a bike. They

stopped her in the middle of

the road. Garg emptied the

whole bottle on her. The acid

burnt her face, shoulders,

neck and chest. Umang, who

had driven the bike a Honda

Unicorn was also arrested.

Police are looking for a third

person who had procured the

acid from a relative’s shop.

Garg, a graduate from Lajpat

Rai College of Ghaziabad, is

divorced and works with his

father in a shop for peeling off

paint from surfaces. “We met

in a pizza shop around three

days after we got to know

each other on Facebook.

We used to meet often

thereafter. She had lied to me

that she was unmarried. I

came to know later that she

was married with a kid,” he

said.

been registered against five

journalists of local newspapers

and TV channels and 10 other

unidentified men for allegedly

creating ruckus at MMG

District Hospital on Thursday

afternoon. The chief medical

superintendent of the hospital

alleged that the journalists

misbehaved with the medical

staff at the emergency ward.

According to chief medical

superintendent J K Tyagi, a

person had come to the hospital

to get an anti-rabies

vaccination. Later, he started

making a video of the patients

in the vaccination room. The

hospital authorities called up

Dial 100, but before police could

reach the hospital, he had

already left. On Thursday, 10-

12 people led by the same

person gathered at the

emergency ward and started

clicking photographs and

making videos of the doctors

and the paramedical staff who

were busy in treating patients,

he said. “When the medical

staff sought to know the reason

behind clicking of photographs,

they spoke rudely to them.

They claimed to be journalists,

but did not show their identity

cards. They also abused

emergency medical officer V

K Mishra and pharmacist Alok

Tyagi. One of them even

threatened Mishra with dire

consequences. This shows that

the group had gathered at the

hospital with a plan to attack the

medical staff,” the CMS said

in his complaint. Soon after the

tiff, the group of journalists filed

a complaint at local police

station. This angered the

medical staff and they sat on a

strike outside the CMS office

seeking action against the

journalists. Subsequently, senior

police officials met the hospital

authorities and later lodged an

FIR against the journalists at

Kotwali police station. Five

journalists and the 10 others

were booked under sections

332, 353, 504 and 506  of IPC

and under Section 3A of the

Uttar Pradesh Medicare

Service Persons and Medicare

Service Institution Act.

NOIDA: The National

Thermal Power Corporation

(NTPC) underpass is now

scheduled to be ready by

September 30, officials in the

Noida Authority said.

Two B.tech students,

Abhishek Verma and

Abhinendra Patel from IEL

noticed the gas bubbles in the

drain and thought about using

the gas to provide for Ramu's

tea stall's fuel requirements.

60-70% methane gas. They

decided to put 6 iron drums to

collect the gas.

NOIDA: The twin cities of

Noida and Greater Noida could

soon follow in the footsteps of

parched Delhi and depend on

other cities or states for

groundwater. Recent data

from the Central Ground Water

Board (CGWB) shows water

level has been depleting in

Gautam Budh Nagar at an

average rate of 1.5 metres

every year for the past five

years. Environmentalists

attribute the depletion to “over-

extraction” of groundwater

mainly by construction sites

and say if conservation doesn’t

start on war-footing, then the

water table of the two cities

could fall by 2 metres annually

and could lead to a crisis in

Noida’s groundwater level falling by 1.5 metres every year
coming years. In Noida region,

according to CGWB, the

average water table dropped

to 24.13 metres in 2017 from

18.22 metres in 2013, while in

Greater Noida, it fell to 11.11

metres last year from 7.95

metres five years back.

Similarly, in Dankaur, the water

level went down to 7.46 metres

in 2017 from 5.54 metres in

2013. And in Jewar, the water

table came down to 5.60

metres last year from 4.34

metres in 2013. In

neighbouring Delhi, the

situation is serious. The water

level has been decreasing

from 0.5 metre to over 2

metres per year at different

places in Delhi and could

trigger a crisis if not halted,

the CGWB told the Supreme

Court in May this year. “The

water level on an average in

Noida and Greater Noida was

initially dropping by one metre

every year, but over the past

five years at some areas, we

have seen the average level

drop by 1.5 metres,” Rahul

Sharma, officer at Uttar

Pradesh groundwater

department (Gautam Budh

Nagar), told TBC. What has

added to the worry of experts

is the rate at which the twin

cities are expanding. “The

water levels of Noida and

Greater Noida are affected

by increasing construction in

the area.
