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Abducted 11-year-old
found dead in field

GHAZIABAD: An 11-year-
old boy, who was allegedly
abducted by two bike-borne
men in  Modinagar’s
Manavtapuri Colony on
Saturday night, was found dead
in a sugarcane field in Niwadi
on Sunday morning. Around
8pm on Saturday, Aditya
Bansal, a Class VI student, was
playing with his cousins and
other children outside his house
when two persons reportedly
accosted him and asked him
about his father’s shop. Aditya
gave them the directions, but the
two insisted he come along .
The victim’s cousins went
home and informed the family

about the incident. Following
this, Sanjeev Kumar Bansal and
Shobha Bansal, Aditya’s
parents, started searching for
him. Sanjeev runs a
departmental store located just
200 metres from his house.
After the boy did not return
home, the family lodged a
complaint at Modinagar police
station at 3am on Sunday.
Sanjeev said he did not receive
any ransom call. During the
search operation, a farmer
spotted a body in a sugarcane
field near a forensic laboratory
in Niwadi at 11am. Later, the
body was identified to be of
Aditya.
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Balakot lessons

Two months after the Indian Air Force (IAF)
conducted the air strikes against a terror camp in
Balakot following the Pulwama terror attack, it has
conducted a detailed review and analysis of the
operations on February 26. After the unpublicised
air operations in Machil sector in J&K in 2002, this
is the first time IAF had been used against Pakistan
—1in fact, in the Pakistani mainland and not Pakistan
Occupied Kashmir (PoK) for the first time after the
1971 War.The significance of these operations can
be gauged from the high level of global interest and
sustained international coverage for weeks
following the air strikes, which lent an extra edge
to the review which is de riguer for any military
operation.

As with any military review, this one has also
flagged the successes and failures of the operation,
while highlighting the lessons to be learnt by IAF
for the future. IAF was able to achieve strategic
surprise in the manner it was chosen to be employed
after the Pulwama terror attack, the selection of a
madrasa at Balakot in a secluded area provided the
operational surprise while deception provided by the
IAF decoy being deployed towards Bahawalpur
allowed the IAF to hit the targets without entering
into an aerial combat with Pakistani fighter jets
which were more than 150 km away. The accuracy
of Israeli Spice2000 precision-guided munition
(PGM) was proven beyond doubt, even when
multiple PGMs hit the same target at short intervals.
The review also found that pilot proficiency was of
the highest level. But it also brought home certain
shortcomings in the operations: One of the
Spice2000 PGMs did not leave the Mirage aircraft
because of the mismatch caused by the drift in
inertial guidance mechanism of the vintage jet, and
the Crystal Maze AGM 142 munition — which would
have provided the video of the hit — could not be
fired by the pilots because of cloud cover. In an
attempt to find a line of sight to fire Crystal Maze,
the pilots in fact crossed the Line of Control which
was a violation of a major rule of engagement, laid
down by the political leadership for the IAF.

The lack of evidence of hitting the target and causing
destruction is one of the biggest lessons learnt from
a military operation with huge political import. This
could have happened with better weapon-to-target-
matching and sending another mechanism to send
the proof, which would have quelled all doubts that
have been raised since. With this review, the IAF
has discovered the lack of its technological
asymmetry with Pakistan, which tied its hands after
Pakistani jets targeted Indian military installations
on February 27. IAF had first asked for more
modern aircraft after the Kargil War, and two
decades later, it is still awaiting the first Rafale.
This lack of modernisation has happened under both
the NDA and UPA governments, and unless that is
redressed on priority, any government will find it
tough to use the IAF against Pakistan in a similar
scenario in the future.

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IT executive’s kidnap bid
linked to fake call centre cash

NOIDA : Four men, accused
of abducting a manager of a
call centre here and
demanding a ransom of Rs 10
lakh for his release, have
been arrested, police said
Friday. About 15 to 16 men
had abducted Paritosh, a
manager at Metro
Infosolutions in Sector-63, on
the intervening night of April
18 and 19, after which the
call centre's owner
approached the police, a
senior official said. During
investigation, police found
that it was not a simple
abduction case and the
complainant had hid some

financial dealings involving
the key accused, senior
superintendent of police of
Gautam Buddh Nagar
Vaibhav Krishna said. "The
kidnappers had demanded a
ransom of Rs 10 lakh and
asked the call centre's owner,
Vaibhav Bansal, and an
employee Akash Shrivastav
to give it to them outside
AIIMS, Delhi, if they wanted
to secure Paritosh's release,"
he said. The SSP said Arun
Yadav and Surya Singh,
residents of Ghaziabad, Sunil
Tanwar from Baghpat and
Vipin Bhati from Greater
Noida have been arrested.

Two flats burgled
in society with
defunct cameras

GREATER NOIDA: Two
flats in a gated housing society
in Bisrakh were burgled in
broad daylight on Wednesday
when the occupants were out
for work, police said. Cash and
jewellery worth Rs 14 lakh
were stolen. On inspection, the
police found that CCTV
cameras in the society were
out of order and the cops could
not examine any footage that
captured the burglars. The
police said the thieves targeted
two flats situated on the 13th
and 15th floors of Fusion
Homes society in Noida
Extension.

Noida Authority to push for floor wise registry post elections

NOIDA: The Noida Authority
is to take up the matter of floor
wise registry post model code
of conduct.

Insurance policy bought for
dead man, agent booked

NOIDA: A city-based agent of
Shri Ram Life Insurance
company has been booked for
allegedly buying an insurance
policy of Rs 5 lakh for a dead
man with the help ofhis nominee
in 2014. Shiv Kumar, who
worked at the company’s office
in Sector 1 in Noida, had
allegedly colluded with Tek
Chand, a resident of Shahdara
area of Delhi, to buy the policy.

Following
the hearing, the court had
directed an FIR to be registered
under sections 34, 120 B, 420,
467,468 ,471,465 (punishment
for forgery), 511 (attempting to
commit offences punishable
with imprisonment for life) of
the Indian Penal Code.

Authority (GDA) did not
entirely approve it, the former
was asked to rework it. The
same was discussed in the
meeting,” said the divisional
commissioner. In an earlier
proposal, the NCRTC wanted
80% of the share that it had
proposed to raise through
various means while it had left
20% of it to GDA, Meerut
Development Authority and
state government. However,
that proposal did not find takers
in the GDA. But sources said
that the reworked proposal has
allotted 50%-50% share to
NCRTC and GDA, Meerut
Development Authority and
the government.

New government hospital
may be ready in September

NOIDA: The Noida
Authority’s delay in awarding
work tender has had an effect
on the construction of the new
campus of Noida’s district
hospital in Sector 39. It will
now be ready only by
September. The 240-bed
hospital is being built over
14,732 sqm at a cost of Rs 225
crore. Work on the project had
started in May 2014, with the
project missing multiple
deadlines till now. Noida
Authority claims 90% of the
civil work has been completed.
Once the model code of
conduct is lifted, tenders for
operation theatre, sewage

treatment plant, gas pipeline
and wooden flooring etc will be
issued. Rajeev Tyagi, general
manager, Noida Authority, said
over 90% of construction work
is complete. “There are some
finishing touches to be given.
Due to elections, some tenders
were not floated which
delayed the work. The tenders
will be issued once the model
code of conduct is lifted. We
plan to complete the project by
September 30,” he said. The
new building will have ground
plus eight floors with three
basements. It will also have a
consultation room, private
wards, general wards etc.

gzb civic body wants to link Phase III metro with RRTS route, seeks fresh plan

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad Development
Authority (GDA) has asked
Delhi Metro Rail Corporation
(DMRC) to prepare a revised
detailed project report for the
metro Phase III route between
Noida Electronic City and
Mohan Nagar stations. In the
revised report, the GDA has
sought that one of the stations
on the metro route be
integrated with a station on the
Rapid Rail Transit System
(RRTS) corridor somewhere
near Sahibabad. For the two
stations to be integrated, the
GDA has said that they be
built closer to each other so
that a walkway can be created
linking the two. The project

report is expected to be
submitted within a month. “The
idea of integrating one of the
metro stations, preferably
Vasundhara Sector 2, on the
Phase III corridor with the
proposed RRTS station at
Sahibabad came up during a
meeting with stakeholders. We
are thinking of providing
seamless access to users of
both services,” said a senior
GDA official, who was present
at the meeting. The integration
would also mean that both the
National Capital Region
Transport  Corporation
(NCRTC), which is developing
the RRTS corridor,and DMRC
will have to make amendments
to their plans. “According to

the current plan, the distance
between Sahibabad RRTS
station and Vasundhara Sector
2 is 1.6km. It would not be
possible to construct a skywalk
of that length to connect the
two. So, both NCRTC and
DMRC will have to shift their
respective stations closer to
each other in a manner that
the distance between the
two comes down to about
300-350m,” the official said.
“It would then be easier to
link the two with a skywalk”
he added. This is the second
time that DMRC has been
asked to prepare a report for
the phase 3 corridor. In
February last year, DMRC
had submitted the first DPR

for the proposed metro
extension in Ghaziabad —
Noida Electronic City to
Sahibabad. But after
deliberations, the GDA had
decided to extend the line to
Mohan Nagar, which
necessitated a revised DPR.
But now that the GDA has
sought a second DPR
integrating the RRTS and
metro corridors, it is bound
to escalate the project cost
from Rs 1,866 crore, which
had been pegged in the
previous report. Officials
hope that the RRTS segment
between Sahibabad and
Duhai in Ghaziabad will be
made operational in March
2023.
