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Arms and the man: On
Gen Rawat's comments
If a diplomat should think twice before saying nothing, an

army general should not think of saying anything at all.

The Chief of Army Staff, General Bipin Rawat, should

have known better than to offer his views on political

controversies and agitations of the day. In making thinly

veiled comments on the protests against the Citizenship

(Amendment) Act, 2019, the General crossed the line of

military propriety. The egregious remarks on student

protests and leadership of agitations constitute a serious

error in judgment. If the task of a leader is to lead by

example, and in the ‘right direction’, as he himself put it,

then Gen. Rawat, who heads nearly fifteen lakh men in

uniform, sent out all the wrong signals. The Army Chief’s

remarks could have been discounted as an unfortunate

slip of the tongue or a one-off instance, if it were not for

the frequency with which he weighed in on matters he

ought to have been extremely circumspect about, in public

at least. Berating students from a seminar podium is bad

enough but last year, Gen. Rawat felt compelled to point

out, at yet another seminar, that the All India United

Democratic Front (AIDUF) — led by Badrudin Ajmal —

had grown much faster than the BJP in Assam. “Finally,

what will be the state of Assam, we have to take a call,”

he had said, throwing in the politically incorrect word

“lebensraum” into the mix for good measure, while

referring to migration in the region. On matters such as

education in Kashmir too, the General’s unsolicited views

have stirred controversies.

It is possible to argue that since the Army is so heavily

and continually deployed in these areas, the north east

and Kashmir, where the Armed Forces (Special Powers)

Act operates, the Army Chief can make comments on

other aspects of governance and politics as well. The

argument that the Army has a political voice in these States

will not travel far, though. Among other things, it reflects

the failure of the political class to keep the Army confined

to duties that they are meant to carry out. If what Gen.

Rawat said was deplorable, what V.K. Singh, the Minister

of State for Road Transport, spoke in his support was

most unfortunate. Especially since he himself was the

Army Chief not so long ago. It is likely to encourage

soldiers in the making and those in uniform to move in

wrong directions. But it is also notable that not many

others have flocked to Gen. Rawat’s defence. Allowing

chiefs of the three services to make political statements

undermines the civil leadership in the long run. It is to be

hoped the government makes the lines clear to them so

that such incidents do not recur.

NEW DELHI: A man, accused

of molesting a woman colleague,

has sought quashing of criminal

proceedings against him by filing

a plea in the Delhi high court

claiming that he never had any

inclination towards women and

was in the process of transitioning

into a female. Asserting that he

has gender dysphoria since

childhood and identifying himself

as a woman before the court,

the accused alleged that the

relation between him and the

complainant was that of two

"sisters", so he could not have

molested her. Gender dysphoria

is a condition of feeling one's

emotional and psychological

identity as male or female to be

opposite to one's biological sex.

The 33-year-old victim, a bed-

ridden woman suffering from

multiple sclerosis, was brought

to the court on a wheel chair and

refused to compromise the

matter. Justice Suresh Kumar

Kait dismissed the man's petition

after noting that the victim has

not agreed to any settlement with

him.

NOIDA: Four new power

substations will be ready by the

first quarter of next year.

Ashish’s elder brother Aman

said the crime occurred just

500 metres away from their

house. “He left home around

9.15 pm to buy chaat for all

of us. Around 10 pm, we

received a phone call from a

neighbour who told us about

the shooting. I pray my brother

recovers before his first

marriage anniversary on

January 8 as we have planned

a get together that day,” he

said.

NOIDA: Facing pushback

over the severity of action

against two students who

forged an old holiday order and

circulated it, police on

Wednesday withdrew three

serious charges from the FIR.

They have been granted interim

bail so they can appear for their

pre-boards. Two students from

the Government Inter College

in Sector 12 had tweaked an

old order issued by the district

magistrate about a school

holiday to say there would be

no classes on December 23 and

24, and shared it on WhatsApp.

“They have been granted

interim bail from December 26

to January 2, keeping in mind

their career and the fact that

intention,” Juvenile Justice

Board (JJB) member Aneet

Baghel said. Guardians of the

two students had approached

the Noida MLA and the district

magistrate with a request to

release them. Their pre-boards

start on Thursday.

“Till now,

122 people have been arrested

and over 2,500 identified for

taking part in the violent protests

in Muradnagar, Kaila Bhatta

and Pasonda village on

December 20,” Singh said. The

SSP said the SIT would need to

extensively coordinate with the

local police stations of areas

where protests had turned

violent. “The SIT would be given

access to all data from areas

under the jurisdiction of police

stations where the violent

protests had taken place. Initial

investigation by local police has

revealed that the protesters had

been mobilised in the three

villages through WhatsApp

groups.

They

would be tracked down and

charged for inciting violence,”

he added. Despite an internet

shutdown on December 20,

protests against the CAA had

turned violent. Police teams

were attacked with stones hurled

from rooftops and at least 25

officers were injured. Wary of

a repeat on December 27,

around 5,000 cops were

deployed in the three villages and

drones were engaged to keep

an eye on protesters.

NOIDA: Six people, including

two minors, were killed when their

car skidded off the road and fell

into a canal in Uttar Pradesh's

Greater Noida, apparently due to

fog, police said on Monday. Five

other occupants of the vehicle

sustained injuries in the incident

that took place around 11.30pm

on Sunday, they said.

"Altogether 11 people were on

board the Maruti Ertiga. The car

fell into the Kherli canal in

Dankaur area.

GREATER NOIDA: A fire

broke out at a flat in Supertech

Ecovillage society in Greater

Noida’s Bisrakh area on Friday

night, destroying furniture and

other household goods worth

Rs 1 lakh.

“The fire probably

started from the switchboard

and spread to the TV table,

everything kept in and around

the table, including the TV set,

was destroyed by the time I

had reached home.

Surprisingly, neither the fire

alarms nor the sprinklers

worked.” “We have been

witnessing voltage fluctuation

for the past few days probably

due to some electrical work

being carried out by the facility

management.
