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Fake cargo firm busted,
two held
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Ghaziabad police conducts
operation 'All out' to nab
snatchers, vehicle lifters

GHAZIABAD: The city
police on Thursday evening
conducted operation “All Out”
across the district to nab
snatchers and vehicle lifters.
The entire police force of
Ghaziabad, barring only three
cops at each police station, was
on the roads at 113 checkpoints
and conducted the operation
between 5 pm and 9 pm. Police
seized 365 motorcycles and
arrested seven persons during
the drive, even as 6,849 vehicles
and 12,140 persons were
checked. Moreover, 732 two-
wheelers were challaned and
Rs 51,850 was recovered in

fines. SSP Vaibhav Krishna
said, “The aim of the drive was
to curb the incidents of chain
and mobile snatching as well as
those of vehicle lifting in the
district. The drive was mainly
focused on motorcycle users
who were involved in tripling
and riding the vehicle without
valid papers. In cases where
valid documents were not
found, vehicles were seized
under section 207 of the Motor
Vehicles Act. Besides that,
photos of people riding such
vehicles were also clicked so
that their ownership could be
verified.”

Wisdom at Wuhan: on
the Modi-Xi meeting

For an “informal summit”, the Wuhan meeting between
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Chinese President Xi
Jinping appeared to cover much ground over the two days
in terms of public appearances and in the two statements
issued. Most of their conversations were unstructured, at
informal events where they were accompanied only by
translators. There was just one delegation-level meeting.
The statements denoted the wide range of subjects
discussed, from bilateral to regional and global challenges.
On the bilateral front, they decided to “issue strategic
guidance to their militaries to strengthen communication”,
essentially to avoid another Doklam-like confrontation. Both
sides addressed measures to better balance the ballooning
trade deficit of about $52 billion (of about $84 billion bilateral
trade), mostly by encouraging agricultural and
pharmaceutical exports to China. Mr. Modi and Mr. Xi
discussed a joint project in Afghanistan. Finally, they
attempted to reduce the heat over unresolved issues and
so-called “irritants” in the relationship, such as China’s block
on India’s NSG membership bid or the UN’s terror
designation for Pakistan-based groups, and India’s opposition
to the Belt and Road Initiative or its use of the Tibet issue.
For this, existing mechanisms of dialogue will be strengthened,
not allowing broader bilateral movement to be hit.

Such a conciliatory approach from Delhi and Beijing has
been evident over the last few months of preparation for
the Wuhan meeting, with both sides turning down the post-
Doklam rhetoric. While their previous meetings, in 2015,
2016 and 2017, were preceded or overshadowed by a military
standoff or Chinese army intrusion, this time the air has been
relatively calm. The message from Wuhan is an overarching
one: that despite bilateral and geopolitical differences, India
and China can resolve differences peacefully and through
prolonged dialogue. Despite hundreds of years of engaging
each other, the two neighbours have been to war only once;
since the Agreement on the Maintenance of Peace and
Tranquility was signed in 1993, neither side has fired a
weapon along the 3,500-km boundary, which is largely
undemarcated. And despite both countries’ atomic weapons
arsenals, parleys have never carried even a hint of the nuclear
overhang. The Wuhan summit has recommitted India and
China to managing bilateral relations in a manner that creates
the conditions for the “Asian Century”, and Mr. Modi and
Mr. Xi are well-placed to proceed along that path. Much
will depend on whether the Wuhan understanding can
prevent skirmishes and misunderstandings becoming
standoffs, as in the past. The test of that begins now.

Noida govt schools perform
better than aided schools: Survey

NOIDA: The average
performance of students in
government schools in Gautam
Buddha Nagar district of Uttar
Pradesh was better than those
in aided schools last year, a
National Council of Educational
Research And Training survey
has found. The NCERT survey
found that the average
performance of students in
government and aided schools
in environment studies subject
in Class 3 was 65.59 per cent
and 65.53 per cent respectively.
For the same subject in Class
5, government school students
outperformed aided school
students by a margin of 25 per
cent, it said. In language subject,
the average performance of
government school students for
Class 3, 5 and 8 were 69.78 per
cent, 68.21 per cent and 57.84
per cent respectively. The
performance of students in

aided schools for the same
classes were 63.14 per cent,
50.94 per cent and 54.17 per
cent. According to the survey,
Class 3 aided-school students
performed  better in
mathematics than government
school students. However,
government school students
performed remarkably well in
Class 5 in the same subject,
with a 20-per cent lead over
aided-school students. In Class
8, their lead was close to 5 per
cent. The Class 8 government
school students had a similar 5-
per cent lead in science subject.
Also, the survey found that
overall boys performed better
than girls in the district.

Tension simmers in Ghazmbad colony after police raid

Ghaziabad: A simmering
tension is palpable among
residents of Ghaziabad’s
Neelmani Colony, where a 11-
year-old girl was rescued from
amadrassa by a Delhi Police
team three days ago. The
cleric managing the madrassa,
Maulana Ghulam Shahid, has
fled home with his family since
the April 23 raid. Every
“outsider” is viewed with
suspicion by the residents, who
cannot recollect any instance
of communal tension in the
recent past. The madrassa,
located off GT Road near
Arthala, functions from a two-
storied building in which the

ground-floor hall is used for
prayers. Discarded items such
as books, cardboard boxes,
mats, and mattresses, lay
strewn on the first floor directly
above the prayer hall. A water
tank and a revolving chair were
the only items on the terrace,
which can be accessed using
a narrow flight of stairs. The
madrassa caretaker, Giyas-ud-
din, who is aged around 65
years, was the only person
found in the building when this

correspondent visited the
colony on Wednesday. Sitting
in a dinghy room, he said: “We
don’t have a clear idea about
the events. A police team
raided the madrassa on the
evening of April 23, with
directions taken from a
teenaged boy. They found a girl
from the floor above and took
her with them. The girl had
apparently run away with a
teenaged boy who had kept her
at the madrassa for a day. The
boy was a student of the
madrassa but did not live in this
colony. The madrassa has
been running for several years
but no such incident was

reported in the past,” said
Giyas-ud-din. The house of
Maulana Ghulam Shahid, who
is said to be around 40 years
old, is located in a lane ahead
of the madrassa. A couple of
men whisper among
themselves near a provision
store, casting furtive glances.
“The women of this colony
have expressed solidarity with
the family of the girl, who now
live 1in Delhi,” said
Dharmendra Jha, the store
owner. The only other
noteworthy building in the
colony is a Shiva temple
belonging to the Juna Akhada
of Mahant Narayan Giri.
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Court comes to woman's
rescue, orders maintenance

GHAZIABAD: A court has
come to the rescue of a woman
who was allegedly left to fend
for herself - "infertility" being
the bone of contention. Hearing
the plea of the married woman,
the court has now ordered her
husband to get an air
conditioner installed in her room
along with a maintenance of Rs
10,000. The court has also
ordered a lady constable from
the family counselling centre to
visit her every week to know
her condition and submit report
in the court. The woman got
married in year 2013 with a

“The
speeding DTC bus suddenly
appeared from the right. I could
not apply the brakes in time and
my vehicle rammed the DTC
bus,” Laxman said while lying
on his hospital bed. Laxman
had lost consciousness after the
accident and suffered a
fracture in the right hand and
injuries on both his legs. Pankayj,
the helper, escaped with minor
injuries. Gaurav, Ashutosh’s
brother, said he had boarded the
private bus to go to Delhi.

boundary walls of parks and no
sanitation or cleanliness here.

Ola cabbie shot at by friends on
Noida-Greater Noida Expressway

GREATER NOIDA: A 30-
year-old Ola cab driver was
allegedly shot at inside his car
by his friends in Sector 144
area on Noida-Greater Noida
Expressway on Sunday night.
Two of his friends have been
arrested for attempt-to-murder
while the victim has been
admitted to a private hospital
in Greater Noida in a critical
condition. According to police,
the shooting took place inside
an Ola cab being driven by
Ranjit, who was shot at.
Ranjit’s brother Sushil has
alleged that two of his friends
and fellow cabbies, Anshul and
Premshankar, arrived at his
home around 9.30 pm and took
him along in his cab. Police said
the cab was being driven

towards Greater Noida when
the shooting took place.Ranyjit,
who belongs to Mainpuri
district, had met Anshul from
Jalaun while driving for Ola
and became friends. Through
Anshul, he had met
Premshankar, who also works
as a taxi driver. “The victim’s
brother has alleged that Anshul
and Premshankar had fell out
with Ranjitand shot athim. The
duo were arrested from Sector
167 area around 8.45 pm on
Monday,” Pankaj Rai, SHO,
Surajpur told TBC. However,
the duo have refuted the
allegation saying that they shot
at him “by mistake.” A
country-made pistol and two
cartridges have been
recovered from the duo.

Pile-up on Noida-Greater Noida
Expressway halts trafﬁc 4 cars damaged

NOIDA: Four cars were
involved in a pile-up on the
Noida-Greater Noida
Expressway on Sunday
afternoon after a car suddenly
applied the brakes near Advant
Building. None of the
occupants suffered any major
injury. Police said the accident
took place on the Greater
Noida-Noida flank of the
expresswayaround 3pm. “The
vehicles were going towards
Noida when the driver of a car
suddenly applied the brakes. A
Hyundai Sports coming in the

same direction rammed the car
ahead. Then came a red Maruti
Suzuki Brezza, which hit the
Sports. Following this, a
Mercedez Benz coming in the
same direction hit the Breeza,”
said a sub-inspector. Although
the collisions weren’t severe
and none of the occupants
suffered any injury, the pile-up

led to a traffic snarl. The driver
of the first car, who had applied
the brakes suddenly, fled the
spot. Pankaj Rai, SHO of
Surajpur police station, said the
cars involved in the pile-up had
nine occupants in total. “There
was no injury. We are yet to
receive any complaint in this
regard,” he said. The accident
affected movement of vehicles
on the stretch. Traffic inspector
Layak Singh said two cranes
had to be rushed to the spot to
remove the cars involved in the
accident.
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
