
Two Ghaziabad builders
held, admit to using low-
quality cement
GHAZIABAD: Two

developers of the Ghaziabad

building that collapsed on July

22, killing two people, were

arrested on Sunday and have

reportedly told police they had

used low-quality cement during

construction.  The two men,

identified as Prempal Shisodiya

and Satish Tomar, were among

the six partners who were

constructing the illegal five-

storeyed building. Police said

the six had floated a company,

Samyak Developers, and had

undertaken construction work

in other parts of the city as well.

Ghaziabad SP (rural) Arvind

Maurya, who is heading the

SIT that arrested the duo, said

Prempal and Satish were not

mentioned in the FIR that was

registered in the case, but their

role had cropped up during

investigation. “The accused

have told interrogators they had

been using extremely low-

grade cement for construction

even though the steel structure

was strong. We are trying to

verify if the six builders had got

the company registered.

Investigations so far have

revealed that the kingpin of this

illegal construction lobby is one

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Reconsider the
ban: on oxytocin
The Union Health Ministry’s ban on the retail sale and private

manufacture of oxytocin, expected to kick off on September 1,

is an extremely ill-thought-out one. The drug, a synthetic version

of a human hormone, is a life-saver for women. Doctors use it

to induce labour in pregnant women and to stem postpartum

bleeding. So critical is its role in maternal health that the World

Health Organization recommends it as the drug of choice in

postpartum haemorrhage. The government’s ban ignores this,

and is motivated instead by the misuse of the hormone in the

dairy industry. Because oxytocin stimulates lactation in cattle,

dairy farmers inject the drug indiscriminately to increase milk

production. This has spawned several unlicensed facilities that

manufacture the drug for veterinary use. It is a problem that

needs solving. But the right approach would have been to

strengthen regulation, and crack down on illegal production.

Much is unknown about the ill-effects of oxytocin on cattle.

One of the concerns was that oxytocin leads to infertility in

dairy animals, and some studies show this to be true. It has also

been linked to mastitis, a painful inflammation of the udder.

Milk consumers worry about exposure to it through dairy

products. The science behind some of these claims is unclear.

In a Lok Sabha answer in 2015, the National Dairy Research

Institute was quoted as saying there was no evidence that

oxytocin led to infertility. A 2014 study by researchers at the

National Institute of Nutrition concluded that oxytocin content

in buffalo milk did not alter with injections.

However, even if the ill-effects of oxytocin are real, a ban is

not the answer. Oxytocin is simply too important to Indian

women, 45,000 of whom die due to causes related to childbirth

each year. A parallel to the situation lies in the misuse of

antibiotics in humans and poultry. So heavily are these drugs

used that they are causing deadly bacteria to become resistant

to them. Yet, despite calls for a complete ban on over-the-counter

sale of antibiotics, India has been reluctant to do so. In much of

rural India, more people still die due to a lack of antibiotics than

due to antibiotic-resistance. This has swung the cost-benefit

ratio against outright bans. In oxytocin’s case, if only a single

public sector unit manufactures the drug, as the government

plans, this could lead to drug shortages and price hikes.

Karnataka Antibiotics & Pharmaceuticals Limited, the

drugmaker tasked with manufacturing oxytocin, has been asked

to cap the price at ?16.56 for 1 ml of a five international unit

(IU) solution. However, some private manufacturers were selling

it for ?4 until now. Monopolising production will remove the

low-price options from the market. Such a situation may benefit

cattle, but will put the lives of many women at risk.

The vigilante

group damaged the truck and

also set its tyres on fire when

they found that some of the

buffaloes had fallen on the

floor due to suffocation. Two

persons immediately jumped

off the truck and disappeared

in the adjacent fields.

However, the third accused

Vigilante group thrashes transporter
after nine buffalo calves die in truck

Aslam, was nabbed by the

mob. Aazad Singh Tomar,

SHO, Kasna police station,

said local people had stopped

the truck and found the

animals stuffed inside. “Some

buffaloes had fallen due to

suffocation as there was no

space to breathe in the

vehicle. We offloaded the

animals and found nine of

them dead. A fire tender was

called to sprinkle water on the

animals upon which they

responded,” he said. Tomar

said that the truck was seized

and the accused taken into

custody. “We are questioning

the accused about the

matter,” he said. A case has

been registered against the

accused under Prevention of

Cruelty to Animals Act.

In the first

phase, we have identified 253

illegal buildings to be

demolished,” said Ritu

Maheshwari, vice-chairperson

of the GDA. “The buildings

that will be razed are spread

across Kavinagar, Sahibabad,

Loni, Tronica City,

Indirapuram, Vijay Nagar and

Masuri. The schedule has

been shared with the police

stations,” she added. The GDA

had on Monday expressed

concern over the apparent

lack of police personnel to

prevent law and order

problems during the drive.

Officials had pointed out that

many of the cops were busy

with the Kanwar yatra that will

continue for most of the

month. The recent spate of

demolitions follows the death

of 11 persons in building

collapses in Ghaziabad and

Shahberi in Greater Noida.

Maheshwari pointed out that

the buildings that had been

identified for demolition were

not fit for living.

GHAZIABAD: A 45-year-

old man was  booked for

allegedly attempting suicide at

the  district collectorate

premises in Ghaziabad on

Wednesday.

Muradnagar each had 27

shops and other buildings

sealed, while nine were

evacuated and sealed in

Dasna. Sources in Khoda

municipality said almost all

houses in the area had come

up illegally on government

land. Asked why a sealing

drive had not been carried out

earlier, executive officer KK

Bhadana said the civic body

was relatively new and so long

lacked proper infrastructure to

conduct an inspection. The

official said the municipality

had lodged a police complaint

against the owners of the five-

storey building that collapsed

on Friday — Delhi resident

Rafiq Malik and Shamsuddin,

a local resident — for violating

government bylaws 10 year

ago. The complaint said not

only had the building come up

on illegal land, the builders had

not taken expert help to repair

the cracks that had developed

after a crane crashed against

it two weeks ago. “Instead of

getting proper repairs done, the

developers installed jacks after

the building tilted to a side. No

sooner were the jacks

removed on Friday, the five-

storey building tilted again and

subsequently collapsed,” the

municipality has said in the

complaint. The collapse could

have turned fatal had the five-

storey building and houses in

the vicinity not been evacuated

a few hours earlier.

“Developers have to get no-

objection certificates from

government engineers if they

want to get into the buildings.

VIP duty, training leave only 166 traffic cops on Noida roads

months, Gautam Budh Nagar

district magistrate BN Singh

and SSP Ajay Pal Sharma have

recently requested the

Authority to re-employ them,

keeping in mind the city’s

traffic situation.  The DM told

TBC that he has requested the

Authority to extend the tenure

of the marshals. “The

Authority has sought certain

details on the proposal which

the SSP will provide to them,”

he said. An officials source,

however, said the Authority is

also looking into the cost factor

as each traffic marshal and

home guard was being paid by

it. “The SSP has been asked

to inform till when they would

be requiring the marshals,” the

source said.  When contacted,

Noida Authority CEO Alok

Tandon confirmed that the

marshals had been sanctioned

only for two months. “Based

on the results achieved, the

district police can make out a

case for additional traffic

personnel to their higher ups,”

he said.  However, there has

been no assurance from the

state government on when

additional force can be

provided to the district.  The

lack of personnel hampered

the traffic police’s attempts to

deploy personnel at every

junction and U-turns of the city.

And this lack of staff has come

in the way of the traffic cops

trying to experiment with

technology such as issuing e-

challans and installing cameras

at strategic points that can

detect traffic signal violation.

As the Noida traffic police are

also asked to pitch in for most

of the VIP duties, officials say

that the force requires

constable-level staff soon.

“Some 98 of our constables

had gone to Lucknow on VIP

duty.
