Don’t dump waste in
drains, NGT tells GMC
GHAZIABAD: The National

Green Tribunal has directed

the district magistrate and the

municipal commissioner,

Ghazibad, to draw an action

plan to ensure that sewer

water and solid waste do not

get mixed with storm water

drain in Kaushambi township.

The tribunal also asked all

municipalities in the state to

ensure the same. The NGT

order has come on a plea filed

by Kaushambi Apartments

Welfare Association last year.

“The 5.5 kilometre storm water

drain in Kaushambi township

was constructed to provide an

outlet to the excess rain water.

However, off late, it is being

used by theGMC to dump

untreated sewer water into it,”

said Vinay Mittal, president,

KARWA. “It was in July last

year that I made repeated

complaints to GMC and even

the administration but to no

avail. So in September I filed

a case in the NGT. On August

1, the green panel delivered a

landmark verdict not only for

Kaushambi township but also

for all municipalities in the

state,” said Mittal. “The NGT

has also ordered formation of

a committee under the

supervision of UP Pollution

Control Board which will look

into this issue all over the

state,” said Mittal.

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The many problems with
China Belt and Road Initiative
China’s belt and road initiative (BRI) has seen multiple

speed-breakers of late. The story of Sri Lanka being saddled

with great amounts of debt to China was well known. Last

month, the Malaysian President Mahathir Mohamad

suspended work on a few BRI projects in his country. The

government in Myanmar is significantly scaling down the

Kyaukpyu port over concerns of mounting Chinese debt.

The number of voices against the terms of Chinese projects

and loans have increased in Pakistan too. Meanwhile in

Montenegro, a Chinese loan has sent, a Reuters report

summarized, “debt soaring and forced the government to

raise taxes, partially freeze public sector wages and end a

benefit for mothers to get its finances in order”.

India had taken an early stance against the BRI. Refusing

to participate in the inaugural Belt and Road Forum in May

last year, India had emphasized that connectivity projects

should respect sovereignty and territorial integrity, should

not create unsustainable debt burden, must involve

transparent accounting and create benefits for the local

economy. Several countries are now coming around to a

similar view. India and Japan have unveiled their own

development cooperation with third countries under the

banner of Asia-Africa Growth Corridor. The US and

Australia have joined Japan to announce their plans to

provide an alternative to BRI.

However, these countries will not be able to match China

penny for penny. None of them enjoy Beijing-like state control

over large banks and companies that carry out massive

infrastructure projects. The state-backed Chinese firms can

invest in markets where private companies from other

countries hesitate to enter. Ultimately, it is up to the recipient

country to decide the role of Chinese loans in its domestic

development.

China’s BRI should also be examined within the parameters

of the historical debates on development lending. One group

of economists—led by Jeffrey Sachs—has always been a

great votary of external aid in bringing countries out of

poverty. Market economy and liberal democracy, they

contend, are not enough. Poor countries, according to them,

need a bout of external capital to push them into a virtuous

cycle of higher investments and greater productivity. Some

others aren’t really impressed with the idea. The opposing

group of economists—led by William Easterly—have argued

that poverty is a trap made of poor leadership, poor

governance and poor institutions. Foreign capital, in fact,

they argue, can tighten this trap by discouraging investment

in better institutions. Those who oppose external aid as a

form of poverty eradication tool also aver that external aid

contributes to building up of a political economy where corrupt

and venal politicians flourish. China’s BRI shows that all

these criticisms are indeed accurate. In Sri Lanka, some of

the high-profile Chinese projects were reserved for

Hambantota—the political base of former president Mahinda

Rajapaksa. In Pakistan, BRI projects worth around $19 billion

are either completed or underway but that has not provided

impetus to structural economic reforms. As a result,

Pakistan’s economy is teetering on the brink of a default

with high amounts of debt, an ever-growing current account

deficit and very low foreign exchange reserves.

Easy availability of SIM cards

to criminals has made the task

of police difficult. Investigations

into recent cases have revealed

how criminals are in touch with

organised gangs for getting

SIM cards without submitting

any ID proofs. In some cases,

SIMs were delivered at the

doorstep through post, which

rises alarm about the hassle-

free access to SIM cards. By

using these SIMs, fraudsters

were conning people through

various means by making

telephone calls, which

invariably is leading the probe

SIMs up for grabs and delivered by
post, conmen laugh away to bank

to a dead end. Cop claims that

since the SIMs are registered

in someone else’s name,

investigation is taking time to get

to the root of the racket in

identifying the actual suppliers.

Recently, Cyberabad and

Rachakonda police have come

across these leads about the

role of a few gangs operating

from Noida, Delhi and

Bengaluru behind the supply of

activated SIM cards. Credible

sources told TBC that people

were being lured through

advertisements on social media

about the supply of activated

SIMs without ID proofs.

Deepak Patil, general manager

(Projects), Zigma Global, said

the remediation process takes

place in different stages. “In

the first step, we stabilise the

garbage by spraying bio-

culture over it. We are putting

together the blocks and also

monitoring them to ensure they

are stabilised and all the

moisture is removed. The

stabilisation will take some time

before the remediation plants

are installed on the spot,” he

said.

NOIDA: The Noida Authority

on Friday issued a list of 1,757

unauthorised structures in

different parts of the city and

also demolished 10 such

buildings. A survey has found

that while 56 structures are in

a dilapidated condition, 114

structures have come up on

notified land, 261 buildings are

on acquired land, and there are

1,326 unauthorised buildings in

different villages.  The officials

are continuing the survey to

identify and initiate action

against more such

unauthorised structures. The

survey and subsequent

crackdown follows the double

building collapse in Greater

Noida’s Shahberi last month in

which nine persons were killed.

Noida issues list of 1,757 illegal buildings
R K Mishra, additional CEO,

Noida Authority, said teams

conducted a survey in villages

like Ilabas, Nangla Charandas,

Gadhi etc. and served notices

to the owners of unauthorised

properties. “We have served

notices to 12 persons in Gadhi

village. They have been told to

remove the structures within a

week. Ten unauthorised

structures were demolished in

Gadhi village. One building in

Mamoora village was

evacuated after it was found

unsafe,” he said. The Noida

Authority said they would soon

form a committee to examine

the dilapidated structures and

take necessary action. The

Noida Authority has also filed

an FIR against 17 persons for

unauthorised structures in

Nithari village. The Noida

Authority said that some

people had developed buildings

on free-hold properties in

villages, and also on notified

and acquired land without

getting plans approved. The

Noida Authority officials said

these structures are

unauthorised and not as per the

Noida (Fourth Amendment)

Manual 2016 that lays down

guidelines for the construction

work on free-hold properties.

The structures on free-hold

properties should have

maximum 1.8 FAR (Floor

Area Ratio). Buildings in such

areas should have a maximum

15 metre height or three floors

only.

NEW DELHI: The National

Consumer Disputes

Redressal Commission has

agreed to  examine whether

a developer could refuse to

part with the unspent money

collected for a housing project

in the name of maintenance

after the formation of

residents’ welfare association,

entrusted with the task of

upkeep of the premises. A

bench of Anup K Thakur and

C Viswanath issued notice to

Kolkata-based real estate

company, ABA Corporation,

on a plea of a group of flat

owners of its Ghaziabad

housing project, who filed

complaint alleging that the

Panel to check if builders can keep unspent money

builder was not handing over

Rs 7.16 crore to their

registered association. The

amount was collected from

868 apartment-owners in the

name of IFMS (Interest-Free

Maintenance Security) and

club security. The petition,

filed through advocate Nikhi

Jain, contended that as per

law, the management and

maintenance of the housing

society got transferred to flat

owners’ association after its

registration and the builders

must hand over unspent

amount collected under the

head of maintenance. The

petitioners are flat-owners in

‘Olive County’ housing

project which is located at

Vasundhara in Ghaziabad.

Their association was

registered in 2013 and is

governed by a Board of

Management comprising

members elected from among

the apartment owners.

Maintenance of the project

was handed over by the

promoters in 2016 but

petitioners alleged that the

company had not transferred

the money to the association

till date. They contended that

the promoter was required to

transfer the deposited amount

in favour of the association at

the time of handing over the

management of the building.

GHAZIABAD:  Loni MLA

Nand Kishor Gujjar has

written to chief minister Yogi

Adityanath seeking a drive

against “one lakh

Bangladeshi and Rohingya

Muslims” living in various

parts of Ghaziabad , claiming

they pose a serious threat to

security.

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NOIDA: A 25-year-old

woman was stabbed at least

six times in the stomach by her

husband in front of their three-

year-old son and scores of

onlookers at a marketplace in

Harola on Saturday and lay

there bleeding and crying for

help for around 20 minutes

before police took her to

hospital, where she was

declared dead on arrival. Ruby

Khatoon had moved to her

mother’s place with her son

after a quarrel with her

husband Abbas around 10 days

ago. Her family said she could

have been saved had some of

the onlookers taken her to the

hospital instead of waiting for

the police team to arrive.

Abbas, who is untraceable,

was Ruby’s second husband.

The woman, who hailed from

Aurangabad district in Bihar,

had got married to one Rafiq,

a resident of Gopalganj, around

eight years ago. The couple

had two children together, but

both of them died within days

of birth. Financial constraints

had then forced Ruby to work

in a garments factory in Noida

Sector 5, where she met Abbas

for the first time. After a few

weeks, the woman left Rafiq

and fled with Abbas. Rafiq told

TBC Ruby had got married to

Abbas later and returned to

confront her family after one

and a half years of her second

marriage. The couple had a

three-year-old child named

Shahid. Sources said that

around 1.30pm on Saturday,

Ruby was walking to her elder

sister’s tea stall in Harola along

with her mother and Shahid

when Abbas tugged at her

dupatta on the road between

Sectors 5 and 6. Abbas

allegedly tried to snatch away

Shahid, telling Ruby that he

wanted to take him along to

Mumbai. When Ruby refused

to let go of her son, Abbas

stabbed her at least six times

in the stomach and back. The

three-year-old boy fell off

Ruby’s lap during the attack.

His grandmother Jamila

picked him up and ran away

fearing Abbas would kill him

too. The attack took place in

a market crowded with

shoppers but few dared to

intervene. A police officer

who reached the spot after

getting a call said Ruby was

crying for help. “Someone

from the crowd had informed

police, but Abbas had already

fled by the time a team

reached there and took her to

hospital. She was crying in

pain, asking us to save her.

NOIDA:  A 35-year-old

construction worker was

stabbed to death by two men

when he was sleeping with

his wife on the terrace of a

five-storey under-

construction building in

Sector 2 on Saturday night.

He has been identified as

Dharampal, an original

resident of Mahoba in UP.

Dharmpal worked at under-

construction sites and also

lived there with his wife Uma

(33). The family had shifted

to Noida only last week.

Dharmpal’s brother

Narendra said he was

sleeping on the first floor of

the building while Dharmpal

Construction worker
stabbed to death in Noida

and Uma had gone to sleep

on the terrace on the fateful

night. Narendra told police

that contractor Rajiv Yadav

and his accomplice had a

drink with Dharmpal that

evening. After that Yadav and

his friend left while Dharmpal

went inside his temporary

room in the building. Though

the couple generally sleeps

inside the room, that night

they had gone to the terrace.

Ghaziabad: A 32-year-old

man was arrested in

Muradnagar on Thursday for

raping his 46-year-old sister-in-

law for over a year and

threatening to make videos of

the sexual assaults public. In

her complaint to the police, the

woman alleged that her

brother-in-law , who lives in the

neighbourhood and is married

to her husband’s sister, used to

frequently visit her house.

“One day in October 2016

while I was alone at home, he

came over and offered me tea

laced with some sedatives. He

raped me after I fell

unconscious and recorded a

video of the act. He then

more buildings razed on
second day of demolition drive

started sexually exploiting me

over the threats of making the

video public,” the woman

stated. According to the

woman, wife of a doctor, the

accused demanded Rs 2.5 lakh

for returning the video to her.

NEW DELHI/NOIDA: Two

thirds of Amrapali’s stuck

housing projects in Noida and

Greater Noida , including

Leisure Valley, Golf homes and

Dream Valley, will take up to

four years for completion while

the remaining ones will need

about a year, an assessment by

a team of National Buildings

Construction Company

(NBCC) officials has

concluded. About three dozen

engineers and representatives

from the defaulting builder

visited 16 projects on Sunday.

Sources said this was the first

site visit to assess the ground

situation so that a detailed plan

could be prepared by

September 4. NBCC will have

Most of Amrapali's Noida projects will need 4 years: NBCC
to submit details on revival of

projects to the Supreme Court

including timelines, framework

for agreement among

authorities, builders and the

agency that will take over the

projects. Sources said the

team found hardly any work

done in the case of nearly half

a dozen projects and another

4-5 project sites were

completely deserted. “It will

take a few months to mobilise

manpower at these sites. Work

on projects such as Sapphire-I

and II, Silicon City and Princely

Estate can be completed in 6-

8 months after taking over,”

asource said. The Amrapali

group had told NBCC that Rs

5,000 crore would be required

to complete the unfinished

projects. TBC on Thursday

had reported that the state-run

construction company had

estimated the cost of

completing the much-delayed

housing projects at Rs 7,000

crore. Amrapali group had sold

42,000 flats of which 25,000

are yet to be completed.

According to industry experts,

the primary concern of

engineers was the status of

buildings and the extent to

which they had weathered. “It

is one thing to state it on paper

and another thing to get down

to the ground and execute it.

Different buildings are at

different stages of completion

and a health audit of the

structure is needed. All

buildings can be salvaged if

there is no rust on the frame

work,” an expert involved in

the assessment said. The

Noida Authority is likely to vet

completion of Amrapali’s

pending projects. The

authority issues final

occupancy and completion

certificates of all projects

falling under its jurisdiction. If

the experiment succeeds, it will

pave the way for revival and

completion of other projects by

roping in credible project

management entities such as

NBCC, which can tap funds

from the market and other

resources to finish the pending

work.

UPPCB

officials said they received

information from the Indian

Meterological Department late

on Friday evening stating that

ground level pollution control

measures should kick in from

Saturday onwards as particulate

matter PM10 is expected to rise

because of the prevalent dust.

On Friday evening, Noida region

reported ‘very poor’ PM 10

levels while PM2.5 levels

Wind drives up dust pollution

reached 112 (poor). However

ozone levels were 32 or ‘good’.

The predicted P.M2.5 levels for

Saturday by MoES is 159.

“Taking note of high pollutants

in the air on Friday and Saturday.

Measures such as sweeping of

streets, control of construction

activities and others will kick in.

The final order for ground level

control of pollution will be issued

after the pollution level is

observed on Saturday morning,”

a senior UPPCB official said.

GHAZIABAD: The body of

a five-year-old girl missing

since Thursday was found in

a gunny bag on the terrace

of her aunt’s house in an

opposite building in Khoda

Colony on Saturday.

But we could not find her,”

he added.
