The Uttar
Pradesh Bridge Corporation
has wrapped up the work and
Ghaziabad Development
Authority (GDA) has sought
time from Ghaziabad MP
and Union MoS for road,
transport & highways Gen
(retd) VK Singh for the
formal inauguration of the
flyover. "We have been
apprised by the UP Bridge
Corporation that work on
Meerut-Ghaziabad side of
RNE flyover has been
completed and is ready to be
thrown open for public,” said
Kanchan Verma, vice

chairperson, GDA. "Since
the one half of the flyover,
which is Ghaziabad to
Meerut section, was opened
only in June this year, the
whole package now will be
formally inaugurated and for
that we have sought time
from Ghaziabad MP VK
Singh and we hope that the
inauguration would be done
by October 15,” added
Verma. “The 586-meter-
long and 11-meter-wide
carriageway of RNE flyover
has three lanes which will
provide seamless vehicular
movement for heavy
traffic to Delhi from Meerut
from via Ghaziabad,” said

Ajay Singh, project
manager, UP Bridge
corporation.

Accommodative stance indicates
policy rate could go below 5% handle

With the markets and the analyst community almost
unanimously expecting a rate cut, the focus of the monetary
policy was on the quantum of the cut, as well as the governor’s
speech. Though a reasonable section did expect a 40 basis
points (bps) cut, the overall outcome did not disappoint. The
sharp downward revision in gross domestic product (GDP)
from 6.9% to 6.1% and the explicit accommodative guidance
were the key highlights of the policy. Given the extent of the
downward revision in GDP, one would have possibly found a
50 bps rate cut more consistent, but the large fiscal stimulus
from the government, the narrowing real rates to recent lows
and the necessity to get better transmission of past rates
probably led them to be a little conservative.

The significant change in this policy was of course the provision
of an explicit forward guidance on the back of worsening
output gap and comfortable inflation. The statement specifically
says that “there is policy space to address these growth
concerns", and the RBI governor in his post-policy
communication further reinforced this by saying that it should
be viewed as a form of forward guidance. Additionally, comfort
was also given that the accommodative stance would continue
as long as “necessary to revive growth" indicating more room.
Since we too hold a similar prognosis about growth, we believe
the policy rate could move below the 5% handle.

On the growth front, the accompanying monetary policy report
presents analysis, which shows that the output gap has turned
more negative over the past quarter, and concerns were raised
about private consumption, which is slowing down due to a
host of reasons. The weak performance of employment-
generating sectors, such as automobiles and real estate, were
also highlighted. We believe the current growth slowdown is a
combination of cyclical, durable and some structural factors.
Fiscal and monetary policy are acting in concert to alleviate
the slowdown, but substantial pickup in growth could still be a
little time away. The RBI’s CPI projection of 3.5-4% for FY21
also lends a lot of comfort to the sustainability of this rate cut
cycle, barring any adverse shocks that may emanate from the
global economy or markets.

On the liquidity situation, our forecasts suggest that for H2,
systemic liquidity will remain ample though festival season
currency leakage would dent this surplus. Our confidence in
the liquidity surplus forecast arises on account of moderation
in economic activity leading to a lower run rate of currency
leakage and a higher balance of payments surplus. Expectations
of open market operations will be scaled down even though
the governor did provide comfort to the market that all tools,
including OMOs and buy-sell swaps, remain.

We expect the sovereign curve to continue to steepen with
the ‘up to4 year’ segment remaining well supported on account
of lower funding cost and ample liquidity, while the long end
fluctuates to the borrowing programme. Corporate spreads
for better rated entities in the short end could compress with
liquidity staying ample. The recent cuts in corporate taxes will
also lead to healthier balance sheets and, in time, improve the
outlook on credit papers for good entities. Given that both
monetary and fiscal easing are underway, we expect the rupee
to stay under some mild depreciation pressure, although a
better-than-expected BoP surplus will provide some buffer.

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Ghaziabad to get mechanized multi level parking by next year

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad Development
Authority(GDA) will construct
city’s first mechanized multi
level parking (MLP ) in
Indirapuram on Public Private
Partnership(PPP) mode.
Authority has issued work
order to the company which
will start work by next week
and in one year the MLP will
be ready. "A 1600 sq m of
area in Indirapuram near
Swarn Jyanti Park has been
earmarked for construction of
mechanised MLP which will
be developed by Bubeck
technologies on PPP mode,
said Kanchan Verma, vice
chairperson, GDA. "This will

be city’s first mechanised
MLP under which there will be
a mechanism under which
vehicles will be lifted and
placed in parking slots by
machines” added Verma. The
MLP will have the capacity to
accommodate 200 cars and
100 two-wheelers at any
given time and the company
can construct MLP up to five
storey excluding ground
floor." As per arrangement
the private company develop
the MLP at an estimated cost
of Rs 6 crore will be allowed
to operate and run MLP for
a period of 25 years and in
return it will pay GDA a sum
of Rs 3 lakh annually.

Youth protests kin molestation, beaten

According to police, Sushma
and Gajendrametin 2015 when
Sushma had gone to perform in
a temple. They moved in
together and had a son.
"Sushma insisted that they keep
the child, while Gajendra
wanted the pregnancy to be
aborted," SP (rural) Ranvijay
Singh told TBC.

Ghaziabad DM finds Hindon full of filth and hyacinth, orders cleanup in a year

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad administration has
embarked on a plan to
rejuvenate the Hindon river in
a year. In one of the first
measures undertaken, it has
asked the irrigation department
to remove hyacinth plants from
the waterbody with immediate
effect. The administration has
decided to form a Hindon
sanitation committee
comprising members of the
civil society. This panel will
monitor all the activities being
carried out for the river’s
redevelopment and give
“unbiased” feedback to the
administration. Moreover, a
civil sanitation force having
boats and sanitation workers at

its disposal will undertake
regular cleaning of the river.
District magistrate Ajay
Shankar Pandey on Friday
conducted an inspection of the
river and expressed
displeasure over its bad
condition. Pandey said, while
he was the Ghaziabad
Municipal Corporation (GMC)
commissioner between 2007
and 2009, the corporation had
implemented several projects
related to its cleaning and
beautification, but none of the
works could be seen now. At
that time, the river was cleaned
and banks were beautified,
stairs were constructed for
easy access to the river and
benches were installed on the

Ghaziabad Development Authority
names 37 officials in Rs 3 crore land scam

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad Development
Authority (GDA) on Thursday
concluded its investigation in the
Swarn Jayanti Puran land
allotment scam and sent a
chargesheet to the state
government naming 37 of its
officials, both serving and
retired. GDA vice-chairperson
Kanchan Verma said, ‘““We have
dispatched the chargesheet
naming the 37 officials, who
were found to be involved in the
alleged irregularities committed
in restoration of plots in the
Swarn Jayanti Puram housing
scheme.” Verma added, “The
officials include junior
engineers, assistant engineers

and executive engineers under
whose watch the irregularities
took place. Many of them may
have retired or been promoted.
It is now up to the state
government to decide on the
course of action it wishes to
initiate against them.” The
investigation relates to the
housing scheme that was
launched bu GDA in 1998. A
total of 1,553 plots (sizes of 200
sqm, 150 sqm, 112 sqm and 90
sqm) were carved out and put
up for sale.

banks at several spots, Pandey
said. Finding a large portion of
the river under the cover of
hyacinth plants and garbage
dumped along the river at
several places between NH-
58 and railway overbridge, he
called officials from the
irrigation  department,
municipal corporation and civil
defence, among others and
directed them to formulate a
plan in order to bring back the
river’s prior form. Pandey said,
“The irrigation department has
been given the responsibility of
cleaning the river and
removing hyacinth from the
river. The department will buy
weed harvesting machines for
this purpose. However, till the

time such machines are not
bought, the irrigation
department will carry out the
cleaning work manually.” The
responsibility of cleaning the
banks has been given to the
municipal corporation. The
civic body has been asked to
form a special team of
sanitation workers for this
purpose. The team will start its
work after the Dussehra
festival. The Ghaziabad
Development Authority
(GDA) has been directed to
come up with a detailed plan
for the landscaping and
beautification of banks, while
the forest department has been
asked to carry out a plantation
drive along the river.

Gangster Act fails to keep Shahberi builders in check

GREATER NOIDA: There
seems to be no check on
registry of flats in Shahberi by
unauthorised builders, despite
the district administration’s
claims that all illegal
construction and sale of
property in the area have been
stopped. Several flats have
been registered in Shahberi in
August and September. TBC
has copies of five such flat
registries. In July last year, two
five-storeyed buildings had
collapsed in Shahberi village of
Greater Noida, killing all nine
people living inside. And in July
this year, the district
administration decided to slap
Gangster Act on builders and
real estate brokers involved in

the sale of 10 or more flats in
Shahberi village of Greater
Noida. Residents are now
crying foul. “The government
agencies claim they are taking
action and have booked some
builders under the Gangsters
Act. However, in reality the
action is very slow. They are
also allowing registry if illegal
homes,” said Sachin Raghav,
a resident. When contacted,
district magistrate B N Singh
maintained that “the area is
unsafe and registry has been
stopped”. “I don’t know of
any new registry in Shahberi.
I have instructed officials to
not register any new property
in the area. However, I will
get the matter checked.”

Since 2011, the Allahabad HC
has imposed status quo in
Shahberi, which means that
any acquisition, change in land
use, construction or sale of
property in the area would not
be allowed. However, several
new buildings have come up
in Shahberi illegally. The
Greater Noida Authority is
now getting a structural audit
done for all the buildings in
Shahberi area. “It is a serious
issue if new flats are being
registered as these buildings
are completely unregulated
and unsafe to live in. We had
written to the administration
earlier to stop any new
registry and the DM has taken
several initiatives.

Wife of slain businessman takes to Twitter, seeks faster probe

GHAZIABAD: The family of
a businessman who was shot
dead outside his house a few
days ago has taken to social
media, calling for a faster probe
by police. Anubha, the wife of
Amit Seth, has started a
campaign  “#justicefor
amitseth” and posted tweets
tagging the Prime Minister and
chief minister. Amit, a nephew
of Shiv Sena functionary
Mahesh Ahuja, was shot dead
by three miscreants in daylight
on September 25 in Kavi
Nagar. On the basis of a
complaint by the family, an FIR
has been lodged against eight
persons under Section 302
(murder). Anubha, a teacher in
a private school in Ghaziabad,

Cops raid ex-SHO’s Noida and
Indirapuram flats, no cash found

GHAZIABAD: Police on
Wednesday conducted
simultaneous raids at two flats
of Laxmi Chauhan, the former
SHO of Link Road police
station, in Noida and
Indirapuram. However, no
money was recovered.
Chauhan and six other cops
have been accused of stealing
Rs 70 lakh from thieves during
an investigation. CO II (city)
Atish Kumar, the investigating
officer, said, “After getting a
search warrant from Meerut
anti-corruption court to
recover the money, raids were
conducted at Chauhan’s flats
in Cleo County society in

Noida and Vaibhav Khand in
Indirapuram between 9.45 am
and 11 am. Her parents and
children were present at the
Noida flat while tenants are
living in Vaibhav Khand.”
Teams have now been sent
to Aligarh, Agra and
Bulandshahr, from where
other cops hail. A thorough
investigation of their assets
will be conducted, Kumar
said. In April this year, CMS

On September 29, the
victim Kuldeep a resident of
Chhapraula in Surajpur, went
to an ATM in his
neighbourhood to withdraw Rs
5,000 but the cash was not
dispensed because of an
outage.

The family
suspects two persons behind
the murder. Amit, his wife said,
had given over Rs 95 lakh to
one Rohit, a resident of Raj
Nagar, and had been prodding
him to pay back.

Asheesh Shivpuri informed that
dozens of automobile repair
shops behind the malls are
using the parking areas for their
own commercial purposes.
“Vehicles, which come for
repair, remain parked in the
area for several days. We are
taking pictures of the area
during the night and giving them
to the police. Subsequently, the
police will take action against
such shops,” he added. “The
parking is meant for visitors.
However, the automobile repair
shops are encroaching upon
them.

3-year-old drowns in drain
left open after cleaning

GHAZIABAD: A three-
year-old girl died allegedly
after falling into an open drain
outside her house in
Sahibabad on Tuesday.
Residents said a concrete slab
to cover the drain had been
removed 15-20 days ago for
cleaning, but the civic agency
had not bothered to put it
back. Ghaziabad Municipal
Corporation has ordered a
probe into the alleged
negligence. Police said the girl,
Ananya, was playing with her
two brothers and other
children from the
neighbourhood while her
parents had gone out for some
work.

Rs 5 lakh fine on Bisleri for
not collecting plastic waste

GHAZIABAD: Bisleri, the
packaged water company,
was slapped a fine of Rs 5
lakh by the Ghaziabad
Municipal Corporation
(GMC) on Thursday for
failing to collect waste
generated by its products.
The firm has been given a
three-day deadline to deposit
the fine, failing which an
additional fine of Rs 5,000
will be added per day till the
time the company does not
deposit the fine. The notice
has been issued under the
extended producers’
responsibility norms in
accordance with the Plastic

Waste Management Rules,
which state that collection of
used multi-layered plastic
sachets is the responsibility
of producers, importers and
brand owners who introduce
such products in the market.
GMC commissioner Dinesh
Chandra said the company
was issued notices in May
and June and was asked to
deposit a fine of Rs 50,000,
but the company did not pay
any heed. Officials said a
drive was carried out in May
this year after several water
bottles with Bisleri labels
were found strewn around a
banquet hall at Govindpuram.
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
