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Ghaziabad to get two parks
for differently abled Kkids

GHAZIABAD: Two parks in
the city will soon be developed
in a manner that is conducive
for children with disability. To
start with, The Ghaziabad
Development Authority
(GDA) has selected Awantika
in Indirapuram and another
park in Madhuban Bapudham.
Others could be developed
later as well. “With growing
sensitivity towards differently
abled children, many parks in
several cities have been
developed for them. The one
in Ujjain caught our attention,”
Kanchan Verma, vice
chairperson, GDA, said,
adding, “We plan to follow that

template. We have also
appointed a private consultant
for drawing up a plan.” The
consultant is expected to
submit the plan by the end of
this week after which GDA
plans to hold talks with various
NGOs and parents. “NGOs for
differently abled children and
the kids’ wards are better
placed to offer suggestions,
which we will try to
incorporate before going
ahead,” said Verma. As per
the preliminary plan,
consultants have been asked to
keep in mind 22 different types
of disabilities, including visual
and hearing impairment.

An exoneration: On
clean chit to Modi

Commissions of Inquiry are often seen as tools to manage
public perception about lapses on the part of the state
whenever an untoward incident takes place. Their reports
are rarely submitted on time, many are not made public,
and few stray from the ‘clean chit’ route mapped out for
them by the regimes that appointed them. Often, the findings
are made public so late as to make little difference. The
G.T. Nanavati-A.H. Mehta Commission, constituted to
probe the horrific burning of the Sabarmati Express train
at Godhra in 2002, and the deadly communal carnage that
followed, fits this profile of a judicial commission to a tee.
Its exoneration of Narendra Modi, the then Chief Minister
of Gujarat, should come as no surprise. Mr. Modi had already
been absolved by a Supreme Court-appointed Special
Investigation Team. A judicial magistrate had accepted the
team’s report. There were allegations that Mr. Modi had
instructed the police to “allow Hindus to vent their anger”
and that he had placed two Ministers in the police control
room, but except for some oral testimony, there was no
material evidence to back them. The Supreme Court did
not accept the views of amicus curiae Raju Ramachandran
that there was prima facie material to proceed against Mr.
Modi for “promoting enmity between different groups’ and
“imputations prejudicial to national integration”. Since then,
Mr. Modi has led his party to victory in two general
elections. The issue was never about direct involvement or
instigation, but rather about culpable inaction, and his moral
and political failure to take responsibility for the lawlessness
that consumed the lives of over a thousand people and the
mayhem unleashed by perceived supporters of the ruling
party under his watch.

It would have been unrealistic to expect that the probe
would unearth any new evidence to establish a conspiracy
at the highest level of the State government. However,
what is somewhat disconcerting is that the panel says there
was no orchestrated violence anywhere, and that no
organisation or party was involved. This flies in the face of
convictions obtained in trial courts against political
functionaries, including former BJP Minister Maya Kodnani.
Its only major finding on administrative failure pertains to
Joint Commissioner of Police M.K. Tandon, under whose
jurisdiction 177 people were killed in incidents at Gulbarg
Society, Naroda Patiya and Naroda Gam. He is indicted
for failing to appreciate the gravity of the situation.
Otherwise, the report sails with the official explanation that
the riots were wholly spontaneous, and that the police did
their best to contain it. It is disappointing, but not surprising,
that the panel dismisses the testimony of three IPS officers
on police complicity or inaction, as false, and questions the
work of NGOs working for the victims.

Earlier in the
day, Vikas Kumar (31) had told
the police that two bike-borne
men had snatched Rs 4 lakh
from him that he was carrying
in a bag from a bank in Sector
65 to his office in Sector 63.
But during questioning, he
allegedly confessed that he
had staged the robbery, as he
owes money to a few people
and needed some money
urgently to pay them back. He
was booked under IPC
sections 406 (criminal breach
of trust) and 420 (cheating).

8 arrested for Kkilling two
brothers in Greater Noida

NOIDA: Eight people were
arrested on Friday for allegedly
killing two brothers in Greater
Noida last week over an old
rivalry, police said. The accused
were identified as Moola,
Sundar, Bhoopan, Narender,
Sateesh, Rakesh, Dharmendra
and Kiranpal, they said.
According to police, the
families of the accused and the
victims had a rivalry for the past
several years. "Brothers
Gajendra and Akash were
returning home from Rabupura
town after work around 8.30
pm on November 29 when
they were intercepted by the
accused men at an isolated spot

and shot at. The brothers were
taken to a hospital but they did
not survive," Superintendent of
Police, Greater Noida,
Ranvijay Singh said. "During
investigation, the role of the rival
family was suspected and the
accused were held," he told
reporters. Five firearms,
including a licensed rifle and a
double barrel gun and three
illegal country-made pistols,
used in the crime have been
recovered, the police said.
Singh said the police have
received information about the
family having some more illegal
firearms and searches were
underway to recover them.

GHAZIABAD: In the weeks
following the November 9
Supreme Court verdict in the
Ram Janmabhoomi-Babri
Mas;jid title dispute case, city
police have closed 254
accounts that allegedly spread
misleading and fake news on
social media sites. These
include 201 Twitter handles, 47
accounts on Facebook and six
on YouTube. At Meerut range
level, under which Ghaziabad
falls, a total of 850 Twitter
handles, 295 Facebook and 28
YouTube accounts have been
deleted so far. Cops said they
had taken the help of the ‘digital
volunteer force’, which had
been formed by UP police in

July last year to help keep an
eye on social media and curb
rumour mongering. For this
initiative, each police station in
the state shortlists 250 people,
including social media
influencers and eminent
personalities, who are made a
part of the WhatsApp group
linked to the district
headquarters. These groups
are then centrally monitored
from the DGP’s office in
Lucknow. Those interested
can apply online on UPpolice’s
official website. A panel led by
the SSP/SP in each district then
interviews and shortlists the
candidates. SSP Sudhir Kumar

Noida to get 25 electric
buses next year, a firstin UP

NOIDA: Notifying procurement
of electric buses, the UP
government has declared Noida
as the pilot city where
environment-friendly vehicles
would be launched next year. A
total of 1,000 electric buses have
to be rolled out in a phased
manner by 2030, out of which
250 would hitthe road next year.
At least 25 of these will be for
Noida. These would be added to
the existing transport network of
10 smart cities — Noida,
Ghaziabad, Meerut, Mathura,
Agra, Kanpur, Lucknow,
Allahabad, Gorakhpur and
Prayagraj (Allahabad)—which
would be called “Model Electric

Mobility City’. Besides this, all
school buses, ambulances and
government vehicles in the 10
cities would run on electricity by
2030. On August 13, the Yogi
Adityanath  government
introduced the electric vehicles
manufacturing policy, whose
objective was to ensure 70% of
public transport vehicles are run
on electricity. Apart from
reducing air pollution, the large-
scale production and procure
ment of electric buses would also
result in proliferation of hybrid
electric parts, battery equipment
and other ancillary units in Noida,
Greater Noida and Ghaziabad,
stated the policy document.

Land dues: Recovery policy
for govt offices soon

Noida: The Noida Authority
will soon finalise its strategy
to recover dues from
government and public sector
institutions that had been
allotted plots over a decade
back in the city. In a review
conducted earlier this year, it
was found that 76
government establishments
or public sector undertakings
owed the Authority Rs 539.48
crore. The amount kept
accruing over the years in the
form of rent arrears and
compound interest. The
Authority had allotted land to
most of these government
institutions way back in the

1990s. However, the arrears
were not collected for several
years at a stretch. Since June
this year, the Authority has
stepped up efforts to recover
dues from defaulters under
various categories. Having
sent multiple notices, the
Authority had issued
recovery certificates against
developers, private
institutions as well as
individuals in order to claim
its land back. “But since
government institutions are
into public service and not
profit making, we thought of
adopting a different
approach.

Gautam Budh Nagar: Tobacco use banned in public places

NOIDA: Gautam Budh Nagar
has issued a complete ban on
consumption of tobacco
products in public places, such
as malls, theatres and offices.
The move follows a directive
by the district magistrate under
provisions of the Cigarettes
and Other Tobacco Products
Act, 2003. The prohibition will
also be applicable in all offices
— government or private —
and anyone found violating the
directive would be fined Rs
200 under COTPA. The order
says that people should be
allowed to smoke only in
designated zones in restaurants
and malls. Smoking zones are
allowed in eateries that have a
seating capacity of 30 or more,

but no food or drinks, or even
an ashtray is allowed there.
With the latest directive, the
district has taken another step
towards curbing the use of
tobacco among residents.
There is already a ban on sale
of tobacco products within 100
yards of schools and colleges.
The production and sale of e-
cigarettes too have been
banned in the district. Since last
year, Rs 97,760 have been
collected in 411 fines for
violations under the COPTA.
“From December 8,
consumption of tobacco
products is strictly prohibited in
public places, private and
government offices. This is on
the directive of district

magistrate BN Singh, 2003,”
said Dr Sunil Dohare,
additional chief medical officer
and nodal officer of the district
tobacco control department.
Although the ban comes into
effect from Sunday, offices,
malls and restaurants had been
sent notices about the directive
over the past one week. Dr
Shweta Khurana, adviser to
the tobacco control committee,
said the curbs would be
applicable in central
government offices as well,
like BSNL and income tax.
According to her, the
administration has already
penalised shop owners found
selling tobacco products near
schools and colleges. “The

Knowledge Park area in
Greater Noida has about 70
schools and colleges. Shops
and kiosks around them no
longer sell any tobacco
product. Action was taken
against owners of stalls selling
tobacco products near Kothari
International School in Sector
50, Amity School in Sector 125,
Government Degree College
in Sector 39, among others,
since September this year,”
she said. Asked about the
penalty, Dr Khurana said a
violator would be fined Rs 200,
failing which he can be
imprisoned for up to six
months. GB Nagar has six
tobacco cessation centres, the
highest in the state.

GHAZIABAD: A 45-year-
old woman was shot at and
critically injured by two
motorcycle-borne assailants in
broad day light on Thursday
while waiting for an auto ata
bus stand in Loni near here
along with her sister, said
police.

UP Police booked
most traffic violators
in Noida & Varanasi
LUCKNOW: Even as higher
penalties were implemented for
traffic violations from September,
the whip cracked by UP Police
this year found the maximum
number of violations in the state’s
two busiest cities— Varanasi and
Noida. Between January 19 and
December 2 this year, more than
8.1 lakh violators were fined in
Varanasi, ahead of 7.1 lakh in
Noida. Among all cities, though,
Noida reported the highest
amount in penalties with Rs 11
crore for the period. While
Varanasi generated a revenue of
Rs 3.1 crore, Ghaziabad and
Lucknow fared better with a
collection of Rs 6.2 crore and Rs
4.5 crore, respectively.

The retail price on
Thursday was Rs 100-120/kg
in UP-NCR, while the
wholesale rate was Rs 85-90/
kg in the Ghaziabad mandi,
from where retailers procure
their stocks. Traders say prices
will soar for another month till
fresh supplies of the kharif crop
from Maharashtra hit the
market. Neetu Tripathi, a
resident of Supertech
Livingston in Crossings
Republik, said, “The
consumption of onion in our
household has gone down by

Ghaziabad to be first in
Uttar Pradesh to get e-auto

GHAZIABAD: The state
will soon get to see its first
electric auto-rickshaw plying
with the regional transport
office (RTO) of Ghaziabad
giving registration number to
a vehicle. The development
comes seven months after
state government approved
the plying of e-autos.
Ghaziabad resident Mukesh
Kumar, who became the first
person to get the e-auto
registered in his name on
Tuesday, said he had been
looking for an alternative to
CNG autos for a long time
and after seeing e-rickshaws,
he wondered when such

vehicles would be launched
in the city. “I started doing a
recce and found that a Vijay
Nagar shop was selling e-
autorickshaws. So I bought it
and applied for a registration
not knowing that the
government was offering a
concession on it, as it is
permit free,” Mukesh said,
adding that he bought the
vehicle for Rs 3.35 lakh. The
price is almost the same as
that of a CNG auto. Assistant
regional transport officer
(ARTO) Vishwajeet Singh
said that the daily cost of
operating an e-autorickshaw
is less than Rs 50.

"I was dropped at Kashmere
Gate. Some of us were even
taken to Shahdara and Noida.
I did not have money to return
to Mandi House.

Operation theatre technician
found dead, cops suspect suicide

NOIDA: A 25-year-old
employee of Jaypee hospital
was found dead in an
operation theatre on the
intervening night of
Wednesday and Thursday.
Police said he might have
killed himself by injecting a
high dose of an unidentified
medicine. An autopsy will be
conducted to ascertain the
cause of death. The man was
identified as Shamshad, a
resident of Khoda Colony in
Ghaziabad. He was employed
at the hospital in Sector 128
for over two years as an OT
technician. His colleagues and
family members said that he

was upset over his relationship
with a colleague. Around 2am
on Thursday, a hospital staffer
spotted Shamshad lying
unconscious on his chair in the
operation theatre on the
fourth floor and rushed him to
the emergency. Naushad,
Shamshad’s brother, said the
family was informed at 2.51
am through a phone call.
“They told us that he got sick.
We called them again after 10
minutes and they said he is
very critical,” he said.
“Initially, they said he might
have suffered a heart attack.
However, when we saw his
body, it had turned blue.
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
