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Top priority for
public transport

Electric power is the way to go for the transport sector, given
the need to curb greenhouse gas emissions and air pollution.
India, too, is taking measures to lay the foundation of such a
transition. The government is finalising a policy that would help
transition the sector away from the internal combustion engine
and fossil fuels to electric vehicles and alternative fuels. In
devising a policy for clean mobility, the government must
prioritise mass transit over cars and private vehicles. A shift
away from fossil fuels to alternatives like methanol, ethanol,
hydrogen or battery-stored power is essential to address the
environmental, economic and health fallout of increased
congestion. However, any solution that does not put mass public
transport at its core will fail. This means greater investment in
the sector but also working to change public attitudes, from
seeing public transport as the option for those who cannot afford
apersonal vehicle or be part of the shared mobility experience
such as taxis, autos, e-rickshaws and ridesharing, to accepting
it as the first and smart choice for mobility for even those who
own a private vehicle.

Three things are essential for this transformation. First, public
transport options must be accessible, affordable, predictable,
reliable and safe. Second, the different modes of public transport
such as bus, train, metro, tram, must be integrated. Third,
lastmile connectivity must be easy, whether through local shuttle
buses or shared mobility options, affordable, reliable and available.
Price gouging is not uncommon among the pliers of auto-, cycle-
and e- rickshaws. Such practices drive up the cost of public
transport while reducing its convenience, resulting in more trips
using private vehicles or shared mobility options such as taxis,
autos and ride sharing. India is urbanising rapidly. New towns
must be planned to minimise commutes and prioritise public
transport. High density and mixed land use must be accompanied
by public transport. Shared cycles will be possible at least in
some places. Planning is the key.

High-end mobiles, watches, liquor

“We
will not address the cases of
those builders, applications
against whom are currently with
the Supreme Court, though we
have a significant number of
complaints from those projects.
The reason simply being that
even if we do look into them, the
order as given by the Supreme
Court shall prevail,” Kumar
added.

No water for four days
in several Noida sectors

NOIDA: Poor water with
pollutants and low pressure in
taps were among the major civic
issues that were discussed in a
meeting of residents’ bodies with
Noida Authority CEO Alok
Tandon and other officials in the
presence of MP Mahesh
Sharma and MLA Pankaj Singh
on Friday. While Sectors such
as 11, 12,22 and 34 complained
of no water supply on Friday
mormning, Sectors 19, 28, 29 and

31 complained of muddy water
with increased pollutants. “We
have not got any water supply
for the last four days. The
Authority is sending tankers to
our sector. Today (Friday), we
got supply for only an hour,” said
Puneet Shukla, a resident of
Sector 12. RC Gupta, RWA
general secretary of Sector 19,
complained of dirty supply with
very low pressure for the last
couple of days.

A device commonly used in hotels
can steal your / ATM card details

NOIDA/GHAZIABAD:

Cases related to bank fraud and
cloning of ATM cards are on the
rise in Noida and Ghaziabad. In
Ghaziabad for example, almost
80% of 300 cases received by
the cyber cell between January
2017 and August 2018 arerelated
to siphoning of money using
ATM skimming techniques or
through unauthorised online
transactions. Anand Chaudhary
(70), aretired district information
officer and resident of Omicron
1 in Greater Noida, said he gota
series of text messages around
midnight July 1, informing him of
the withdrawal of Rs 87,000
through his ATM card. More
recently, on August 28, six cases

of card cloning in just two days
were reported in Noida. One of
them, Greater Noida resident
Shubra Banerjee, received a
series of SMSes saying Rs
28,000 been withdrawn using her
ATM card, which was with her
in the primary school at Harola
village in Sector 5 where she
teaches. She alerted Sector 6
police station, who forwarded the
case to its cyber cell. Thereafter,
a chip was allegedly found

attached to a Punjab National
Bank (PNB) ATM in Sanjay
Nagar in Ghaziabad on August
14. Bank authorities lodged an
FIR against unidentified
miscreants. Suspecting it to be a
case of ATM skimming, the bank
also shut down the kiosk till its
technical team gave the green
signal. Victims had also
suspected that a skimmer had
been installed ina PNB ATM at
Sector 18 metro station in Noida.
Officials blame easy availability
of skimming machines which are
used to copy embedded details
of cards in seconds from online
and NCR electronics markets.
Reportedly, one such device
costs Rs4,500.

Private company fined Rs 1 lakh
for dumping waste onroad

NOIDA: The Noida Authority
has fined a private company Rs
1 lakh after garbage was found
lying uncovered outside its office
in Sector 62A. A team from the
public health department also
took away 17 stray cattle
roaming the streets. The fine on
Assotech came almost a week
after the Authority decided to
increase penalty on those found
dumping garbage along the road.
“We received complaints from
Sector 62 that Assotech had
dumped a huge quantity of waste
outside their building and left it
on the road without covering it
with a green sheet (as
prescribed by the National

Green Tribunal). On Saturday,
our project engineer Vijay Rawal
inspected the area and found the
complaints true. The Authority
removed the dumped waste and
imposed a fine of Rs 1 lakh on
the company. The dues have to
be recovery,” said S K Gupta,
deputy general manager of the
public health department. Gupta
added that similar fines had been
levied last month on two other
companies.

Parking lots allotted, but no clear demarcation

NOIDA: The traffic police have
released a list of around 70 spots
allotted for valid parking by the
Noida Authority. But there has
been little respite for commuters,
with many of the plots on the
list still not having proper
demarcation, say police. The list
only has the size of different
parking plots in square metres
in the three clusters— I, Il and
V — for which tenders were
floated a few months ago and
parking has started in June.
While there are 27 spots in
cluster I, clusters Ill and V have
14 and 29 spots respectively.
However, the facilities promised
inparking lots, have still notbeen
provided by the contractors.

Even they
are not aware about the
fabrication in the ID or software
system. They cannot hack the
software,” the plea adds. The
shop owners have also included
an audio conversation in their
supplementary affidavit.

Angered over relationship with sister, youth strangles friend

GREATER NOIDA: A 24-
year-old youth has been arrested
for allegedly killing his friend
after he got a whiff about the
latter being involved in a
relationship with his youngster
sister. The two youths who
belong to Firozabad had known
each other for many months and
were working in factories in
Hosiery Complex of Phase I1.
According to police, the body of
Mohammed Sahil (19) was
recovered from the road behind
the district collectorate that goes
towards the Surajpur court, on
the morning of September 2
after which his family lodged a
complaint with police. During
investigation, it was revealed
that Sahil had been frequently

visiting the rented
accommodation of Farhan, his
friend from Firozabad who had
shifted to Noida about two
months back. Gudiya Qadri,
Sahil’s aunt, told TBC that they
were informed by police about
the murder on the next day. “We
were told that Sahil had gone to
meet Farhan who killed him on
the night of September 1. Later,
we got to know that Sahil was
involved with Farhan’s younger
sister,” Gudiya said. While
Sahil’s family members said that
they got to know about the affair
only after his death, they
admitted that the two used to
frequent each other’s homes on
different occasions. According
to Sahil's kin, it was Sahil who

had suggested to Farhan to shift
to Greater Noida for better job
prospects. Farhan had come to
Greater Noida only two months
back. Gudiya further said that
on the night of September 1,
Sahil had left home around 8pm
and was present with Farhan,
who had apparently called him.
Surajpur SHO Munish Chauhan
said that Farhan allegedly called
Sahil from his home and took him
to the isolated road behind the
district collectorate which goes
towards the Surajpur court.
“The duo had been in touch for
many months. However, Farhan
had recently got to know that his
younger sister was involved ina
relationship with Sahil. He had
seen the duo together in a

compromising situation, which
angered Farhan. He did not say
anything to them but the grudge
grew stronger. He then decided
to kill him,” he said. However,
as the post-mortem report
revealed that Sahil’s death was
caused due to strangulation,
police grew suspicious and
checked his phone records,
which showed multiple
conversations with Farhan and
his sister. “Farhan was
confronted and he admitted to
the crime,” Chauhan said. A
case has been lodged against
Sahil under IPC section 302
(murder). Farhan was arrested
from near the Durga roundabout
around 2:25 am in the wee hours
on Saturday.

Four-member Bangladesh family
living in Noida for 10 years held

NOIDA: Four members of a
family from Bangladesh were
arrested on Sunday for illegally
staying in Chijarsi village in
Noida. They have been
identified as Aslam (50), wife
Rahima (8), son Rubel (25) and
daughter Reshma (27). They
were caught during a passport
verification. Akhilesh Tripathi,
SHO, Phase III police station,
said the family had been living
illegally in Noida for the past 10
years. They also got their
Aadhaar and Pan cards in India.
When Rahima and Rubel
applied for Indian passport, they
attached documents for proof of
residence. When a police team
conducted an inspection at their

home for passport verification,
neighbours said they were illegal
immigrants secretly residing in
Noida. The police interrogated
the accused, who admitted they
were original residents of Khulna
in Bangladesh near the Indian
border. The family said they had
secretly entered India through
West Bengal in search of a
livelihood 10 years ago. They
lived in slums for some years and
then moved to a rented
accommodation in Noida. They
said they had got their Aadhaar
card and Pan card through an
agency. They were trying to
make passports to travel to
Bangladesh and meet their
relatives.

reason for this, said Delhi Metro
spokesperson Anuj Dayal, was
the unusually heavy flow of
traffic on GT Road, over which
the metro corridor passes. “A
vehicular survey before we
started the project showed that
the traffic volume was
extremely high along the road,”
said Dayal.

The sectors
where residents complained of
dirty waterincluded 19,27,28, 30,
31 and several others. “Again we
got dirty today. It is not fit for
human consumption. The
pressure, too, was also low. Is this
the kind of water supplied in the
name of drinking water?” asked
RC Gupta, RWA general
secretary, Sector 19.

“But even that was difficult as
there was little space along the
alignment where we could divert
the traffic. The heavy work,
therefore, was assigned to be
done during the night,” added the
Delhi Metro official. However,
even during the night, there were
restrictions. The only window
available to close down the road
and finish work on the alignment
was between midnight and
5.30am. “Essentially, we had
only four hours to work with, as
the cranes carrying the girders
would need to be brought to the
site and then taken out,”
explained Dayal.

Youth uses ‘yellow slip’ ruse
to rob Ghaziabad homes

GHAZIABAD: A 22-year-old
man has been arrested for
allegedly robbing several homes
in Ghaziabad and Noida in
daylight after asking elderly
occupants for “‘yellow slips”. The
accused Shiva, a 22-year-old
resident of Ludhiana, had been
staying in a hotel at Paharganj in
Delhi for the past four years and
targeting residents in Ghaziabad.
In aunique modus operandi, the
young man would target homes
with elderly residents. He would
identify himself as an
acquaintance of the house owner
and enter his home on the pretext
of obtaining a “yellow slip”. He
wouldtell the elderly occupant that

his or her son had met with an
accident or had been arrested and
had asked for the slip. As the
elderly occupant would rummage
thehouse looking for the slip, Shiva
would stealthily take out cash and
ornaments from the cupboard and
leave. Police said Shiva was
involved in as many as 15 such
cases across the city and would
splurge the stolen money on
frequent tours to Goa.
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
