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11-year-old boy rapes KG

GHAZIABAD: An 11-year-
old boy has been detained for
allegedly raping a five-year-
old girl in Muradnagar on
Friday evening. Children of
labourers, both live in houses
opposite to each other in a
village in Muradnagar. An
FIR has been registered
against the boy under Section
376 (rape) of IPC and under
sections 4 and 5 of POCSO
Act. According to police, a
medical examination of the
girl, who studies in KG, has
been conducted. The boy, a
student of Class I1I, would be
produced before a juvenile
court on Monday, they added.
The girl’s father told police

that his daughter was playing
outside his house when the
boy took her to a nearby plot
on the pretext of buying her
some food items. When the
girl raised an alarm, locals
rushed to the spot and found
the girl lying in a pool of
blood. The boy had fled. The
girl narrated the incident to
her parents, who took her to
a government hospital in
Sanjay Nagar. “An FIR has
been registered against the
boy on a complaint by the
girl’s parents. The age of the
boy will be verified and the
statement of the girl will be
recorded before a
magistrate.
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Talking to Taliban

When diplomacy becomes an exercise in political posturing
for the benefit of domestic audiences, the sovereign’s ability
to deal with dynamic external situations begins to shrink.
That precisely is the problem tying Delhi’s Afghan policy
into knots. If the political criticism of the government for
being at the table, “in an unofficial capacity”, with the Taliban
at an international conference in Moscow is over the top,
the defence of the move by the Ministry of External Affairs
is underwhelming. But here are a couple of bigger questions
about India and the Taliban. If all the major powers of the
world — including Washington, Moscow and Beijing—are
talking to the Taliban, should Delhi continue to stay away?
And if the Afghan government is desperate about talking to
the Taliban, does it make sense for Delhi to avoid contact
with the insurgent group that might well be returning to Kabul
in one form or another in the not too distant future?

But by any measure, the government’s decision to send two
retired diplomats to a peace conference convened by Russia
appears to be too cautious a response to the policy challenges
presented by the unfolding shift in the balance of power
between a weakening Kabul and the rising Taliban. It is not
too difficult, however, to see the logic animating India’s hand-
wringing on Afghanistan. Delhi has long proclaimed that the
peace process in Afghanistan should be “Afghan-owned and
Afghan-led” as well as controlled by the government in
Kabul. The Moscow conference is anything but. But then
Delhi finds it hard to say “no” to Moscow which is convening
the conference with the representatives of the Taliban and
Kabul that is being attended by the countries in the region
as well as the US.

As the diplomatic framework on ending the civil war in
Afghanistan increasingly focuses on political negotiations to
rearrange the power structure in Kabul and find ways to
accommodate the Taliban, Delhi is conscious of the need to
be at the table. But it is trapped by its political positions
against the Taliban in the past. Over the last two decades,
Delhi has insisted that there is no difference between “good
Taliban” and “bad Taliban” and therefore no room for any
engagement. Whatever the merit of this approach, it no longer
corresponds to the realities on the ground. If it wants any
say in the future of Afghanistan, Delhi needs to welcome all
opportunities to open a channel of communication with the
Taliban. But talking to the Taliban does not mean accepting
its ideology or its unreasonable terms for peace. It is about
preparing for imminent changes in Afghanistan. It is hard to
see how sending retired diplomats, who are not allowed to
open their mouths in the conference or “talk”, will advance
India’s interests in Afghanistan.

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FIR against 44 retailers for selling crackers

NOIDA: The district
administration on Sunday
registered FIRs against 44
retailers for selling crackers
banned by the Supreme Court.
These sellers were among 82 in
the district who had been issued
licences to sell only ‘green
crackers.” The FIRs, lodged
under the Indian Evidence Act
and Explosives Act of 1986 in
Sector 24 and Phase 2 police
stations, followed orders by the
district magistrate. The Central
Pollution Control Board (CPCB)
had on Friday sought a written
explanation from the DM on
how crackers banned by the
apex court had been sold openly.
The DM has been given seven

days to respond. The district
administration had issued
conditional licences to 82
cracker retailers in total, despite
officials admitting in private that
‘green crackers’ were not
available in the market. But the
66 sellers who accepted the
licences were made to sign an
undertaking that they will not sell
any cracker banned by the court.
The sellers had questioned the
point of issuing a licence when
no cracker specified under the
terms was available in the
market. The decision to issue the
licences had raised eyebrows,
especially when Delhi and
Gurgaon had not issued a single
permit in the absence of any

Indirapuram cracker spots not
decided, Ghaziabad holds back final list

GHAZIABAD: The district
administration on Sunday
deferred a decision to designate
locations for bursting
firecrackers in the city on
Diwali day. The officials also
did not issue any permits for
sale of firecrackers which was
scheduled to begin from
Sunday. “We’re yet to arrive at
final designated locations
where firecrackers can be
burst in the city. There is a
tentative list of locations but
various departments have to
agree on them. We’ve received
applications from 48 sellers
seeking licences for sale of
crackers. No licence has been
issued till date. All licences have
been sought for sale of ‘green
crackers’ though,” city

magistrate Yashvardhan
Srivastava told TBC. Sources
in the administration said a list
of nine locations have been
finalised for the city, excluding
the areas in Indirapuram. The
locations in Indirapuram area
are being considered from the
point of view of law and order,
traffic movement viability and
distance from residential areas.
On Saturday evening, police
conducted a recce of various
markets in Indirapuram to find
out whether firecrackers were
being sold in the black in
roadside stalls.

Delhi, Noida new hubs of cyber cheats

AHMEDABAD: Delhi and
Noida have emerged as the
new cyber cheating hubs with
more than 15 con call centres
busted by the cyber cell of
Ahmedabad police in the past
two months. The cops have
arrested more than 110 persons
from the centres for cheating
people from Gujarat,
Rajasthan, Maharashtra and
Karnataka. Senior cyber cell
official said that the fake call
centres in Delhi and Noida
avoid cheating locals as they
don’t want FIRs to be lodged
against them which could send
the local police hunting for

them. “They cheat people
from other states, so the FIRs
are lodged outside Delhi and
Noida allowing them to
operate with relative ease,”
said the official. Police said
Sameer Khan and Viveka
Ranjan are the kingpins of fake
call centres in Delhi and
Noida. “We have already
dispatched a team to hunt for
them,” said the official. Cyber
cell officials said that after a
crackdown by Gujarat police
on fake call centres after the
US authorities submitted a
written chargesheet against
con call centres in Gujarat,

mostly in Ahmedabad, such
elements migrated from
Gujarat. Deputy commissioner
of police, cyber cell,
Rajdeepsinh Jhala, said the
fake call centres in Delhi and
Noida adopt two types of
tactics. “In the first type, they
impersonate as revenue
intelligence officials of the US
and cheat US and Canadian
citizens on the pretext of giving
them tax benefits. They make
them purchase iTune Cards
and then get them redeemed
through their contacts either in
China or Hong Kong,” said
Jhala.
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Eye on AQI breaching 400 mark, construction
ban extended in Ghaziabad till Nov 15

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad administration has
extended ban on construction
activities and on industries that
operate on coal and biomass
till November 15. This is on
account of city’s Air Quality
Index (AQI) constantly
breaching 400 mark for the last
three days. The AQI on
Saturday was recorded at 403
which comes under ‘severe’
category. “Owing to ‘severe’
AQI in the city for the last three
days, the ban on construction
activities in the city which was
implemented on October 31 till
November 10 has been further
extended till November 15,”

Man caught in clash dies of
heart attack in Ghaziabad

GHAZIABAD: A 50-year-old
man died of heart attack during
a fight between two groups in
Ghaziabad late on Saturday
night. The man has been
identified as Gullu, abiryani seller,
who was apparently caught in
the fight while returning home
from the market. The incident
took place in Mohalla Kot area
of Muradnagar around 9.30pm.
Gullu was rushed by locals to a
nearby hospital, where doctors
declared him dead on arrival.
Two persons suffered injuries
in the clash but were said to be
out of danger. Gullu’s family has
lodged a police complaint,

following which an FIR
pertaining to murder under
Section 302 of the IPC was
registered against a local youth
and three others at Muradnagar
police station.

Masked men rob jeweller
of Rs 4 lakh, gold

GHAZIABAD: A jeweller
was robbed of Rs 4 lakh in cash
along with 30kg of silver and
500gm of gold in Govindpuram
on Tuesday afternoon. Four
masked man allegedly barged
into the jeweller’s shop in I-
Block and robbed him at
gunpoint. The owner, Aman
Vats (27), was alone at the shop
at the time of the incident. It
took the accused just 4 minutes
to commit the robbery. CCTV
footage from the shop shows a
man wearing a helmet and mask
entering the shop at 12.40pm.
The man is seen pointing a gun
at Vats while three more
masked men enter the shop.
“They had brought school bags

with them and demanded cash
and jewellery. They hurriedly
collected cash, gold and silver
and fled on two motorcycles.
But before leaving, they pulled
the the shutter of the shop
down and locked it so that I
could not raise an alarm. As |
did not offer any resistance,
they did not harm me,” Vats
told TBC. Locked inside his
shop, Vats loudly banged on the
door and shutter to alert nearby
shopowners. SSP Vaibhav
Krishna and SP (city) Shlok
Kumar along with other senior
police officials reached the spot
after cops were informed and
took the statement of the
jeweller.

Ghaziabad sailor dies in ‘accident’, family seeks Sushma Swaraj’s help

GHAZIABAD: A 28-year-old
sailor from Vaishali in
Ghaziabad died last Friday,
allegedly in an accident, a little
over amonth after he signed a
contract to serve on a
merchant ship. Sultan Ahmad’s
family said they were informed
by the Mumbai-based
company that hired him, V R
Maritime Services, about his
death on November 3 but
claimed they have since been
given three different versions
as to what caused Sultan’s
death. Sultan’s younger brother
Parvez has tweeted to external
affairs minister Sushma Swaraj
for help, but was yet to receive

a response at the time of
writing this report on Monday.
The sailor’s family lives in
Vaishali Sector 5. His father
Vaheed runs a garment shop
in the locality. The family said
their last known location of
Sultan was Boston (USA) and
they had last spoken to him on
October 26. They aren’t sure
if the accident happened on the
ship or when Sultan was on
shore. Parvez said, “My brother
had told us he was posted at
Boston. On Saturday (Nov 3),
two officials from his
company’s Delhi office came
to our home and told us he and
two other persons had died in

an accident. They told us the
leakage of poisonous gas
caused the deaths. But next
day, they changed their version
and said a heavy object had
fallen on them. They changed
the statement once again and
said he fell in a trench and
died.” Parvez said the company
had not shared pictures or any
other document, which could
throw more light on what
happened on the ship, with
them. Sultan, the second among
five siblings, had been working
as an able seaman for a year,
Parvez said, and had left for his
latest posting on September 28.
In the contract paper signed by

Sultan, the joining port in
mentioned as Arthur (USA).
“We are in touch with officials
in Mumbai. They have told us
they would visit us on
Tuesday,” Parvez said. “We
tweeted (to Sushma Swaraj) on
Sunday, but are yet to get any
reply. We are waiting for
confirmation, and then we file
a complaint with the suitable
authority. They are also asking
us not to get a post-mortem
done,” Parvez said. Captain
Umesh Shetty of VR Maritime
refused to comment when TBC
reached out to him. “We will be
meeting their family members
on Tuesday.

NOIDA/GHAZIABAD:
Pollution levels in Noida,
Greater Noida and Ghaziabad
remained ‘severe’ for the
second day after Diwali on
Friday. But the air quality is
expected to turn even worse
in the next two days. All three
cities witnessed a rise in AQI
on Friday. While Noida shot up
from 432 on Thursday to 442
a day later, Ghaziabad’s air
quality on Friday was 441, as
compared to 422 a day before.
Greater Noida’s AQI was 447
on Friday, up from 410 a day
earlier. Officials in the UP
Pollution Control Board said
the density of particulate
matter in the air was expected

to rise over the next two days,
causing the AQI to breach the
“severe” level. Such conditions
are likely to stay till Sunday
because of low wind speed
and flow of air laden with
residues of bio-mass waste
burning in the western states.
Regulations enforced by the
administration to control
pollution on the ground will
stay. The ban on all
construction activity across
NCR will stay till Saturday, and
even extend if the AQI does
not improve in the next 24-48
hours. Entry of trucks to Delhi
has also been restricted till
Saturday.
