
Couple ‘beaten up’ at police
station, 3 cops suspended
GHAZIABAD: The station

house officer of Kavi Nagar

police station, a senior sub-

inspector of police and an

outpost in-charge were

suspended on Thursday

evening for allegedly

“harassing” a couple at the

police station the previous

night. The couple, Dhan Singh

(40) and wife Manju Singh

Chauhan (35), were brought to

the police station and arrested

for allegedly beating up sub-

inspector Balram Singh Sengar

and tearing his uniform after

he asked them what they were

doing inside a car in a secluded

place in Kavi Nagar. Manju’s

brother, a BJP councillor, has,

however, denied the allegation

and said it was the police

officer who had “misbehaved”

with them and asked

“unnecessary questions”.

After securing bail on

Thursday, Singh and Manju

met SSP Vaibhav Krishna and

alleged they were thrashed

and harassed at the police

station on Wednesday night.

An internal probe was

conducted and it was found

that the couple had indeed been

harassed at the police station.

Along with Sengar, senior sub-

inspector Hindveer Singh was

suspended. Kavi Nagar SHO

Pradeep Kumar Tripathi was

also found guilty of dereliction

of duty and was suspended

with immediate effect.

I saw that the house

was ransacked," he said,

adding that it seemed that

Vedvati’s chain and some

other belongings could have

gone missing but he was yet

to check the house. While

there was no eye-witness for

the murder, the assailants

allegedly attacked another

house a few meters away

and beat up a couple after

locking other occupants

sleeping in the adjacent

room.

The woman, identified as Uma

Devi, belonged to Banda

district in UP.

NOIDA/GHAZIABAD:

Heinous crimes like murder,

rape, abduction and loot have

decreased in Noida and

Ghaziabad this year, though

cases of domestic violence and

dowry deaths have gone up in

Noida. The crime data for

January-September this year

has no case of kidnapping for

ransom as against last year’s

one incident in the

corresponding period. The

number of undertrials in

Noida’s Luksar jail has

increased from 1,900 to 2,700

in the past six months, an

indication of crackdown on

anti-social elements and

Murder, rape cases go down, but
dowry deaths spike in Noida

criminals, police said. In Noida,

cases of murder (57) and loot

(44) are marginally lower this

year compared to previous

year’s 66 and 95 respectively

in the corresponding period.

Cases of dacoity increased to

five from last year’s four.

However, from January to

September, Noida police

registered 25 cases of dowry

death against 18 in the same

period last year. Cases of

domestic violence registered

under Section 498A (husband

or relative subjecting woman

to cruelty) also increased from

187 to 220 this year. In

Ghaziabad too, police

registered a marginal decline

in cases of heinous crimes as

well as women-related crimes

in the same period. From

January to September this

year, 82 murder cases were

registered compared to the 90

in the same period in previous

year. The number of attempt-

to-murder cases is 89 as

compared to 90 in the same

period in 2017. From January

to September this year, 78

cases of cash thefts and

three dacoities were reported,

where these figures stood at

89 and 80 in the corresponding

period in 2017 and 2016

respectively.

Time to renew India’s plan
to combat climate change
The recently released report by the Intergovernmental

Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) mandated by the

2015 Paris Agreement says that “by 2100, global sea-

level rise would be 10 cm lower with global warming

of 1.5 degrees Celsius compared with 2 degrees

Celsius. The likelihood of an Arctic Ocean free of

sea ice in summer would be once per century with

global warming of 1.5 degrees Celsius, compared with

at least once per decade with 2 degrees Celsius. Coral

reefs may survive with 10-30% probability in the 1.5

degrees Celsius case while being virtually eliminated

in the other scenario”. The report contrasts the

difference in impact between a 1.5°C and 2°C rise in

temperature above pre-industrial levels with the

ultimate objective of convincing countries to limit the

temperature rise through concerted action on

greenhouse gas emissions (GHG)-mitigation, climate

change adaptation and financing mechanisms for

climate change resilience. The report adds that

human activities are estimated to have already caused

approximately 1.0°C of global warming above pre-

industrial levels with a range of 0.8°C to 1.2°C. Global

warming is likely to reach 1.5°C between 2030 and

2052, if it continues to increase at the current rate.

Warming from anthropogenic emissions from the pre-

industrial period to the present will persist for

centuries to millennia and will continue to cause

further long-term changes in the climate system, such

as sea-level rise with associated impacts.

The research predicts a harsh reality with a world of

worsening food shortages and wildfires and the near

elimination of coral reefs by 2040. It discusses various

possible pathways for limiting the rise in temperature

to 1.5°C. All pathways that limit global warming to

that level—with no overshoot—project the use of

carbon dioxide removal (CDR) on the order of 100-

1,000 GtCO2 over the 21st century. The term GtCO2

refers to a gigatonne of CO2 used to standardize the

metric of all greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions on one

common scale. Measures to reduce the amount of

CO2 in the atmosphere include ramping up the

installation of renewable energy systems to provide

75% or more of the world’s electricity by 2050. Other

measures include afforestation, eating less meat, riding

bicycles and reducing flying. One approach is to

directly capture CO2 from the air and store it

underground. The technology to do this “carbon

sequestration” is still very nascent, and it is unclear

whether it can be done at scale in the next few

decades. There are many takeaways from the study,

but the simple conclusion is that, we are well on the

way to a 1.5°C rise in temperature. There are

meaningful consequences, and the more we delay

concerted action, the more likely the overshoot, and

the costlier it is going to be.

Indians have always prided themselves on leading

sustainable lives. The next few decades are the best

time to demonstrate it and, in doing so, help ourselves

and the world. The IPCC report is a stark reminder

that the time for action is now.

12, after which NMRC will

study the responses and

decide which stations can be

skipped by the express

service. The questionnaire

defines peak hours as the time

between 8am and 12 noon and

5pm and 9pm. The survey will

help NMRC decide on the

routes and timings for feeder

buses. PD Upadhyay,

executive director of NMRC,

said the agency has received

eight trains till date and the

remaining have arrived at

Mundra port.

“For the

past fortnight, we have been

seeing black soot all over the

place in our township every

morning. It is everywhere on

the terrace floor, window

Soot all over, residents blame carbon factory
panes, curtains and the walls,”

said Vikas Kamboj, a resident.

“Just imagine. This is the air

our children are breathing and

the problem is going to worsen

in the days to come when

winter sets in,” he added.

Many residents took to social

networking sites to highlight the

problem and posted photos.

“We have lodged a complaint

on the ‘jan sunvhai’ portal and

apprised the administration of

the problem,” said Ravi

Agarwal, another resident. The

residents have been

demanding that the

administration take strict action

against CCIL, which is located

along NH-24 in Bulandsahr

industrial area. This is not the

first time that CCIL has been

under scanner for pollution.

Similar complaints had

prompted the district pollution

board to carry out an inspection

at the CCIL factory last year.

Based on recommendations

after the inspection, the Uttar

Pradesh Pollution Control

Board had ordered that

production be stalled at the

factory. “The representatives

of the factory have always

denied that the problem is

because of them. But there

have been at least two

occasions in the recent past

when the factory had to be

closed down for flouting green

norms,” said Sanjay Jha,

secretary of the Apartment

Owners Association(AOA).

AP Abraham, senior general

manager of CCIL, denied that

the accumulating soot had

anything to do with his

company. “We have installed

an effluent online monitoring

system through which the

pollution board gets an alert

whenever pollutants are

discharged from our factory.

Being a company of

international repute, we adhere

to strict pollution control

measures.
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GREATER NOIDA: In a first,

the Greater Noida bench of Uttar

Pradesh Real Estate Regulatory

Authority (UP-Rera) has asked

around 700 homebuyers of

Subhkamna Tech Home to come

up with a financial plan to

complete the housing project in

Sector 137.
