Old vs new: how the
Congress chooses CMs

Whether the Congress erred in privileging members of the

old guard to lead the governments in Rajasthan, Madhya

Pradesh, and Chhattisgarh has become a subject of debate.

Those who argue that it missed a trick in not picking Sachin

Pilot and Jyotiraditya Scindia as Chief Ministers of Rajasthan

and Madhya Pradesh may well be right. These choices may

have signalled a readiness to be bold and break the old mould.

But the real question to ask of the party is how it arrived at

the choice of its Chief Ministers. Members of the Congress

Legislature Party in the three States left the choice to Congress

president Rahul Gandhi, making a mockery of democratic

conventions and the electoral mandate. Although the Congress

is not the only party that is guilty of such practices, it has

become something of a custom, mirroring the leadership’s

distrust of developing strong regional leaders. In this case, the

final choice may well have reflected the wishes of a majority

of the members of the CLPs of the three States, but the

Congress still needed to signal the all-powerful nature of the

office of the party president in the selection. Closed-door

discussions and opaque deal-making preceded the final

announcement of the nominees, to be elected “unanimously”

in another meeting of the CLP. In Rajasthan, the party opted

for two-time Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot, who had lost two

elections, over Mr. Pilot, the State Congress president. Mr.

Pilot, despite his role in the campaign, did not have the support

of the old guard. His detractors like to point out that he did not

take the Congress to a comfortable majority, what Mr. Gehlot

had done as the campaign spearhead in 1998 and 2008. But

the Congress leadership has opted in the end for experience

over youthful dynamism. The compromise was in the form of

the deputy chief ministership for Mr. Pilot.

In Madhya Pradesh, the decision was relatively easy. It was

the president of the Madhya Pradesh Congress Committee,

Kamal Nath, who fronted the campaign. Former Union

Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia had his fair share of supporters,

but it was Mr. Nath, who is far senior, who was perceived as

having a bigger claim to the post. Those in the Congress calling

for blooding youngsters may well have to accept the sober

reality that this will only come about as part of a longer, deeper

process. Of course, it takes more than a change at the helm

to bring about a political reorientation. The process will have

to start at the organisational level and extend to the distribution

of the party ticket. To allow the space for the party to grow,

Mr. Gandhi needs to accelerate the process of letting leaders

from the grassroots to emerge. Youth leaders of any

significance today are of the second or third generation in the

party. A good way to start would be by decentralising power

and not concentrating it in the so-called high command, a feeble

euphemism for the Nehru-Gandhi family.

GHAZIABAD: The UP law

department has given its go-

ahead for Ghaziabad

Development Authority (GDA)

to initiate forensic audit of

delayed projects under its

jurisdiction. According to

officials, at least 18 builder

projects, which have been found

to be violating various UP-Rera

norms, have been placed under

‘C category’ in a list prepared by

GDA. The Authority is planning

to carry out forensic audit of

these projects to understand

reasons for delays. “Currently,

there are a total of 115 builder

projects in the city. Based on their

work progress and compliance

with the rules, we have placed

18 delayed builder projects in
Ghaziabad face forensic audit

these projects under tree

categories — A, B and C,” said

a GDA official. “As many as 58

projects, which are doing good in

terms work progress and other

factors, have been listed in the A

category; 39 projects, where

work has been assessed to be

satisfactory, have been placed in

the B category. The remaining

18 projects, which have failed on

more than one counts resulting

in delays, are under ‘C’

category,” he added. Sources said

the GDA had decided to tighten

the noose around these 18

projects as it suspected that their

promoters might have diverted

funds to other projects in violation

of Rera rules.

Greater Noida: As many as

17 children of a private school

in Greater Noida’s Faleda

village fell sick after they were

administered the Measles-

Rubella vaccine on Monday.

Nod to alter design of four rapid rail stations in Ghaziabad sought

that the kids fell ill probably due

to hypersensitivity to the

vaccine. But in an official

release on Wednesday

evening, the health department

said the illness cannot be

attributed to the vaccine since

there were no rashes on the

arms of the children. The

school has been closed since

the incident. According to

parents, the school authorities

told them about the Centre’s

free vaccination programme

some days in advance and

most of them had agreed to get

their children immunised. As

many as 378 children were

vaccinated in the school on

Monday. However, a few

hours after the vaccine was

administered, two children

Renu Kumari and Gunjan

Kumari  complained of itching,

dizziness and headache. Rodas

Fouji, manager of the school

said that he immediately took

the two girls to GIMS from

where they were referred to

the super-speciality paediatric

hospital. However, by the night,

more children started reporting

similar symptoms and anxious

parents apprised the school

manager of the health

condition of their wards. Fouji

said he had informed the health

department immediately and a

team arrived on Tuesday

morning to administer an anti-

dose on all the children who fell

sick. But most of the parents

had a similar complaint the

doctors did not clarify why the

children fell ill. Rajinder Bhati,

a parent of three of the children

who fell sick, said a doctor at

GIMS told him to ask the health

department how the children

fell ill. “We’ve been repeatedly

asking why our children fell ill.

Only one of the doctors said we

should ask the health

department officials about why

the vaccine reacted adversely,”

he said. Gunjan’s father Tek

Chand said he received a call

about his daughter’s sickness

after she was brought to the

paediatric hospital.

NEW DELHI: The Central

Pollution Control Board

(CPCB) has issued directions

to the district magistrates of

Ghaziabad and Noida to

ensure strict implementation

of the apex court order on

burning of fire crackers on

Christmas and New Year. In

two separate notices dated

December 10, CPCB

Chairperson S P Singh Parihar

called on the district

magistrates of Noida and

Ghaziabad to step up and take

extensive ground actions to

prevent polluting activities.

The CPCB asked the officials

Strictly implement SC order on fire crackers on New
Year and Christmas: CPCB to Ghaziabad, Noida DMs

to ensure that orders of the

Supreme Court on regulating

the bursting of crackers are

complied with during

Christmas and New Year

celebrations. The court had

directed that bursting of

crackers on Diwali and other

festivals be limited to two

hours and only "green

firecrackers" be sold in Delhi

and the National Capital

Region. However, gross

violations of the order were

observed during Diwali with

rampant burning of toxic

firecrackers across the

country. A thick haze had

engulfed Delhi the morning

after Diwali as the city

recorded its worst air quality

of the year. The pollution level

in the national capital had

entered the "severe-plus

emergency" category or 10

times the permissible limit.

Police had registered over 550

cases and arrested over 300

people for violating the apex

court's order on November 8,

a day after Diwali. On the day

of the festival, 2,776 kgs of

crackers were seized, 87

people arrested and 72 cases

registered in connection with

illegal sale of firecrackers.

The CPCB, in its notice to the

DMs, observed that in

Ghaziabad, 45 temporary

licences were issued for sale

of firecrackers. "However, no

verification or compliance

status of licence conditions

have been reported," Parihar

said in the notice. In Noida,

83 licenses were issued for

sale of green firecrackers and

affidavits were taken from

licence-owners stating that

they would comply with the

apex court directions, the

notice read, adding that action

taken against violators was

"unsatisfactory".
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GHAZIABAD: A woman

has appealed to the police to

help bring back her son from

Malaysia who has been stuck

there for past six months as his

visa has lapsed.
