Can Ajit Jogi do a HD Kumar
aswamy in Chhattisgarh elections?

The second phase of Chhattisgarh polls to 72 assembly
constituencies will be a test of anti-incumbency against the
ruling BJP government. With BJP having won 43 of'its 49
seats in 2013 in this phase, the big question is whether the
votes that may move out of the BJP’s kitty will go to the Ajit
Jogi-BSP combine.It is in Jogi’s interest to ensure a hung
assembly in Chhattisgarh where both BJP and Congress
will sue for peace with him. While Congress has claimed
that Jogi has been propped up to damage it, that may be a
tad simplistic. If Jogi can damage BJP’s chances in a few
seats so that the half-way mark of 45 eludes both parties, a
situation like Karnataka is certain to emerge.

No wonder then that HD Kumaraswamy’s famous lines
before the Karnataka results that he would be king and not
kingmaker has been echoed by Jogi, who is telling undecided
voters that he can make or break the next government. The
big question is whether the Satnamis, the state’s largest Dalit
group and hitherto a Congress votebank, will stick with Jogi
or return to the Congress fold. After three close elections
that produced decisive results despite the marginal voteshare
difference between BJP and Congress, the possibility of a
triangular contest in at least 20 constituencies makes this
election even harder to call. Without winning a simple majority
on its own, forming a government with Ajit Jogi will be a
bitter pill to swallow for both Raman Singh and Congress.
Jogi has made a strong case for a regional party in the mineral
rich but economically backward state. But given his
polarising credentials it remains to be seen how his presence

CNG price up 40 paise in
Delhi, down 45 paise in UP

New Delhi: Indraprastha
Gas Ltd has raised CNG
price in Delhi and Rewari by
40 paise per kg to offset
higher input costs but
reduced the rates by 45 paise
in Noida, Greater Noida and
Ghaziabad in the capital’s
neighbourhood by passing on
the benefit of tax cut
announced by the UP
government. CNG will cost
Rs 44.70 per kg in Delhi and
Rs 54.45 per kg in Rewari
from Sunday. The new prices
in UP’s Noida, Greater
Noida and Ghaziabad will be
Rs 50.80 per kg, the
company said in a statement.
According to the company,
its costs went up due to
revision in the proportions of

cheaper domestic gas
allotted for running CNG
service as well as other
operating expenses since the
last price revision. Explaining
the decrease in CNG prices
in UP, the company said it
was passing on to consumers
the benefit of 2% additional
VAT revoked by the state
government after adjusting
higher operational costs. IGL
said even after the latest
revision, CNG would be 58%
cheaper than petrol at
current price level and 37%
economical than diesel. The
latest revision has narrowed
the difference between CNG
rates in Delhi and its suburbs
by 33% from Rs 9.49 per kg
in Nov 2017 to Rs 6.35.

‘Call centre’ organises virus attacks on US, Canada PCs

NOIDA: Six persons were
arrested for allegedly running
a fake call centre in Sector 2
and cheating scores of
Americans and Canadians of
money by first infecting their
computers with virus and then
offering to repair them. A police
team raided the call centre,
which was being run from a
building in Sector 2, following
atip-off on Friday and arrested
the six. The accused have been
identified as Prabhat Sinha,
Atul Verma, Vijay Sharma,
Deepak Tiwari, Suresh Tiwari
and Jahajeb Pasa all from
Noida and Delhi. “Prabhat and
Atul set up the call centre at a
building in Sector 2 and named
it Code Mevan. Both had been

working as directors of the
company for the past six
months. There were two other
directors, who are now
absconding. They have been
identified as Vinod Nagori and
Rohit Kothari, both from Ajmer
in Rajasthan,” an officer said.
Over the past one month,
several fake call centres have
been busted in Noida and the
suburbs. The menace had
assumed such alarming
proportions even in foreign
countries that a team from the

FBI and Canada police had
visited Noida and met SSP
Ajay Pal Sharma to apprise him
of the situation. The meeting
had led to a series of raids and
several fake call centres being
busted. TBC had recently
reported how lack of
awareness, low rentals and a
slack verification process had
led to many illegal call centres
coming up in Noida within a
short span of time. Explaining
the modus operandi of the
Sector 2 call centre, SP (city)
Sudha Singh said the accused
would send pop-up messages
to users in the US and
Canada. When a user clicked
on the message, his system
automatically got infected

with a virus and operations
slowed down. In some cases,
the computer would even get
locked. The accused would
then send another pop-up
message, providing a
telephone number of a
technician who could help in
unlocking or repairing the
system. “This call centre
infected computers of a
number of people in the US,
Canada and other foreign
countries. They then asked
the victims to pay anything
between $99 and $600 (Rs
7,000-43,000) to unlock the
computers or repair them, as
the case may be. All the
payments were made through
an electronic gateway.
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NGT rejects green activists’ plea,
