Finish Hindon civilian terminal

work in January:  DM GZB
GHAZIABAD: The district

magistrate of Ghaziabad has

instructed all stakeholders,

including Airports Authority of

India, public works department

and Ghaziabad Municipal

Corporation, to complete the

construction of the civilian

terminal at Hindon air base by

January 15. District magistrate

Ritu Maheshwari, who

reviewed the work on

Saturday, held a meeting with

officials of various authorities.

The terminal is being built by

Airports Authority of India

under Regional Connectivity

Scheme. “In the meeting, AAI

officials informed us that they

have already placed orders for

steel frames and structures for

the terminal. These material

are supposed to arrive by

December 15. It will then take

another month to complete the

work,” said Maheshwari. The

terminal building will come up

in an area of 3,500 square

metres. It will be air-

conditioned, pre-engineered or

pre-fabricated structure and

not a porta cabin. The terminal

will have a peak capacity to

handle 300 passengers per

hour (150 departing and as

many arriving).

around 1.30am on Friday. The

girl’s parents have accused the

youth’s family of demanding a

hefty dowry and later calling

off the marriage when they

could not meet their demands.

Subodh’s family has denied the

allegation. Pooja’s father

Yadhuveer Singh, who sets up

garment stalls in weekly

markets in Delhi, said he

would lodge a complaint with

police against Subodh’s family

members. However, no police

complaint was lodged till late

on Friday evening. Subodh’s

father Trilok Chand refuted the

allegation of dowry, saying it

was the girl’s family who had

called off the marriage

because of “personal

reasons”. Sources said the

families of Pooja and Subodh

had met through a common

friend in April this year and

decided in the first week of

July to go ahead with the

marriage. An engagement

ceremony was held in mid-

April. But, within a month, the

marriage was reportedly put

off for November 19 and

eventually called off. Pooja

and Subodh, however, kept

meeting each other.

GNOIDA: The Greater Noida

The three

directors — Nirmal Singh, Vidur

Bhardwaj and Supreet Singh

were arrested by Delhi Police

on Saturday on the basis of an

FIR lodged by buyers of Lotus

300, a luxury residential project

in Sector 168, Noida. The

Lotus buyers brace for crisis, plan to approach high court
buyers of the project are now

worried about its further

construction and delivery. “We

are planning to file an FIR at the

Delhi high court on behalf of all

Lotus buyers. Since money has

been siphoned off from almost

all projects, there has to be a

mechanism to hand over the

completed projects to buyers

under legal supervision,” said

Lalit Khanna, a buyer at Lotus

Greenopolis, Gurugram. The

other projects of the group

which are in a limbo are Lotus

Panache, Lotus Boulevard and

Lotus Zing in Noida. In

Gurugram, Lotus Greenopolis

and Lotus Woodview also

remain incomplete. However,

the projects in Gurugram have

been promoted in partnership

with Orris. Another project,

Lotus City, also with Orris,

proposed along the Yamuna

Expressway, has not started yet.

According to PSP Legal, the

legal representative of all Lotus

buyers, the financial mishandling

has affected at least 8,000

families. According to lawyers

at PSP Legal, even as the

builders are facing police inquiry

on the basis of a complaint filed

by a Lotus 300 buyer, complaints

from buyers of other residential

projects are pending with the

Delhi Police.

Offline Aadhaar identification
a welcome addition

Following a Supreme Court verdict earlier which curtailed

use of Aadhaar biometric data as an identifier by private

companies, UIDAI began working on offline alternatives

which are consistent with the judgment. The essence of the

solution is that the verification should not “ping” Aadhaar

servers. A positive development in this context is that Reserve

Bank of India (RBI), the banking regulator, and government

are in talks to finalise an offline Aadhaar authentication.

Once it’s ready it adds to the basket of options financial

intermediaries have in both opening accounts and expanding

the range of products offered to people entering the formal

financial system for the first time.

   Aadhaar has over time become the most widespread pan-

India identifier. Therefore, migrant workers are not

inconvenienced by not having an identifier issued by the state

where they reside. However, biometrics require careful

handling on account of the problems of identity theft and the

earlier system where private firms with varying standards

piggybacked on a government biometric database was

problematic. The events after the apex court judgment show

that some of the fears about enhancing the overall security

standard for India’s biometric database were overblown.

There were alternatives available. On balance, the talks

between government and RBI must be welcomed as it shows

that the basket of identifiers in India’s financial inclusion

programme can include Aadhaar without giving everyone

access to the servers.

GHAZIABAD: A project by

the Ghaziabad Development

Authority (GDA) to widen a

busy stretch in Indirapuram to

ease traffic snarls has eaten

into tracks meant for cyclists

and early morning joggers built

during the Akhilesh Yadav

regime. The development

authority is currently working to

widen a 4.5km stretch running

parallel to Green Valley from

Shani Dev Mandir on CISF

Road till NH-24 near Khoda.

Six junctions have been

identified along the stretch

where roads will be widened at

least 50m etres on either side

to ease flow of vehicular

traffic. But in the process, the

GDA knocks down cycle tracks to widen roads

GDA has had to remove cycle

and walking tracks that had

been laid in 2014. The stretch

that is being widened remains

congested, particularly during

rush hours, as it is the main road

through which vehicles enter

Indirapuram from Delhi,

Vaishali, Vasundhara and

Kaushambi. What adds to the

daily snarls are haphazard

parking of vehicles along the

road. On Tuesday, TBC

conducted a recce of the entire

stretch and found bollards and

kerb stones of the tracks broken

in at least six locations. The

tracks were found damaged at

the junctions in front of roads

leading to Abhay Khand 2 and

3, Gyan Khand 4, near the gate

of Section 4 of Green Valley,

opposite the road leading to

Shakti Khand 2 and near

Velankanni Matha Church. The

GDA said it would mark lanes

connecting the tracks that

hadn’t been removed. “Of the

six junctions chosen for

widening the road, work is

complete on two. The junctions

in front of St Thomas and St

Francis schools have already

been widened. Roads are being

widened by 50 metres on either

side. Kerb stones and bollards

that lie within 50 metres of the

centre of each crossing are

being shifted. Lanes will be

marked on the road surface in

place of the stones to connect

these cycle tracks at these

points,” GDA executive

engineer Manvendra Singh said.

Leaders of the Samajwadi

Party, in whose regime the

tracks had been built, accused

the GDA targeting projects built

by them. “The BJP-led

government is after political

vendetta, and has been

undermining our projects since

coming to power.

GHAZIABAD: The

deadlines set up by National

Highways Authority of India

to open stretches of Delhi-

Meerut Expressway to

vehicular traffic in a stage-

wise manner have been

changed as the Central

Pollution Control Board has

applied brakes on the project.

In a communication on

November 20, the CPCB had

directed the NHAI to focus

on completion of all under-

construction stretches with

bituminous topping to prevent

loose soil from causing

pollution. In October, NHAI

had embarked on a plan to

open one-km stretches of the

widened portion of the

NH24 widening to be completed in a single phase on CPCB order

highway to divert traffic

through it. This decision was

taken to avoid constant traffic

snarls that are being reported

from the highway due to

ongoing construction work

and vehicle movement through

broken road dividers. NHAI

had commenced construction

on stretches totalling nearly

24-km along either

carriageways of the 19.3-km

section of the highway from

UP Gate to Dasna in

Ghaziabad. According to

NHAI officials, the work flow

has now been altered to fully

complete the exposed 22-km

stretch of road with

bituminous topping. “We have

received conditional approval

from the CPCB to carry out

construction work along the

highway. Stretches that have

already been taken up for

construction will be

completed first in accordance

with the CPCB directive

before we begin work on

fresh stretches. Till now, we

have covered 7.5 km of the

stretch with bituminous

topping. We have set a target

of December 15 to complete

half of the 24-km stretch that

has been lying exposed with

loose soil. By March next

year, we expect to cover the

entire 24-km stretch with

bitumen. After that we will

seek fresh permission from

the CPCB to undertake

construction work on new

stretches,” said NHAI project

director R P Singh. Officials

said that nearly 250 to 300

metres of road stretches on

an average are being covered

with bitumen daily. The

section from UP Gate to Vijay

Nagar is expected to be

formally commissioned in

March. To end traffic jams at

UP Gate, which is the starting

point of the second section of

the highway in Ghaziabad,

NHAI plans to fully open the

bridge at the Hindon Cut

Canal widening work on

which is already underway in

March. “The CPCB has not

directed us to stop

concretisation works.
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GHAZIABAD: Police have

sought permission from the

district administration to exhume

the body of a 17-day-old baby

girl who was allegedly strangled

to death by her father on

November 24 and buried by her

family a day later. The

exhumation has been sought to

conduct an autopsy upon the

body to ascertain the cause of

death. The baby’s maternal

uncle had filed a complaint on

November 26 alleging her father,

Mehtab (32), a truck driver, of

strangulating her in his house in

Masuri as he wanted a son from

his wife Farhana (24).

Cops may exhume
body of 17-day-old

GHAZIABAD: A pharmacy

located in Indirapuram was

robbed of Rs 1 lakh cash early

Wednesday.

Nitin Chaudhary, one of

the members of the temple

committee, said that footage

from the CCTV camera

installed in the temple shows

two masked men entering the

temple premises at midnight. He

added that donations since

Diwali were lying inside the

box. Circle officer of

Indirapuram Ravi Kumar said,
