CBSE cancels Ghaziabad
school’s affiliation
GHAZIABAD: The Central

Board of Secondary Education

(CBSE) has withdrawn

provisional affiliation of Holy

Angel’s Public School in Kavi

Nagar for flouting norms of

affiliation and examination,

with immediate effect. As per

the notice served by CBSE’s

assistant secretary (affiliation),

the number of students enrolled

for the 2018 boards, and

subsequent registration for the

following year, was of a higher

extent and not in proportion

with the required infrastructure

of the school. CBSE’s

committee carried out an audit

of the school in January this

year, and reported that there

were only two sections from

classes 9th-12th each. There

were 320 students in Class 9th

and 400 in 11th for the

academic session 2017-18, but

the infrastructure was not in

consonance with the number

of students, which is a

violation. Students registered

for board exams in 2019 will

be allowed to appear.

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Case for abolishing
anti-profiteering arm

The National Anti-Profiteering Authority’s (NAA) move to

slap a penalty of Rs 380 crore on Hindustan Unilever Ltd

(HUL) for alleged failure to pass on to consumers the lower

incidence of GST on its products is irrational. It takes away

from India’s claim to be working to improve ease of doing

business. NAA’s arbitrariness makes a case for its abolition.

The GST Council had recommended rate reductions — from

28% to 18% and 18% to 12% — on a variety of goods on

November 10, 2017. And industry was mandated to lower

rates from the midnight of November 14, 2017, in four days’

time. This is not logistically feasible for products already out

in the market: no one can recall millions of units of shampoo,

toothpaste, soap, etc, to reprint packaging to reflect new tax

rates and prices. During the time it took to print fresh

packaging material with revised prices, HUL took the decision

to raise the selling price to the distributor and offer the

government the excess so recovered, instead of lowering

the price charged to the distributor and creating the possibility

of retail networks profiteering from a lower bulk price while

the printed MRP reflected the unrevised, higher tax rate.

The company has now been penalised for enriching the

exchequer, instead of letting traders profiteer. NAA has

faulted HUL for not effecting uniform price cuts on stock-

keeping units (SKUs)  jargon for the pack sizes without

looking at the net effect of the pricing changes. Profiteering

would mean making extra money, not varying the SKU size

for pricing convenience. On what basis has the NAA

determined that price changes on some SKUs alone are

valid? Such arbitrariness strengthens the case for abolishing

the NAA, and leaving things to the Competition Commission

of India to handle any unfair trade practice.

NOIDA: At least 14 people

were injured in the fire which

broke out in a house in Noida’s

Behlolpur village on Sunday

night. With police and fire

tenders arriving almost an hour

late late at the spot, it was the

villagers who turned saviours

for the three families and

tenants sleeping in the three-

storeyed house. The

occupants, who were caught

unaware by the fire, have been

badly injured, with two of them

in a critical condition.

The injured

persons include Inderpal, his

wife Renu, their son Sonu (15),

Inderpal’s brother Bhupinder,

two children Ravi (10) and

14 injured in Noida blaze, lanes
too narrow for fire tenders

Prince (11), and tenants

Yoginder, Bhairav, Gaurav,

Abhishek and Kuldeep.

Inderpal’s brothers Tejveer

and Gajender, as well as

Tejveer’s wife Shashi,

suffered minor injuries. While

Inderpal — an executive in a

private company — was

staying on the ground floor

with his wife and son, the

families of the other two

brothers were staying on the

third and fourth floors. Rooms

on the second floor had been

rented out. Tejveer told TBC

that fire was caused due to a

short circuit and spread in

minutes due to the three

motorcycles parked on the

ground floor. “The bikes caught

fire soon after the short circuit

around 10.30pm on Sunday,

but we were unaware as we

had fallen asleep.

NOIDA: The ongoing strike by

house-keeping staff has led to

another controversy, with

locals from Nithari village

objecting to garbage strewn

inside and outside the premises

of district hospital. Some locals

who had gathered to offer

The corporation has decided to

set up one waste segregation or

collection centre for every 5-10

wards. “Civic waste collected

from wards will be segregated

at these centres for dry and wet

waste. Dry waste like wood,

glass and metal will be sold off

for reuse. We hope to reduce

civic waste by 70%. The

remaining 30% of wet or

kitchen waste will be dumped

at the Galand site for the time

being, where we have 19 acres

of land at present,” said

councillor Rajender Tyagi. A

total of 32 acres of land is

required for the purpose. In the

meantime, the GMC will be on

the lookout for low-lying areas

within municipal limits for

developing a sanitary landfill

site, where waste is isolated

from the environment until it is

safe. “We will have to

concentrate on developing a

sanitary landfill site. Segregated

waste will be dumped and

levelled, and enzymes will be

sprinkled on it to ensure

degradation.

The corporation also

requested them to clear the

entire stretch of encroachers

and parked vehicles. “The 1.2-

km stretch from Yashoda

Hospital to the township has

been completely taken over by

parking vendors.
