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Appoint SP-rank officer to regulate
Gzb traffic: Allahabad High Court

ALLAHABAD: The
Allahabad high court on Friday
directed Ghaziabad SSP
Vaibhav Krishna to properly
regulate traffic system in the
city. The court further directed
the SSP to set up a committee
under an officer, not below the
rank of an SP, to supervise the
traffic system of the city.
Hearing a petition filed by the
Federation of Apartment
Owners Association,
Indirapuram, a division bench
of acting Chief Justice Govind
Mathur and Justice CD Singh
directed the SSP to submit a
report on traffic regulations by
November 14, the next date of
hearing. The court also

directed the Ghaziabad
Development Authority
(GDA) and others to file their
replies (counter affidavits) in
response to the contention
raised in the PIL, which alleged
that commercial shops and
complexes are being run in
residential  areas  of
Indirapuram. The PIL has
sought seizure of all
commercial shops and
complexes which are being run
in Indirapuram. Krishna said a
team would be constituted to
study the traffic problem in a
manner prescribed by the
court. “In coordination with the
GDA, we will ensure smooth
vehicular movement.

CBI feud : Supreme Court
has taken hold of the situation

The Supreme Court has taken hold of the situation. It has
done well to order a time-bound and supervised inquiry into
the charges against the sidelined CBI Director, Alok Verma.
The government had suggested that it took the first step
earlier this week to defuse tensions arising from the feud
between the two top officers of the agency when it asked
Mr. Verma and Special Director Rakesh Asthana to go on
leave, and appointed M. Nageswara Rao as its interim chief.
This followed an order by the Central Vigilance Commission,
accusing Mr. Verma of non-cooperation and divesting him
of his powers and functions. However, these measures only
deepened the suspicion that the government was interfering
in the CBI Director’s functioning. The court, while
entertaining a writ petition from Mr. Verma questioning the
legality of the order divesting him of his powers, has asked
the CVC for a quick probe within two weeks into allegations
against him contained in a letter sent by the Cabinet Secretary
on August 24. Former Supreme Court judge A K. Patnaik is
to supervise the CVC probe. Responding to the
government’s reservations about such external supervision
of the work of a statutory authority, whose primary
responsibility is superintendence over the CBI in anti-
corruption investigations, the court clarified that it is a one-
time exception given the peculiar facts of this case. The
court has addressed the possibility that the crisis could be
compounded if the interim Director makes any far-reaching
decisions on his own. It has asked him to confine himselfto
routine tasks to keep the agency’s work going. A review of
Mr. Rao’s early decisions transferring key officers is possible:
the court has sought the details in a sealed cover.

The court’s interim order thus goes beyond calming the air;
it works as a safeguard against any further damage to the
institution’s reputation and credibility during the pendency
of the case, and is a means to a quick resolution. It also
preserves the legal questions arising from the government’s
action based on the CVC’s order against him. Notice has
been issued to the government in both Mr. Verma’s petition
and another by the NGO ‘Common Cause’ challenging the
order against Mr. Verma. Questions such as whether the
CVC’s power of superintendence extends to recommending
stripping a Director of his powers and functions and whether
such a step requires the approval of the committee that
appoints the Director are still open for adjudication. Judicial
intervention often serves to quieten the mood in a surcharged
atmosphere. This is of particular importance here. Reports
that four men from the IB were caught by Mr. Verma’s
security staff on suspicion of mounting surveillance on him
cause unease.

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31 ration dealers in Noida lose

NOIDA: The Gautam Budh Nagar administration has cancelled
the licences of 31 ration distributors for alleged involvement in
the public distribution system (PDS) scam. The administration
has formed a four-member committee to identify new distributors
to which the 15,000 affected beneficiaries can be attached.
Sources said the recent scam across the state was the first
instance of unauthorised Aadhaar cards being used to pilfer ration
from the accounts of genuine beneficiaries. District magistrate
BN Singh said 20 licences had been cancelled in Noida, seven
in Greater Noida and four in Dadri.
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You didn’t pay tax: Recorded message drives scam

NOIDA: The 31 people
arrested so far for running a
fake call centre in Noida would
send pre-recorded messages
to random American citizens,
saying they had defaulted on
tax payments and would be
arrested if they did not pay up
soon. The accused would ask
the victims to transfer the
money into specified bank
accounts and then go
incommunicado. The 31 people
were arrested on Thursday
from a building in Noida Sector
63 where they used to run the
fake call centre. Thursday’s
was the fifth such sham centre
to have been busted in the past
20 days in the city. Police have
identified the main accused as

Abhishek and Rajendra. Both
of them are from Ahmedabad
in Gujarat and had earlier
operated fake call centres in
the western state. No sooner
did they come under the police
radar, they fled Gujarat and
came to Noida four months
ago. “The accused would
randomly call up American
citizens and send pre-recorded
messages, saying that they were
tax defaulters. They would claim
to be from the American
revenue service and the
message would state that if the

defaulters didn’t want an arrest
warrant to be issued against
them, they should comply with
the procedure as stated,” said
Ashok Kumar Singh, SP
(crime). Police said the accused
would also send across fake
emails and ask the victims to
transfer the money in specified
bank accounts. They were well-
versed with US taxation laws
and would ensure anyone who
joined the gang would know the
rules by heart. “The prime
accused have been working
here for the past three months.
Before that, they were carrying
out similar fraud in Ahmedabad.
When they were close to being
nabbed in Gujarat, they fled to
Delhi-NCR.

Cut near Kalindi Kunj closed to prevent wrong-side driving

NOIDA: The traffic police
have closed a 30-metre cut
connecting two carriageways
on the Mahamaya-Kalindi
Kunj route to curb wrong-side
driving and subsequent
congestion. The stretch
witnessed regular congestion
during rush hour due to
commuters entering from the
wrong side and merging with
the traffic flow. The menace
was all the more because of
two-wheeler drivers. “Some
commuters tend to climb the
Mahamaya flyover from the
loop joining the Noida-Greater
Noida Expressway with the
flyover. The loop is made for
exiting the flyover but

commuters, especially two-
wheelers, continue driving on
the wrong side from that loop
to on the carriageway of the
Mahamaya-Kalindi Kunj route
linking Noida with Delhi. In
order to avoid driving on the
busy Noida-Delhi stretch,
these commuters drive on the
wrong side on the Delhi-Noida
carriageway for about about
100 metres and later cross over
to the other carriageway to
join the traffic moving from
Noida towards Delhi,” a senior
traffic police officer said. This,
he said, not only aggravates
congestion on the busy
Mahamaya-Kalindi Kunj route
but also increases chances of

accidents. “The cut was closed
on Friday afternoon so that
wrong-side drivers don’t get an
escape route,” SP (traffic)
Anil Jha said. The cut between
the two carriageways is bang
opposite the gate of the Okhla
bird sanctuary. In another
diversion, which will be in
affect from Sunday, the traffic
police will close the Labour
Chowk T-point. The diversion
will prevent commuters
travelling directly from Sector
57 to enter Sector 62 and JSS
T-point and they will instead
have to use the cut a few
metres ahead on the road
towards the NIB police
chowki and NH-24.

Behind world’s tallest statue, a tireless 93-year-old

Noida: Ram Vanji Sutar stands
atnomore than 5ft 8 inches. But
the 93-year-old has soared on
the wings of a “golden sparrow”
ofhis childhood dreams to create
the 597-ft Statue of Unity the
world’s tallest that will be
unveiled in Gujarat’s Narmada
district next week. Sutar’s
journey from a poor carpenter’s
apprentice to a celebrated
sculptor has been nothing less
than fascinating. “It all started
with a dream,” says the frail
veteran, dressed in a multi-
coloured kurta and white
pyjamas. In between
recollecting his childhood days,
he passes instructions to a

dozen-odd workers giving shape
to statues at his workshop in
Nodia’s Sector 63. “I dreamt that
I needed to be a sculptor. I just
followed that dream,” he said.
Born to poor parents in 1925 in
Maharashtra’s Dhule, Sutar
would pick up apencil every day
and draw random sketches, be
it on the wall or a piece of paper.
Ifthe sketches weren’t enough,
he would use a small chisel to
carve out figures from stones
and pebbles he found on the
road. Life for Sutar took the first
turn when his Class VI teacher
was transferred to a
neighbouring village and asked
him to come along. “When I

reached Avdhan village, [ found
the school there did not have
Class VI. My teacher asked me
stay with him and help with the
domestic chores. The focus
shifted from education to doing
odd jobs,” he said. As Sutar did
not go to school, he would spend
most of his days feeding birds.
One night, he said, a “golden
sparrow”” spoke to him in his
dream and asked him to follow
his love for art. The next
morning, he fled his teacher’s
house, walked barefoot 6km
and reached the city. He
travelled around, toiled to eke
out a living and fund his
education and finally secured

admission in JJ School of Arts
in then Bombay. After
completing his studies, Sutar
shifted to Delhi in 1959 and
landed a job in the information
and broadcasting ministry. But
he quit his job soon to start a
career as a freelance sculptor.
He opened a studio in Delhi’s
Laxmi Nagar and shifted base
to Noida in 1990. In 2004, he
founded his studio. A casting
factory followed in Sahibabad
in 2006. In between cups of tea
and biscuits, Sutar shared
another anecdote involving
Mahatma Gandhi whose statue
he has sculpted the most
number of times.
