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Over 10,000 new voters
added to list in Ghaziabad

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad administration has
added 10,866 new voters in the
district following arevision and
correction process undertaken
on electoral rolls. The revision
process was undertaken
between January 12 and 24
across all the five assembly
constituencies. On January 12,
the district administration had
published the final electoral
rolls for Ghaziabad prior to the
assembly election that is
scheduled to be held on
February 11. Poll officials,
meanwhile, identified 272
people across the district who
have the potential to intimidate
voters in order to influence the
poll outcome. The potential
troublemakers have been
identified through exercises
conducted in the district by
returning officers of respective
assembly seats along with the
police. Local police stations
have been directed to keep a

vigil on the activities of these
people. District election officer
Gyanendra Singh told TBN
that applications for
rectifications in names and
addresses of voters had been
invited after the rolls were
published on January 12.
“Voters whose names were
missing from the lists in their
respective polling booths were
also asked to apply to the
district administration. The
process was closed on January
24,” Singh said. Officials said
the process of addition or
revision of electoral rolls has
been frozen after January 24.
There will be no revision of the
lists till the polling process is
completed on February 11.
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FONRWA president N P Singh joins BJP

NOIDA: Federation of Noida
Residents Welfare
Associations (FONRWA)
president N P Singh joined the
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
on Monday amid presence of
cabinet minister for micro,
small and medium enterprises
Kalraj Mishra and minister of
state (independent charge) for
culture and tourism Dr
Mahesh Sharma. Singh had
been trying to get a ticket from
the Congress party for this
year’s Vidhan Sabha elections.
But he got disenchanted with
no positive response coming
from the party. He had even
visited Lucknow earlier this
month and participated in the
Congress meetings in Delhi
later this month for the same
reason.

It’s been four
terms (of two years each from
2008) and current fifth term
running as FONRWA
president where I’ve put in
continuous work for the
welfare of this city. It’s a
logical step to move up and
seek a party ticket to continue
the work with not only more
authority, but also the requisite
means as provided to an MLA.
But I was disappointed when
I could not get the ticket from
the Congress party for which
I’dalso visited Lucknow earlier
this month, and also
participated in meetings in
Delhi later,” said Singh.
According to Singh, his decisive
move to BJP became even more
necessary following Congress
decision to join hands with the
Samajwadi Party as poll alliance
partners for the upcoming UP
elections.

Domestic help jumps to
death from 22nd floor
of Ghaziabad highrise

GHAZIABAD: A 24-year-
old woman allegedly
committed suicide by jumping
off the 22nd floor of a society
in Crossings Republik on
Wednesday. The woman,
Gulab, was working as a
housemaid in the house of one
Puja Khanna, who discovered
her body on Wednesday
morning. “Gulab was attending
to household chores like any
other day,” said Puja Khanna,
who lives on the 22nd floor of
the highrise in Crossings
Republik with her mother. “I
was calling her for some work
around 9am. When she didn’t
respond, I went to her room.
It was locked from inside. I
panicked and when I looked
down from the balcony, I saw
her lying in a pool of blood,”
Puja told TBC. She then
informed the security guards.
When asked about what could

have been the reason behind
taking the extreme step, Puja
said, “Gulab, a resident of
Chattisgarh, was working for
us for the last two months. She
told me that she wanted to visit
her home a week ago, so |
informed the agency through
which we had hired her. They
said that they would arrange
her ticket. But Gulab kept on
insisting on going home
immediately, so someone from
the agency promised to pay a
visit on Wednesday afternoon
to talk to her. Before he could
come over, she committed
suicide.

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Farmers demand limit hike

on kisan credit card from Rs
20,000 to Rs 2 lakh per month

NOIDA: The farmers of
Gautam Budh Nagar have
sent a wish list to Union
Finance Minister Arun Jaitley
ahead of the annual budget.
The list sent by the farmer’s
association Kisan Sangharsh
Samiti (KSS) has urged the
government to increase the
monthly credit limit of the kisan
credit card from Rs 20,000 per
month to Rs 2 lakh per month.
Other key points of the letter
are to generate employment in
villages for the farming
community, make technology
easily available and to help in
increasing credit limit on the
kisan credit card. “The kisan
credit card is a great
instrument and it can be made
more relevant by adding to the
credit limit of the card. It can
indeed help a farmer through
a bad crop season if the limit
is increased to practical levels.
Rs 20,000 is too less,”
convenor of Kisan Sangharsh
Samiti Dushyant Nagar said.
The association has also
harped on the need for
developing agro-based

industries within village areas.
“Looking at the mass migration
of villagers to cities for jobs,
we urge the finance minister
to announce argro-based
projects in villages which can
gainfully employ villagers and
restrain the population flow into
cities,” Nagar said. Some of
the other ‘immediate needs’ of
the farmers as mentioned in
the letter sent to the finance
ministry includes the need for
adoption of technology in
farming for a sustainable
future growth. “Farmers
should be granted easy loans
for purchase of tractors and
other modern farming tools. To
solve the problem of irrigation
by investing in construction of
small dams across states that
suffer from droughts and
irregular water flows every
year,” the letter sent by KSS,
states.

RERA will not be diluted: Rajnath Singh
to homebuyers of Greater Noida West

NOIDA: Homebuyers of
Greater Noida West (Noida
Extension) met Union home
minister and senior BJP leader
Rajnath Singh on Monday, who
assured them that irrespective
of the result of the UP polls, the
Real Estate (Regulation and
Development) Act, 2016
(RERA) will not be allowed to
be diluted in the state. “We met
Rajnath Singh and expressed
our fear that RERA may get
weakened in UP, with various
pro-buyer measures being

ignored while being adopted,”
Kumar, president of Noida

in mind when the government
is formed after the election,”

RERA, passed by the Union
government and adopted in
several states, is due for
adoption in UP. The Act is
expected to prevent several
malpractices in the real estate
business and bring about
transparency in the sale and
purchase of property.
