GDA’s Madhuban
Bapudham housing scheme in
the area is spread over 1,234
acres where the development
agency has constructed
11,680 HIG, MIG and LIG
flats out of which more than
8,000 flats remain unsold.

The Army must march ahead

It came as a great surprise that the Army Chief, General Bipin
Rawat, recently argued against the induction of women in combat,
26 years after the doors were opened for them to serve in the
armed forces in a limited capacity. His argument is premised on
the belief that a majority of our society is not prepared to see
women in combat and deal with the consequences. The views
expressed by him are often expressed in private by senior military
officers, who want the armed forces to follow existing conservative
societal norms.

How would they then explain that while religion remains a highly
emotive socio-political issue in India driven by conservative
tendencies, the approach of the armed forces is radically
progressive, as exemplified by the multi-faith places of worship
for soldiers? It is something the armed forces are justifiably proud
of, showcasing it for others to emulate. The armed forces are
truly at the vanguard of liberal and progressive thought on such a
contentious issue, eschewing all temptation to fall prey to the
calls of conservative societal norms. Interestingly, the views of
General Rawat’s counterparts in the Navy and the Air Force are
atvariance with that of the Army Chief. Both have publicly argued
in favour of bringing women in combat. It is true that compared
to the Army, these are much younger forces, smaller in size, and
their operational roles allow them to induct women far more
easily. However, it must not be forgotten that there has been a lot
of resistance to the induction of women even within these two
services. But the resistance was overcome by a strong leadership
and by the way the work environment shaped up in the Navy
and Air Force. The challenge is far greater in the Army because
land combat has its origins in the Stone Age, has been traditionally
amale profession and the biases and prejudices against women
can be camouflaged under tradition and operational effectiveness.
Itis a vexed question with no easy answers.

The debate points to the nature of issues that the armed forces
are trying to grapple with in today’s India. Inducting women in
combat is just one of them; recent Supreme Court judgements
decriminalising adultery and legalising consensual sexual acts,
irrespective of gender, have also put the armed forces in a bind.
These are revolutionary steps in the arena of gender rights. Even
ifthe armed forces wish for an exemption from these rulings, it
can only happen by an act of Parliament a highly unlikely step,
given the political cost for any party championing it. In India, we
live in times when the military is highly revered by society but
hardly understood by it. This mix of reverence and ignorance is a
dangerous combination. It creates opportunity for a small segment
of the polity to determine the “right”” attitude towards the military,
and extrapolate it to nationalism. Since no one wants to be
perceived as being irreverent towards the military — and by
extension, anti-national—those defining the terms of this debate
wield significant political power. This discourse is already playing
out during the debates on news channels on our television screens
and on myriad social media platforms. It coarsens the quality of
our democracy while causing damage to the long-standing image
of the armed forces as a professional and apolitical institution.

This poses a huge democratic challenge, well beyond the domain
of the military. The only way out is for the armed forces to
consistently take progressive positions that are far ahead of the
society at large. Institutions, by nature, are resistant to major
changes and the militaries more so, particularly on gender issues.
That has been the norm globally, but in each case, such resistance
was eventually overcome. A modern India will not be able to
choose any differently, minor hiccups notwithstanding.

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Gangster Act in cow slaughter cases in Ghaziabad

GDA alleges ‘personal interest’ of residents in PIL against illegal shops

GHAZIABAD: In a counter-
affidavit filed in Allahabad high
court on the sealing of illegal
commercial units operating out
of residential areas in
Indirapuram, the Ghaziabad
Development Authority
(GDA) has alleged the
Federation of Apartment
Owners Association filed the
public interest litigation with
“vested interest”. The GDA
has claimed that residents also
run commercial units out of
apartments and the petition is
aimed at shutting down those
operating in other areas.
However, when contacted, the
authority’s brass did a volte
face, saying “the counter-
affidavit doesn’t reflect its

views and will be withdrawn”.
The counter-affidavit was filed
by the GDA more than a
month after it halted its drive
to seal illegal commercial units
in Indirapuram in the wake of
continued protests from
traders. Of the 1,494 illegal
units identified in Indirapuram,
GDA had sealed 37 shops
during the drive from
November 15 to 17. According
to the affidavit by GDA, the
PIL was filed by the petitioner
“just to create pressure upon
the owners of illegal
commercial units so that they
may run their business in
Indirapuram area smoothly”.
The authority has also
appealed to the high court to

impose heavy penalties on the
federation and dismiss the
petition. However, residents
said the allegations levelled
against them “are
preposterous in nature and
indicates that the GDA is
shirking from its responsibility”
to contain illegal commercial
units in the township. “The
GDA was not able to complete
its sealing drive and has put the
onus back on residents. It is
entirely upon the GDA to
earmark which shops are
illegal and seal them thereafter.
We have never asked the
GDA to leave alone illegal
commercial units operating out
of highrises,” said federation
president Alok Kumar. “On the

other hand, we’ve asked GDA
to seal showrooms and retail
outlets operating out of
convenience shops in
highrises. We had sought
action against these units,” he
added. In a U-turn, GDA
secretary Santosh Rai said,
“top officials do not subscribe
to that part of the counter-
affidavit in which it has been
said that the Fed AOA filed the
PIL out of “personal and
private” interest”. “I’ve sought
an explanation from officials
dealing with the case. We’ve
decided to take this counter-
affidavit back and in due
course of time, a fresh affidavit
will be filed in the high court,”
he said.

Gansters, Goonda Acts against
cow slaughter repeat offenders

GHAZIABAD: The police in
Ghaziabad have decided to
slap the stringent Gangsters
Act and the Goonda Act
against those repeatedly
involved in killing cows, even
as three men have been
arrested for alleged cow
slaughter earlier this week. At
a meeting on Wednesday
night, senior superintendent of
police Upendra Agarwal
ordered all station house
officers (SHOs) in the district
to identify those who have
been involved in cow slaughter
and have cases registered
against them in the last five

years. Police will also monitor
the present activities of the
accused and book them under
the Gangsters Act and the
Goonda Act, in case they are
still involved in cow slaughter,
the SSP said. The decision
follows the recovery of cattle
remains from a forest area in
Loni on December 23. BJP
MLA from Loni, Nand Kishore
Gurjjar, along with his
supporters had then staged a
sit-in. On Thursday, three men
were arrested in connection
with the case and knives were
recovered from their
possession, police said.
