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GDA not to clear maps of
flats’ delivery is delayed

GHAZIABAD: In an attempt
to put pressure on builders to
deliver flats to homebuyers at
the earliest, Ghaziabad
Development Authority (GDA)
has decided not to clear maps
of their ongoing projects. This
was decided in a meeting that
took place on Friday. There are
six major builders who are
lagging behind in handing over
possession of flats. “The GDA
has previously lodged six FIRs
against builders but that seems
to have little effect on them. So
we have decided to stall all
work related to map approvals
of their ongoing projects, which
will goad them to deliver flats

as early as possible,” said VK
Singh, OSD in GDA. Officials
said that GDA vice-chairperson
Kanchan Verma, who
convened the meeting with
homebuyers, has also asked the
agency’s enforcement wing to
conduct a physical verification
ofall delayed projects and lodge
FIR against the builders
concerned if the work
progress is not up to the mark.
It was supposed to hand over
786 flats by August this year
but so far has not delivered
even a single one. Similarly,
KDP Builders has constructed
all 330 flats but is yet to give
possession.
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A Dam Smart Move

On Water And Safety

It is welcome and significant that the Centre is leveraging
multilateral funding to shore up resources for maintenance,
safety and revamp of dams and attendant irrigational assets.
The government has approved revised costs of Rs 3,466
crore for the ongoing Dam Rehabilitation and Improvement
Project (DRIP) for 198 large dam projects nationwide, with
over threefourths of the funding provided by the World Bank.
Water storage and supply infrastructure must rise to the top
of the political agenda, especially building the last mile links
whose absence makes huge investments infructuous. The
projections suggest rising and worsening water stress
nationally. We need an annual Water Report, on the lines of
the annual Economic Survey, for focused policy attention
on India’s turbulent water sector, confronting global warming
and changes in rainfall patterns.

India now has 5,264 large dams completed and another 437
large dams under construction, and yet irrigation coverage
remains thoroughly suboptimal. Evidently, command area
development and holistic management of water resources
have been deficient with no dependable water resource
information system in place. Better funding for dam
rejuvenation is warranted now that about 200 dams are a
century old. Phase-II of DRIP would reportedly cover
another 700 dams and cost Rs 7,000 crore. The way ahead
is to modernise safety and oversight institutions and systems
for large dams nationally. The Dam Safety Bill, 2018 provides
for a National Dam Safety Authority. We do need norms
for reservoir silt management and regular surveillance and
monitoring with modern sensors, instrumentation and related
information technology systems. The policy objective needs
to be not just to prevent dam failure but to optimise irrigation

potential.

Noida-Sahibabad metro line may stretch till Mohan Nagar

GHAZIABAD: The
Ghaziabad Development
Authority (GDA) has asked
the Delhi Metro Rail
Corporation (DMRC) to
include Mohan Nagar as the
seventh station on the
Electronic City-Sahibabad
route. DMRC has been told to
prepare a fresh detailed
project report (DPR) in 10
days and submit it to the
agency. In a meeting on
Saturday, GDA officials were
learnt to have told DMRC
representatives that if the
Elecrtonic City-Sahibabad
route was extended up to
Mohan Nagar, it would give
seamless connectivity to
passengers to Delhi. Much of
Mohan Nagar station has
already been developed as it
also the eight station on the
Dilshad Garden-New Bus

Stand route. “If the Mohan
Nagar metro station is included
Electronic City route, it will
give direct access to Delhi and
Faridabad-bound commuters
from the Dilshad Garden-New
Bus Stand route,” said
Kanchan Verma, GDA vice-
chairperson. “We have asked
the DMRC to rework the DPR
for theElectronic City-
Sahibabad line to
accommodate Mohan Nagar
as the last station,” said
Verma. “This means, we will
have six stations instead of five
after Electronic City. The
distance on this line will also
increase from 5.11km.

Accordingly, a fresh DPR
needs to be prepared, which
will be sent to the state
government for approval
soon,” she added. The stations
on this corridor that had been
planned according to the initial
DPR were Electronic City,
Vaibhav Khand, Indirapuram,
Shakti Khand, Vasundhara
Sector 5 and Sahibabad. The
earlier DPR had estimated the
project cost to be Rs 1,886
crore, which is bound to go up
with the inclusion of the stretch
between Sahibabad and
Mohan Nagar. Over the past
few days, the GDA has held a
series of meetings with DMRC
on how the Phase 3 metro
corridor will work out. While the
GDA had initially planned to
take up the Electronic City-
Sahibabad route ahead of the
one between Vaishali and

Mohan Nagar, it later said it
could start work simultaneously
on both projects. It now seems
that after a series of
deliberations with DMRC, the
development agency has finally
made up its mind to start work
on the Noida Electronic City-
Sahibabad metro line. The
GDA had earlier worked out
modalities for fund distribution
for the Electronic City corridor.
According to the plan, the
Centre and UP government
were to contribute Rs 335 crore
each, the GDA Rs 572 crore,
UP Housing Board Rs 365
crore, GMC Rs 207 crore and
UPSIDC Rs 73 crore. But with
plans to add Mohan Nagar as
the seventh station on
the route, the cost is bound to
go up, raising concerns if
stakeholders will agree to the
hike in share.

GHAZIABAD: Sitting
outside a newly constructed
“pink Toilets” at the Rajnagar
District Centre (RDC),
attendant Divya Sinha is busy
flipping the logbook. She
waves frantically seeing this
correspondent there. “You’ not
allowed here, it’s only for
women,” she says. Diyva has
been “wo-manning” this pink
Toilet at the RDC ever since it
was inaugurated two months
ago. She rues over the
relatively less footfall. “Even
though this pink Toilet is air-
conditioned and has all facilities
exclusively for women, there
is not the kind of footfall we
expected. [ don’t understand
why,” she said. According to

Divya, not more than 10-12
women have been visiting this
pink Toilet a day. “We charge
only Rs 5 peruser. I don’t think
the amount is too much, given
the facilities we are providing,”
she added. The pink Toilet at
RDC is equipped with two
Indian style lavatories and one
Western. “The pink Toilet also
has a rest room where lactating
women can feed their children.
There is also a machine to
dispense sanitary napkins.

Noida's Sector 12 to get
community centre after 3 years

NOIDA: After more than
three years, Sector 12 will
finally have a functional
community centre. Noida
Authority officials from work
circles 1 to 5 visited the sector
on Saturday and approved the
rebuilding and renovation work
of the structure.

BSF constable Kkilled by batchmate on
Ghaziabad school campus after brawls

GHAZIABAD: A 30-year-
old BSF constable was shot
dead on the campus of a
private school on Monday
morning, allegedly by a
batchmate and colleague. The
two, according to other BSF
officials, had fought twice the
previous night and once again
in the morning. Jagpreet
Singh, a resident of Gurdaspur
in Punjab, was shot at least
thrice on the campus of Bal
Bharati Public School in Brij
Vihar where a company of
100 BSF constables and
officers has been put up as
part of security measures for
the Kisan Kranti Yatra. The
shooting took place around

6am. No student or school
official was present on the
campus but classes were held
later in the day as usual even
as the BSF detail remained on
campus and policemen were
present all over, triggering
concern among anxious
parents. Sources said
Jagpreet and the accused Ajit
Singh — also a constable
from Pathankot in Punjab —
were batchmates during their
BSF training in 2012.

Noida to lease out terrace of Sector 18 multi-level parking

NOIDA: The Noida Authority
has decided to lease out the
terrace of the multi-level
parking in Sector 18 for
commercial activities. The
Authority, which has invited an
Express of Interest from
bidders, intends to generate
sustainable revenue through
commercial development of
the terrace space. A pre-
submission meeting is
scheduled at 3.30 pm on
October 16. Rajeev Tyagi,
general manager, Noida
Authority, said the terrace is
spread over 9,500 square
metre. “The multi-level parking
aims to cater to the increasing
footfall in commercial

establishments in the area. It
can accommodate 3,000 cars
in Noida’s prime location.
There is a 9,500 square metre
area on the terrace (8,500 sqm
open and 1000 sqm covered)
in prime location. The
Authority has decided to lease
out this space for development,
operation and maintainance of
the property,” he said. The
interested bidders can submit
EOI along with the project
concept to the Noida Authority

by October 22. They have to
prepare the project concept as
per the provisions of Noida
Master Plan and as per the
building by-laws. The bidder’s
financial stability will also be
evaluated before the allotment.
Officials said the eligible bidder
must have an average annual
turnover of at least Rs 25 crore
for the past three financial
years and a minimum tangible
net worth of Rs 10 crore. The
applications received shall be
reviewed and interactions will
be held with the applicants
before finalization of project
terms and condition. The
application process will be
offline.

NOIDA: A 69-year-old
businessman was shot at on his
arm by two bike-borne assailants
while resisting a robbery attempt
at Parthala Chowk in Sector 119
on Sunday morning,. Police said
that Subhash Chandra Rastogi,
along with his wife Sunita
Rastogi, were going to pick up
their son and daughter-in-law
around 7.30am to go to Sambhal
atarelative’s place. Subhash’s
son Arpit was waiting at Parthala
Chowk along with his wife.
When his parents arrived at the
spot, two men suddenly came
there and tried to snatch his
wife’s gold chain. “Two men
came on a bike and one of them,

who was riding pillion, tried to
snatch my wife’s gold chain. Just
then my father intervened and
tried to push them away but
before he could do much, the
manriding the bike, pulled outa
revolver and fired at my father,”
said Arpit, who works as an
assistant professor in an
engineering college.
