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Woman falls from 9th floor flat, dies

GHAZIABAD: A 35-year-
old woman allegedly fell to
death from the ninth floor of a
housing society in Ghaziabad
on Monday morning. The
woman, identified as Meenu
Pandey, was a homemaker.
She is survived by a son and
a daughter aged five and one
years, respectively. The in-
cident took place at Devika
Skypers apartments in Raj
Nagar Extension at around
12.30am. Meenu's husband,
Nilambhuj (38), a software
engineer and her younger
sister, Rashmi (32), were in
the flat apart from the kids
when the incident took place.
"No one saw how Meenu fell
from the balcony. Around
midnight, the baby girl was
crying because of intense
heat. So Meenu cuddled her
for a while after which she
asked Nilambhuj to hold her
while she went out for some
fresh air. A few minutes later,
hearing the sound of a plas-
tic chair, Nilambhuj rushed
outside and found her lying
on the ground near the base

o

of the tower," Nilambhuj's
uncle, Avdesh Pandey (54),
told TBC. Meenu was imme-
diately rushed to nearby Yas-
hoda Hospital where she was
declared brought dead. The
police have not registered
any case and the incident has
been recorded as an entry in
the general diary. The body
was handed over to family
members after post-mortem.
"From investigations, it
seems that the fall was ac-
cidental. None of the family
members filed a complaint in
this regard.

The tale of America’s
hollow climate change
leadership

On 1 June, US President Donald Trump announced
his decision to pull his country out of the 2015 Paris
Agreement on climate change. The list of incorrect facts
and flawed reasoning that accompanied his announcement
is a long one. But three of them deserve to be mentioned.
One, Trump’s entire logic was based on the false premise
that the Paris Agreement imposes disproportionate costs
on the US. The argument was a throwback to the George
W. Bush regime, which decided to walk away from
the Kyoto Protocol on similar grounds. While Kyoto
did indeed come with binding greenhouse gas (GHG)
emission reduction targets for developed economies, the
Paris approach was completely the opposite. The latter
involved a bottom-up approach in which each country
had to submit its own nationally-determined contribution
(NDC) and there is no legal liability for failing to achieve
those targets. In fact, it is because the agreement doesn’t
impose anything that Trump has been able to end the
implementation of the US-declared NDC even though
the process of exiting the climate deal will take years.
Two, Trump said that the Green Climate Fund (GCF)
obliges the US to spend tens of billions of dollars.
He also singled out India which he said has made “its
participation contingent on receiving billions and billions
and billions of dollars” for particular censure. While the
developed countries have agreed to provide $100 billion
annually by 2020, the amount pledged so far through
the GCF is merely $10.3 billion. The US has delivered
just $1 billion out of its own pledge of $3 billion, which
itself contrary to Trump’s claim of the US shouldering
the entire burden virtually alone is not the highest either
in per-capita terms or in per-unit-gross domestic product
(GDP) terms. Three, Trump called the Paris Agreement
just like he has called many other treaties to which the US
is a party a conspiracy by other countries to put America
at an economic disadvantage. Even if the charge seems
puerile, it deserves a response. If Trump was correct, the
withdrawal of the US should have started a procession
of countries exiting the agreement. Instead, most leading
European powers, India and China have reaffirmed their
commitment to the Paris Agreement. However, itis not the
Trump administration alone. Previous US administrations
also stand indicted in the fight against climate change. If
the Bush administration was responsible for sinking the
Kyoto Protocol a much stronger instrument than the Paris
Agreement the Obama administration made sure that the
Paris Agreement was so diluted that it would hardly do
anything to achieve its ambition of restricting the rise
of global temperature to below 2 degrees Celsius from
pre-industrial levels. It was Obama’s secretary of state,
John Kerry who reportedly threatened to walk out of the
deal if there was any attempt to build in differentiation
between the obligations of the developing and developed
countries. As a result, the Paris Agreement eschews any
effort at accounting for historical emissions, mentions
but does not operationalize the principle of common but
differentiated responsibilities, gives no legal instrument
to poor countries to claim compensation for damages and
allows for no penalties against the non-achievement of
self-declared targets.

Greater Noida Industrial Development
Authority cuts budget by Rs 631 crore

NOIDA: The Greater Noida
Industrial Development
Authority (GNIDA) has slashed
its annual budget by Rs 631
crore compared to last year.
The decision was taken at its
board meeting held on Monday,
the first after Yogi Aditya
Nath government took over.
Allocating a total budget of Rs
6,443 crore, the GNIDA has set
aside Rs 1,100 crore for land
acquisition, Rs 1,096 crore for
construction and developmental
works, Rs 114 crore for rural
development and Rs 3,510.8
crore for other works. The
Noida Sector 71 to Greater
Noida (West) Metro has been

said. Last year, a budget of Rs
7,074 crore was passed with
an allocation of Rs 3,700 crore
for land acquisition, Rs 1,295
crore for other development
projects and Rs 210 crore
for development of villages.
Facing a financial crunch, the
GNIDA has tried to rationalise
its budget given that it owes

Twin brothers from India sentenced for attacklng compatriot in Singapore

SINGAPORE: Twin brothers
from India have been each jailed
for five months and ordered
to receive three strokes of the
cane for attacking a compatriot
at a dormitory in Singapore.
Lakshmanan Raman
Pothiyappan, 24, pleaded guilty
to one count of causing grievous
hurt to their fellow countryman
and colleague, Thevvan
Velayutham, 41. The duo were
each jailed for five months and
ordered to receive three strokes
of the cane, The Straits Times
reported on Wednesday. They
committed the offence at a Shaw
Road dormitory near Upper
Paya Lebar Road on Oct 29 last

and

year. Deputy Public Prosecutor
Soh Weiqi said Thevvan, who
is also a construction worker,
was sitting in the front porch
of the dormitory when the two
brothers started punching and
kicking him. Lakshmanan, who
had consumed alcohol shortly

before the attack, also threw a

chair at Thevvan and it struck his
head and body. Soh said, "Raman
had informed that the victim and
Lakshmanan were not on good
terms, and that he had joined in
the assault to support his brother."
Thevvan later went to Changi

General Hospital, where he was
found to have injuries, including
a broken nose and a fracture
near an eye. Soh told District
Judge Samuel Chua that the
victim has since fully recovered
from his injuries. She urged the
judge to sentence the brothers,
who were unrepresented, to
at least five months' jail with
caning. Before handing out the
sentence yesterday, Judge Chua
told the brothers: "The injuries
were severe... Such offences will
not be tolerated in Singapore."
For causing grievous hurt, each
attacker could have been jailed
for up to 10 years and fined or
caned.

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Third swine flu case
confirmed in GB Nagar

NOIDA: A  65-year-old
man has been diagnosed
with swine flu, making it
the third confirmed case
of the disease in Gautam
Budh Nagar this season. A
sample of the patient, who
had come to Fortis Hospi-
tal in Sector 62 last week,
was sent to the National
Centre for Disease Control
(NCDC) for testing, which
confirmed the disease. "We
were informed about the
patient last week, following
which we sought a sample
of the patient. It was sent to
the NCDC for confirmation.
Its report came on Monday
and confirmed swine flu,"
assistant chief medical of-
ficer (ACMO) Rajiv Prasad
told TBC. With this case,
the total cases of swine flu
patients in the district have
reached three, while seven
cases of the disease have

been reported in city hos-
pitals till now. Earlier, a
36-year-old man and a sev-
en-year-old boy had tested
positive for the disease in
the district. Out of the to-
tal seven cases reported in
city hospitals, three patients
were residents of Delhi,
while one patient belonged
to Ghaziabad. One of the
patients from Delhi, Nalini
Jayachandra (49) had died of
the disease at Fortis Hospital
on April 19. With the rise in
number of swine flu cases in
the district, the health depart-
ment has advised residents
to get themselves vaccinated
against the disease.

US citizen honey-trapped in
Noida, conned of Rs 7crore

NOIDA: A 49-year-old US
citizen of Indian origin has
landed in a honeytrap and
was duped of Rs 7 crore
which he had invested in
a construction company in
Greater Noida. The victim,
a Noida resident, had shift-
ed to Georgia, US, two de-
cadesago and gotits citizen-
ship. Last year, he invested
some money in a company
in Greater Noida, which al-
legedly used a woman to
blackmail him. The woman
allegedly entered into a
relationship with him and
extracted more money. The
complainant has launched
a campaign on Twitter and
sought help by tagging min-
istry of external affairs, UP
chief minister, US embas-
sy in India, Noida Police,
SSP Noida and UP police.
He said that he had sent a
complaint to Noida Police
via email, but did not get a

response. He has also hired
a lawyer and mulling legal
action against the woman
and the company managers.
Speaking to TBC from the
US, the complainant said
he was working as a hote-
lier there. Subsequently he
shifted to real estate busi-
ness. He is married and
has a wife and a daughter.
After working for several
years in US, he decided to
invest some money in In-
dia. He contacted a real es-
tate firm through a friend
in Greater Noida-West. He
met the directors of the
company who explained
various investment plans
and promised high returns.
The complainant said he
was promised to be made
a co-director with a stake
of 25% in the company. He
invested Rs 7 crore in the
company on December 23,
2016.

In sec-
tor 119, there was constant
tripping from 11.45pm to
2.45pm on Tuesday, with
only intermittent power
for about 10-20 mins in
between. According to
Mukul Singhal, PVVNL
superintending engineer,
there is no transmission
problem as supply is at an
all-time high of 1250 mW.
"The issue of low voltage,
especially at night, is due
tohigh usage of ACs and
other appliances. While we

are able to meet the high
demand of 1250 mW with
no problem, the problem
in Sector 30 was caused
due to a jumper (a metal
connector used to close or
open part of an electrical
circuit) getting burnt. It
took some time to find the
fault and then fix it. As for
other sectors, there is a 5%
to 7% voltage dip at night
from the grid level, which
is affecting some sectors.
Mostly the problem relates
to the current spate of high
temperatures which will
ease once we get some
showers," Singhal said.
