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Eateries in GZB mall told
not to serve non-vegetarian

GHAZIABAD: A group of
men barged into the Opulent
Mallin Ghaziabad on Thursday
and allegedly threatened
eateries inside not to serve non-
vegetarian dishes during the
ongoing Navratra festival. The
incident took place at around
7.45pm on the ground floor of
the mall located on GT Road
near Chaudhary Mod. The
entire incident has been
captured on CCTV cameras.
The men, who were nearly a
dozen in number, barged into
the mall when it was teeming
with visitors. They confronted
the security staff on duty and
asked them to prohibit eateries
and restaurants from serving
non-vegetarian stuff during the
nine days of the festival. A
number of popular eateries,
including McDonald’s and
Nazeer Foods are located on
the ground floor of the mall.

Taken aback, visitors to the
mall took to social media
tweeting about the incident. “A
bunch of guys in saffron attire
enter McD, ask everyone to
stop eating non veg! I'm
shocked!,” said a tweet from
the handle @CharulataB.
Security staff at the mall said
the men had arrived at the mall
on Wednesday too. “They
claimed to belong to some
Hindu outfit. They asked us to
come over to a corner on the
ground floor of the mall and
asked us not to permit eateries
to serve non-vegetarian food.
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Man, son die inhaling
septic tank gas

GHAZIABAD: A 50-year-
old man and his 18-year-old
son died after inhaling
poisonous gas from the septic
tank of their house in Nawab
Nagar, Modinagar, while trying
to clean it on the night of
Friday. The youth’s brother is
also admitted to a hospital in
Meerut in an unconscious
state. The incident took place
when the family had called two
workers to clean the tank but
the workers started losing
consciousness. The victims,
Maksood (50) and his son
Mehboob (18), then pulled out
the workers and tried to do the
cleaning on their own instead.

GHAZIABAD: A 16-year-
old girl was critically injured
when a high-voltage power line
fell on the shanty where she
lived in Vaishali on Saturday.
Kiran (16), who suffered 40%
burn injuries, was rescued by
neighbours and taken to
Yashoda Hospital. She was
later referred to Safdarjung
Hospital in Delhi, where she is
undergoing  treatment.
According to sources, Kiran
was alone at home and was
taking a shower on Saturday
morning, when a high-tension
wire fell on her shanty. The
high-voltage wire injured her
instantly as she was wet and
charred the shanty, which was
made of bamboo and wood.

Masuri acid attack survivor still critical, kin meet SSP for justice

Ghaziabad: A25-year-old acid
attack survivor, Lakshmi, is
fighting for her life in hospital
two months after the ghastly
assault on her while her
parents are running from pillar
to post for justice. On Friday,
Lakshmi’s parents — father
Satpal (55) and mother Sheela
Devi (50) — knocked on the
door of GhaziabadSSP
Deepak Kumar, requesting him
to take speedy action against
her husband and in-laws, who
allegedly forced a bottle of acid
down her throat and left her in
a locked room to die on
February 4. She is the mother

Father-son die after breathing
in toxic fumes from sewer tank

GHAZIABAD: In a tragic
incident. a father and son duo
died after inhaling some
poisonous gas emanating from
their domestic sewer tank
while trying to clean it on the
intervening night of Friday and
Saturday. The incident took
place when, the family had
called two cleanliness workers
to clean the tank, but when
they began fainting, they were
pulled out by the deceased, and
they tried doing it on their own
instead. The deceased have
been identified as Maksood
(50) and his son Mehboon (18),
who were both residents of
Nawab Vihar in Modinagar,
Ghaziabad. Maksood was a
vegetable vendor by profession

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and used to live with his three
sons. According to the police,

Day after shooting,
BJP activist succumbs

Ghaziabad: A 55-year-old BJP
activist, who was shot at and
seriously injured on Thursday
afternoon by bike-borne
assailants in Tronica City,
succumbed to his injuries at a
private hospital in Delhi on
Friday. The victim, Brajeshwar
Tyagi, was the father of gram
pradhan of Nauraspur village in
Tronica City. He was returning
from a local temple when three
men on a bike came near him
and fired three shots at him
though he tried to evade the
bullets. According to police, he
was hit on his back and was
rushed to GTB hospital in Delhi.
He was later referred to Max
Hospital where he died in the
wee hours on Friday.

Thieves steal Rs 3
lakh cash, gold

decamped with Rs 3 lakh along
with undeclared quantity of
gold from a property
consultnat’s home in
Islamanagar area of Kotwali,
Ghaziabad around 11:30 pm
on Friday night.

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‘High tension wire collapses over
house, minor suffers burn injuries’

GHAZIABAD: A 16-year-old
girl got electrocuted when a high
tension electricity wire running
over her shanty collapsed oniit,
resulting in flames, thus burning
the shanty completely on
Saturday morning in Vaishali
Sector 2, Ghaziabad. Even
though the victim received upto
40 percent burn injuries all over
her body, she was rescued by
neighbours and was rushed to
Yashoda Hospital, Ghaziabad
and from there she was further
referred to Safdarjung Hospital,
New Delhi. She is currently
admitted in the Burn ICU and
is undergoing treatment.
According to sources, Kiran
was alone at her home at that
time and she was bathing and

thus easily came in contact with
current running through her
house made up of bamboo,
wood etc. One fire tender was
rushed to the spot, but most of
the shanty had already burnt
until then. “By the time we
reached, the shanty had already
burnt and the people were
anyways trying to put off the
fire through water in buckets
and mugs. The girl was also
taken to the hospital by the
police,” said A.R Sharma, Chief
Fire Officer, Vaishali. “ We
were called by the neighbours
around 10:15 am and when we
reached, we saw the whole
shanty burning in flames and
the people were trying to tackle
the blaze through water.
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
