The family feud in the Samajwadi Party (SP) has taken a

decisive turn with the Election Commission of India

awarding the cycle symbol to Akhilesh Yadav. It’s a tilting

of scales that gives the young chief minister a huge boost

on the campaign trail ahead of next month’s assembly

elections in Uttar Pradesh. Not only does it cement his

place as the man to beat in the polls, it helps him sidestep

anti-incumbency without having to give up the emotional

connect and the organisational support that the SP brings

with it as a key player in the state for more than two

decades.

By winning a pitched battle with his uncles, other forces

within the party, and most significantly, his father

Mulayam Singh Yadav, Akhilesh can now shed the

perception that he was a weak chief minister and

showcase himself as an agent of development and change.

As he now stitches together a pre-poll alliance, notably

with the Congress, in order to keep the BJP in check on

the back of the demonetisation decision and its decisive

victory in the 2014 Lok Sabha elections, Akhilesh has got

a greater say at the negotiating table. The “cycle” has

given him a better chance of controlling the core Yadav-

Muslim vote-bank, which the SP controls, and at the same

time, of reaching out to undecided voters who are

unaffected by traditional caste equations. Though the

pitched UP election battleground may have become

relatively easier for Akhilesh to negotiate, it will by no

means be easy. The fact that his supporters have started

putting up posters of father and son together shows that

the young chief minister does not want to be seen as a

usurper. He knows it is in his best interest to not alienate

Mulayam loyalists in the hinterland, where his father

continues to hold sway. Any sign of weakness or frailty

on the SP’s part will be a sign to voters, particularly

Muslims who usually swing en masse against the BJP,

that Akhilesh may not be the winning horse. This could

lead to a shift in votes towards the Bahujan Samaj Party,

led by Mayawati, who already commands a sizeable

portion of UP’s Dalit votes. Akhilesh will, therefore, have

to strike a fine balance — taking the party along,

portraying an image of strength and renewal, and making

sure his social engineering remains intact. He has

succeeded so far in making the elections about himself.

With the right wheels under him, he will be looking to

remain in the driver’s seat.

It

should be changed only

under special circumstances

necessitated by public

interest,” CONRWA

president.   Jain said

increasing FAR merely to

earn money is totally wrong

as the Authority already has

a strong financial base.

“Instead, it should seek

repayment of loans provided

to other government

agencies. This money

belongs to the residents of

Noida. The existing high

population density of the city

has already created problems

like traffic jams, pollution,

encroachments and lack of

parking space,” he said.

Chetan Sharma, CONRWA

secretary general, said that

once approved, the FAR of

any builder/group housing

plot should not be increased

as it has a ripple effect on the

agreed plan for the allottees.

“If the FAR is increased,

builders will  construct

additional floors over the

existing towers. This will

increase the load on existing

buildings, which was not

considered while preparing

the infrastructure plan

initially,” Sharma said. In

case the builder develops a

new tower after the change,

it will affect the open area

ratio of the plot and increase

the population density, he

added.

The Top Breads

samples were found

‘unhygienic’. “The bread,

cream, butter and the base of

the cakes are being prepared

in unhygienic conditions

here,” Kumar said. Tarun

Chopra, owner of Top Breads,

told  that the restaurant has

been operating for the past 19

years and the management

has applied online for a licence

from FSDA.

Jewar: A tractor-load of

tomatoes for Rs 20. All

vegetables at Re 1 a kg.

These are the rates at which

Gautam Budh Nagar farmers

are selling their harvest to

middlemen and retailers at the

sabzi mandi(weekly farmer’s

market) in Jewar. The

middlemen truck the produce

to faraway mandis, while the

small vendors cart their daily

buy to local markets. Like the

rest of India, here in Jewar,,

despite a good harvest, there

are no takers for the produce.

Distraught farmers blame the

market meltdown on

demonetisation. There’s a

glut, but procurement prices

have crashed over the last

In Jewar, farmers sell produce at rock-bottom prices, or dump them

two months. With cash flow

still disrupted, farmers are

selling at throw-away rates.

Local vendors on carts and

at roadside stalls are selling

vegetables at Rs 5-8 per kg.

“What we are picking up

from farmers is selling very

slowly. People are not buying

much. Most farmers are

selling produce at Rs 1-2 per

kg,” said Baleshwar,  a

middleman. Jewar farmers

are selling produce in Palwal

in Haryana or Bulandshahr,

with few bringing their

produce to the wholesale

market at the SEZ II, Noida,

he added. Vendor Md Salim

said he has bought 50kg of

potatoes at Rs 250 from a

middleman. He has tomatoes,

potatoes, carrots and

seasonal fruits on his cart.

Over a week, he expected to

sell the potatoes at Rs 7/kg

and carrots at Rs 10/kg,

giving him an average profit

of Rs 2/kg of vegetables sold,

and an overall profit of Rs

300-500. Some farmers

claimed the crash will

continue affecting them for

several months, as winter is

when they make a clean

profit, which helps them tide

over the year’s uncertainties.

“We’re ruined. Some

farmers are so frustrated,

they’re dumping truckloads

of cabbages or tomatoes by

the roadside, or selling at

rock-bottom prices. Urad and

arhar dal growers haven’t

even recovered their

investment,” said Mahender

Singh, vice-president of

Bhartiya Kisan Union (BKU)

and a resident of Jewar. “In

2015, we sold urad dal at Rs

10,000 per quintal. This year,

we sold at Rs 4,800. From Rs

9,000 per quintal last year,

arhar dal is down to Rs 3,500.

Sugarcane growers haven’t

received payments for four

months.
